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Parle, Oct. 26.—A complete agree 
ment between France and Spain haw 
been reached on the subject of Mor­
occo, and it only remains to engross 
the treaty which will be signed by 
the two governments early next week. 
This agreement, the negotiations lor 
which have extended over eight 
months, regulate» definitively the po 
sit ion in Morocco of the two powers.

The treaty provides for all ques 
tlons that might arise between pow­
ers taking under control a vast era 
pire divided into two tones, tho one 
French and the other Spanish, bvt 
which preserves by a diplomatic fic­
tion the territorial integrity and the 
nominal sovereignty of the Sultan.

The treaty defines the frontiers of 
the two zones. Spain, because of the 
sacrifices of France in the Congo to 
obtain the withdrawal of German op 
position to the protectorate of Moroc­
co, agrees to a considerable revision 
In favor of France of the territory 
accorded to her by the secret treaty 
of 1904. She abandons to France 
nearly two hundred thousand square 
kilometres in the Ifni region, south of 
Agadir.

Constantinople, Oct. 26.—It 1» an­
nounced here that the Turks suffered 
a severe defeat at Uskup, which was 
captured today by the Servians.

Belgrade, Servis, Oct. 26.—It was 
officially announced tonight that the 
spoils captured at Kumnavo included 
fifty-five field guns, six mountain guns 
»nd six maxims, quantities of am­
munition and stores and two aero­
planes.

At Slenltza the Servians captured 
thirteen big guns and four maxims. 
Forty thousand Turks were engaged 
in the fighting in this district. They 
are accused of massacring many wo­
men and children before they left the 
town. The most prominent Slav in­
habitants were imprisoned but were 
rescued by the first Servian soldiers 
who entered.

A body of 500 Arnauts and Turks 
raised their white caps on their bay 
onets as a sign of surrender, and the 
Servian* commander gave the order 
to cease firing. When the Servians 
were within fifteen paces the enemy 
opened fire, thereupon the Servians 
charged and killed them all at the 
point of the bayonet.

Vienna, Oct. 26.—The correspondent 
of the Relschspost, who is supposed 
to be an Austrian officer sent the fol­
lowing message from the headquarters 
of the first Bulgarian army at 10 
o’clock Friday evening:

“General Ivauoff is drawing his 
lines most closely around Adrianople, 
particularly to the west and north.

The Archives were transferred by the Borden Gov­
ernment to the Department of Secretary of State, where 
this branch properly belongs. Just why it was ever kept 
by the old Government under the Minister of Agriculture 
was always a mystery, and its connection with farming 
waa never explained. From what has been accomplish­
ed during the past year, it is evident that Dr. Roche, the 
Secretary of State, has personally interested himself 
in the work ot the Archives and the collecting of val­
uable historical documents and manuscript. He found, 
it appears, that several years ago a manuscript commis­
sion was formed, consisting of members from various 
parts of Canada, to assist and advise the Minister and 
Dr. Doughty, the archivist. This commission had prac­
tically never been called together, aud no use had been 
made of Its services. The Minister re-organtzed the 
commission and added to it a number of well-known his­
torical students.

The first meeting was called recently and a system­
atic campaign to gather early Canadian documents of 
interest to students was inaugurated. The commis­
sion also authorized the publication of a valuable vol­
ume of a thousand pages, containing the records of all 
early legislation in Western Canada. This promises 
to be the most valuable publication of an historical 
kind in Canada for years. Prof. Oliver, of Saskatche­
wan University, has been at work for two years collect­
ing the records and he has discovered many documents 
which were long thought to have been lost. The com­
mission also authorized the publication of a catalogue 
of all western documents, and another catalogue of the 
10.000 maps in the Archives.

The work of this commission In collecting and ar­
ranging Canadian historical records, promisee to be of 
great benefit in marking out the earlier stages of develop­
ment In various parts of the Dominion.
