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ALL SAFE

Word from Stefansson Receiv-
ed at Ottawa Gives As-
surance of Her Safety at
Collinson’s Point.

Ottawa, Feb, 23.—Further details
&f Stefansson, the Arctic explorer and
the Karluk were received by Geo. J.
Desbarats, deputy minister of naval
‘affairs, today and served to reassure
the world that the Karluk and all
aboard her are safe. The ship is prob-
ably ice locked north of Breechy Point
and may not get out to Persche]l Is-
Jand or Priuce Patrick Island  until
next summer.

Stefansson is well in winter quarters
at Collinsen’s Point with Dr. Ander-
son and the other scientists and mem-
bers of the crews of the Mary Sachs
and Alask

The telegram received today from
Stefansson was sent overland by him
from Collingson’'s Point on February
3. It reached Dawson on Saturday
and came out from there over the
Pominion zovernment telegraph wire
to Ashcroft, on the main line of the
. P. R, and from there was despatch-
ed east. It reads in part:

“Heard rumor that Karluk
sightfed in October last steaming eas
through wide lane past Richard's Is-
Jand. This rumor is diseredited on
the ground that it came from one na-
tive only when there are others along
the coast who might have seen her
¥ am awaiting arrival here of Phillips
a Hudson Bay trader from Richard's I:
land, who is expected shortly.”

Gives His Version of Affair —
, Says Trial Was Regular and

Benton Confessed After the
Verdict,

Chihuahua, Mexico, Feb. 23.—Gen-
eral Villa's story of the killing of Wil-
liam 8. Benton, told to reporters here
today, differs but little from the official
statement given out. Saturday.

Villa insisted that Benton came to
take his life, and referred to Benton's
mission concerning the welfare of his
ranch as a pretext to gain admittance.

According to Villa, Benton, after the
verdict of the court martial, confes-
sed his guilt and declined to ask for
mercy. He merely requested that his
property be turned over to his widow.

On Benton's death Villa said:

“Benton gained entrance to my of-
fice on the pretext that he wanted
to see me on business connected with
his ranch. As soon as he eutered he
began to address me in abusive lan-
guage. I had had some experience
with him before, and knew of his tem-
per. 1 knew also that he had mixed
too freely in Mexican politics, but I
did not suspect that he was coming
into my office to murder me.

“He had not talked long when te
reached for his hip pocket. It flashed
over me that he intended to kill me.
I grabbed his hand, and at the same
time thrust my revslver fnto the pit
of his stomach to stop him. I did not
wish to appear blood-thirsty, and
therefore did not shot him myself. My
guards seized him, took his pistol
from bim, and placed him under ar
rest. It was decided to try him by
court martial and this was domnse, in
the regular manner prescribed by law,
and the prisoner was executed eight-
teen hours aftar he made the attempt
on my life. That is all there is to it.
We would have treated any other of-
fender in the same way.

“After the verdict, Benton confess-
ed. He did not appeal for mercy, but
asked that his property be secured to
his wife. We promised that this would
be done.”

THE SUBURBAN SERVICE.

The suburban service on the Inter-
_tolonlal Railway is still far from sat-
istactory to the large number of tax-
payers who, having homes along the
affected districts of the line, are
forced to come to the city to their
daily work. The latest arrangement
is that a passenger car shall be at-
tached to a train of freight cars com-
ing from Hampton to St. John. This
went Into effect yesterday and the
result of the Initial trip by no means
proved the value of the plan. Owing
to the frequent stops, incidental to
freight traffic, the train reached the
Union depot considerably behind time,
and lho suburban passengers, who
were “forced to patronize her or walk,
found themselves late for business
and much inconvenienced by the de-
lay.

Certainly this is not as it should be.
1t the management of the Intercolonial
Railway has full and complete author-
ity to operate the road from the sole
_point of view of making it self-sustain-
ing there may be some warrant for
curtailing expense wherever possible,
but the process of pruning should not
be carried to the point where the peo-
ple for whose service the road exists
suffer hardships. It was not with any
such idea in mind that the Intercol-
onial was constructed. We cannot be-
lieve that the present policy of L. C. R.
management so far as suburban trains
are concerned is a one. The
gooner it is changed 'the better for all
interested, mot only in the service
particularly affected, but in the gzneral
efficlency of the line.

That sounds well and it seems only
fair that the Church, which insists
upon the right to challenge others
should allow itself to be challenged,
particularly in the interest of the

common good.
A similar challenge, though in a
somewhat different form, has come

to the clergymen of a New England
city. In Lynn, Mass., the Chambher
of Commerce recently appointed a
committee of twelve ministers to act
as intermediates between employers
and employed. Tbeir orders were “to
call attention to those principles of
public justice in accordance with
which civic controversies must be
settled if lasting civic peace and wel-
fare are to prevail.” In other words,
it is to be an appeal to the Gospel as
a last resort and a tacit admission
that the minister is a friend of the
working man as well as the employer
of labor,

It is a promising sign of the times
that such a challenge is apparently
accepted. A quarter of a ceutury ago
such suggestions would have produced
a theological tumult that might have
done untold injury before it subsided.
Ministers and laymen would have been
accused of meddling with things be-
yond their province, and in their de-
sire to defend themselves might have
replied rather recklessly.

NEW BRITISH PEER
SIXTY-ONE TODAY

Alexander Ure, the Scotch states-
man who was one of the five to be el-
evated to the British peerage when
the New Year honors were distributed
last month, was born in Glasgow six-
ty-one years ago today. His father,
John Ure, was at one time Lord Prov-
ost of Glasgow. The new member of
the House of Lords was educated at
the universities of Glasgow and Edin-
burgh, and was called to the Scotch
bar in 1878. For ten years thereafter
he was lecturer on constitutional law
and history at Glasgow University.

It was in 1892 that the future lord
entered the political arena by contest-
ing West Portshire. He was defeat-
ed, and the following year, when he
stood for Parliament from Linlithgow-
shire, he was again the “also ran.”
Persistency has ever been a Scotch
virtue, however, and in 1895 the sov-
ereign voters of Linlithgowshire sent
the young barrister to London to rep-

mons. In 1905 he became solicitor
general of Scotland, and four years
later he was made lord-advocate of
Lis native land. Shortly before his el-
evation to the peerage he was created
lorl president of the Scottish court of
sessions. For many years he has been
one of the leaders of Liberalism in
Scotland, and an able and vehement
supporter of the government both in
and out of Parliament. The new peer
is a thorough sportsman, and is de-
voted to yachting and pedestrianism,

A FAMOUS ACTOR

Victor Moore. the actor, will pass
his thirty-eighth milestone today, hav-
ing been born in Hammonton, N. J,
Feb, 24, 1876. Mr. Moore has lately
been devoting his attention to vaude-
ville, and is alleged to be one of the
highest salaried artists in that branch
of thespian art. A year or two ago
the following statistic regarding Mr.
Moora's earning powers was publish-
ed in a New York paper:

“Victor Moore is now paid $1,500 a
week for precisely the same act that
he presented in the very same thea-
tres seven years ago for $125.”
Whether Mr. Moore's salary has
continued to keep pace with the high
cost of living cannot be stated. Siuce
the income tax law was passed there
hasu't been a great deal published
about the salaries of American stage
people.

Mr. Moore was educated in New
Jersey and Boston, and his first job
was as an.gfiiceboy at $3 per. It was
while thus engaged that he was stung
by the dramatic bee. His first ap-
pearance on any stage was at the Bos
ton Theatre as a “super” in “Babes in
Toyland.” He did such a neat job of
supering that a manager offered him
a small pert with Arthur Sidman in
“ ASummer Shower.” After several
other engagements, including one with
John Drew in “Rosemary,” Mr. Moore
became a stock company actor in Pe-
oria, and subsequently in Newark, N.
J., Philadelphia and New York.

His vaudeville debut was made in
1901, and the comedy sketch he put
on was so successful that he toured
in it for four years. He then created
the role of Kid Burns in “Forty-five
Minutes from Broadway, and after
two seasons in that play he took a
promlnent part in another Cohan pro-
duction, “The Talk of New York.”
Since then he has returned to vaude-
ville, with great success.

Sentiment in Pittsburgh
Léss Buoyant With-
in Past Week.

ALL HOPEFUL FOR
LONG PULL HOWEVER

View Held that any Long
Postponement of Rate De-
cision will Force Rail-
ways to Buy Anyway.

(The Evening Post.)

Pittsburgh, Feb. 20—On the whole,
sentiment in Pittsburgh steel circles
is not as buoyant as a fortnight ago.
At that time, everyone was extremely
hopeful; now there are those who are
wondering whether the January activl-
ty in buying did not represent a “false
start.” All are hopeful for “the long
pull,” but in some quarters there are
doubts whether improvement will be
continuous in the next few months.
The further suspension of the East-
ern railroads’ advanced tariffs to Sep.
tember 12, with the subsequent state-
ment at Washington that the delay in
the decision might not postpone the
matter longer than to May or June,
was variously regarded. In some quar-
ters, it was assumed as beyond ques-
tion that the postponement simply
means so many more months before
railroad buying can be expected, the
railroads having fairly well succeeded
in thier campaign of education to con-
vince the public that rate advances
and buying are inseparable,
But elsewhere, the veiw is taken
that since, after all, the rallroads
must sooner or later buy what they ab-
solutely need, any long postponement
of the rate decision would mean that
the railroads will be unable to wait.
Being under the necessity of doing a
certain amournt of work this summer
and having nothing in the near future
to wait for, they must before very
many weeks make up their schedules
and soon place orders.

REACTION IN MONEY
MARKET OF WEST

Chicago, Feb. 19.—A slight reaction
from the recent extreme low rates is
evidenced by a better tone in this
week's money market, and an improv-
ed call for loans and a stiffening of
rates.
