Germans Defeated in France by French and British,
i Teutonic Army in Flight Before Russians in Molda-
via, Roumania; and Turkish Forces Beaten by

British Near Kut-El-Amara.

BERLIN ADMITS DEFEAT BY ENGLISH IN FRANCE
AND BY RUSSIANS IN ROUMANIA—TWO BAD
DAYS FOR KAISER AND HIS HOSTS — VIGOR-
OUS FIGHTING IN NEARLY ALL SECTIONS.

London, Jan. 27.—In a successful operation on the
Bomme front in the neighborhood of Le Transloy today,
says the official communication issued from British head-
quarters tonight, a commanding portion of a German po-
sition was captured by British troops. More than 250 pris-
oners were taken in the operation.

The statement follows:

“A successful operation was carried out by our troops
on the Somme battlefront early this morning in the neigh-
borhood of Le Transloy. All of the objectives attacked were
gained, and a commanding portion of the enemy’s position
captured. We have taken over 250 prisoners, including six
officers.

The Enemy Loses Heavily.

\ “Vigorous counter-attacks were made by the enemy
during the day to regain the lost ground. These were all
driven back by our fire with heavy losses. Our total casual-
ties were very slight.

“The enemy's positions were raided by us at daylight
this morning northeast of Neuville-St. Vaast. Prisoners were
secured and dugouts containing some fifty Germans were
destroyed. We had no casualtics. Enemy trenches were also
entered last night by one of our patrols northeast of Vermel-
les and a number of casualties inflicted on the hostile gar-

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CANAD'S WAR APPROPRIATIONS
WILL BE FOR STAGGERING
AMOUNT OF $500,000,000

wpeclal to The Standard.

Ottawa, Jan. 28—The wur appropri-
ations bill which will be introduced
in the house on Monday will be for
the staggering sum of $500,000,000,
nearly three times the annual expen-
dit of the Canadian government
forgl!l purposes before war broke out.
‘War is an expensive game and as
jong as Canada keeps up her end she
must pay the piper. The official mem-
orandum issued today explains that
this sum, however, will include ad-
vances which the Canadian govern-
ment will make to the Imperial au-
thorities this coming year. Canada
has already advanced $250,000,000 for
this purpose.

Costs Million a Day.

Roughly the war is costing at the
present time about a million dollars
a day or some $350,000,000. This is
about the expenditure figures in for
this year. The remaining $150,000,000
will likely be the advances for war
munitions. The Imperial Munitions
Board is spending about a million a
day in Canada. The remainder of
thelr expenditures will be secured by
advances from banks.

The ing for this col 1 sum
falls largely upon the shoulders of Sir
Thos. White, whose financial genius
8o far has kept Canadian credit abso-
lutely sound and whose methods have

been loudly praised in England and
the United States. How he proposes
to finance for the coming year will be
explained in his budget speech which
will not be delivered mow until the
house reassembles.

Will ‘Aid Britain.

The official statement issued today
is as follows:

“In connection with the war appro-
priations of five hundred millions
which is being presented to parlia-
ment it should be noted that a con-
siderable portion of this amount will
be advanced to the British govern-
ment to pay for miunitions orders in
Canada. The very large commitment
of Great Britain in financing her war
expenditures as well as providing as-
sistance to the Allies’ nations make
it desirable that Canada should aid,

| as much as possible in raising money

to meet the British' expenditures
within this Dominion. Canada has
already advanced two hupdred and
fitty millions to the British govern-
ment for this purpose; of this amount
one hundred million has been provid-
ed by the Canadian banks and one
hundred and fifty million by the gov-

ON SAYS HON.
THOS. WHITE

New York, Jan, 28 —Canada’s deter-
mination to aid the British Empire
and its allies to continue thig war to
a triumphant end was voiced by Sir
Thomas White, Canadian minister of
finance, and Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux,
former postmaster-general, in addres-
ses at a dinner of the Canadian So-
ciety here last night. Declaring that
this 18 a war of “irreconcilable
ideals,” Sir Thomas White asserted:

“Anglo-Saxon freedom and Prussian
militarism cannot both survive. The
conflict of these two ideals is funda-
mental, and it appears to us in Canada
that the war must go .oh until one
ideal is firthly established and the
other utterly overthrown, or put in
process of certain extinction. There
has been talk of peace, but there can
be no durable peace while the ideals
remain at war. Let Germany establish
democratic government, and she will
have no difficulty in making peace. We
Canadians believe there can be no
compromise until the issue of is de-
termined of what guarantee can' be
had for the future.”

More Vessels Sunk.

London, Jan. 27.—The sinking of the
British steamer Tabasco, 2,937 tons
gross, and of the Norweglan steamer
Surmina, 589 tons, is reported by
Lloyds.

The Norwegian steamer Jotunfjell,
previously reported sunk has be.a
towed in port in a damaged condition.

The Danish steamer O. B, Suhr 1,482
tons gross, has been sunk according
to reports recelved by Lloyds ship-
ping agency. The agency also an-
nounces that the Norwegian steamer
Myrdal, 2,631 gross tons, is believed
to have been sunk.

Before being taken over by the
British Admiralty for auxiliary cruiser
duty, the Laurentic was in the Cana-
dian service of the White Star-Domin-
jon line. The vessel was owned by
the Ocean Steam Navigation Company
of Liverpool.

The first two years of the war the
Laurentic was engaged in doing patrol
duty in the far east, but several
months ago returned o European
waters.

The launching of the Laurentic at
Belfast in 1908 marked the entry of
the White Star line into the Canadian
trade in conjunction with the Dominion
line.

London, Jan, 28—British troops
last Friday resumed their offensive
against the Turkish positiong near
Kut-El-Amara, on the Irak front, and
recaptured trenches which the Otto-
man troops had occupied on the pre-
vious day, says an official statement
issued tonight by the British press
bureau. Four hundred Turkish corpses
were found in the positions. Two vio-
lent Turkish counterattacks broke
down under British fire. The text of
the statement reads:

“During Thursday night the enemy
renewed attempts to recapture lost
ground, but was repulsed with severe
losses. Harly Friday we resumed the
offensive. Under cover of an Intense
bombardment we assaulted and recap-
tured the trenches which the Turks
had occupied by Thursday's counter-
attack.

“On Friday afternoon the enemy
jaunched two violent counter-attacks.
Both were completely broken down by
our artillery and machine gun fire with
the severest losses.

“In the trenches captured by one
of our brigades, which suffered only
200 casualties ,we found 400 Turkish
corpses. We are now consolidating our
gains.”

Electors Rise to Occasion and Emphatically Rebuke
Sir Wilind Laurter’s “Dear Lucien”” Cannon, Who
Lacked 276 Votes of Election--Cannon’s Unpatri-
otic Utterances Helped to Lose Him Contest.

RESULT STAGGERING BLOW TO LAURIER AND PO-
LITICAL TRIMMERS WHO HAD HOPED TO
FORCE GENERAL ELECTION BY DEFEATING
BRILLIANT YOUNG MINISTER OF INTERNAL
REVENUE— WILL THERE BE CREPE HUNG UP
ON CANTERBURY STREET?

Quebec, Jan. 28.—After one of the most bitter politi-
cal contests ever witnessed in a Dominion by-election, Hon.
Albert Sevigny, the new Minister of Inland Revenue, in the
Borden cabinet, was elected on Saturday in Dorchester
county by a majority of 276 votes over his Liberal oppon-
ent, Mr. Lucien Cannon.

Mr. Sevigny was given a public demoristration in the
different parishes of the cour 'y on his way to Quebec after
the election. On his arrival at Levis on Saturday night two
thousand People assembled at the depot to greet him.

Montreal, Jan. 28.—Dorchester county’s answer to
Lucien Cannon was a majority of 276 for Hon. Albert Sev-
igny, the new minister in the Borden cabinet. The cam-
paign was one of the most strenuous battles in the political
annals of the province.

The Conservative parishes clung to Mr. Sevigny and
were more Conservative than in the last provincial election,
when Mr. Cannon was elected by over 500 majority. The
two great Liberal strongholds, St. Germaine and St. Leon De
Standon fell off in their majorities for the Liberal candidate.

- Surprise in Ottawa.

Speclal to The Standard.

Ottawa, Jan, 28—Hon, Albert Sev-
igny's victory in Dorchester came as
a considerable surprise to most of the
Ottawa politicians, but more particu-
larly to the Liberals, who expected to
win by a majority of not less than
seven hundred and the more enthusi-
astic ewpected fifteen hundred. A
few Conservatives expected victory,
many hoped for a win, but the ma-
jority of the government party were
prepared for the dgfeat of the new
Minister.

To the government the victory is
particularly gratifying. There was
no hedging by the new Minister of
the government's war or national
gervice policies, and to win in a Que-
bec constituency on this platform is
taken as an augury of a change in
the sentiment in that province. Sir
Robert Borden can now go to England
with a mandate from all Canada to
continue the government's war pol-
icy as the only doubt on this subject
was the attitude of Quebec.

Blow To Sir Wilfrid.

It is believed here that the victory
in Dorchester over Sir Wilfrid Laur-
fer's chosen candidate, his “Dear Lu-
clen” Cannon, and in a part of the
province where he is supposed to be
supreme, will give a status and infiu-
ence to the three young ministers,
Messrs. Sevigny, Patenaude and
Blondin, that they could not other-
wise have obtained. They met the
opposition leader’s forces in his
strongest district and have won.

A Liberal victory in Dorchester, in
view of the statements made by the
Liberal candidate, was fraught with
the most perllous‘ consequences for
Canada. His return would have been
Leralded as a condemnation of the
war, would have necessitated the ap-
pointment of an English minister to
Mr. Sevigny's portfolio, and increased
and perpetuated racial discord. There
will now be no further talk of a solid
Quebec and the racfal cry will in a
great measure be suppressed.

It may also have a marked effect
on the demand of French-Canadian
Liberals for a war election. They
have been forcing this issue in the
Liberal party and would undoubtedly
have won had Cannon been elected.
The Dorchester result is expected to
chill their ardor for an immediate
political contest.

Premier's Congratulations.

B. Sir Robert Borden has sent the fol-

lowing telegram to Hon. Albert Sev-
igny:

“I congratulate not only you but
all the people of the province on
the splendid vindication which you
have received from the electorate
of your county. Your victory is
all the more notable by reason of
the unworthy charges made
against you. Indeed the whole
country has just cause to con-
gratulate itself on the conspic
uous failure of that campaign.”

Previous Elections.

Hon. Albert Sevigny was elected at
the general election by 332 majority.
He received 2,606 votes and J. A. E.
Roy, Liberal, 2,174. In 1908 Mr. Roy
was elected by 163 majority. Mr. Can-
non was elected to the legislature in
Dorchester last year in the general
elections by about 600 majority.

Hon. Mr. Sevigny was born Dec. 31,
1881, at Tingwick, Arthabaska Co,,
Que., the son of Phileas and Madeleine
Cantin Sevigny. He was educated at
Nicolet and Valleyfield Coileges and
Laval University, receiving at the lat-
ter institution the degrees of B.A. and
LL.D. He is a barrister in Quebec
city. In 1907 he was a candidate for
the legislature in Nicolet but was de-
feated by 230 majority by Hon. Chas.
Devlin, minister of colonization. Hs
was elected deputy speaker of the
Fouse of Commons in succession to
Hen. P. E. Blondin, appointed Minis-
ter of Inland Revenue in February
1915, He was elected Speaker at the
opening of parliament Jan. 12, 1916,
and Minister of Inland Revenue this
month. He was married June 4, 1908,
to Jeanne Lavery, daughter of J. 1
Lavery, K.C.,, of Quebec. They have
one child, Madeleine.

“Dear Lucien” Strikes Out.

At the end of the campaign and on
the eve of the polling Mr. Cannon
izsued this statement:

“I am going to win by a majority of
between six hundred or seven hund:
red. A sweep would not be a sur-
prise. Mr. Sevigny will be beaten on
account of his unpatriotic speeches ot
1911, and his insincere declarations
since. He will be killed politically by
the sentiment he helped to create.”

“Have you any recommendations to
make regarding changes in the cur
riculum of the public schools?” asked
the reporter.

“I would like to see a commercial
course as part of the curriculum,”
said Dr, Carter. “Of course such a
departure would entail an increased
expenditure, but if we could get the
money I feel it would be well spent.
1 don't think there are any unneces-
sary subjects at the - present time.
Latin and Greek are now optional.
These subjects could not be removed
from the course without causing
hardship to those students who intend
to pursue courses in theology or who
intend to become college professors.”

Hun Defenses Damaged.

“We bombarded the enemy's posi-
tions today in the neighborhood of
Serre (Somme front) and greatly
damaged his defenses. Northeast of
Arras hostile working parties were
dispersed by our fire, and north of
Hulluch & body of enemy infantry
was caughit by our artillery in the
open, and suffered many casualties.
There was considerable artillery ac-
tivity on both sides in the neighbor-
hood of Armentieres and Ypres.

“Hostile aircraft showed less en-
terprise yesterday. Much useful work
was done by our airplanes, and two
enemy machines were destroyed. An-
other enemy machine was forced to
land in a damaged cdhdition. Two
of our machines are missing. Of the
enemy's machines destroyved since the
23rd six fell on our side of the line.”

Berlin Admits Defeat.

Berlin, Jan. 28, by wireless to Say-
ville—After strong artillery prepara-
tion, says. the official statement issued
today, at the headquarters of the Ger-
man general staff, English forces yes-
terday succeeded in occupying a
small section of the most advanced
line of the Teuton positions, defend-
ed by troops wunder Crown Prince
Rupprecht, southwest of 1. Transloy
in the region north of the River

Somme.
The announcement reads:
“Western war theatre: Army

group of Crown Prince Rupprecht:
After a strong artillery fire English
detachments succeeded in oecupying
a small section of our most advanced
line northwest of lLe Transloy and
north of the River Somme

“In the other sectors of this front
the day was quiet, except for a tem-
porary increase of artillery fire in
limited sectors and isolated advance
guard engagemients,”

And Still Another.

Berlin, Jan. 28, by wireless to Say-
ville—On account of superior Rus-
sian pressure < octed against the
Teutonic lines in ‘le Mesten Canesce
sector on the Golden Bystritza river
front, in Roumania, says today's Ger-
man official statement, the Austro-
German combined forces yesterday
were compelled to withdraw to posi-
tions nearer the east bank of the
river. Russian attacks against the
Germans on both sides of the River
Aa, in the Riga sector, were repulsed
with heavy losses to the forces of
Emperor Nicholas. The text reads:

“Eastern war ‘theatre: Front of
Prince Leopold: On the River Aa
there was a violent artillery duel. On
both sides of the river the Russians
launched attacks which failed under
heavy losses.

“Front of Archduke Joseph: In the
Mesten Canesce sector on the Golden
Bystritza river the defense had to be
placed nearer to the east bank of the
stream on account of superior Rus-
sian pressure.

“Army group of Field Marshal Von
Mackensen: There were no important
events,”

Severe Cold and Snow.

London, Jan, 27—Severe cold and
snow have been interfering with mil-
itary operations all along the Rouma-
nian front, says a Reuter despatch
from Jassy today.

“The enemy's efforts,” says the
correspondent, ‘“are now directed
chiefly in the region of Nanesti and
the confluence of the Rivers Putna
and Sereth, where an alteration of
advances and retirements without
strategic significance have occurred
lately. The Germans are every-
where encountering spirited resist-
ance from the Russians and Rouma-
nians.

“In connection with the re-organi-
zation of the Roumanian army there
has been an infusion of younger blood
in the higher commands. The latest
official gazette announces that four-
teen generals of divisions and brigades
have been placed on the retired list
and succeeded by junior officers.”

Sirens Will Warn. Paris.

Paris, Jan. 27.—Powerful electric
sirens installed in all quanters of the
city will hereafter warn Parisians of
the approach of Zeppelins, according
to a decision of the authorities an-
nounced this evening.

Supreme Sacrifices Made

Vancouver Writer

By Two Friends, Captair
Ralph Markham and Lieut.
Borden.

“Lucien,” in the Vancouver News-
Adlertiser, in an article on the late
8ir F. W. Borden, says:
Among the militia officers of the
early days of Sir Fred's ministry was
his only son, Lieut. Harold Borden,
B.A, a medical student of McGill
when the Boer war began. My mind
goes back to a gathering in a public
hall with a group of weclunteers mar-
shalled on the platform. These were
days when a party of thirty or forty
was considered a fair war contribu-
tion for a city. Lieut. Borden was in
charge, a tall, strong youth who look-
ed his part. In answer to many
speeches about all he said was that
he would not send any of his men
where he would not go himself. As a
matter of fact he went many places
where he would not send his men.
They were away and the Mounted
Rifles were seen in contact with the
Boers. Lieut. Borden was “mentioned”
for swimming a river under fire, Per-
haps he would find it no worse to
swim a veldt river in these circum-
stances than to reast the Habitant at
home with the tide running, Then he
was mentioned again for bravery. Soon
came a day when he and his company
were lying among the rocks on a
ridge, with concealed Boer snipers on
the slope watching for a mark. Sud-
denly, Ralph Markham, from the shel-
ter cf his own rock, saw the lieuten-
ant rise and stand for a second. Then
he fell, shot through the breast. Per-
haps he rose to give some signal, per-
haps to see whether the time had
come for a charge. When Markham
had crawled over to the spot Lieut.
Borden was dead.
Fifteen vears later, his comrade,
Captain Markham, fell bravely fight-
ing on another field. One fills a sol-
dier’s grave on the veldt, the other in
the Flemish meadow, both realizing
the truth “Dulce et decorum est pre¢
patria mori.”
Then I recall another day when a
gathering in the hall of Borden’s
modest college, which happens to be
my own, saw a tablet unveiled to the
memory of the young graduate, the
first alumnus of that university to fall
in battle. Sir Fred was present, and
much that was kindly and comfort-
ing was spoken. If there were room
for them many tablets might be plac-
ed on the walls of that university
today for alumni who have fallen in
this greater war.

There is a craft of mystery at Cam-
den, Me., which, it is sald, will he
transferred to Nova Scotia ownership.
The vessel i the large four-masted
schiooner Percy R. Pyne IL, which was
launched on December 23rd. from the
yards of the R. L. Bean Co. The Percy
is riding at anchor in Camden harbor
and has attracted much attention from
hundreds of people drawn by the many
mysteries attached to her.

She is said ¢o have changed ‘owner-
ship four times since she was on the
stocks, but this is a rumor. She was
launched without the usual christening
ceremony, as no champagne or flowers
were thrown over her bow for luck
and not a stitch of bunting was used
in way of decoration.

In fact, she was launched without
colors of any nation and it is mot
known to what country she will be-
long. Her hailing port at present is
given as New York but the talk in the
yvard is that she is going to Nova
Scotia parties. This also is hearsay,
for the strictest secrecy is maintain-
ed.

Revival of Shipbuilding
Another interesting feature of the
Pyne is the fact that she is the first
schooner to be built in Camden for
many years, and it has long been felt
that shipbuilding in the town was a
thing of the past. The old Bean yard
was sold several years ago to Dr. Geo.
Phelps of New York, a summer resi-
dent, who was planning to open it up
for cottage lots. The shops had long
since been razed and the grass grew
rank where once 70 schooners had
been built.

In Dorchester, Quebec, on Saturday,
Hon. Albert Sevigny, Minister of In-
land Revenue in the Borden Govern-
ment, was elected by a majority of
276 over Lucien Cannon, the Laurier
endorsed treason-monger who made
his chief campaign plank the appeal
that Canada had done enough in this
war and should make no further sac-
rifices for England.

Canadians armed with the Ross
had won honors in target contests in
England and it was regarded as a mod-
ern weapon,

At the outbreak of the present war
the Canadian soldiers were sent to
Europe armed with the Rosg rifle.
Soon there were complaints that it
was less effective than the Lee-En-
field with which the British troops
were armed, This ineffactiveness was
not due to a fault in the rifle but rath-
er to a difference in the ammunition
supplied.

Immediately Sir Robert Borden ap-
pealed to the British military authori-
ties to settle the question and promis-
ed to abide by their decision. Sir
Douglas Haig, British .commander-in-
chief, reported against the Ross and
at once the Canadian Government pro-
ceeded to replace it. What more could
any government do?
