St. Petersburg, Aug. 16—Despatches |
from Penza report the arrest of amother |
member of the late »arliament, M. Vra-|
goff, under circumstances quite as com-
promising as those in the Onipko case,
Vragoff being charged with complicity in
the munder of Lieutenant Petroff, of the
Rural police, and the wounding of a ser-
geant of the eame force. After the re-
turn of Vragoff from St. Petersburg,
agrarian disorders broke out at the vil-
lage of Kamenko, in which Petroff, who
attempted to queil the disturbamces, was
killed.

A platform was erected in a fence
corner on the premises of the victim's
father, from which platform Governor
Heyward addressed the mob in an effort
to prevent the lynching. The governor
begged the mob not to lynch Davis, but
ir vain.

At the conclusion of his speech the gov-
ernor was vociferously cdheered. The mob
then removed the prisoner from the view
of the governor and within a short dis-

| tance of the home of his victim the negro

was riddled with bullets.

It is impossible to estimate the crowd,
as citizens from several counties had gath-
ered at the scene and for two days had
been in pursuit of the negro, but it is

| certain that hundreds of bullets were sent

through his body. The militia in that
section of the state is now encamped at
Chickamauga and there were no nearby
troops to be called upon. The governor’s
guards and the Richland volunteers of
this city have been ondered to hold them-
selves in readiness in the event that their
gervices would be needed.

The assault by Davis! on Miss Brooks
was made last Tuesday in her father’s
store, where she was temporarily in
charge. After making some purdhases,
the negro grasped a meat knife, shouting:
“You are what I want.” and sprang to-
ward the girl. Miss Brooks attempted
to defend herself with an iron bar, but
the negro slashed her across the throat.
Afterward he went three ‘miles to an-
other farm and outraged a fourteen-year-
old negress. A posse of 1,000 men started
in pursuit of the negro soon after the
outrage at the Brooks store, and finally
captured him this afternoon near Ninety
Six, a town nine miles from Greenwood.

Fredericton, Aug. 16—THe inquest inte
the death of Albert W. Edgecombe, and
Lemuel A. W. Tibbits, who died from
poisoning last night, was held here this
evening by Coroner Weaver. The wit-
nesses examined were Dr. Crocket, B. E.
Crowe, C. Fred Chestnut and Dr. Ather-
ton, The evidence adduced corresponded
with the story of the sad affair published
in this morning’s Telegraph.

Mr. Crowe swore that Tibbits and
Edgecombe were together in the back
shop when they swallowed the fatal dose,
and he (Crowe) was at his bench in the
front window. He heard Tibbits cough-
ing and immediately went out to ascer-
tain the cause of the trouble. Mr. Edge-
combe pointed to a large earthen crock
beneath the sink and wanted to know
what it contained. He added that Tib-
bits had mistaken it for ice water. Wit-
ness’ reply was: ‘“You have taken poison
and deadly poison at that.” Immediate-
ly the party went to Chestnut’s drug
store and what happened there is well
known.

Dr. Crocket, who was onc of the at-
tending physicians, expressed the opinion
that death was caused by cyanide of pot-
assium, which e described as one of the
most fatal of pdisons.

The verdict of the jury was that deatk
had been caused by drinking cyanide ol

potassium in mistake for ice water, and
they attached no blame;to anybody.

Halifax, Aug. 15—Pleasure somewhat
predominated over business with the dele~
gates to the Union of €anadian munici-
palities, for the afternoon and evening
were spent in a harbor excumsion as the
guests of Halifax. Four papers were read
and discussed. The first of these was by
F. W. W. Doane, city engineer of Hali-
fax whose subject was Municipal Central
Power Station. Mr. Doane’s chief idea
was that even where it is not possible to
use a water service for power purposes,
that the establisment of a large central
fbaf‘lon to supply power to all requiring
it In a town or municipality, is practic-
able and economical,

.TIThen came two papers in close succes-
sion, which gave the convention material
for discussion. These were by Mayor
Coatsworth on Poles, Wires and Conduits
in Toronto, and by Ald. L. A. Lapointe,
of Montreal, on Franchise Troubles, or
the Problems of a Great City.

Mayor Coatsworth, for one thing, spoke
of the terms of the contract between the
city of Toronto and the street railway as
one of the best, if not the best, in the in-
terests of the city,to be found on the Am-
erican continent. Two years ago, he eaid,
the street railway yielded in revenue to

i Toronto $350,000; last year it was $400,000,

next year he believed the revenue would
reach $450,000 and he was sanguine that
long before the expiration of the franchise
which would be an 1921, that the railway
would yield Toronto $300,000 annually.

The paper by Alderman ILapointe seem-
ed to show that the people of Montreal
are having a pretty strenuous fight with
some of the corporations and that the
metropolitan city has other problems for
solution.

Deplores Partizan. Politics.

Mayor Sears, of St. John, spoke of the
hold that partizan politics has on the peo-
ple as one of the greatest evils in a muni-
cipal government.

Alderman Lockhartof St. John, thought
a strong provincial union a powerful
weapon in fighting the corporations and in
keeping before the people the need of
vigilance in maintaining their rights.

Mayor Coatsworth returned to the sub«
ject and urged that municipalities keep a
close watch on their representatives in

! pariament when dealing with franchises.

A meeting was held in the mayor's office
at noon to consider the formation of a
provincial municipal union. Ald. McGhee,
of Moncton, advocated the consideration
of the advisability of forming a maritime
provincial union.

Mayor Secars suggested that provincial
unions be formed,

Mayor Paton thought that Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick should form a union.

The meecting considered . that it was
wiser to first form provincial unions be-
fore the formation of a maritime province
union.

Lcompanies and others to go west, He ap-
preciated the advantage of having eastern
people settle in the west, but we must im-
press upon the federal and provincial gev-
ernments the need of getting immigrants
brought here under as favorable auspices.

. The growth of the west at our expence
should be compensated by epecial induce-
ments to immigrants to come to the mari-
time provinces. The I. C. R. should be
made a factor in this work. The immi-
grants should not all be landed on the
St. Lawrence, and ticketed for the west.
Mr. McDougall's forcible address was
heartily applauded.

* Mr. Regan, of Halifax, read a paper on
the same subject. After reviewing the ef-
forts to advertise the maritime provinces,
this paper contended that funds and offi-
cials were necessary for effective work.
The board should take definite action to
advertise the resources and industries of
the provinces. The system should be ad-
opted and the governments urged to aid
in carrying it out. The piess should preach
{faith in the provinces and the schools
ehould teach it. The newspapers would,no
doubt, be glad to give more space to in-
teiligence about the maritime resources.
The schoo's do not devote enough atten-
tion to maritime province history, geo-
g aphy, statistics, literature, etc. =~ There
e.ould also be systematic advertising
ebroad. This plan had proved its value in
American cities. Some Canadian cities aie
providing publicity departments.  Refer-
ence was made to the results of publicity
*campaigns by railroad corporations to at-
traet settlens to the region traversed by
them. The maritime province govern-
ments should do the same and establish
publicity departments well supplied with

* funds to attract settlers and industries
and summer tourists and sportsmen. The
work of publicity carried on by boards of
trade and tourist arsociations should be
greatly extended in the United States.
The provinces should have a bureau and
exhibition of natural resources in New
York where official information could be
distributed. Canada is beccming popular
as a field of investment and these prov-
inces should be placed prominently before
those capitalists. The governments should
take a hand and provide funds liberally.
The press and citizens should aid.

He read
a resolution, with which he was not quite
sure he entirely agreed, and which called
for the abrogation of the modus vivendi.

C. H. Whitman, of Canso, opposed the

resolution. The sale of bait and supplies
made much business for a large propontion
of our people.. If the modus vivendi was
abolished the Americans would still get
fish, we would lose the bait trade, and ill
teelings would be aroused. As a busimess
proposition we &hould continue the pres-
ent sysbem.

MILLIONS LOST IN
BEEF EXPORTS

Shipments of ~American Canned
Meats Show a Shrinkage of 14,-
500,000 Pounds in Seven Months.

Washington, Aug. 13.—How seriously

the export meat business of the United
States was injured by the agitation Te-
garding the condition of the Chicago
slaughter houses which resulted in the
passage of the law for improved inspec-
tion is shown in a bulletin just issued by
the department of commerce and labor
giving the figures of exportation for Ju_]y.
It shows an abnormal falling off, which
cost the Beef Trust and cattle growers
several millions loss in thirty-one days.

In July of last year there were ex‘port-
ed 5,232,794 pounds of canned and tinned
meats, at a total value of $342,168. For
the month just ended the total number of
pounds sent abroad was only 1,039,852,
and the value $104,710. For the seven
months ending in July there were export-
ed in 1905 over 43,500,000 pounds, at a
value of over $4,000,000, as against nearl'y
29,000,000 pounds in the same period of this
000,000.

There was also a falling off in the ex-
port of cattle during July. A year ago
the number sent abroad exceeded 49,000,
at a valuation of almost $3,000,000.
vear there was a decrease of over 15,000
head and a shrinkage in value of almost
$400,000.

16,467,150, valued at $1.546,191.

The exports in salted and pickled beef,
tallow, hog products, oleomargerine and
dairy products also showed a marked de-
crease.

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‘““The City of St. John” With a

Prelude on New Brunswick.

Because of the geographical contact of
Maine with the Province of New Bruns-
wick much more is know of it than of
Nova Scotia. New Brunswick contains
about 28,000 equare miles—nearly the
same area as that of Scotland. It is al-
most square, On the east it is bounded by
| the Gulf of St. Lawrence, and on the
{south by the Bay of Fundy. The larger
i part of its western boundary is formed
I by the state of Maine and the rest by
| the province of Quebec. On . the
inorth it is bounded by Quebec,
and the Bay of Chaleur. Measured
roughly its dimensions from north to
south are two hundred and thirty miles,
and from east to west two hundred miles.

New Brunswick in general is a “forest
province,” but much of the best ‘timber
has been cut. But forest fires are still as
much a terror as they are in the pines of
New Jersey. About the end of the first
quarter of the last century one fire swept
away the forests from three million acres,
destroyed a million dollars’ worthy of
Pproperty and caused the loss of several
hundred lives and the destruction of vari-
ous towns. But the fires have not been an
unmixed evil; for in the interior the win-
ters have been much shortened in length
by the destruction of the forests. The
sun’s rays can now reach, as they could
not before, the surface of the earth, from
which they are diffused by radiation.
Other fires have since occurred.

In 1901 the population of New Bruns-

wick was 331,120. By that census it shows
a more rapid rate of increase than Nova
Scotia, but that province averages a high-
er rate per square mile than New Bruns-
wick. Two magnificent islands, Campo-
bello and Grand Manan, are within the
domain of New Brunswick. They lie at
the ooean entrance of the Bay of Fundy.
Campobello lies just inside the New
Brunewick side of the international bound-
ary. Its shores.abound in fine chasms and
magnificent cliffs. It reminds one who has
traveled in Norway of its fjords. For 113
years the island belonged to Admiral
William “Owen and his descendants, but
in 1880 it was purchased by a syndicate
of gentlemen of New York and Boston.
Much effort and money have been ex-
pended by them, and it is now a popular
resort,
l From a certain point in Campobello it
| is only twelve miles to North Head on
the island of Grand Manan. This island
is only eight miles from the coast of
Maine. It is almost always’ cool, though
Jike Mount Desert in Maine, liable to
fogs, but there is plenty of fishing and
shooting, and for many years it has been
visited by wealthy people from the south.
Artists frequently go there on account ot
the views of sea and shore, especially of
cliffs, and the ceaseless dashing of waves
at their feet,

There is a marked difference between
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia in the
distribution of the members of the dif-
ferent religious denominations. While
Nova Scotia, with its 125,000 more popu-
Jation than Netw Brumswick, has only
4,000 more Roman Catholics, it has more
than one-third more members of the
Church of England and three times as
many Presbyterians. It also has more
than half as many more Methodists.

The Baptists are exceedingly strong in
both provinces, numbering in New Bruns-
wick as many as the Presbyterians and
Methodists together, whereas in the Do-
minion of Canada, as a whole, there are
more Methodists than Baptists. :

The government of New Brunswick 1s
generally similar to that of Nova Scotia.
"Phere is, however, one conspicuous dif-
ference. In Nova, Scotia there are two

to the United States as well as New
Brunswick and Great Britain: The value
of imports into New Brunswick from be-
yvond the dominion amounts to more than
$5,000,000 annually, Of these more: than
half are from the United States and more
than one-third from Great Britain.
Magnificent River 8t. John.

Long before I visited New Brunswick
I had become acquainted with the River
St. John far away in the forests of Maine.
The St. John rises in that state necar the
sources of the Penobscot and the Chau-
diere, and its course makes a great curve,
four hundred and fifty miles long, first
toward the north, then southeast, and
afterwards for about three hundred miles
in New Brunswick, draining onc half of
that province and all that part of Maine
which was presented to the United States
under the Ashbutton Treaty. By that
treaty seven twelfths of the disputed ter-
ritory and the British settlement of Mada-
waska were given to the United States,
Great Britain getting a better military
frontier, including heights = commanding
the St. Lawrence, which in a previous
arbittation the. King of Holland had
awarded to the United States. All the
lumber cut on the upper St. John and
its tributaries in the State of Maine is
floated - down to the sea at the City of
St.- John. Lord.- Ashburton wrote caay
Croker's little farm was worth the whole
pine swamp. Necvertheless what was
given to Maine has been of immense
value to it, and Lord Ashburton was mis-
taken in supposing that pines grow in
swamps.

There can hardly be found a more ro-
mantic river than the St. John, in almost
any part of.its long course to the ocean.
As it approaches the sea it passes through
ranges' of hills paralled to the coast, and
extends behind them in long reaches of
deep and quiet water ‘‘through highlands
clothed with woods.” One of these is near
the City of St. John, and is navigable for
large vessels for twenty miles.

1 have visited the City of St. John four
times, the first being made under the most
painful circumstances. I had been awake
during the whole night.in a hotel in Bos-
ton, at first receiving the intelligence hour
by hour from the death-bed of President
MoKinley, and then listening to the dis-
mal bells which announced - monotonous-
ly that he was dead. After traveling the
next day from soon after sunrise till mid-
night I rcached St. John, finding it en-
veloped by a dense fog, which continued
until morning. Then the sun made ef-
forts, ineffectually, to shine through the
pall, and it was a question whether total
darkness would not be a relief,

Our readers of five years ago may re-
member the account given of the .two
sermons that were preached on that dark
Sunday, one in St. Andrew’s Presbyterian
Church, and the other in the Centenary
Methodist Chureh. The solid logic and
grand sweep of Dr. Macneill’s sermon
went far toward enabling my disturbed
mind to recognize the sin of doubting
the wisdom or goodness of God, and it
will never be forgotten; and the fraternal,
sympathetic and graphic sermon of the
Rev. Mr. Campbell closed the day most
helpfully.

But another circumstance-had almost as
strong a consoling influence as the ser-
mons. It was the thorough sympathy
manifested by both congregations with the
United States in its sore affliction. 1
have never scen more interested, approvi
ing attention.

After he had destroyed De la Tours
fort, Uharnisay built another on the other
side of the harbor. In 1653 La Tour re-
gained possession of his lost domain by
marrying (harnisay’s widow, an imstance
of adaptive facility on both sides worthy
of the days of Cleopatra.

For more than 100 years the mouth of
the River St. John was the scene of bat-
tles between the French on the one side
and the British or New Englanders on the
otther; but in 1758 it was captured by a
union of English and Americams.

Origin of the Present City.

After he had destroyed La Tour’s fort,
Oharnisay, who thad adhered to England
and therefore became “Refugees’ from the
‘United States, settled on the St. Johic
river. The first arrived on May 18, 1783.
Their settlement o nthe present site was
named Parr Town, in honor of the then
Governor Parr, of Nova Scotia.

The Loyalists on the St. John soon be-
came dissatisfied, and complained to Gov-
ernor Parr that their lands had not been
propenly apportioned, and that they were
not having representation in the assembly
at Halifax. The govermor tried to silence
the grumbling, but the agitation increased
till the next year, when the British gov-
ernment set off the territory north of the
bay as a new province, to be called New
Brunswick.

Benedict Arnold in St. John.

After the revolution Benediet Arnold,
surnamed the Traitor, settled in St. Johm,
opened stores, "purchased a vessel and
started trading voyages. He had a part-
ner there, and on the night of July 11,
1788, one of his stores was burned. Sub-
sequently his partner and he had a falling
out and bwo years after the fire his old
partner charged him- with setting fire to
the building, upem which General Arnoid
brought action for slander, claiming $25,-
000 damages. He retained Attorney-Gen-
eral Bliss and Solicito -General Chipman.
Klhias Hardy, a celebrated lawyer of the
time, defended Arnold’s partner. The
standing of Arnold and the doubt whether
he was innocent may be inferred from the
fact that he was awarded only twenty
shillings damages. Not long afterwards he
wold out and left New Brunswick forever.

On May 18, 1785, the city of St. John
received its dhanter, and it is the oldest
mcorporated town in Capada; but three
vears later the seat of government was
removed to Fredericton, which, is now tie
capital. For awhile the city was called
St. John's, but I have seem a copy of an
original document in which it was pro-
posed, about 100 years ago, that its real
pame be not St. John merely but The
City of St. John. It was-of interest to
me to ascertain hoenw long it required to
cool down the adverse feeling of the Loyal-
ists taward the “Americans.” The fol-
towing * throws a benign iight on that
question:—

The fiftieth anmiversary of the landing
of the Loyalists at St. John was celebrat-
ed in the city on May 18, 1833. It was in
endeavoring to ascertain whether in that
period of more than a generation the feel-
ings of the Loyalists had been mitigated
in the direction of fraternity that I came
upon a fragmentary account of this cele-
braticm. The solicitor-general spoke to
the toast of the day:

The army has its percentage of disaf-
fected, no doubt, but that the vast force
is ready to turn and rend its paymaster
there is little evidence. The percentage of
Russia’s population that is directly or in-
direotly in the pay of the state—dependent
upon the powers that be—is exceptionally
large. This class steadily if sullenly sup-
ports the government, partly from habit,
largely because it does not yet believe in
the revolition and sees no strong direct-
Ing force holding up the standard of re-
volt. Until the revolution develops power-
ful leaders and begins to show signs of
success in an effort to overturn existing
yonditions the dogged army is likely to go
)n feeding from the government crib.

The postponement of the elections
promised for next spring, or the election
» a lower house more radical than that
dismissed by the Czar, may produce a
nopular ferment and men to give the tide
Yirection. For the present repression is in
the saddle and reaction Fustifies itself in
bureaucratic eyes by preventing a popu-
lar uprising. The waters are gathering
force behind the dam. The longer the ob-
struction holds the greater will be the
tioad when it breaks—as break it must.

SENSIBLE

A Winnipeg despatch contains the fol-
lowing:

“Mr, F. W. Heuback, the well known
Winnipeg financial man, arrived here this
evening and states that he quite recently
discussed the American invasion with the
president. ‘The danger is even Jess than
you fear,” said Mr. Roosevelt, ‘the Ameri-
cans now going into the Canadian West

" will find as good laws as those they left
behind and they will find them better ad-
ministered in the bargain. They will at
once eettle down to work, and will never
.Americanize the Canadian West.””

Which—whether the view be Mr. Roose-
velt’s or amother’s—shows good common
sense. For the greater part of the Ameri-
cans who are taking up land in Canada
are workers, men who have some
property now and who will have more.
They are interested in stable conditions,
properly enforced Iaws, respect for the
right, good government. They are men
%vho will desire to have a voice in the
government of the parish, the county, the
province, the Dominion. To this end they
will become naturalized. Not one in a
hundred of them will be an “American-
izer” in the sense of seeking to disturb
Canadian conditions. The West will absorb
them, and they will call it “home.”

HIGH FINANCE

Harriman and bis followers have block--

od the attempt to introduce a naw policy
in the express business, €o far at least as
Wells Fargo is concerned. \What his vie-
tory means cam be seen by this analysis
by the New York Journal of Commerce:

The balance sheet of the Wells Fargo
Company, as of July 31, ¢hows assets of
821,155,246, of which $5.375,709 consists of
“bonds, stocks and warrants,” and $12,-
874,005 of “loans.” Is this then a carrying
company, or is it a banking company? In
its list of labilities, equalling assets, are
capital stock $8,000,000, “reserve’’ $7,730,089
and ‘“‘profit and loss” $5,232,749. This *‘re-
serve” appears to be what is ordinarily
called smplus and “‘profit and loss” con-
pists of undivided profits. These items ap-
parently are the source of the outstand-
ing. loans. Why should an express comn-
pany accumulate from its earnings a large
fund to be used in loans amd investments
in corporate securities? A considerable
part of capital seems to be invested in
-this way, as it is not otherwise accounted
tor.

“Who,” asks the Journal of Commerce,
“benefits. chiefly by these funds accumu-
lated in surplus Aand undivided profits and
put out in loans? Is it the stockholders of
the express company or those who have
occasion for funds in the operation of
railroads? Minority stockholders complain
that while the company earns thirty per
cent or more on its capital stock only
eight or mine per cent is distributed in
dividends, and the rest is otherwise em-
nlaved. Thev evidenily suspect that it is

not employed for their benefit, but for
the benefit of those who manipulate the
fuds or lend and boryow them.”

But the New York Post introduces the
public even more definitely into the world
of high finance. It says:

“Mr. Harriman’s counsel, at the excited
meeting of the Wells-Fargo Company yes-
terday, gave us a new definition of high
fimance. As reported in ‘the Times, Mr.
Cromwell said of Harriman: ‘He cannot
be replaced, for he moves in a higher
world into which 'we may not enter.” The
Sum’s report reads: ‘There is a higher
world where the stockholders cannot en-
ter.” Takimg the two statements together,
it is pretty clear what that higher world
is. It is the world of the surplus and the
declaration of dividends. The mere stock-
holder, like the policyholder under the re-
cent insuramce regime, is guilty of some-
thing like sacrilege in venturing near that
sacred place. His proper attitude is to sit
in reverent awe while the dwellers on the
tinancial Olympus do what to them seem-
eth good 'with other people’s property.
Though they slay him, yet must he trust
them, Who is the stockholder, poor, weak,
and erring mortal, after having turned
over his money to Mr. Harriman, to say

to such a higher intelligemee, “Wiat doest
thod?” Mr. Cromwell’s reminder is timely
and wholesome. We see reverence and
faith decaying all about us. Rash levellers |
would pull down even our greatest and|]
wisest, In such circumstances, it is well|
to have an authoritative voice calling the
world to wonship once more, telling us
earnestly that man canmot get on without
having some noble ideal above himself,
and pointing us all to the irresponsible
financier, who deals with surpluses and
dividends according to the dictates of his
sovereign will, as the true object of our
adoration.”

MARITIME BOARD OF TRADE
Very well worth reading is the extended
report of the Maritime Board of Trade
imeéting at Amherst which The Telegraph

prints this morning. The speeches and
resolutions make mention of some of the
disadvantages and disabilities which we in
the Maritime Provinces have to combat in
this the growing time of the (.:anadia.n
West, but the dominant mote of the ses-
sion is the hopeful determination of the
active, - aggressive business men of these
provinces to make the most of our mani-
fold advantages, to secure more immi-
grants, provide work for more wage-earn-
ers and make this section of Canada share
to the full in the prosperity of the whole
country. A part of the discussion was
somewhat academic, but most of it was
of a most practical nature and must bear
good fruit if persistent and united effort
be made hereafter to give effect to the
proposals agreed upom.

Among many interesting topics that of
immigrants for these provinces and the
formation of provincial bureaus of indus-
try should command particular attention.
As was ably said by several speakers the
railroads and the immigration agents unite
in securing settlers for-the West and
carrying them through our ports and away
to the prairie section as if the Maritime
Provinces neither existed mor paid their
share of the Dominion’s expenditure for
immigration purposes. It is wisdom to
provide machinery for placing before in-
tending settlers the advantages of the
Maritime Provinces, for advertising us in
Canada and -beyond its borders, for pro- |
moting new industries and enlarging those
we have, for uniting all classes here in a
movement to keep our own people at home
and proving to them and to the mew-
comers that hard, honest work and enter-
prise in these provinces are mot without
fair reward.

1f the speeches and resolutions of yes-
terday’s session reflect all the lifting pow-
er their language indicates, the business
men now in session will not be content
with recording their opinions and publish-
ing their addresses, but will set about ac-
complishing something definite before an-
other year goes by. There are provincial
and federal and civic governments who |
must have it made clear to them that uhel,
subjects discussed arve of vital import to |
all the people by the sea and that g-ov-!
ornment action is necessary in Tesponse to |
the people’s wishes. Organization and |
continued effont ~between meetings are
necessary to convert the talk of yesterday
into things accomplished.

RECIPROCITY RUMORS

Deceived by an erroneous ‘Washington
report as to Canada’s intentions in regard |
to tanifi changes, the New York Evening
Post indulges in some ¢haracteristic banter
at the expense of the “stand pat” element
in the United States. It says:

“Hopeful, undiscouraged Canada is again
preparing to ‘make an opening for a re-
ciprocity agreement with the United
States” It is easy enough to make open-
ings of this kind. The Canadian side of
our tarift pamty-wall is fairly homeycombed
with them. The trouble ds that we will
not, complete the work by digging through
our half of the masonry. One day a
sturdy - Massachusetts workman comes
along with his mallet and cold chisel and
begins knocking out a few chips,. when
suddenly a hand is laid on his’ shoulder.

The out-
standing weakness of all the American
tariff reformers who sigh for easy em-
trance to this great market is their failure
to realize the change in Canadian feeling
and the extent of Canadian progress dur-
ing the last ten or fifteen years. The
Washington report that Canada is “pre-
paring to make an opening for a recipro-
city agreememt vith the United States”
has no basis beyond the statement that
we are to have a ‘‘three column” tariff
under which the United States may secure
“favored nation” treatment in return for
concessions which Canada may deem
worth while. And the dhances that the
United States will make such tariff con-
cessions in our direction are extremely re-
mote.

SILK HAT AND STEEL HELMET

The King wore a silk hat and the
Kaiser a steel helmet when they met yes-
terday, say the despatches.

“Resolved, that in the opinion of this
board the dominion government should
first pass a ship subsidy bill for the pro-
motion of sea-going Canadian owned ton-
nage, and second take such steps as will
secure for Canada the privilege of can-
celling the existing coasting privileges now
enjoyed by foreign countries under old
imperial treaties, the idea being to have
Canada control our treaties.”

Campbell, of Halifax,

Sunbury’s Complaint.
Mr, Hazen contended that the Sun;buryj

people were only defending their inter-|

ests and are not really plaintiffs in the|
case. However, if the board so decided,li
he was willing to accept their rubing and|
present his case. He pointed out that a|
delegation had been appointed by the Sun- |
bury county council and nearly every pat-|
ish in the county was represented at the|
meeting. It was true, he said, that only
four parishes of the county fronted on the.
river, but he contended that the people of |
the whole county had a vital interest in |
the question. !

Mr. Hazen then read from a circular|
which had been sent to the residents of |
the river parishes with the object of ob-|
taining their views upon the matter. Al-
together 178 families had been inierviewed,
of which 73 reside in the parish of Mau-|
gerville, 40 in the parish of Sheffield, 43 in |
the parish of Burton and 50 in the parizh |
of Lincoln. Hd pointed out that 455 peo-
ple use the river water for drinking pur- |
poses, 541 use it for household purposes, |
566 use it for watering their animals and |
500 obtain their ice supply from it. There |
are 647 people in the four parishes who |
use water from wells, and 131 heads o
families declare that their property will
depreciate in value if the sewage goes in-
to the river. These figures, Mr. Hazen
declared, were merely cited to show the |
importance and extent of the interesm{
involved.

Mr: Hazen went on'to say there was |
a large floating population in Sunburyg
during the summer season made up of
men who worked on the booms below |
Fredericton. If the sewage was dumped“
into the river it would simply mean that
the people would be compelled to dispose
of their farms and move away. I1f the
sewage system was made compulsory iti
would mean that about four tons of hu-!
man excreta would be discharged into the |
river daily and that, he held, would be!
sufficient to poison the water and make|
it unfit for use. The theory that run-|
ning water purified itself had been long
ago exploded and‘could not be put for-
ward seriously as an argument. He had !
seen it etated in the press that there
was ‘no typhoid fever in Fredericton at
the present time and this was attributed
to the fact that the hospital sewage was
no longer discharged in the river below
the water intake. This was certainly an|
argument against the city of Fredericton
emptying its sewage into the river. He

|

understood that the Fredericton Gas
Company would be permitted to use the
gewerage system. In St. John the do-

minion government had stopped the gas
company from emptying sewage into tne
river, because it endangered the lives ol
the fish. Surely, he said, it was important
that human lives should be protected, in
the present case. It was a matter of
common law that no man should be al-
Jowed to pollute the stream that flowed
through his neighbor’s property.

Mr. Hazen then read letters from Chas.
V. Chapin, superintendent of health of
Providence (R. I.), in which he expressed
the opinion that it was dangerous to the
public health to discharge sewage in.o the
water used for domestic setvices, He also
read some extracts from an article in the
British Medical Journal, deanng with the
wubject of bacteria in water. He also
juoted some pubished remarks by ln-
gineer Barbour, who stated that the water
was now unfit to drink anyway, and if
used for the sewerage eystem the people
would .avoid it.

Mr. Hazen, in conclusion, said that the
Sunbury people could not avoid using
river water as they had simply had to]
drink the river water.

Mr. Hazen was inclined to agree with
Mr. Barbour’s view that the water was|

bad now, but he saw no reason for making |
it any worse. Mr. Hazen next read a|
letter from Dr. Caswell, chairman of the
Queens county board of health, express-
ing sympathy with the movement inaugu-
rated in Sunbury. / !

Chairman Holly said there had been no|
complaint from Queens county.

Coun. Perley thought that sewage would
be detrimental to tourist travel.

The warden thought that any man with
horse sense should know that crude sew-
age from a city the size of Fredericton
discharged into a river would pollute the
water.

Dr. Camp, of Sheffield, told of the diffi-
culty that the residents of his parish had
in obtaining a water supply. Nearly all
the wells were dry part of the year, and
it was necessary for the people to go to
the river. It was his opinion that if the
sewage 'of the city was dumped into the
river it would destroy the water for do-
mestic use.

C. ¥. McLean ,of Burton, said he only
used the river water when haying on the
island, but gave it to his stock.

Arthur Glasier corroborated what had
been said by previous speakers. He
thought it would be a great wrong to the
people of Sunbury to have the sewage
emptied into the river.

Coun. Charles Burpee reminded Chair-
man Holly that he, being a native of Sun-
bury, could sympathize with the people
of that county in their present trouple.
He was opposed to polluting the water
of the St. Johm river. . £
Judge Gilmore was called upon but had
nothing to say. -

Dr. Bailey, on being called upon, ex-
pressed himself as being opposed to the
practice of polluting rivers by crude sew-
crage. He was not an expert on sanitary
matters and had no opinion to offer.

Dr. Atherton, on being called upon,
said he felt all along that the city of
Fredericton was making a mistake in pro-
posing to dump the sewage into the river.
He held that excretia, even without the
presence of the typhoid bacilli, was liable
to produce typhoid.

Mayor McNally.

Mayor McNally led the discussion of
the city's side of the case. He said that
Mr. Barbour was one of the most expert

sanitary engineers on the continent and |

would deal with the subject from a scien-
tific standpoint. The mayor said that
when the act passed the legislature Mr.
Hazen or none of the people of Sunbury
had offered the slightest objection to it.
The opinion of several engincers had been
obtained and all had favored using the
river as an outflow. The Sunbury county
council had not communicated with Fred-
ericton on the subject until the closing
hours of the legislature. Fredericton was
in the same position in regard to the
town of Woodstock, which had been
dumping its sewage into the river for

some years. The Sunbury people did not|

take any action until after the contracts

for the work had been signed. As a bus-!

the board
should hesitate before accepting the Sun-
bury view of the case.

The mayor went on to say that the city
council had sent Roadmaster McKay an .
City Marshal Roberts to Sunbury last
winter to ascertain just how many people
uséd the river water, From Sewell’s
to the Queens county lines on the eastern
side of the river they only found three
holes in the ice from which water had
been talen.

Several other delegates from Sunbury
denied the mayor's statement, and the
chairman had to be appealed to to re-
store order.

Ottawa, Aug. 14—Hon. William Temple-
man, minister of inland revenue, has re-
turned from a trip to the maritime prov-
inces. He visited St. John, Halifax, Syd-
ney, Charlottetown, Moncton and other:
Doints.

“Notwithetanding the rush to the wheat
fields of the Canadian west,” said Mr.
Templeman, ‘“the east is eharing in the
great prosperity which now exists all over
Canada. There are evidences of a boun-
tiful harvest in all the provinces down
by the sea and the prices the farmer is
obtaining for his products are in advance
of previous years.

“The great cry is the scarcity of men
to do the work. This applies to almost
all branches of trade. The Dominion
Coal Company in Cape Breton is prob-
ably the greatest sufferer in this regard.
Some hundreds of miners were imported
from Britain and still the demand for coal
is greater than the output can meet.
Under the auspices of this great indus-
trial concern new cities have sprung up.
The latest example is that of Glace Bay,
which has a population of anywhere from
12,000 to 16,000.

“The Sydney steel works is particularly
busy. Between Sydney and the Soo
enough of rails can be turned out to lay
4,000 miles of road each year. The qual-
ity seems to be excellent. The company
is shipping rails to Vancouver by water
for the Victoria, Vancouver and Eastern
Railway. The Vancouver street railway
has aleo purchased rails from Sydney.
When this can be done there is no need
for importing.

“Yesterday I was present at the cere-
mony of laying the corner stone of the
new I. C. R. workshops at Moncton. The
whole city took part in the demonstra-
tion.”

Halifax a Unit for Self-

Government

tions Makes a Hit.

Passed Unanimous Resolution That Railways Should Pay the |
Cost of Maintaining Gates and Safeguards at Crossings
—Mayor Sears’ Paper on the Value of Tourist Associa~

Halifax, Aug. 14—Halifax city hall is
in full and happy possession of represen-
tatives of municipalities throughout Can-
ada, and to show pleasure at this invasion
the building has been gaily decorated with
bunting, shields and electric lights, Over
the entrance are the words in electric
globes “Municipal home rule our motto.”

The proceedings began with a cordial

address of welcome from the mayor of
QZaJ.i.fax. His worship eaid the awaken-
ing of a mew municipal spirit is manifest
and he trusted and believed that the de-
liberations in Halifax would make for
what is best.
_ Mayor Sharpe, of Winnipeg, in respond-
ing, said the delegates were delighted
with the splendid reception already given
them and he thought Halifax was one of
the most beautiful cities he had ever seen.
He had heard of many gateways to the
west, but after seeing Halifax, with its
splendid geographical location, he felt that
surely it was in truth one real gateway
ta Canada.

Ex-Mayor Urquhart, of Toronto, presi-
dent of the union, was not able to be
present, and his address was read by W.
D. Lighthall, M. A, ex-mayor of West-
mount. Its keynote was home rule for
municipalities and the eupreme rights of
the governing bodies of the cities and
towns within their own spheres. The
control of public utilities was theirs and
that right should be safeguarded.

In Union There’s Strength.

Mayor Fleming, of Brandon, who was
born in Sackville (N. B.), was the mnext
speaker, his topic being The Benefits of
the Canadian Union. He preferred rather
to name his subject the advantages of
municipal union. The work of the union,
in protecting the rights of municipalities,
he said, had been marked and successful.
But while a noble work has been done, a
great deal remains and re-organization
{ may be necessary. Mayor Fleming thought
| there should be a federation in the Cana-
| dian union of all the provincial unions,

and that say thirty per cent of the sub-
¢ seriptions to the provincial unions should
'be paid into the federal union treasury,
| so that thus there should be no double
| subscriptions from some provinces.

—pretty tough material.

Ex-Mayor Cook, of Ottawa, first presi=
dent of the unipn, thought the organiza-
tion could make its influence felt most
effectively by pressure of the municipal
councils upon their representatives in par-
liament.

Mayor Oliver, of Sherbrooke, asked the
union to take up with his town the bat-
tle against the Grand Trunk Railway,
which persists in constructing and oper=
ating dangerous level crossings.

Mayor Sears Lauds Union.

Mayor Sears, of St. John, spoke highly
of the paper by Mayor Fleming. He had
often, he said, felt the need of an or-
ganization like that of the municipal
union. It is a young institution but it
is closely associated with the west. Tt
breathes its epirit and what the west does
it does with sledge-hammer force. The
municipal union had come into being at a
fit and proper time. It starts on prin-
ciples t are just and honorable and
marks a convictlon that we must bestin
ourselves against the power of wealth end
monopoly. He believed that the union
would be productive of great good in the
future. Mayor Sears spoke of the highly,
objectionable railway crossings in St.
John, which the city had been unable ta
overcome.

Alderman Lavalee, of Montreal, urged,
rather than the conservative policy of Mr.
Lighthall, that there be more aggression,
and that there be faith in the future. He
caid that the union had not made the
progress it should have made during the
year, If the union dealt in action more
than words the funds would come.

Alderman Lapointe also spoke regard«
ing the telephone monopoly.

At the evening sitting, which was short,
for the union adjourned early for a pub-
lic gardens concert given in its honor,
the following resolution was moved by
Mayor Oliver, of Sherbrooke, and sec-
onded by Mayor Sears, of St. John, and
was unanimously adopted: “That in the
opinion of this union, when -gates, sub-~
ways or elevated tracks are required for
the protection of the public at the inter-
section of tracks and highways, the cost
of the same should be borne by the rail-
ay companies exclusively.

“And further, that mo level crossings
ghould be permitted to remain in closely
populated districts, and tRat the execu-
tive urge this matter to the attention of
the public authorities.”

The resolution was strongly supported
by Mayor Sears and Aldermen Lockhart
and Bullock, of St. John; Mayor Judd, of
London; Alderman McGee, of Toronto,
and others.

Mayor Sears on Tourist Associ-
ations.

Mayor Sears was then called te the
platform for an address on Value of a
Tourist Association. ' The speaker began
with appropriate references to the grow-
ing traveling habit and the increasing
tourist business. Speaking from a New
Brunswick point of view, he said that the
objects of a tourist association was first

to assist and inform tourists coming to

the country and to educate the people as
to the value of their country and to help
develop its attractions for the visitor.

Mayor Sears proceeded in a most inter-
esting and graphic way to tell of tha
manifold details of the work of the local
tourist association. It seeks to instill a
spirit of improvement and progress as well
as safeguard historic sentiment and its
objects. The conclusion of the reading of
the paper was greeted by applause, and it
was ordered that the paper be printéd
with the proceedings.

LACK OF WATER THE CURSE OF TRIP
~WEST BY MARITIME HARVESTERS

Women and Children Suffer from Thirst and Men Become
Angry---A Fight for Ice—Little Chance for Men Without
Capital—A Plague of Flies in Winnipeg---Brooms and
Ice Water Needed on Trains.

(Special Correspondence of The Telegraph).

Lsterhazy, Saskatchewan, Aug. 12—On
Aug. 7, thousands of eager men turncd
their faces westward. After considerable
delay, and from one or two officials much
impudence, the train left St. John. When
the first outburst of disorder in obtaining
seats had subkided, an examination of our
companions was commenced. A little in-
formal introduction took place. We oc-
cupied the smoker of one car. There were
a tailor, three train hands, three machin-
ists, a teacher and lath eawyer from
North End im our crowd. By nationali-
ties one Irish, three Englich, one Scotch,
the remainder Queens county boys, and a
Yankee. Considering our number, we
were not crowded, as the smoker holds
sixteen, This was owing to the ability of
the St. John men and Queens county men
to plead a case. They should have been
lawyers. When eloquence failed, muscular,
persuasion soon cleared the smoker. From
McAdam onward all was peace.

Hand etruggles and defeat were depicted
on many faces, especially of the women.
wonderfully  brightened with
hope amd expectancy when they question-
ed one who had been “out before.” Poor
things! |

Western Quebec and eastern Ontario
were well wonth the price of the ticket.
The eight of those eplendid farms and
homes filled one with a heart swelling
pride. All comfort and ease. Churches
everywhere were excellent. Comments:
““Boys, the west can’t beat that! Not by
a darned sight. I have been out!” Miles
and miles of fine crops of every deserip-
lbicm ; wheat much longer in the straw and
|just as well loaded as in the west. But
the roads were much inferior to those of
New Brunswick, that is along the route.

Western Ontario and eastern Manitoba
{made hearts sink. It is simply appalling
| to see the huts and note the appearance of
| the people. Rocks and poverty went hamnd
in hand. We saw a miserable collection
of four huts about eix by ten feet, win-
dowless, cracks stuffed with straw and
mud. In front of one a woe<begone woman
was milking about fifteen feet from the
track. Her only garment, a tattered
quilt, was drawn more’ clocely as the train
almost stopped.

Fort William, of all the west Ontario
places, appears to be the best off. The
others, while their good points would ap-
pear almost incredible to easterm readers,
yet their poverty in many sections is cer-
tainly appalling, even sickening. A poor
man is not, nor ever will be, “in it,” %o
ufe slang. I mean a laborer with a fam-
ily. Rocks, hills, scant bushes, lakes,
more lakes, most lakes are the features ‘of
western Ontario amd east Manitoba.

Tell you what, sports! If you want
game stay in old New Brunswick. A large
panty watched from the cars’ steps with
implements of chase in hand.

When the rapidly clicking cutter of the
mower has left the fields shorn of the
waving grass and meadow and pasture
have been parched by the drought of July
and early August, when grasshoppers rise
with a whirr from roadside and stubble,
when the streaming heat makes the mir-
age dance over the fields and little whirl-
winds—miniature -cyclones—raise funnels
of dust as they pass over the highway,
then when the stronger and slower of na-
ture's flower-children are in that full ma-
turity thich is alas! so soon followed by
decay, the flower-lover may everywhere
find innumerable objects of interest to his
inquiring soul.

The flowenrs of early spring—the arbutus,
the violets, the bloodroot and the many
othérs which first give evidence of the
annual resurrection are, as it were, Na-
ture’s delicate children—her poets and
percocious geniuses—who after a brilliant
but brief career pass away and are too
soon forgotten in the great struggle for
existence where we see With something

| akin to sorrow the rough coarse competi=
| tors—the thistle, the burdock and such—

pushing to the front and occupying the
places we would gladly reserve for more
beautiful and more modest characters.
But not all of Nature's fairest childrén
are of such “hasty growth and blight,”
and while many of the later summer resi-
dents of meadow and wayside revel in
orange and yellow’and purple, much more
quiet beauty may be found in nooks and
corners, beneath the tangle of the thick-
ets, among the alders by the stream's
side, in the cool shades of the woodland,
wherever the seeker may turn his eyes.

(Come with me for a short ramble on
this August afternoon and let us “watch
out” for a few of the things our good
mother has to show us.

A ehort walk over the crisp and crack-
fing stubble and we are at the brook
which was such a delight in childhood's
days. How pleasant was a plunge into
the cool deep pools where the little chube
and sunfish were darting about to escape
the strange monster so suddenly hurled
into their midst. Earth held for the boy
no purer pleasures than those of the
“swimmin’-hole.”

The overhanging :lders with their whits
patches of weoly aphis bear the long traile
ing vines of the clematis or Virgin's Bower
now in full bloom and forming clusters
beautiful as wreaths of orange blossoms.
In a few weeks will succeed the fruite
with long feathery styles from whiab
comes another of the plants’ wares—Ud
Man’s Beard. .

Along the margin of the brook and
among the clumps of alders we find many
interesting Tesidents—the jewel weed or
snap-dragon that on the slightest touch
explodes its bomb-lik. esad wods and ecat-
ters the tiny missiles ® wad wide; the
monkey-flower with its grinuing face, tall
flower-crowned Joe Pye weed (Life of
Man) and its near relative Thoroughwort
or Boneset, also of reputed medicinal
value, here a bunch of Turtlehead or (as
it is often called) Snakehead, and there
a cluster of fragrant wild mint or of skull
cap.

Back a short distance from the brook-
side -we wshall find patches of beautiful
Meadow Sweet, while the fence corners
are adorned "by the fairy bells of the
NSpreading Dogbane.

We must not return home without pene=
trating to the deep shade of the mossy
forest glades where sweetly odorous Twin
flowers grow, those dainty perfumed
markers which, according to the Indiar
legend, the Good Spirit sent to show t€
tone distressed chief -the footprints of hig
lost and much-loved daughter,

We are content to rest amid thest
gvlvan scenes ‘“far from the madding
crowd” and to watch through the tangle
of intertwining branches the hot su¥
gradually declining = as afternoon wears
away and it is with a feeling of sincera
regret that we at last bid farewell to tha

5141 beautiful little woodland dwellers whom
i\vo love so well.

J. C. O’Mullin of Halifax Here,
Gives Views After Win-
nipeg Trip -

MONEY TO BE MADE
HERE AS READILY

Discusses Government Officials’ Ex-
ploitation of West as Compared
With Eastern Portion of Dominion—
Greater Part of Capital Developing
New Land Comes from Here.

J. C. O'Mullin, of Halifax, is jn the
| city at the Royal. He has just returned
1r:fter a business trip ‘through the west.
Mr. O’'Mullin is prominently connected
with the Munro Wire Works of New
Glasgow (N. 8.), and was, l‘ookxing over
their branch factory in Winnipeg, where
an extensive business is carried on in the
manufacture of wire fencing, etc. The de-
mands on the Winnipeg establishment
were so great that the company recently
 installed four large new wire fence manu-
facturing machines,

While Mr. O'Mullin found business
brisk, he is of the opinion that the east
is just as good a country in which to
leave and to make money as the west,
and he thinks that if the government im-
migration officials enploited the east as
they do the west that intending settlers
would find it as profitable to settle right
here in the maritime provinces as in the
western portion of the dominion. .

“I was informed by three prominent
bank managers,” said Mr. O’Mullin,
“that the majority of the capital that is
developing the west, comes from the east,
and I think from what I have seen in the
four weeks I spent there that we have as
good a country here as they have in the
west. A man can be just as successful
here as out there.”

Mr. O’Mullin thinks that many of the
young men that go to the west on excur-
sions have to work harder, a great deal
harder than they would here, and the
wages paid them are well earned. If the
same energy was put in their work here
he thinks there would be better results.

The wheat crop this year, Mr. O’Mullin
was informed, would reach about 120,000,-
000 bushels, Mr. O’Mullin was a Con-
servative candidate for Halifax at the last
dominion elections, but was defeated
with R. L. Borden, When asked about
political mattens, he'said he was not in-
terested in politics just now.

DEAD

TWO FREDERICTON MEN

FROM POISON

Albert W. Edgecombe and L. A. W. Tibbits Victims
of Cyanide of Potassium

less as One Succumbed in

Lived Two-and-Half Hours.

Took It in Mistake for Ice Water While Sitting in Shute &
Co.’s Jewelry Establishment--Mr. Crowe, One of the
Partners, as Soon as He Found Out the Terrible Mistake
Summoned Three Doctors, But Their Efforts Were Use-

Haif-an-Hour and the Other

Frederioton, N. B., Aug. 15—One of the
saddest tragedies in the history of the
province, and one that has shocked the
community more than any occurrence in
recent years, took place here tonight, re-
sulting in the death -of Albert W. Edge-
combe and Lemuel A. W. Tibbits, two of
Frederidton’s best known citizems.

Mistaking it for icc water, they drank
cyanide of potassium, one of the deadliest
of poisons, and though every effort was
put forth to save their lives, it was all to
no purpose.

Tibbits died half an hour after swallow-
ing the deadly decoction, and Edgecombe
lingered for two and one-half hours, when
death relieved his sufferings.

The terrible mistake occurred in the
jewelry store of Shute & Compamy, to
which place they had accompanied D. E.
Crowe, one of the proprietors. Mr. Crowe
left them sitting in the back shop while
he went to the front of the store to at-
tend to some work. During his absence
they began to look about for a drink of
water, and noticing a large earthern jar
beneath the sink, they partook of its con-
tents, thinking it to be ice water. The
acid is used for cleaning silverware, and it
is customary for the firm to keep a supply
on hand diluted ready for use.

It is supposed that Tibbits imbibed the
larger quantity, for he began to suffer
from ibs effects almost immediately. When
Mr. Crowe returned he was made aware
of what had happened and, terribly alarm-
ed, he hurried the two unfortunate men
into €. F. Chestnut's drug store, which
is only two doors away. Mr, Chestnut
thought it was a joke at first, but soom
realized the desperate nature of the case.
Dr, Weaver was promptly on hand in re-
sponse to a telephone message, and was
soon joined by Dr. Crocket and Dr. Ather-
ton, Emetics were administered and
stomach pumps were used and everything
possible was done to save the lives of the
two men, but all to no avail. They soon
lapsed into umconsciousness, and it became
evident to the medical men that there was
no possible hope for recovery.

After Tibbits had passed away physi-
clans applied artificial respiration to
Edgecombe and succeeded in keeping the
spark of life alive for more than two hours

but he never rallied from the effects of
the poison. A large crowd collected on
the street in front of the drug store and
at 1 o'clock the sad announcement wag
made that all was over,

Fred B. Edgecombe was summoneq
from his summer cottage at Springhill
and was at his brotlier’s side when he
ibreathed his last. Coroner Weaver decided
that the circumstances justified the hold=
ing of an inquest,

He empanelled a jury composed of Th
B. Winslow, R. S. Barker, R. P. Allen,
d. H. Holland, H. €. MacKay, F. P,
Robinson and John Palmer, and hag
them view the bodies. He then postponed
the inquiry until 7.30 o’clock tomorrow
evening.

Mr. Edgecombe was a son of the late
John Edgecambe, and has resided here all
his life. He was secretary treasurer of
Fred B. Edgecombe Company, Ltd. the
city’s leading dry goods concern, and wag
recognized as one of the brightest men
in the city. He was about forty-eight
yeams of age and is eurvived by a widow
formerly Miss Logan, daughter of Wm.
Logan of St. John, and a family of one
son and three daughters.

He also leaves four brothers—Wm., o,
Frederick B., and Norman ¥Edgecombe, of
Fredericton; Alfred G., of St. John, and
two sisters, Mms. Sterling and Mrs. Thos.
Knowles. He is the third member of his
family to meet a tragic death. - One
brother, Arthur, was killed in the Palm-

er’ Pond accident a few years ago, and °

another, Charles, met death in the rail-
way yard here some time since.

Mr. Tibbitts was a son of the late Jas.
Tibbitts and was a mnative of the province

of Quebec. He was about fifty-two years

of age and a bachelor. He was a brother
of R. W. L. Tibbits, deputy provincial
secretary, who is the last survivor of the
family.

Mr. Tibbitts had resided here many
years and was well known and populir
vears he has held the position of steward
of the Bicycle and Boating Club.
