This rubriealmost
attt]es the question at once,—for preach-
ingin Parish Churches is not even men-
tioned This is, in fact, the first Statute
Law on the subject; for by Elizabeth
Cap. 1, c. 2, which is a part of the Statute
L:m and also by the Rubric, -before the
Common Prayer, it s.enactted “that such
ornaments of tht. Churc?l.shall be retained
and used ns were insghe Church of Eng-
land by authority of Parliament in the
second year of the reign of Edward VI.”
The Judicial Committce of the Priory
Council in their judgment in the Purchas
case, say, “‘this Committee has already
bdcclded that the words ‘by autbority of
Parliament in the 2und year of Edward
V1. refer to the first l’rayer Book of
King Edward.” By a Rubric in the same
book, the-habit of thé Miristerin admin-
aeterlng the. Sacraments was orderegd. to
be & Avhite Alb, ‘with a eepe, &c. This
Rubric was repea.led by.the Rubric in the
secoud *Book, 1552. The fifst Rubric
prevailed in 1559, and at this time,
as we have sien and very well know,—
preaching was.very little practiced, and
was unconneeted with the ‘ordiwary nifa-
istrations of the Priest. This will ac-
count forits peculiar langhage and limit-
ed application. Archdeacon Harrison,—
a very learned writer, and Secretary to
the Archbushop of Canterbury,—referring {+
to these times, said, ‘“the office of the
Preacher was 1dennﬂed rather with the
ordinary, dress or habit of the friar, or
doctor or master of arts. :The Sermon
in the University, or at Paul’'s Cross, or
at any other like place, was preachod, not
in the burplice, but in their gown or
habit. And s0, also, in regard o Ser-i
moi s puached in Churches; as the friar
would come in his proper hnbic, so the
preacher in his University habit or-gown,
with his hoed, both alike being part of
his own proper-dress, aad therefore not
'provided by the Parish.”- Dr. Bleak-
ney, commenting _on this ' passage,
said, *“In slmrt it was the ecus-
tom before® the Reformation for the
preacher to appear .in his ordinary at
tire, and our reformers made no altera-
tion in this,—~—merely direeting in the first
Bouk that the graduates, when they do
preach, shall use such hoods as pertain-
éth to their several degrees; which
c\-idcmly implies that the Cope, then used
in the commen sérvice, was not the pul-
pit dress. On the accession of Eliz-beth,
1559, she issued certain Injunctions, w hich
contain only one article on the subject of
vestments, namely Article XXY entitled
*Of apparel of Ministers,” as tollnws.
“Jtem. Her Majesty bemvdeswous to
have the Prelacy and Clugy of this
Realm to be held as well in outward re-
vercnce as otherwise regarded for the
worthiness of their mlmatiros and think-
ing it necessary to have them known to-
the people in all places and assemblies,
both in the Church and without, and there-
by receive the honor and cstimation due
to the special Messengers and Ministers
of Almighty God; wllle,th and command-
eth, that al Archblshops and Bishops
and all other that be called or admitted
to preaching o ministry of the sacra-
ments, or that be‘admitted into vocation
ecclesiastical, or ‘into any society of
learning in eiuher of the Universities, or
elsewhere, shall use and wear such seem-
ly habits, garments and such square caps,
as were most commonly and orderly re-
ceived in the latter year of the reign of
King Edward VI.” R.

Sheriff Harding, at 11 oclock this fore-
noon, opened his court. - After announc-
ing the returns from the various wards
and parislies, he declared the Hon. Isaae
Burpee and A. L. Palmer, Esq., elected

J. S. Boies DeVeber, Esq., to represent
the City. Hon. Isaac Burpee said this
was the third time he -had stood before
the people to thank them for electing
him. The contest through which they
had just passed had been sharp and
personally unpleasant.  Great “efforts
had been made to-injure him. The
many accusations brought against him
were unjust and untrue. He would
endeavor te try by his commercial, politi-
cal and mora} character to live them out.
The voice of the people thronghout the
Dominion had shewn that the course
of the Governmemt in dissolving
Parliament was approved. The re-
s.It is a blow at corruption (heatl
h.ar! and lpughter), and at the idea that
large capitalists should for their own
ends corrupt the country. (Laughter)
He hoped in a° short time to see an elec~
tion law which would effectually prevent
any posibility of corruptivn., (Grinsand
winks.) His past was before them, in
the3fu ture he would endeavor to work for
the best interests of the city, the Pro-
vince of New Brunswick and the Do-
minion generally. :

A. L. Palmer, Esq., said tlils was only
the second time he had come before the
people to thank them for electing him.
He' tould not say how proud he felt of the
high houor they had done him. The

canvass to him had been nothing
but a pleasure. He thought five
years too long a life for one Parlia-

ment. He would like one every year
(laughter), but not elections in winter,
as it w. s too much like hard work. With
none of the candidates had he any un-
pleasant réTations.

Court of Sessions.

The Sessions met this morning at 11
o’clock in the Common Council Chamber.
His Worship the Mayor presided, and
about a dozen of the Magistrates were at
the opening.

His Wership jmentioned thatsince. their
last meeting they had lost an old and re-
-spected member of the Board, and sus-
pended business while Justice Gilbert
woved the following reselution, which
was seconded by Justice Marshall, and
passed unanimously

Resolved, That the Justices of the City
and County of St. John, in special ses-
sion assembled, unanimously desire to
take the first opportunity of meeting
since the death of thelate James Dunn,
Esq., oue of the eidest members of the
Board to record their sense of the loss
sustained both by the Sessions and the
City and County of St. John by the re-
moval of -one who for so many years has
taken a constant and active part in the
deliberations and acts of this Board, as
also in the public business of the citv of
St. John, and the City and County gener-
ally, and whose long, upright and suc-
cessful carecr as a merchant has con-
tributed to the prusperity and welfare of
the community at large.

The Justices also desire to express
their sympathy with the family of de-
ceased, in their sudden bereavement, and
direct that a copy of this Resolution be
furnished to his son, James L. Dunn,
Esq.

The Clerk read the resolution passed
on the 2nd of December in regard to as-
sessment, under which resolution the
Committee were now prepared to report.

Justice Gilbert reported verbally and
submitted the bill. They had not altered
the general assessment laws except in the
particular points relative to what propor-
tion of property should pay taxes. The
bill submitted proposed to relieve the
poor man, and make the income tax less
then at present.

The Clerk thenread the bill as proposed

1 by the Committee.

Justice Gilbert moved that®the bill be
taken up section by section.

Justice Elder thought the notice was
not sufficient, and wanted it published
and sent to the Magistrates.

Justice Gilbert, after a short discus-
sion, withdrew his motion and made one
to have it printed, a copy sent to each
Justice, notice given in the papers that
sueh a bill will be presented to the Legis-
fature, and the discussion thereon ad-
journed until a meeting to be held on
Monday week. This motioa was approved
by most of the Justices, but several
wished more informatien on the subject.

Justice Marshall asked Justice Gilbert
if he would allow by his bill the income
tax of the city of St. John to be assessed
on $130,000, when rcal cstate and person-
al property only paid on $70,000.

Justice Gilbert made a lengthy expla
nation of his bill. Income from property
or otherwise under $1,000 will be taxed
according to a gradyated scalecsubmitted,
and over $1,000 will be taxed on one
half. It proposes that income will pay a
tax of $20, while property will pay $40.
By the present law the proportion is$20 to
$67, and his bill proposed to equalize it by
making large incomes pay more than at
preient. The men with comfortable ic-
comes were to take part of the burden
with the rich propertyholder. He had
not done this for popularity. There
were men there “who had known him
ever since he was a pup,” and knew he
wouldn’t seek popularity. He did uot
propose to run for eifher the Local or
Dominion Government, and did not do
this to receive votes.

After some. further talk on the subjeci
the motion passed.

Justice Kcans called attention to the
ceath of the late Arthur McDonald, and
moved a similar resolation of sympathy
as that passed to Mr. Dunn’s family.

The idea of the assessment scheme'is

simply-to relieve to a certain extent ine -

comes under $1000, and to so assess
personal property and real estate that in-
comes over $1000 will pay a large proe.
portion of the taxes taken from small
incomes.
