gering relish with which the English
writer enumerates every dish whenever
a dinner chances to be mentioned. In
rapid succession follow the pie of black-
birds, Miss Muffet with her curds and
whey, the gastronomic preferences of
Mr. and Mrs. Spratt, with & score of si-
milar allusions; while the first glimpse
of royalty that blesses the eyes of the
young Briton reveals the Sovereign in
the act of stealing ‘“three pecks of barley
meal to make a bag pudding ;” the Queen’s
fondness for bread and honey is no less
faithfully recorded.

In time, however, the hollowness and
noreliability of Mother Goose become
too painfully apparent, and the young
student ascends to a highcr plane. *“Toin
Brown's School-days at Rugby” falls into
his hands, a book read by every English
school-boy; and he eagerly follows his
hero from the baked potatoes at Stumps’
and the sausage-toasting at the hall fire,
to the last day at school, when Tom and
the master discover the cook’s hidden
dripping cake and ¢ finish it to the last
crumb.” If] in an evil hour, he ventures
upon ¢ Tom Brown at Oxford,” he can-
not but be convinced that there is more
work for jaws than for brains, at the
famed university. From this point our
youthful protege sets sail upon the broad
sea of English Literature, and here it
were well nigh useless to follow him.
Reefs of dinners and sdppers, ledges of
luncheons and shoals of carly teas, beset
him on every hand. Your true English
writer, it would seem, takes a vicarious
pleasure in feasting his characters. Sal-
ad and sentiment combine; his Muses are
always hungry.

To those of our literary friends who
are anxious to acquire for their produc-
tions the true English aroma, the follow-
ing suggestions will be found invaluable.
A little care bestowed upon this hitherto
neglected point wi.l produce such results
as shall deceive the very elect:

The Ring and the Regulations.

Hon. Mr. Muirhead, in his speech at
the Lumber Exchange, declared that he
had paid a very large sum as stumpage
for lumber cut by him on private lands.
Now, if he can afford to pay stumpage
on private lands, why can’t he afford to
do so on public lands? Like everybody
else he will discover, when he finds that
the Government is not to be controlled
by the timber-land ring of which he is
a prominent member, that he can afford
to pay the low price that is asked.

Queen’s and Sunbury County opera-
tors ask to be exempted from paying
stumpage because timber is very scarce
on the public lands withiri their reach.
Now this is just the best reason they
could give for the regulations the Go
vernment has made. The lands have
been hanled from too much and need
the fostering influence of a stumpage
rate to protect them from speedy des-
truction. At the present rate the lands
will soon be worthless, but with the re-
straining iafluence of a stumpage charge
of eighty cents a thousand the timber
would get a chance to grow larde
enough to warrant hauling. The reve-
lations made by those protesters, if there
were no other reason, make it the im-
perative duty of the Government to en-
force the stumpage regulations for the
conservation of the forests. On the St.
Croix, where stumpage is very high—
$2, $3, and even higher, per thousand—
timber lands are never destroyed except
by fire, being operated on every five,
8ix or seven years according to the ra-
pidity of the growth of the trees. The
cost of stumpage protects the land
from being operated on when the
growth is too small, and thus preserves
the land from destruction as a timber-
producer. The lands are farmed, and
the stumpage charge is the only safe-
guard that has been found necessary
for the preservation of the forests.

There are all sorts of objections made
to the methods proposed for the survey-
ing of legs hauled from Government
lands and the collection of the stumpage.

*| Let the logs be surveyed, and the stum-

page collected, just as private land own-

| ers survey and collect. . They should be

surveyed on the bank, and, if the stum-
page is not paid at their arrival at the
mill or sorting boom, let a portion of
them be seized and sold- No difficulty
will be experienced in dealing with the
public lands in the same way that pri-
vate lands are. dealt with if honest
agents are appointed.

The low rate of stumpage offered—
| twenty-five cents—would leave so little
profit, after all expenses were paid,
that Government would be asked to
abolish the regulation as a non-paying

| nuisance. The rate proposed is low

enough, lower than any private land-
owner, even while the public lands have
been open to all-comers at $8 a square
mile, has exacted.

The press has ever been unanimous
in condemnation of the management of
the Crown Lands, and all the papers,
except those that have been captured by
the combination or led to take an unpa-
triotic course by unreasoning partisan-
ship, hailed the stumpage policy with

applause and support the regulations
against the ring that assailsthem. The
Fredericton Reporter, a supporter of the
Government, says with great modera-
tion and exactness:

The causes which have led to this

lock-out are already familiar to the pub-

lic. For years it has been a standing ac-

cusation against successive governments

that they were mism:nazing the public
domain; that while companies and pri-
vate lndividuuls were realizing handsome

profits, the government, yielding to the
pressure of the lumber dealers, were sac-
rificing the interests of the many to the
few and allowing our forests and valu-
able timber lands to become worse
than profitless. No later than last
session it was charged wupon the
government by Mr. Gough that the lum-
ber merchants of the Province held the
Government in the hollow of their hand,
and the very journalists who now take
sides with the malcontents were loudest
to repeat the charges of mismanagement.

What then? Acting in the interests of
the public at large, complying with re-
peated suggestions. of the Legislature,
and imitating the example of the United
States, our Government has imposed a
stumpage duty of 60 and 80 cents on the
North Shore and southern districts of
the Province respectively, and it is
in resisting this duty that the
lumber dealers have formed their pre-
sent combination. What they expect to
gain by their present procedure we fail
to discover. They cannmot ecxpect to
starve the government into compliance,
since the latter can aflord to do without
the purchase money, say $40,000, far bet-
ter than the former can afford to do with-
out the lumber, shut down their mills
and break up their business. The mal-

contents at present are about 90 in num

ber, and although embracing some very
strcng men they cannot expect to carry
their point against the Government, pro-
viding the latter are found acting in the
interests of the people generally.

The St. Stephen Journal, whose edi-
tor, James Dow, Esq., one of the ablest
men in New Brunswick, was an Oppo-
sition candidate for the Assembly at the
last election, says on the same subject:

The Local Governmeut seems at last
to have awakened to the fact that public
opinion requires a much better manage-
ment of the timber lands of this Pro-
vince, than has hitherto prevailed. These
have been squandered during the past,
and no adequate revenue has ever been
derived from them; and probably the
same state of things would. have
been allowed to continue, had it not
been for the agitation on the questiun,
that took place at the last general pro-
vincial election. It is no ostentation on
our part to state that we did our best to
enlighten the electors of this county on
the subject previous to that occasion;
and we noticed about that time that the
St. John TRIBUNE did good service in the
same cnuse.

* * * ¥ *

A modcrate stumpage is to be charged

in future. That, as we noticed a few

weeks ago, is to vary from 80 to 60 cents
per thousand, according tolocal facilities
for obtaining and manufacturing lumber.
This is without doubt a move in the
right direction, and though we have nos
great faith in the integrity or ability of
the members of the present Administra

tion, yet it is only just to give them cre-
dit for trying to effect a reformation so
much needed.

Every journal in the Province that is
not controlled by the combination or
governed by partisan zeal must declare
in favor of the maintenance of the
stumpage regulations. The spirit of
the honest Opposition press is uttered
by the Journal, whose article; which at
once condemns the general policy of
the Government and praises its new
timber-land policy, is a fliting rebuke to
the poor journalistic tools whose parti-
sanship has made them staltify all their
former ntterances on this question.

Sailing Race—Charley King Wins.

One of the best sailing races ever seen
in the harbor came off yesterday after-
noon.

It will be
remembered that King’s boat, in the last
race, came in behind, but he then said his
boat could beat any of them. Before
starting yesterday he said he would as-
tonish them, and so he did. Six hundred
pounds of ballast and three men were
carried by the winning boat. She was
rigged with mainsail and foresail, with
very high peaks, and also used a square-
sail when before the wind. The water
outside the Island was very roogh. All
the boats shipped large quantities of
water, which, of course, they did not
mind.

Estate of Elias S. Flaglor vs. Brown
and Thomson & Cormack was the next
case. This is an action arising out of
the gale of Nov. 80, 1872. The defend-
ants were contractors for the Young
Men’s Christian Association Building,
the walls of which fell during the gale.
The Flaglor building was injured by the
falling wall, and the estate claims
damages—nominally $2,000. A number
of witnesses have been called for the
plaintiff, the object being to prove that
it was negligence on the part of the
defendants that caused the wall to fall.
It is claimed that for a wall 80 feet long
and as high as the one in question, there
was not sufficient support to prevent
an accident. On the other hand
the defendants claim that the downfall
was caused by a gale such as was never
before seen in St. John. They claim
that every care was taken to make the
work secure. The witness on the stand,
for the plaintiff, when the Court adjourn-
ed, was Mr. Kennedy, who repaired Mr.
Fiaglor’s house. He expended $892.76,
doing the work at a low rate on account
of the trouble Mr. Flaglor was in at the
time. C. A. Stockton, Esq., is Attorney,
and C. N. Skinner and C. W. Weldon,
Esqrs., counsel, for the plaintiff. A. L.
Palmer, Esq., conducts the defence. The
case will occupy some time.

John Hicks pleaded guilty of highway
robbery, and at 2 o’clock to-day was
brought 1nto court and sentenced to
three years in the Penitentiary. In passing
sentence His Honor referred to the seri

ous crime he was charged with—a crime
for which, a few years ago, his life would
have been forfeited. At present it was
left to the discretion of the Judge
to imposc any penalty less than
fourteen years imprisonment.
