Victoria presented herself to the[Associated Press Cable.]

London, May 9.—The proclamation 
announcing the accession of King 
George V. was read at St. James' Pal­
ace this morning. Friday, May 20, has 
been definitely fixed as the date for 
King Edward’s funeral.

In the meantime it has been ar­
ranged to have a private lying-in- 
state at Buckingham Palace, and a 
public one in Westminster Hall in the 
Parliament Buildings.

With the time-honored company of 
a most brilliant character, George V. 
this morning was publicly proclaimed 
King of the United Kingdom of Great 
Britain and Ireland, and the British 
Dominions Beyond the Seas, Monarch 
of the Faith, and the Emperor of In­
dia.

Sharply at the stroke of 9, four 
heralds arrayed in mediaeval uniforms 
of scarlet, heavily braided with gold, 
mounted the balcony of Friars Court 
at St. James’ Palace, where Queen

Washington, May 9.—The average 

condition of winter wheat on May 1, 
according to the crop reporting board 
of the department of agriculture was 
82.1. compared with 80.8 on April 1; 
83.5 on May 1, 1909, and 86.7, the 
average for the past ten years on 
May 1.

The average condition of rye was 
91.3 compared with 9.3.3 on April 1; 
88.1 on May 1, 1909. and 89.4, the aver­
age for the past ten years on May 1.

The area of winter wheat to be 
harvested was about 29,044.000 acres, 
or 714,000 acres (2.5 per cent), more 
than the area harvested in 1909, and 
4.439,000 acres (13.1 per cent), less 
than the area sown last fall (31,034,- 

000 acres).

Others, apparently enjoying 
the element of danger in the spec­
tacle, stood within 1,000 feet of the 
burning buildings. They were kept 
on the qui vive by detonations which 
sent showers of burning brands in all 
directions.

Count Koenigsmarck is of royal de- 
scent, and has made a great reputa­
tion for himself as a "gentleman- 
rider" in steeplechases, so this news 
has produced a tremendous sensa­
tion In both military and racing cir­
cles.

the Province of Quebec.

Washington, May 9.—Following the 
regulation recently adopted in Quebec, 
forbidding the exportation of pulp- 
wood from crown lands, the depart­
ment has given instructions to collec­
tors of customs on the Canadian bor­
der assessing duty on woodpulp and 
printing paper produced front pulp- 
wood cut on such lands after May 1, 
as provided in the tariff act.

These rates are as follows:
On mercantile ground woodpulp, one- 

twelfth of one cent per pound, dry 
weight.

On chemical woodpulp, unbleached, 
one-sixth of one cent per pound, dry 
weight; bleached, one-quarter of one 
cent per pound, dry weight.

On printing paper, the regular rates, 
and, in addition thereto, the additional 
duty of one-tenth of one cent per 
pound, when valued at three cents per 
pound or less.

The sermons all dealt with the na- 
tion's grief, and the music was such 
as is customary at funeral services. 
Iimmense crowds attempted to obtain 

entrance to St. Paul's and West- 
-minster, but only a small fraction was 
? admitted.

One of the most simple observances 
took place in the chapel royal in 

a Buckingham Palace, where the royal 
family, with the members of the late 
King’s household, worshiped yesterday 

,morning. Queen Alexandra attended, 
and King George, with Princess Mary 
.and the three young princes, all wear- 
ing deep mourning, drove over from 

Marlborough House. Princess Victoria, 
who bas been her mothers constant 
companion, also was present.

Queen Alexandra requested that 
.the service be brief and simple, 

knowing that that would have been 
.the King’s preference. Canon Shep- 
Lpard, sub-dean of the chapel royal, 
I officiated. Two hymns only were 

sung— "The Resurrection Morn" and 
■ "Peace, Perfect Peace." Both were

Queen Alexandra's selections.
Two Funeral Marches.

, The organist played Tschaikov- 
;sky's Funeral March before the ser- 
ivice and Chopin’s Funeral March at 
i its conclusion, all standing toward 
the end. The members of the new 
;King’s household, in full mourning, 
:attended services at the royal chapel 
.at Marlborough House.
1 At the Chapel Royal, in St. James’ 
, Palace the afternoon service was at­

tended by many of the late King’s 
, personal friends. The vicar of Wind­

sor preached from the' text, Deuterono­
my, iv., 34. He declared that King 
Edward, like Moses, died just when he 
had led his people into the promised 
land, when he was most wanted and 
when he had the best and ripest ex­
perience to give the promise.

1 The Bishop of London preached in 
the morning at St. Paul's. The con- 

; gregation filled the great cathedral 
: to its capacity. The bishop spoke 
[appreciatively of the American sym- 
pathy which had been extended to 

the British people, and he read a

New York."
: Shows Strength of Ties.
.The bishop commented on this, say- 
Iing, “such a message shows how strong 
[are the ties which bind us to our great 
Isister nation across the Atlantic."
|The text taken by the bishop was 
/the First Epistle of Timothy, vi., 15: 
- ter and fifteenth verse:

“Which in his times he shall 
;show, who is the blessed and only Po- 
[ tentate, the King of Kings and Lord
Of Lords."

MADE IN CANADA.The Government Meteorological Of­
fice in Toronto furnishes the follow­
ing report of weather conditions dur­
ing the past month: The temperature 
was below the average over Vancouver 
Island, and along the coast line of 
British Columbia, but in all the other 
portions of the Dominion it was above 
the average, and usually to a marked 
extent. The positive departures for the 
most part ranged between 4 and 5 de­
grees, except in Alberta and Sas­
katchewan, where they were more pro­
nounced; from 9 to 13 degrees being 
recorded in the southern portions of 
those provinces. The negatived depar­
tures in Western British Columbia 
varied between 1 and 4 degrees. The 
highest temperature reported was 88, 
at Battleford, and Qu’Appelle, in the 
west. The lowest, 12 below zero, was 
at Dawson City.

Precipitation.
The precipitation was below the 

usual quantity in many localities in 
British Columbia; very light in Al­
berta and Northern Saskatchewan, in 
most places less than half the aver- 
age amount, but rather above the nor­
mal in Southern Saskatchewan and 
over Manitoba; less than the average 
In the Lake Superior district, and 
locally in a few other portions of On­
tario; and above the average elsewhere 
in the Dominion. In the environs of 
Lake Ontario, including some little dis­
tance to the northward; also north- 
westward to the Georgian Bay, the 
rainfall was very heavy. Orangeville 
recorded 6 inches, Toronto 5.1 inches.

"Every young girl should know the 
dangers she faces when she travels 
alone to any big city," said Rev. W. T. 
Graham, of Toronto, at the Talbot 
Street Baptist Church, last night. "I 
want to tell every young woman and 
girl here, if she is ever going to To­
ronto alone, not to go from the sta­
tion with any women she does not 
know, and not under any circumstances 
to go any place in a cab with 
strangers.

"The police there now are looking 
for a pretty and cultured young wo­
man from an Ontario town who start­
ed for Toronto. She has never been 
found.

"A few days ago another young wo­
man, coming to the city, was met on 
the train by one of those fancy, show­
ily-dressed women, and on being asked 
where she was going told the woman. 
The latter said she lived close to the 
people named by the girl, and would 
gladly see that the girl got there all 
right. When they arrived at the sta­
tion they took a cab and drove to a 
house. The woman took the girl in 
and said she would give her a cup of 
tea and something to eat before she 
took her over, as it was only a few 
doors. She took the girls upstairs and 
locked her in and in a little, while sent 
a man up.

Saved by a Traveller.
Fortunately, the man was a com­

mercial traveller, and I want to say 
for commercial travellers that they are 
as fine a lot of men as there are in 
this country and have saved many 
girls. He knew this girl's father, and 
she knew him. as he sold her father 
goods. He told her he would get her 
out if she would never say anything 
about it. He went down ‘and asked 
the woman, and she would not let the 
girl go. He said he would take the 
girl out for a drive, and finally she 
let her accompany him.

Fake Marriages.
If as is too often the case a man 

of another type than commercial trav­
ellers had found the girl nothing could 
have saved lier from ruin. These peo­
ple will go to any lengths. Fake mar­
riages are another method. Young 
women should trust no advertisements 
for stenographers, companions or other 
situations, especially if the people to 
whom they write tell them they will 
be met at the station upon their ar­
rival by men or women. Every year 
60,000 young women are sent to a "fate 
worse than death by the organized 
members of the white slave traffic. Of 
this number 45,000 are from across the 
line and 15,000 are our own young wo­
men. Women cannot be too careful." 

Obscene Literature.
The circulation of obscene literature 

was also touched upon by Mr. Graham, 
and he made a scathing condemnation 
of the Minister of Justice for allowing 
two men who had pleaded guilty to 
selling filthy French books, and were 
sent to jail for a year to go free.

These men had a lawyer just as 
able as the Minister of Justice is to 
defend them," he said, “and on his ad- 
vice they pleaded guilty. The litera­
ture was filthy, rotten, and of the most 
degrading character, and yet the Min­
ister of Justice let them out after they 
had pleaded guilty and been commit­
ted to prison.

British Columbia—Vancouver Island 

—The weather was wet and cold dur­
ing the first part of April and warmer 
towards the end of the month; blos­
soms all out by the 31st, except some 
varieties of apples; light frosts on the 
27th and 29th, but practically no dam­
age done; strawberries commencing 
to blossom; fruit blossoms later this 
year than usual. All indications point 
to heavy crops of all kinds of fruits, 
should no damaging frosts occur.

Western Provinces—April weather 
was very fine and unusually warm. The 
precipitation in Manitoba and the 
Qu’Appelle Valley was well up to or 
exceeding the average amount: else­
where, however, it was very sparse and 
rain is much needed.

Quebec—April weather was abnor­
mally mild over the province with the 
precipitation somewhat exceeding the 
usual quantity.

New Brunswick—April weather was 
about equally divided between dull and 
wet and tine days. Up to the 19th it 
was comparatively dry except on the 
7th, when heavy showers accompanied 
a thunderstorm. Between the 19th and 
23rd the rainfall was exceptionally 
heavy in most places, causing freshets 
much to the advantage of the lumber- 
men. Temperatures were unseason­
able. high on the 6th, over 70 degrees 
In the shade being locally recorded, al­
so on the 25th and 26th, followed on 
the 28th and 29th by a change to 
freezing weather, and on the 30th by 
a heavy snowfall attended by thunder 
and lightning.

Nova Scotia—The weather of the 
month was wet and backward with 
light snowfall on two days toward the 
close. Frosts on four nights, cloudy 
throughout the entire month.

Prince Edward Island —Charlotte­
town—Up to the 27th of April the 
weather was remarkably mild with 
some summerlike days, fully a month 
in advance of last year. After the 27th 
there was an extreme fall of temper­
ature with snow and winterlike condi­
tions, icicles fourteen inches long. 
Thunderstorm on the 7th. Plowing on 
the 9th; seeding general about the 20th. 
Snow and rain storm on the evening of 
the 30th.

“Resolved, that a public me­
morial service be held for the late 
King, that the military, city coun- 
cil, civic officials, board of educa­
tion, members of Parliament, and 
the public, be invited to be present, 
time and place to be fixed later."

The foregoing was a motion moved 
at the meeting of the City Ministerial 
Alliance at its meeting in the Y. M. 
C. A. this morning by the Rev. J. A. 
Rollins, seconded by Rev. George M. 
Hazen, and unanimously carried.

This was the only matter which came 
before the meeting. There are only 
two places in the city where the ser­
vice could be held, it was agreed, viz.: 
the Armories and the First Methodist 
Church. Of these two places the ma­
jority of the ministers favored the 
Armories if arrangements can be made 
to get the building for the service.

Should Not Conflict.
As the Anglican churches have also 

arranged for a memorial service at 
the hour of the King’s burial in the 
old country, it was the desire of the 
alliance that the two services should 
not conflict, and the Rev. J. G. Inkster 
advocated the appointment of a com­
mittee to interview the bishop and the 
civic officials to see if a clash could be 
avoided.

It was finally decided after a great 
deal of discussion to leave the appoint­
ment of the committee over, and to 
appoint another committee to meet the 
council in session at noon today. The 
following committee was appointed and 
the meeting adjourned to the council 
chamber at the city hall: Rev. A. J. 
Bowen, Rev. J. G. Inkster, Dr. Man­
ning, Rev. J. A. Rollins, Rev. Richard 
Whiting and Rev E. H. Peatfield.

Rev. W. T. Hill, the rector, spoke 
very feelingly of the loss the British 
nation and all other nations had sus­
tained in the death of King Edward 
VII.

It could now 
be realized how solid the British Em­
pire is by the universal sorrow of the 
people. Canada and all the colonies 
mourned with the motherland, and four 
hundred million people now cried "Our 
King is dead!” His gifts were so many 
that the suddenness of his death gave 
one no opportunity to extol them. His 
was no common character, for no man 
was ever better fitted to adorn a 
throne, and hold the sceptre, of power. 
He was a worthy successor to his 
sainted mother, for he had maintained 
the sanctity of power and the duty of 
service. King Edward had always 
used his power for the good of his 
subjects. He was not only the king, 
but the father of the British Empire, 
and God had chosen him as his peace­
maker. He was indeed a man for the 
empire.

the King." (Psalm xiv., 1). The 
preacher begun by referring to the 
staggering blow which has fallen so 
suddenly upon the Empire, and which 
has plunged the whole civilized world 
into mourning—the unexpected death 
of our late most gracious King. "The 
word of God.” he said, teaches us to 
‘honor the King,’ and altogether aside 
from the consideration of any personal 
virtues he may have possessed, his 
high and responsible office commands 
the respect and obedience of every 
true citizen and especially every true 
Christian."

The preacher stated that the highest 
form of government of which the 
Bible speaks is not a republic, but a 
monarchy, and went on to say: "When 
from a Christian point of view we re­
flect upon all that Britain’s power has 
accomplished for the kingdom of God 
. . . no one can contemplate the 
laying in the dust of death the head 
which has worn the crown of that great 
Empire without being profoundly 
moved." The preacher paid a high 
tribute to "those personal qualities of 
the King which exerted such a benefi­
cent influence upon the nations of the

Eloquent tributes to the character of 
the late King Edward VII. as a mon­
arch and man were delivered in the 
Roman Catholic churches of the city 
on Sunday. In St. Peter s Cathedral, 
Rev. Father Aylward preached a warm 
eulogy of his majesty, referring par­
ticularly to his great influence in the 
cause of peace, and his religious toler­
ation. The coronation oath, which is 
so obnoxious to Catholics was also 
denounced.

In St. Mary’s Church, Rev. Father 
Tobin spoke in glowing terms of the 
brilliant reign of King Edward the 
Seventh.

“He stood for peace and advance­
ment," said Father Tobin, "and he left 
the greatest empire the world has ever 
seen greater and better than when he 
commenced his rule. His people loved 
him, and none were more loyal to him 
than his Catholic subjects.

“He had a proper conception of re­
ligious liberty, and for his Catholic 
subjects, and especially for the Irish 
people, he did a great deal. His mem­
ory will always be lovingly cherished 
by the Roman Catholics of the empire, 
for in him they had a noble and honest 
friend.

“A touching incident occurred only a 
few days before his majesty’s death. 
When returning from Biarritz, he 
stopped at Lourdes, in the south of 
France, and reverently visited the fa­
mous shrine, with its holy relics and 
mementoes of wonderful cures. While 
there, the King noticed a procession 
file slowly toward the cathedral, and 
the greatest monarch in the world 
bowed his uncovered head in rever­
ence as the priests and others marched 
by. Contrast his conduct with that of 
the infidel rulers of France, who if 
present would be ready to revile the 
faith of those taking part in the pro­
cession!

“In the death of King Edward VII. 
the Roman Catholics of the empire 
have two great sorrows. One is caused 
by the passing of so good a ruler, and 
the other by the fact that his succes­
sor, King George V. must take an oath 
which is an outrageous insult to his 
millions of Catholic subjects in the 
British Dominions. King Edward took 
this oath, not because he relished it, 
or believed in it, but because under the 
law he was compelled to take it. And 
King George will be compelled to take 
It for the same reason. This oath calls 
upon the King to publicly proclaim 
his disbelief in certain articles of 
Catholic faith, and moreover to brand 
them as idolatrous, especially the holy 
sacrifice of the mass. This gratuitous 
insult to Catholics is a relic of the un­
reasoning bigotry of other days, and 
it should not be perpetuated.”
