BOER GUNS SILENCED.
London. April 12. In a despatch to 

the war office. Lord Roberts say»:— 
Buller reports that the enemy at- 
tackd his right flank yesterday while 
he was engaged in changing his posi­
tion, but our artillery silenced their 
guns and they did not press the at- 
tack. Our losses were four men killed 
and eight wounded.

NOT FULLY EXPLAINED.
London, April 12.—The operations in 

Natal have not yet been fully explain- 
ed. There appears to have been an 
attempt to outflank the British at 
Elandslaagte and to sever them from 
from their base at Ladysmith.,

An Elandslaagte despatch of the 
11th eays:—Last night the Boers set 
fire to the grass on t wo' hills, almost 
on their extreme wings. The motive
has not been ascertained but the in­
cident disclosed the fact that their 
position extends over fully15 miles in 
a continuous TOW of hills from Jones 
Kop, on the British left, to a kopje 
commanding Sunday's River bridge, 
on the British right. During the 
night the Boers moved most of their 
cannon. There has been some unim- 
portant skirmishing to-day. The Brit- 
ish still command Sunday s River 
bridge. No development from yester­
day’s affair is expected.

Ladysmith, April 11.—The Boers 
opened fire this morning early, send- 
ing shells into the British camp at 
Elandslaagte from three positions 
widely separated. The shells did no 
damage. The troops moved out to 
reconnoitre, and found the Boers in 
strong force and well fortified. A 
naval 4.7-inch gun replied to the Boers, 
who have again placed a Long Tom in
position. S

When the Boers commenced shelling 
the British were drilling, and one pri- 
vate was killed and another was 
wounded before the soldiers were 
withdrawn from range. Then the 
Naval Brigade opened fire and drew 
a heavy Boer fusilade and two of the 
cruiser Philomel's gunners were kill­
ed. The naval men stuck to their po- 
mitions, however, and the Boers un- 
masked six guns, including one 
hundred pounder, and shells fell in all 
the British camps. After three hours 
bombardment, the Boer fire slacken- 
ed, and the burghers cleared from a 
kopje on the right, when a British 
shell lit on the spot occupied by their 
gun Another command was seen 
enovine toward the British left, ap- 
parent!» with the intention of flank- 
ing them, but the British shells forced 
them to retire.

Sell stall. was raised around Long Point 
and knows every foot of the ground and the 
water. He is connected by marriage with 
the heroine of Long Point, his wife’s sister 
being married to a nephew of Mrs. Becker. 
Mr. Bunning knew Mrs. Becker before she, 
married. Her maiden name was Jackson 
and on the death of her husband, Becker, 
she married Henry Kother, a companion of 
the Maple City fish man’s.

"It is surprising,” said Mr. Bunning, 
“how many different stories will circulate 
about the same occurrence. Having spent 
over half my life on the shores of Lake Erie 
in the vicini y of Long Po.nt, there are few 
of the happenings there of the years from 
1855 to 1870 and later that I am not 
familiar with. So you may guess I ead 
with interest the two accounts in your paper 
in regard to Abigail Becker and I must nay, 
in all fairness, that neither of them were 
correct. The one written by Mrs. Rich- 
ardson was the nearest right but it was out 
on some points. I was living just across 
the bay from where the wreck was and I, : 
then a boy of 16, was one ot those who went 
over partly by sleigh and partly by boat to 
help bring the ship wrecked men to land. It 
was about five miles across the water and a 
nasty trip it w.«, I can tell you Mrs. 
Becker or as I best know her and the name 
she now has, Mrs Rorher, was a tall, 
powerful woman. She was only 30 when 
she married Hecker who at that time was 
an old man. Mrs. Becker at the time of 
the shipwreck was alone on the island with 
her chudten. They were in poor circum- 
stances and although it was November the 
children were running about barefooted. 
The vessel was a good half mile from shore. 
Why, off that coast the sand bar extends 
away out in the water and it is impossible 
to get any closer to the shore than as far 
as from the market to the C. P. R- station. 
Captian Hackett was the first man ashore. 
After he had recovered he endeavored to 
assist Mrs. Becker Lut was overcome and 
she had a double load to bring ashore.

"Mrs. Becker never got any money 
from the government. The. captain, 
the crew and Mr. McLeod, M. Pa did 
all they could for her, but their means 
were limited. The captain sent first 
a box of shoes and warm clothing.

The Canada egelessThey afterwards purchased a pine 
wood farm on 1 hé mainland, and built 
a house on it. The land, however was 
poor and didn’t yield much. To add 
to the trials of the household, Becker 
was not much of a farmer, but / pre­
ferred trapping, and on one of his per- 
iodical trips to the island was frozen 
to death in the vicinity of his, old 
home, his body being found' on the 
island. Some years afterwards Mrs. 
Barker’s son Eddie, was drowned. He 
was working for a man near Port 
Rowan, and he went out in the -early 
morning of a November day to shoot 
duck. A snow storm came on, and the 
day was a nasty one. Eidie Becker 
didn’t return at bis accustomed time. 
Search parties were organized, and I 
was:n one of them, but we could find 
no trace of boat off man. The poor 
mother was frantic at this second 
calamity. She kept orying, "What 
have I done to merit this? I saved a 
whole boat’s crew, but I am power- 
lesisito save my own son." •

‘The skiff was found floating in the 
bay next spring, but the body was 
never found. There were some who 
mid they heard both barrels of the 
gun which Eidie had, g6 off at once, 
then shouting, but there is always 
someone turning up ready to make 
such statements.

"I remember well the fight between 
Heenan and Marsh on Long Point. 
It was the great pugilistic encounter 
of that time and old residents «till 
recourt the crowd that visited. Long 
Point on that day. It took place at 
the light house, and Marsh was the 
conquerer. That lighthouse is now 
kept by my wife’s uncle, William 
Dirkison.

"There are now two lighthouses on 
Long Point. At the time of the wreck 
there was only the east end light, but 
now there is one at the west end. It 
is on Jeremy Creek, called so after 
Jeremiah Becker, and it stands near 
where the old shanty did in 1857.

“The day on which Mrs Becker was 
presented with the medal, secured for 
her by the Buffalonions, was made a 
public holiday. A picnic was pro­
claimed and a great day was spent on 
the island as a tribute to the heroine 
of Lake Erie. The medal proved of 
use to the recipient, for she was able 
to pawn it to buy the necessities of 
life. Where the medal is now I do 
not know. ■

"These are only a few of the many 
incidents of my life in the vicinity of 
Long Point, but Mrs. Becker is still 
living there, end I am glad this dis- 
cession hue come up, for she is an 
old woman now and her last days may 
possibly be made more easy for her.

“I could tell you of shipwrecks by 
the score, of the great blow-in 1866, 
when the channel was filled up and a 
big three-masted schooner came 
ashore, and of how the Evergreen City 
rode clear over the bir on a huge 
wave and reached smooth water, but 
the narration would take too long, 
and this is my busy day, so good-bye.

Paderewski on Plane Playing.
In my opinion, every child should 

be taught the piano. I know that it 
is considered an open question nowa­
days as to whether it is worth while 
for a child to study music, unless it 
shows special aptitude in that direc­
tion. It is not now unusual to find 
young women in society ignorant ot 
the piano; but. to my mind, general 
culture demands that every civilized 
person should be acquainted with all 
the manifestations of culture. The on­
ly way to comprehend art is to have 
some knowledge of art. As the piano 
Is the best instrument to show all 
species ot music, every child should 
study it. ;

Al to the length of time to be devot- 
ed to practice, for those who treat mu­
sic as an additional subject of general 
education, one hour and a halt or 
two hours daily are usually sufficient. 
For children I should recommend sev­
eral periods of practice a day, each ot 
about a half hour duration. Young 
students should never be allowed to 
practise over an hour at one time, as 
the fatigue attending prolonged exer­
cise of this kind is apt to counterbal­
ance any good attained. The two 
hours’ daily practice can easily be di­
vided into two, three, or even four per­
iods.

Advanced students should devote at 
least three hours a day to practice.

The time at which a child may take 
its first “piece," as it is commonly 
called, depends entirely upon the pu­
pil’s aptitude and zeal. The teacher 
must be the best judge of that

given to memorizing!, and It should be 
begun as soon as possible.—Ignace 
Paderewski, in Harper’s Bazar.
