HEREAS it has heen represented to the Legisla- Preamble.

ture of this Provinee, that divers inhabitants of the

said Province have used their efforts to establish a Col-

lege in connexion with the united Church of England

5.and Ireland, in the City of Toronto, under the style and

title of Trinity College, and are engaged in erecting and

establishing the same; and whereas it would tend greatly

to advance and extend the usefulness of the said College,

and to promote the purpose for which it was established,

10 that it should be incorporated :—Be it therefore enacted,

1. That there shall be, and there is hereby constituted garporation of

Secondly,
the Trustees of the gaid Trinity College ; and, Thirdly,
20 the College Council of the said Trinity College, not less
than three in number ; which said Trustees and the Mem-
bers of the said College Council shall be named in the
first instance, by the Lord Bishop of Toronto, and shall,
" in the event of their death, removal from the Province,
25 dismissal from office, or resignation, be replaced by other
persons, to be named in like manner, or in such other
manner as may from time to time be directed by any sta-
tute of the said College to be passed for that purpose,
and so on continually for ever.
