We present this year the Chairman’s address in both the
Congregational Unions of the Dominion ; as well as the portraits
of the respective Chairmen. We also present the portrait of

FIRST CLASS MATTER.

LETTERS.
Register all valuable letters.

Letters for the United States should bear the name of the Stat well as
that of the Post Office.

Letters containing gold or silver money, jewels or anything liable to Customs

duties, cannot be forwarded by post beyond the Dominion, except to the United
States.
Letters addressed to mere initials, or fictitious names, will not b« ered
unless addressed in care of a resident, or to some box in the post offi
POSTAGE.
Letters addressed to places in Canada and the United Stats cents per

ounce or fraction thereof.

Newfoundland and Great Britain (by Canadian or New York mail steamers,)
5 cents per half ounce or fraction thereof.

“ Drop " letters, in places where free delivery exists, 2 cents per ounce: in
other places, delivered at the same post office, 1 cent per ounce.

Letters addressed to places in Canada must be at least partially prepaid, and

those addressed to the United States must be prepaid at least a full rate (3 cents).
otherwise they will be sent to the Dead Letter Office.

Letters addressed to places in Canada and partly prepaid, will be forwarded,
subject on delivery to double the amount of unpaid postage.

RE-DIRECTED LETTERS,

Letters re-directed to places in Canada and the United States, without heing
taken out of the post office, are not liable to any additional postage.

REQUEST LETTERS,

Letters for places in Canada and the United States sent in envelopes having
printed thereon a REQUEST that the letters be returned to the sender if not de-
livered within a certain specified time, will be returned as requested if not
delivered in the time stated. But undelivered envelopes merely bearing the
imprint of a firm’s name or of a hotel in the top left lmmrcorner, will not be con-
gsidered REQUEST letters, but will be sent to the dead letter office.

POST CARDS,

For Canada and the United States, 1 cent each. For Great Britain, New-
foundland, and all Postal Union countries, 2 cents each. Reply cards, for
Canada only, 2 cents each. Nothing must be attached to a post card.

SECOND CLASS MATTER.

Newspapers and periodicals, posted from the office of publication, are auth-
orized to pass free of postage to regular subscribers in Canada, the United States
and Newfoundland.

NEWSPAPERS AND PERIODICALS.
Transient newspapers for any place in Canada, United States or Newfound-

land, 1 cent per 4 ounces ; but a paper less than one ounce will go for half a
cent. Local newspapers, for delivery in city, 1 cent each. For Great Britain
and other European countries see Foreign Postage table.

BOOKS, ETC., AND MISCELLANEOUS MATTER.

The postage on books, pamphlets, circulars, occasional publications, etc.,
addressed to Canada or Newfoundland is 1 cent per 4 ounces ; the United States,
(ireat Britain and all European countries, 1 cent per 2 ounces. The postage on
printer’s proof sheets, maps, prints, drawings, engravings, lithographs, photo-
graphs, sheet music, etc., addressed to Canada, United States, Newfoundland,
(ireat Britain, or any European country is 1 cent per 2 ounces. No package
must exceed 2 feet in length by one in width or depth. The limit of weight for
Canada, United States and Great Britain is 5 pounds, for other Postal Union
countries, 4 pounds.

Seeds, cuttings, bulbs, roots and scions or grafts can only be sent to the
United States as 5th Class Mattcr ; when posted for delivery in Canada, the
postage is 1 cent per 4 ounces, and the limit of weight 5 pounds.

Commercial paper and legal documents may be sent to Great Dritain, all
European countries and United States at 5 cents for the first 10 ouncesand 1 cent
for every additional 2 ounces. These papers when posted for delivery in Canada,
must be prepaid at letter or parcel post rates—but deeds and insurance policies
may be sent, if prepaid, 1 cent per 2 ounces,

PATTERNS AND SAMPLES,

Bone fide Patterns and samples of Merchandise, not exceeding 24 ounces in
weight, may be sent to any place in Canada aud Newfoundland, at 1 cent per 4
oz. Must be put up to as to admit of inspection. Goods sent in execution of
an order, however small the quantity may be, or articles sent by one private
individual to another, not being actually Trade Patterns or Samples, are not
admissible as such. The limit of weight to England, all countries in Europe
and United States, is eight ounces-postage, 2 cents for the first 4 oz., and 1 cent
for every additional 2 oz.

FOURTH CLASS MATTER.

PARCELS,

("losed parcels may be sent to places in Canada and the United Kingdom.
T'hey must be plainly addresed and should have the sender’s name on the lower
left hand corner. No correspondence must be enclosed.

Paacels for Canada must be prepaid 6¢. for 4 oz., and must not exceed 5 lbs.
in weight, nor 2 feet in length, by 1 foot in width or depth. And the name of
sender should be written on left hand corner. o

Parcels for the United Kingdom and Newfoundland must be prepaid 35
cents per pound or fraction of a pound, and must not exceed 5 lbs. in weight, nor
2 feet in length by 1 foot in width or depth. A Customs Declaration of the con-
tents and value of each parcel must be filled uf at the post office by the sender.
Parcels for the United Kingdom are forwarded by the Canadian mail only.

FIFTH CLASS MATTER.

Comprises such articles of general merchandise as are not entitled to any
lower rate of postage. Postage 1 cent per ounee, or fraction of an ounce. Limit
of weight 4 1bs.; of size, 2 feet in length by one foot in width or depth. Matter
claiming to be 5th Class Matter must be open to inspection and there must be no
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corresyondem-e enclosed. Packages of 5th Class Matter may be sent to the
United States for the same payment that is required within the Dominion, but
the contents will be liable to Customs inspection and collection of duty in the
United States. Sealed tins containing fish, lobster, vegetables, meats, etc., if
put up in a solid manner and labelled in such a way as to indicate the nature of
their contents, may be sent as 5th Class matter within the Dominion, but no
sealed matter can be forwarded to the United State, under this head. Liquids,
oils and fatty substances may be sent to places in Canada and the United States
as Sth Class, if put up in accordance with the ruling referring to such articles in
the Canada Postal (inide for 1889, page xv.
REGISTRATION,

Every article intended for registration must be handed in at the wicket,
and a receipt obtained therefor. ‘It is desirable that the stamp used should be
a registration stamp.” The fee on all classes of articles addressed to places in
(Canada, United States, Newfoundland, (Great Britain and all European countries
18 5 cents,

The sender of a registered article, addressed to any Postal Union country,
may entitle himself to a certificate as to the disposal of said article by the post
master at the office addressed, on payment of an additional fee of 5 cents. All
classes ol matter may be registered to most of the countries not included in the
Union.

MONEY ORDER OFFICE,

In sending money by mail it is always best to transmit by Money Order,
possible. If sent by letter, it should always be registered.
