The world will never outgrow tte Bible. It
is the word f the all wigs God, intended for
and adapted to ell climes and ages. The most
urgent duty of all to whom it comes, is to
“ read, mark, learn and inwardly digest ” ite
transforming trurhs, The chief office of the
ministry isto ¢ preach the Word,’ not the new-
fangled philosophies and ethics of men, but
‘the Word’ The great business of the Suaday
schoolis to bs a Bible school. Iis teachers
should make it their perpetaal lahor to freight
the memories, ard inform the understandings,
and impress the hearts of their scholars with
the very words of tte Holy Seriptures.—
For this sub-soiling process, the current Sun-
day school story telling is a wretched and
impertinent substitute. The Christisn psrent
ought by all means, somekow to instruet his
children in the Bible ; even if it be at the ex.
pence of the effort pecessary first to interest
bimself in it.

The Bible calls for heart-work on its pre-
cious contents, and urges this demand by mo-
tives which appeal to the hesrt. *¢ Set your
hearts unto all the words which I testify smong
you, for it is not a vain thing for you, because
it is your life.” The Siviour urges the same
motive on His discip.es : *“, Search the Scrip-
tures ; for inthem ye think ye have eternal life,
and [in so thinking, ye are right, for] they are
they which testily of me.” If men could but
keep alive in their bearts a just conviction of
the travsforming emergy which slumbers in the
Word of God, they would familiarize them-
selves with its confents and scatter it all abroad.
The cmoipotence of the Scriptures (illu-
mined by the Holy Bpirit, as they are sureto
be whenever they are esrnestly studied) is most
impreesively taught by a historic fact more
widely known a generation ago than now, and
which ought to be made known in every gener-
ativp. It is thus stated in one of the old re-
ports of the Bible Society : * in 1787 the ship
Bounty ssiled from Eogland to the Pacific in
quest of bread-fruit trees, to be replanted in the
West Indies. Oa her way bome the crew mu-
tinied, placed the master and e’'gbteen others in
in a freil open boar, with scanty provisions, and
committed them to the mercy of the oceav.—
Strange to tell that brat accomplished a voy-
age of more than 4,000 miles, and reached Eng-
land insafety, The mutineers, twenty-five in
number, set sail for some island in the Pacific.
They quatreled snd separated. About half
were captnred by an Eaglish man-of war, sent
home and hung inirons. Nine of these desper-
adoes went to Tahiti, took on board nineteen
natives, seven men acd twelve women, and sail-
for some uninhsbited Island. Tbey found one
—Piteaire’s Island. Here the Tahatian men
murdered five of the mutineers, upon which the
twelve women rose at night and killed their
seven countrymen. Of the four remaining
mutineers one committed suicide, and one was
shot for attempting to destroy his mesemate —
Of the two_remaining muticeers one died a na-
tural death, and the other named John Adams,
alone survived, Here their hiding place was
undisturbed until 1814, when it was visited, as
a'so in 1825. The number of ichabitants had
increased to ssventy, There was no debauch-
ery amongst them. Good order prevailed, Fi-
lial affection aod motberly love pervaded thbe en-
tire society. The bleesing of God was invoked
on every meal. Prayer was offered every mor:-
ing, noon and evening. The rights of property
were respected. A pure morality was prevalent
What had mude this change P Had vice wrought
its own cure P No; Adams bad saved and hid
a Bible, and when his comrades were dead, he
studied it, embraced its promises, was couver.ed
and read snd taugbt its truths to his family and
neighbours, and God blesscd His word to their
couversion also. That very Bible is now in
this couctry. It is a small volume, printed in
1765. The salt sea and the salt tears of old
Adams have tsken away its gloss and dimned its
print; the worm has eaten it through and through
but it still contains God’s testimony of Jesus.—
That was the secret of its power., When Adams
was brought to his death bed he was old in
years but strong in faith. The friends of the
old esit coliected around him, and asked ;
« Wel John, what cheer?” ¢ Land ahead !
was bis reply. After a few days tbey again
gathered around him, and eaid ; ** Well, John,
how now P’ He replied ; rousding the point
into the harbor !” At last as he lay dying, one
said ; **Brother how now P” Hisdying exclam-
ation ceme, ** Let go the snchor;” and be fell
asleep.

copal Church.

| The German and Swiss Coaference met in
| Berlin, the Prussian capital, on Thureday, June
[ 17th, in the new chapel in the Junkersteasse.
The session pas opened with the reading of the
Scriptures by De. Jacoby, and prayer by him
| #nd sever! other members of the Conference.—
C. H Doering was elected President, svd E.
Gebbardt, Secretary. Ths ususl standing Com-
mittees were appoiated. A fraternsl commu-
nicatioo. from the French Wesleyan Confer-
ence was read and a committes appoiated to
reply to it. Measures wore ‘adopted for the
formation ot musical associations in connection
with the diff-reat charges, for the promotion of
congregational singing throughout the Confer-
ence. Resolutions were passed looking toward
the founding of desconess establishments In such
parts of the Conference where they may be
deemed advisable. These institutions already
existin the Germun State Churches, 4nd bave
sccomplished. a vast amount of good, by edu-
cated care of the sick, wounded, and infirm.—
So far as we know, the only Methodist church
which was taking a practiosl step in this diren-
tion is that in Frankfort-on-the-Main, whers
several deaconessess, who bave passed through
s special training, are members, and are in con-
staot demand io families needing careful pury-
ing.

D:is Marey and Norris, and Mr. Mauller,- of
Californis, were introduced to the Conference.
Rev. Dr, Schafl, of New Yoak, was elso ittro-
duced and requested 1o dine with the Coufer-
ence and make an after dinner address. Ia his
remarke he explained the object of his mission
to Germaony, which was to promote an Earepe-
an inierest in the American Session: of ‘the
Evengelical Allisnce to be he!d in New York
in 1870. He bad already been very successful
in Great Britsin, Hollaod, and Franee, and ex-
pressed the bope .thet the German Cburch
would send a strong delegation to Americs.—
His whole sddress abounded in expressions of
tbe most catholis, and werm-hesrted character,
and s glowing tribute to the labors of the Meth-
odist Chureh in bebalf of ecolesiastioal freedom,
tbe enlightenment of the masses, and the relig-
ious training of children, Seversl addsssses
were msde by members of the Conferevce ap-
preciative of De. Schaffs, labors in the Uagited
States, particularly in_behalf of the Sabbeth.

Resolutions of condolence with, De. Harst
were pasted, he baving been suddenly sum-
woned home by the desthof his only. deugh-
ter. A volume of sermons, containiag two by
each member of the Conference, was erdered
for publicstion before Christmas, and.te be pre-
pared under the editorial supervision of the fac-
ulty of the Martin Mission Igstitute. - The. Rev.
Mr. Nippert was requested to prepare a brief
sketeb, historical and.otherwise, of the Iogti-
tate. The Examining Committes on the losti-
tute, through its Chairman, A, Lulsberger, pre-
sented their report, in which the progress and
promise of the students, ss eyinoed by their late
exsmivations, were bighly commended. A res-
olution was pessed requesting the North Ger-
man Confederation to grant our Churb corpor-
sterights. This will be an important step, if
only successful ; and there is but _little dosbt
that such will be the case, for Bismark bas. on
more than one occasion interested himsslf in
our movements, aod relisved our preachers from
the unwarranted obstructions placed is . their
wey by the police suthorities. Dr, Nast'elarg-
er Catechism was recommended. by the Confer-
ence for genersl use. A communication to the
Conferecce, numerously signed, from the Ger-
man Church of Paris, represented the steius
of the Socie'y there, and requesied the return
of Rev. W. Bchwarz as Pastor.

Tue services of the week were very interest-
ing, and tbe attendance increased from evening
to eveniog. Without doubt, the session will
prove of great sdvantsge to our cause inthe
great politicsl and literary centre of Nosth Ger-
meny. Sermons were delivered by De. Sohaf,
Messsrs. Schwarz, Nipp:rt, ‘Kiusnet, Peulus,
and Messmer, and a lectute on ¢ Oar view of the
Chareh,” by A. Bu!sberger.  Four preaghers
were received on trial, snd two were admisted
into full conpection. The Conference Mission-
ary S:rmon was delivered by Rev. W. Nuelsen,

Mexico.

We Lave already referred to the wonderful
work in progress in Mexico, and also to Miss
Rinkin under whose labors the wark com-
menced. We present the following extract
from one of her recent letters, and though
somewhat lengthy, it will be read with interest :

Not since the glorious days of Martin Luther,
in which Divine truth electrified the Glinded
subjects of the apostste church into & new life,
has there been a more remarkable exemplifica-
ﬁrno!iupounqihunm'hnuin‘h
M.xico at 1he present time. It is truly gratify.
ing 10 see with what satisfaction these long de-
luded followers of Rome taks the precious
truths of God’s Word into their fumost heatts.

All ages and conditions are alike influsnced by
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its transforming power. A man, who had been
a terror to the country around, by his savage
conduct, has been ghanged into the spirit of &
lamb. His wife, who was often obliged to hide
herself 1o escape his beatings providentially
met with & poor girl, who had become s con-.
vert to the tzath, to whom she related the brutal
treatment sbe frequently received from her bus
band. This girl told her of the religion which
the Bible taught, in which husbands were com-
manded * to love their wives acd be not biiter
ageinst them.” The unfortunate womsn was
foreibly struck' with the bleesedness of such a
religion, ard begged the girl to get the book
which contsived it, and possibly she might pre-
vail-upon her busband to read it. The girl had
no Bible berself, as she could not reed, but bad
heard what she bad told the woman at the Pro-
testant meetings. A Mexican man, who was a
Christian, was urged by the woman to come
and read the Bible tober husband. Azd strasge
to say, the ssvage man listened with intere:t to
this first knowledge be bad ever received from

" God’s Woard, He became deeply interesied,

and aftez an abandonment of one sin and ano-
ther, he has become entirely a changed man, in
beart and conduct. As soon as bis mind began
to be enlightened, be tore down the images with
which ‘his bhouse sbounded, and threw them
away. His own lsngusge to obe of cur colpor-
teurs soon efter his conversion was: * We
have been taught to worship devils instead cf
God, snd the Cburch cf Rome is as diff:rent
from the Cburch of Christ ss bell is from bes-
ven. How beautiful is the Gospel of Cbrist !|—
May it please God, that we may learn more and
more of the Jove of Jesus, and not go back one

step, but en and onward to eternal life.” His

wile also rejoices with him in the truth.

It is now ‘three monthe since bis conversion,

and be seems to be growing more and more

sensible of the great sinfulness of his past lLife,
and the great obligation be is under to God in
snatching him * as & brand from tbe burning.’
Wherever our colporteurs go, souls. sre
brought into the kingdom. Two ot our colpor-
teurs went a few weeks ago to Motomelles, a
tuwn of twelve thousand souls. They write me :
¢ Never have seen a people so desirous to bear lhe‘fb
the truth as contained in the Holy Scripturer.]
Soercely can get time to eat or sleep, so anxi-
ous are they to hear our readings in God’s
"~ Word. Beveral have professed conversion, and
smong the number are an sged woman of sixty-
nine, and a boy of thirteen years. Two men, who
threatened to shoot them if they came there
with their Bibles, are now sitting at the feet of

Jesus in their right minds.’

. That Mexico is ripe for the Gospel, facts in
abundsnce p'ainly show. And that God is most
woaderfully raising up native agencies to culti-
vete this promising field evident. We have
many who might labor with the same efficiency
a8 those already engaged, had we the means of

tremities, void of faith, life, love and power, or

which, resembling a grest den of wild beasts,

should be just & grest battle ground on which

feud, faction, discord, rending schisms aod war-
ring dogmas should work their worst within the
seme enclosure. Than such a state of things, it
were better by a bundred fold, that with the zeal
snd competing evargelicsl activities of the times
passing cver us, the number of Christian com-
munions should be even ten times grea‘er than
they now are.

We can also readily perceive that in certsin
cases, and to a certain extent, gocd has resulted
from the fact of the great Christian brotherbood
being divided into separate Cbristisn cc mmuni-
ties. Nevertheless it seems to us that tbe pro-
cets of division has been carried fartber than the
cceasion or the results obtained, would at all
justify. Holding these opinions, we always re-
gard with satisfaction the appearance of sny in-
dications of s tendency toward amalgamation
between evangelical bodies sufficiently resem-
bling each other in doctrine and polity to permit
their union without sacrifice of what either party
may deem important if not fundamental.

It is, we thidk, an encoursging sign of the
times thet the tendency toward union between
bodies of a like faith and order, established
nﬁong the English sp:akicg portioos of the
Christiao family, is revealing itself with increased
frequency wnd in sugmented strength. Just at
present, this tendency seems to manifest itself
with most force and fruitfulness among the Pres-
byterian communities of Scotland and America.
Something tsngible and valuable bas already
been effected in this respect between some sec-
tions of the Presbytéiian family. Years have
patsed awsy since a union was sccomplished
between the Free Cburch and the Beceseion
Church in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and
Prince Edward Island. Toe result, we believe,
bas entirely justified the wisdom of that pro-
ceeding. Probably the time is not distant when
all the Presbyterians of the Maritime Provinces
will be blended together within one orgauization.
It seems desirable, and doubtless will prove in
good time both practicable sad profiteble.

In Scotland, the union of two classes of Pres-
yterian S:ceders some time sgo gave birth to
the United Presbyterian Cburch. Now impor-
tant sieps are in progress toward effecting »
union of the Free Cburch and the United Pres-
byteriap Churcb. A most significant movement
bas aiso begun in icfluentisl quarters in the
bosem of the Kirk of Scotlard, which, if suc-
cessful, will pave the way toward accomplishing
a union of all the Presbyterian tribes of the
Scottish Israel. Taking & broad view of the
matter, the only view wortby to be entertained
by an intelligent Methodist, such a full and
final comprebension of S:otch Presbyterianism
within one visible fold, spp tous a m-
mation most devoutly to be desired. Noing the
solid and foreeful charac‘er of the Scotch peo-
ple, one might, if he dwelt ong on the subject,
desire their acquisition to Methodiem. But as

that is entirely out of the question, the next best
thing to wish for is that Scotch Presbyterianism
may be coneolidated and invigorated to do its
work for God snd the world in the most ¢flective
manner,

There is an auspicious movement in progress
among the chief Presbyterisn bodies in the
United States ; and but a short time is expected
to elapse before the Oid and New School Pres-
byterian Churches will coalesce. We should
suppose this union will prove peculiarly felicitous.
The staid sobriety of the one body will be ecli-
vened by the greater warmth atd vivacity of the
other.

The movement toward greater unity, opera-
tirg so powerfully smorg the Presbyterians of
Britain sud America, is, we believe, making
some progress sl:o smong the Baptists of those
countrier. We are not, however, sufficiently in-
formed on this point to refer to particular facts
in illustration of the advauce being made by this
large and icfluential denominstion in tbis direc-
tion. But we should infer from the peculiarilies
of the congregational polity prevailing smong
Baptists, the liberty claimed for individual con-
gregations being lerge in that system of Church
government, and the general bond of union being
light and elustic, that they would find it compa-
ratively easy everywhere to effect a general
union between bodies of their own faith and
order. .

Tbe craving tor unity is strong in the Pro-
testant Episcopal Churcb. In Eogland, and in
America to some extent, that craviog has ex-
pressed itseif in a twofold manner. The adbe-
rents of tbat Church who attach supreme impor-
tance to their possestion of an Episcopal order
in their communion, sigh for the union of the
three great Episcopal bodies—the Latin, Greek
and Anglican Churches. I'o what practical re-
sults this feeling bss led within the Church
of Eoglard, and what numbers have been ulti-
wmstely conducied by it from the pale of that
Cuurch to the Papal Commuanion, it were need-
less to specify. What its final issue may be
smong these indulging it, we will not stop 10
copjecture. On tle other bsnd, they in the
Cburch of Eogland wbo attach greatly more im-
portance to  Evangelical doctrine than to Epis-
copal vrder, desise a better understanding with
non-episcopal bodies stacding fast in the doe-
trives of tbe Guspel, and particularly a union en
masse of the Methodists with thewr Church.—
‘I'be better understanding between these Christ
tian people, who are substantially one in doc-
trive, yet diverse in polity, may without doubt be
established ; but a union between the Church of
England and British Msthodism may be claseed
smong the impossibilitier. No thoughtful Me-
thodist need e told why this is so. 8till, the
d\elirc to effect such a union on the part of very
many excelient men in tne Church of Eogland,
is oue of the pleasing iadications of the prevail-
ing tendency of the times toward closer unity
among the separated disciples of the Common
Saviour.

The movement toward unity smong the various
brauches of Methodism is not as strong in some
quarters, or as it is destined speedily to become,
But it hes begun. There is serious talk of a
union of the New Conoexion and Bible Chris-
tian Methcdists in England, and in Irelscd
the question of a uvion between the Wesleyan
and Primitive Methodists is officially canvassed.
There is a feeling growing up in many hearts in
England that a union of all the Methodist bo-
dies in that country,—Wesleyan, Primitive,
New Cornexion, Free Church and Bible Chris-
tian would be bighly beneficial to the cause of
Christ.  All these bodies are absolutely cne ic
doctrine, similar in discipline, and not, we trust,
in the end to be diff-rent in polity.

In Canads, the tendency towards Methodistic
Union is revesling iteelf promisingly. In the
United States, slavery, the unbappy cause of
the disruption of the megnificent Methodist
Epiecopal Cnurch, has ceased to exist. Before
many years roll away, if meanwhile wisdom and
charity preside over,the councils of esch section,
North sod South, a glorious re-union will teke
place. Methodism will be one from the St.

Croix to the Rio Grande, from the Atlantie to
the Pucific,—nay,all the world over. When al}

To tbe public, or that large and respectable
portion of it which reads the Wesleyan, all I have
to say is this, that baving been requested to fur-
nish in a short article the note-worthy iccidents
of a hasty visit to New England, in an evil
bour I consented.

(1 begin parentheticslly by burning up my
notes of travel proper—for who is unfamilisr with
steamboats and rsilways and botels aowadays !)
My business took me direct to New Haven. Ten
years had passed since my former visit, and the

first glence from my botel wirdow sbowed that
the decade hed added to the beauty of a city,

which seemed almost beautiful enough before
Those famous elms are bulkier in trunk, state-
lier in proportion, richer in folisge ; large wealth
and purer taste are betokened by the new snd
magnificent mansions which have risen on the
borders of this chastest of American parks;
even through the openings in the dingy barracks
of Yale the eye can see in oriel and tower evi-
dence of what must be called, in compliment or
otherwise, progress, In explanation of the last
clause, I may say that the original buildiogs of
Yale College consist of a row of brick structures
resembling secord rate factories or third rate
boarding houses, while the spaces between them
sfford pertial views of a noble piie of modern
edifices, art-gallery, library, museum, &oc., erect-
ed in the rear, I suppore, either because there
was no other place to put them, or that Puritsn-
ic plainness might still assert scme sort of a su.
premacy over the elaborations of heathen or me-
dieeval art.

with whom my busivess was, I cbiaived ready
access 10 all points of interest connected with
the venerable University which is the glory of
New Haven. Great vigor and efficiency of op®
eration were indicated in ull I saw. But my
notes are too copious to be used here. I m:re-
ly subjoin an antique item which may interest
some of your younger readers. It is No. L. of
the original laws as preserved in the library, in
the hand writing of the first President of the Ia-
stitution. Macsulsy amusingly illustrates the
female education of the 17:h ceatury by refer-
ence to Queen Mary's spelling. But the fact is
Queen Mary spelled quile as correctly as the
bishops acd judges of ber time,
No 1.

The period of my visit very opportunely syn-
chronized with commencement week at ** the
Wesleyan "—ycur alms mater, Sir, and mise.
Of many of those pleasurable exerciees, however,
I bad to deny myeelf. I was too late (delayed
by business elsewbere,) to hear Dr. Wentworih's
address before the missionary Lyceum, Gilpert
Haven'’s snniversary oration, and Prof. Comfort’s
before cne of tie College Societies. I &m in.
formed that the first exhibited a happy blending
of practicel missionary experience and scholestic
erudition ; that the second was in admirable bar-
mony with the Christisn radicalism of its author ;
and that the third, treating of art, was eminent-
ly artistic.—I was in time for the alumni festival,
or for a part of it.

Bursting in upon the fessters at 10 p. m., I
gladly recognized, besides valued and well-
remembered instructors, a half-dozen or s> o
my own class of '59. The morrow was Com-
mencement Day. At 10a. m. the usual proces-
sion started from the College Chapel. Next to
Gilmore’s Band, with its inepiriting music, walk-
ed President Cummings snd Governor Jewell;
next to them those twin Methodist millionaires,
whose princely benefactions bave placed the
University beyond the reack of want,—Daniel
Drew and Isasc Rich,—and following in lengtby
line came tbe classes in order, from 1831 to
1872. What a long train of white-hesded Doc-
tors there was in the van !|—Chase, and Carry,
and Wentworth, and Wiley, and Patten, and
almost a score of others,—many of them fellow-
students of your own; and all of them men ho-
pored in the Church ard usefal in the world.

The Exercises ot the Gradusting Clats were
more than respectable. I was glad to note an
aimost icfinite improvement in the elocution of
the Wesleyan, tbat is, of its students. There
were some good speskers in my own class (of
whom I, alas! was not one) ; there were no dad
otes in the class which gradusted the other day,
The Orations were, in the main, correct in
style, broad in scope, and just in sentiment.—
Some dispisyed an uitra radicalism, in reference
to domestic politics ; 1 was pleasingly surprised
not to hear any ungenerous allusion to Joreign
complications,

The splendid edificee—Library and Memorisl
Chapel—wkich have ricen under the adminis-
tration of President Cummings, are o pleasing
proof of its success. The $20,000 reqnired to
complete the interior of the latter were subscri-
bed in & few minutes after the Alumoi Dioner,
Daniel Drew leading the way with 1000,

Among the Alumni presert, the prominent
topic of conversation, apsrt from matters im-
mediately concerning the University, was the
withdrawal of Dr. E. O. Haven from the Chan-
cellorship of the Usiversity of Michigan, to as-
sume the Presidency of the North-Western
UniVersity. The State Uaiversity of Micbigan,
at Ann Arbor, is perhaps the most flourishing
Collegiste Fourdstion in the United States
with crowded halle, rich resources, and splendid
prospects. The North-Western is comparatively
unknown, and has but slender endowments.—
Dr. Haven's administration bas been brilliant,
and bis retirement is sltogetber due to the fact
that lie found himself, as an evangelical minister,
embarrassed by the rationalistic element largely
infused in the faculty and regency of the college.)
There are those who confidently predict that if
this element, encouraged by this victory, should
proceed to further assertions of strength, and
obtain entire control, the State University of
Michigan will speedily follow the other State
Colleges of the West to the graves where they
lie forgotien. The immense moejority of the
people of Michigan, as of the surrounding States
belongs to the orthodox, more than half of
them to Dr. Haven's own Cbureb,—and it is
not to be expected that they will astist semi-
ivfidels in unchristianisiog an institution, whose
true praise has been, not as some suppose, that
it was non-denominational, but that its macage-
ment was sufficiently religiozs to warrant the

1 especislly feel guilty for not sending some
accoant of our new Cturch at Lower Horton,
and of the dedicatory services beld in it, a few
weeks after we begun our lsbours here,

In regard to this Church we may say, ** other
men lsboured, and we have entered into their
labours.”

The first service beld in the Church was con-
ducted by the Rev. Dr. Richey, aesisted by the
Rev. Mr. Smallwood, both of whowa were pre-
tent by the unanimous request of the Trustees.

The dedicatory sermon, founded on Zscha-
riah 6, 12, and 13, was a msster-piece of elo-
quence—one of Dr. Richey’s best pulpit efforts ;
and was listened to with rapt attention and pro-
found intersst by s very large congregation,
muny of whom had come s considerable dis-
tance.

The numerous and warmly attached friends of
the Rev. Mr. Smallwood, who were glad to
hear bis voice again, though feeble compared
with former days, would bave been much grati-
fied if be could bave preached to them in the
afternoon ; but the state of his health not per-
mittiog bim to do so, the Rev. Mr. Pitblado
who also was present by the invitation of the
Trustees occupied the Pulpit and was listened
to with attention aod deep interest by a large
oumber of people.

In the evening Dr. Richey occupied the Pul-
pit agaio, and delivered a bighly piactical and
useful sermcn, founded on Hebrews 4, 2. At
the close of (his service many said * We have a
bad a good day.” It wes indeed a great intel-
lectual and epiritual feast—one of those days
you never call to mind but with feelings of plea-
sure and thankfulness.

Within these walls thus consecrated to the
worship of Almighty God, and other portions
of the Circuit many ordinary snd extra services
bave been held since that memorable Sabbatbh ;

results as 1 bave been privileged to see else-
where—eepecially in Aylesford, Barrington,
Carbonear, Harbor Grace, Annapolis and Petite
Riviere.

Death of Rev. William Hill
It is with bleeding heart and trembling hand
that we record the horrible murder of a belov.
ed minister of Cnrist, one whose form and
voice have long been familiar to the Mzthodists
of this eolcny. The Rev. W, Hill, in the short
spuce of fourty-eight hours, was successively a
vigorous lsbourer for Christ, a bleeding, lifeless,
corpss, and s tenart of the tomb. Ia.an hour
when be thought not, while engaged in self-im-
posed and unrequited toil to benefit the victims
of justice, he is smitten senseless to the ground
by a bicdgeon of iron ; blow after blow suc-
ceeds with terrible rapidity ; snd in about
four mir.u‘es from the time of entering the cell
with & me:sage of kirdoess on his lips, he is
found bathed in blood, with his spirit just es-
capirg to its home. No imprudence c¢>uld be
Isid to his charge. True, the wretched homi-
¢ids had teen rent:rcel to imprisonment for
life for un attempt to murder the market inspect-
or of M:lbourne. But, during the eight months
of his incarceration, his conduct wes respectful,
he was most attentive to his work, Le had ex-
hibited no indisstion of disordered mind, no
tendency to acts of violence: He had received
the visits of other ministers with becoming res-
pect. To the Rov. J. Dare, who had often vis-
ited him alone in his cell, h: hd n‘lnyu been
sttentive, showing no sign of impatience, and
invariably kneeling by his s'de at the time of
prayer. Aund yet, on this occasion, as our la-
mented triend was closing the cell door, the as-
sassin sprung upon him with the ineane fury of
s wild beast, and with a desdly weapon, taken
from his bed-board, harried him oat of life ,.—
A greater aod more staggering mystery can
scarcely be cone-ived to occur under the govern-
ment of the King of Kings. We know that in
the hands of our risen srdexslted Lord are
‘the keys of death, and that the invisible
world is barred agsinst the en'rance of every
immortal spirit until He shall unlock the door.
We know that without his permission, no mur-
derous lunstic can touch Lis anointed or do
his prophets harm. And there'ore even in an
event Lke this, we recognize the permissyve
providecce of ourgracioas G.d. And eternity
will show what in this world we shall never s-e,
that he led his servant by the right way ’ to
the city of habitation.
The funeral took place on Saturdsy after-
noon, tke 15th inst. The respect in which the
deceased was held, and the sympathy felt by the
public for the family thus suddenly bereaved,
were evinced by the immense concourse of
mourners who followed his remains to their
last resting place in the Melbourne Cemetry.—

The following brief SKETCH OF OUR Bro.
THER'S LIFE will not be unacceptable to ou
friends. He was bornin Bristel, in A. D 1894,
For a few years in early life he was engsged in
commercial pursuits ; but hiving joined the
Caurch, and given evidence of both piety angd
gifts, he was intrcduced 1o the distriet meeting
s a suitab'e candidate for the work of the mig.
istry. At the Conference of 1847 he entered
tnc Richmond Branch of tha Theologicil [p-
stiiu'ion, then urder the eble tutorship of Rev,
T. Jackson, and Rev. John Fariar, and for
three years he siudied diligently in preparation
for bis future wock. He had offered himself
for the mission work ; atd whea bhis term at
ths institution had expired bs was appointed to
lsbour in Ceylon, snd at ouce commencrd the
study of the Singalere janguage under the guid.
aunce of Rev. Dr. Kessen. His arrival in Cey.
lon was hailed by the brethren with delight, for
they eaw in bim & man who had every menta]
qualification for the pecaliar wotk cf that js.
teresting land. His missionary life, however,
was very short ; for by one of those stomachie
disorders so common in that clime, he wes ute
terly incapaciteted for toil. His youthful, bappy
bride arrived-by overland steamer from home,
to find bim utterly prostrate by dis-ave, ond
pronounced by medical men to be beyond the
hope of recovery. Her heart was smitten to
the dust ; and yet, under the advice of friends,
she consented te an immediate marriage, and
then, after a briet interval took him back, pallid
and worn, to his native land.

After a yesr of rest at home, he was advised
to try Australia as the only chance of reguining
his health. He arrived in Victoria in 1854, and
many still remember, as they looked on his ema.
ciated, feeble frame, how confidently they satic
cipated for him an early grave. But by degrees
he recovered strength, snd few men have more
efficiently d rcharged the duties of their vocation
than he. His ficst appointment in Victoria was
to the Collingwood circuit, and by successive re.
movals he has laboured in Geelong. Firet Mel.
bourne, Castlemaive, Bsndburet ; while, in the
two last-named c reuits, he sustained the ome-
rous position of chairman of the district, the
duties of which he discharged with great ability,
He came to his old circuit, Collingwood, sig
weeks ogo, with great delight ; the one grest
drawback to his joy was the absence of his wifs,
By a sudden unexpected stroke she had been re.

They have been
closed now for several days—the only days in
the history of this city when all signs of drunk-
enness have been banished from the communiry.
The temperance people are all jubdant. It was
s little embarrassing ai first not to have botel
accommodations for the traveling publie, but »
meeting of iaw acd crder men was promptly
called, when s committee of lsdies was sppointed
to eolicit places of entertsinment for travelers st
private b , and sbundant places were soon
provided, A committee of gentlemen was aleo
sppointed to weit upon travelers as they might
arrive in town, and sssiga them to their places.
Avother committee of five prominent citizens was
appointed to take into corsideration the proprie-
1y of establishing a temperance hotel, an insti-
tution of which we have hitherto been destitute.
A building has been leased, and a temperance
hotel will be promptly opeaed. Evergthivg is
working beautifully up to this date and the tem-
perance men are masters of the situation.
