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LATE MINING NEWS

Zala M. is Arranging to Ship to the
Smelter.

REACHED A DEPTH OF 299 FEET

A Strike of Free Gold Has Been Made on the
Buckingham Claim in Burnt Basin —Twenty
Tons a Day Being Hoisted From tne Gol=

den Crown.

The management of the Zala M. in
Sheridan camp, have completed their ar-
rangements. to commence shipments to
the smelter at Trail. :

By a crosscut in the tunnel 540 feet in,
the ledge has been struck at a vertical
depth of 290 feet. The ledge was found
within a foot or two of the point calculat-
ed’upon, a fact very satisfactory to the
management. It is now proposed to drift
north and south on the ledge, which lies
jn these directions or nearly so., and at
the same time to commence upraising to
the 150-foot level, to which point the mine
has been already opened from the surface.
This will give an excellent system of ven-
tilation and enable the ore to be stoped
from: the upper levels and pussed down
to the lower levels for shipments. A staff
of from 20 to 30 men will be employed
when shipping commences. The ore will
¢ither be teamed to Greenwood, a dis-
tance of 30 miles, or to Gramii Forks, 45
miles away, and then sent to Trail by
rail. In April last a shipment was sent
to the smelter of 2 1-2 tons and this gave
a value ofc $250 per ton. The chief values
in the ore are in dry silver and a little
gold. ’

As the transportation question in this
district promises to undergo a consider-
able change, by which the railway will be
brought within 10 miles of the mine next
year no great effort will be made to push
shipments at the present time.

FREE GOLD.
A 8trike 'of Considerable Importance
Made on the Buckingham.

A. strike of*comsiderable importance has
been made on the Buckingham eclaim in
Burnt Basin, about one and a half miles
from Gladstone, which is owned by For-
est and Dixon. The owners came across
the quartz croppings over a month ago,
but did not commence to work on it until
within the last week, when a.fine quartz
vein about six feet wide was uncovered,
showing free.gold jhich was plainly vis-
ible. in some of the, quartz, which very
much resembles the Mother TLode ore.
As the croppings can be traced quite a
distance, it is the intention of the own-
ers to first open it up along the lead as
long as it is'traceable, before commencing
to deift on' it;» where they will have a
splendid tunnel site, giving them a foot
in- depth for every foot. driven.

He as-
sociated two men, James Monoghan and

They went in debt for a small stamp
mill, and the machinery, after being haul
ed over 200 miles by wagons, was finally
planted ‘at ‘the mine, and five years ago
began pounding the rock. The expense
was 'heavy, but they finally won out and
paid dividends. McAuley and Monaghan
bought out the other interests and be-
came the sole gwners. The mine paid
them $16,000 2 month which they divided
between them. A year ago they sold
half of their stock to a Montreal synd1-
cate for a big sum.

The mine was reincorporated for $2,000,-
000, divided into 2,000,000 shares. 'Lhese
shares are sold daily on the Canadian mar-
ket for $1, making McAuley and Mono-
ghan the handsome sum of $1,000,000. It
was a case of perseverance and pluck,
but the mine proved to be worth millions
and the wealth of these men made it pos-
sible for them to invest in many other
mining enterprises with more or less suc-
cess.

FREE GOLD STRIKE.

Rich Find on the Empire Group on
Grouse Mountain—Pioneer: Group.

Mr. D. D. Birks, the secretary of the

Royal Gold Mines, limited,, received word
¥riday evening from . Foreman A. H.
Stiles, in charge of the dqgelowm vork
on the Empire group on Grouse mountain,
about' seven miles due south of Rossland,
and just over the international bouadary
‘ne, that a rich find of free gold hal
teen uncovered at the foot of the work-
ing shaft, now down some 40 iret. Ale.
Birks stated last evening that it would
take some more work, and be a day or so
yet before the exact value of the ﬁnd
cculd pe stated.
The Royal Gold company is also devel-
oping the Pioneer group, gitnated about
3,000 feet east of the line of the Great
Northern railway, abutting on the inter-
national line. Four surface cuts from six
to eight feet deep have been made, un-
covering the ledge in eachi instance. 1o
the ‘southermost cut the ledge is five feet
in width, and an average assay taken from
the ledge at this point, returned $6.40 in
gold. About 200 feet to the north, one
of the open cuts referred to shows that
the ledge has widened, and at this point
has a width of 15 feet. Average assays
taken from the ledge here show a value
of $7.60 in copper. Mr. Birks stated tihat
work on both the groups mentioned would
be maintained all winter.

~ CUAST MINES.

‘the Progress Being Made—Lenora Mine
in Mount Sicker Camp.

The coast papers are waking up more
to the importance of mining, as the coast
mines are commencing to ship and give
some returns. The Victoria papers give
prominence to the shipments from the
Lenora mine in Mount Sicker camp, and
claim ‘that our own camp is to be out-
done. The Colonist says: 5

Every day that passes seems to bring
Victoria nearer to her future position as
a second Spokane on the coast—the centre
of a mining district infinitely greater and
richer than the famous Rossland camp.

Victorians  have apparently not yet
awakened to full realization of the situa-
tion and of the advantages now at their
hand—yet the facts are beginning "to
speak for themselves, ana so plainly that
they cannot much longer be treated with
indifference.

Taking the Mount Sicker camp for an
illustration, it being the camp in which
development has most advanced, and us-
ing the Lenora mine in particular as the
example—it is safe to say that no other
mine in the province makes so great a
showing for the time -and money spent
upon it. 5

And it is only one of the shipping
mines of this particular .camp, a camp
that has long since passed the experiment-
al stage.

As an introvertable fact, the Lenora
stands in the position of being today a
heavier continuous shipper than any of
the Rossland district mines, with the
exception of four, and running this fourth
very close indeed. At the same time
it must not be forgotton in the calculation
that the Rossland ore is' worth only about
$12.50 per ton, while the Lenora output
would be cheap at $25.

'Fhe four big mines of the Rossland
camp, the leaders having had millions up-
on millions spent in their development,
made shipments last week of about 5,500
tons.

‘I'he Lenora mine at Mount Sicker has
been shipping from 120 to 150 toms per
week for months past; and thie manage-
ment announce that so soon as the new
tramway is completed, additional men
will be put on and ore shipments be in-
creased to from 50 to 100 tons per diem.
Three hundred and seventy tons in one
shipment was forwarded to the Van
Anda smelter last Sunday, while about
4,000 tons will be shipped during the
next four months.

Men are now being employed at the
mine in development work and in taking
out such of the ore as is thus made avail-
able—18 tons a - day or thereabouts.
About 500 tons of first class ore is now
on hand at the mine ready for shipment
as soon as the tramway to the railway
line is' completed, which will be in a
month or six weeks.

Mr. Haskins paid a
high -tribute to Mr. Durant.

Mr. Merry by rvequest sang “Tom
Rowling” in a very acceptable manner.

Hon. T. Mayne Daly proposed *trhe
Governor” and in a pleasant way touched
aupon the pleasant relations which had al-
ways existed between Governor Mackin-
tosh and the guest of the evening. ‘The
appause was loud when Hon. C. H. Mack-
intosh arose to respond to the toast ad-
dressed to himself. He said he had gath-
¢ered around’ him tonight the men wno
had made Rossland and who would stay
with the camp. He paid a high tribute
to Mr. Durant as a man and a gentleman.
'lne speaker said he had faith in sosz-
land, which had never faltered. In al-
luding to General C. S. Warren, whom 02
regretted was not present, he said that
gentieman had coeen pleased to allude to
nim (the speaker) as the Cecil Rhodes of
British Columbia. ‘I'nen he told a story
which in effect showed that he did not
consider himself as great as General War-
ren evidently endeavored to make him
believe he was. What the camp wanted
was men like Mr. Haskins, who were
willing to work. In alluding to Mr. Ber-
fard -McDonald, he said that gentleman
examined the Le Roi an dthe Centre Star
on behalf of the B. A. C. two years ago.
A schort time after it was proposed that
Mr. McDonald take a place as Mr. Lar-
lyle’s assistant, but some hitch arose and
he did not accept the place. He thought
the future of Rossland depended laregly
upon the B. A, C., and said that Rossland
was certain to become the greatest gold-
copper camp in the world. He said that
the problem of treating the ores of the
camp at from $2 to 3 per ton would soon
be solved and then the profit in mining
would, of = course, be mucn larger than
it i8 at present. Mr. Mackintosh was
vociferously applauded when he said he
telt certain that Great Britain would win
one of the greatest victories in hstory
within .the next five months.

Hon. T. Mayne Daly called upon hector
McRae and Aelexander Dick to respond
to the toast, I'he Mining Interests,” and
both made humorous responses, which
fairly set the table in a roar.

He
was responding to the “Commercial Inter-
ests,” but said nothing about them.

The toast of ‘“I'ne Mayor and City Gov-
ernment’’ was proposed by Mr. Daly, and
he called upon Mr. Goodeve to respond.
l\’r. Daly said he hoped to see Mr. Good-
eve mayor of Rossland in the year 1900.

Mayor Goodeve made a patriotic speech
in Tesponse to this toasz, in which he de-
clared -that Canada was ready to give up
everything in order to assist the Empire.

MAYOR MANLY.

A DProtest Against Any Change in the
Boundary Mining Divisions. -
An official intimation to the mining re-

ion, that the major portion of the division
was to be detached shortly. and annexed
to the Kettle River Mining division (Mid-
way), brought Mayor Lloyd A. Manly, of
Grand Forks, to Rossland Monday in
hot haste. Mr. Manly was preceded by
several felegrams. His .encounter, __by ap-
pointment, with James Martin, M. P. P.,
in the rotunda of the Allan House, proved
a bloodless affair. The explanation is sim-
ple. Mr. Manly, on behalf of the c_itizeus
of Grand Forks, entered an emphatic pro-
test against any change in the boundaries
of the local division.

«I'his is all very amusing to me,” ob-
served Mr. Martin, when the irate mayor
had delivered himself of a wealth of vig-
orous language. *“Why, 1 never heard of
the reported re-arrangement, and if such
an order has been issued it will have my
vigorous opposition,”’ repiied = the local
member.

This explanation satisfied the visitor.

Subsequently Mr. Martin telegraphed_ a
protest to the Hon. J. Fred Hume, min-
ister of mines.

At present the dividing line between the
two mining divisions embracing the Boun-
dary country, follows the~divide between
Boundary creek and the north fork of
the Kettle river. 'L'he information re-
ceived at Grand Forks was to the effect
tbat the western division was to absorb
Central camp, Wellington camp and Sum-
mit camp. The territory affected would
include Hardy mountain, wh ihcis only
tvo miles from Grand Forks.

"CAMP McKINNEY.

H. Hayes of the Granite and Ban-
ner a Guest at the Allan.

The ore for
a fivestamp mill now running day and
night is taken from the face ov the winze.
‘L he average values in gold are $17 per
ton. The amount of ore in sight is esti-
mated at $700,000. The output recemtly
has been a gold brick upwards of $600 in
value. The clean-up two weeks  ago
amounted to $697. As our expenses do
not exceed $250 a week, it will be seen
that a handsome profit is realized. With
the employment of a 20-stamp mill, as
soon as the mine is further opened up,
proportionate results will be obtained.

“Beyond a little surface prospecting,
no work has been done on the Banner,
the adjoining claim. This is, however,
traversed by the same ledge that crosges
doubt that when opened out it will prove
the Granite, - and ther is no reason to
equally rich. A plan for the development
of the Banner on a large and comprehen-
sive scale has already been outlined
There is abundance of wood on both
properties for fuel ana shaft timbering
purposes.

In Gaol, Not a Prisoner.

My Dear Mother—Don’t be alarmed at
my address, for although in gaol I am
not a prisoner. On September 29, at half

mandeered it) and left Johannesburg with
the St. John’s Ambulance as assistant to
Dr. Walrond Shaw. We went by train
to Standerton, two days’ journey, and
stayed there two days, when I swas or

take what things would be necessary for
the field. 1 forgot to state that 1 was
engaged on the strict understanding that
I could speak Dutch and ride well (I
couldn’t do either, but that didn’t worry
me). On leaving Standerton we rode for
a month with the Boer advance guard
over the feldt, sleeping on the ground,
other times in an ambulance wagon, or
on a stretcher, never having our clothes
off the whole time, except to have a swim
when we came to a. riyer. 2oy vl -was
among the first to ride‘into British ter-
ritory. We made straights for Newecastle.
Kinding the place deserted, we trekked
on to Klandslaagte, where we stayed a
few days, and on the second day began
the most exciting time I have ever had
or shall have, I hope.

* * * "The Boers had already gone
ito laager on the hills about two miles
away, when suddenly there appeared on
the hill opposite a lot of Britishh troops
with a battery of guns. This was about
eight o’clock, and all our corps were hav-
ing breakfast in the shed, with the ex-
ceptiop of myself. I was dressing in the
wagon. \Vithin five minutes of the bat-
tery appearing the first shot (shrapnel)’
was fired and went through the shed.
The next ghot struck one of our muies
and took -half its head away.

the battlefield all night bringing in fhe
wounded, soaking wet all of us. All next
day we kept-on, nothing to eat or drink,
far into the next night, when we lay
down in our wet clothes, thoroughly tired.
* * » After two days all the wounded
were sent to Ladysmith, where we follow-
ed, and had our hospital in the Dutch
church. The Lancers, in retreating, came
right into us. We were in the thick of
it. We turned back 200 yards and picked
up five wounded Lancers, dressed their
wounds as they lay, then put them, in the
wagcen and made straight tor Ladysmith.
After a few days we left there for Pieter-
maritzburg, where we are now quartered
in the gaol. Rather a peculiar change
from church to gaol, isn’t it?”
“Oh! That Schreiner!”

Mr. J. R. Dring, a tradesman of High
Wycombe, Bucks, has received two letters
from his daughter, Mrs. Morgan, who is
in the I'ransvaal with her thusband en-
gaged in nursing the missionary work.
In the letters, dated Heidelberg, October
7 and 13, Mygs. Morgan gives vivid pictures
of the affairs in that country, and says|
that her husband had declined to leave
his people ,and has obtained a permit
from the government of the South Afri-
can Republic to remain. The following
extracts are of interest:

1t seems to us that the Boers have lost
their only chance. I believe it was Oom
Paul who kept them from rushing in
some days ago, when, doubtless, they
would have done a great deal of damage
in the north of the colony. Yesterday
we heard that Cronje started attacking
Mafeking at daybreak. We felt so alarm-
ed and indignant; we knew that train-
loads of soldiers and heavy guns were due
to arrive. that night; but Sdhreiner has
been refusing all along their appeals for
heavy guns, saying that the Transvaal
was on friendly terms with the colony,
and there was nothing to.fear. Oh! that
Schreiner! Mrs. and . Miss Frankish and
I were longing for a chance to sjambok
the traitor ourselves. I could think of
nothing else yesterday but: Colonel Baden-
Powell and his brave men, and then we
heard it was only a false report. I do
hope it was. We have determined not to
believe any reports coming from this side,
but it setmed so likely that Cronje would
take his only chance after war was de-
clared and before reinfo ents arrived,
when they had only light' guns in the
town. The coolies are having rather a
had time; some of their stores have been
looted.. 'The other day they brought a lot
of horses into town that they had com-
mandeered—took them from coolies—made
them buy them at £15 each, and then
commandeered them again. They have
been getting permits this week—16 were
refused—and they are given eight days
to clear out.

IT IS DUE TO THE MINES.

Cénada is rapidly growing wealthy and
+has now become one of the money loaning
-mations, and in doing this has made. the
“first - stép’ to.a greater prosperity than
ever. One of the principal sources of the
wealth of Great Britain is the vast sums

Zwhich she has loaned or invested in
Horeign countries. The United States, for
@nstances, owes the citizens of Great
Britain large sums, and it is alleged by
some of her pubhc men who have made a
study of the subject that the aggregate
yuns into the billions of dollars. It js
gaid that Canada recently loaned $15,000,-
000 in the United States and Great Brit-
ain, but the money was put out principal-
fy in the former country. A nation that
is able to lend her surplus capital to other
countries must, indeed, be prosperous.
Canada, however, was not able to send
mmuch money abroad for investment so
fong as her people confined their opera-
tions principally to agricultural and pas-
€oral pursuits, and it was not until a por-
tion of her people turned their attention
o mining that she had a surplus, besides
plenty for carrying on her own enter-
prises. We believe that the present fav-
orable condition of affairs was brought
about principally by the mining industry.
K glance at the figures of the mineral
output is-gufficient to prove this.
# 7he mineral product of the Dominion
for the year 1898, according to the official
‘weports’ of the several proviucial govern-
ments, was $26,518,534. This was divided
by provinces as follows: British Colum-
bia, $10,455,268; Nova Scotia, $6,000,000;
Cintario, $5,000,000; Quebec, $2,063,266;
Northwest Telrltomes and the Yukon, $3,-
(00,000.

The great increase jin mineral products
pas been within the pdst year or two. sv
“Mow’ how ldrge thie mineral product ' of 4
#€his province alonie has been it may be
mentioned that up to the end of 1896 it
reached the enormous sum of $100,931,6u4,
and of this sum $59,882,751 was in gold,
produced in the placer and lode mines.

With these facts and figures before us
it is not difficult to see what wonderful
gfrides that are being made in the mining
industry, and it is certain that this out-
put is to be increased to a very large de-
gree. With the prospect of a large addi-
£ion to the present output it is plain to be
seen that the ontput will soon be some-

_ thing very large. The effect of the output
of the money metals will be a stimulation
of all the existing industries of the Do-
'gnfnion,and,the creation of a number of
pew ones; and in short, there will be a
great augmentation in the wealth produc-
ing powers of the Dominion. The result
will be that we will have much more
wealth than at present, and as there will
be more than is needed for use at home
it will be lent abroad and add its dus
proportion to the prosperity at home.
Under the circumstances, it is obvious
that, the day is not far distant when Can-
ada, will be much more of a money loaning
country than she is at present.

THE DISLOYAL PARTY.

aster. 1t is impossible that any sympathy
could be offered or any respect entertain-
ed for a cause which is upheld
and almost solely  upheld by
by such champions. It gives the most
complete justification to the position tak-

nationalist movement was the dinintegra-
tion of the Empire. The virulent and dis-
loyal outbursts of Messrs. Davitt and
Redmond can have no other effect than
ending foever any further sympathy on
the part of the English speaking world
with the cause which they advocated.

THE TRANSVA@ WAR.

The appointment of General Lord Rob-
erts to the chief command of the forces
in South" Africa “with 'General Kitchene:
as his qhigi of staff, will undoubtedly al
lay, to a' conmderable degree the feeling
of anxiety which is now felt by the Brit-
ish public. The sentiment, too, will be
tully -entertained without any feeling of
‘aistrust in the ability of Genéral Buller,
whose past career is a sufficient guarante:
with the Empire that nothing that skill
and courage could accomplish would be
left undone by him to bring the war to
an immediate and successful conclusion,

There is no soldier in Great Britain
who enjoys the confidence of the peopl2
and the enthusiastic reverence of the
army to the extent that does Lard Rob-
erts, and his mere name, as leader o1 the
forces will inspire every British soldier
in South Africa with an added confidence
in his own fighting powers and the just-
ness of his cause. If anything were re-
qured to put at Test all question regard-
ing the outcome of the struggle it is the
appointment as his chief adviser of the
Hero of Khartoum,the man who accom-
plished such magnificent and such thoe-
ough work against the hitherto- uncon-
quered fanatics of the desert.

1f the report that was received at ‘a
late hour last evening that General Buller
had crossed the Tugela river be true it is
not unlikely that before the arrival sf
General Roberts such advance will have
been made as will render his aid un-
necessary. That General Buller will maxe
every possible effort to Tedeem himself
may be expected. That he has the ability
to accomplish what he undertakes the re-
pulse he met with at Tugela river by no
means calls into question.

SALTING. CLAIMS:

Salting claims to sell them has been
practiced by parties for over 40 years, says
the Western Mining World. The trick is
so old and threadbare that miners quitted
the game a good many years ago, and
none but the greenest, simplest tender-
feet now attempt to salt ground for de-
ception. But it is done often enough to
put would-be purchasers upon their guard
and to do their own prospecting or to
trust the work to a reliable man.- Salting
is stealing, nothing less, and the man who
will resort to it to make a raise would
not hesitate to put: his hand in one’s
pocket and steal his money. That’s about
the way old miners .measure the salting

process.

Many placer claims were sold in the
early days by the seller secreting a good
.proapect in- his mouth and expectorating
'it in the pan of gravel he was prospecting.
‘I'obacco chewers did the thing very nicely
{and were seldom detected in their swin-
"dle. The mon+tobacco users were forced
to exercise greater care to avoid detec-
tion. But no one suspected wrong being
done in a simple prospect. It all came
out, however, after a while, and salters
adopted a new plan. They took an old

or two' of dust in poor dirt and sell a

worthless piece of ground for a good fig:
ure. Salting placers was soon played out
a.mong .miners, but many pilgrims bit at
the *‘salt’”’ and were smndled out of their
last dollar.

Salting quartz claims had to be reduced
to a scienceé to make itl win. Liquified goid
or silver has been introduced mto and
through seams of rock with more or less
success, and so thoroughly deceived was
the purchaser that he gave up thousands
of dollars in proof ot the completeness
of the deception. Quartz lodes hdave been
built, highly impregnated with gold, in
order to down a man for a good pile, and
they have been downed.: But it is not
much practiced now. The world is be-
coming wiser and one’s eyes and ears are
not closed nowadays where dollars are
involved ‘in’ business transactions.

But even at this late day many old
mners will not have a single man around

'them when they prospect ground offered

for sale. They insist upon being alone
and will trust no ome to sample the

miners themselves, and know when they
disturb rock in place, and he is a good
one who can deceive a thoroughly practi-
cal miner in palming off - “doctored”
ground upon him. He requires two Or
three days to get a sample and then he
must be alone all the time. Salting ground
in placer or in rock in place has been
played in all its changes. Alaska offers
a fruitful field for the game. Salters may
possibly flourish to" some extent there.
Rich ground may be made richer by the
salter. (laim buyers can lose nothing by
closely examining ground before buying
it.

A CAUSE FOR SURPRISE.

It is surprising to glance at the stock
reports and to note how much even the
shares of the dividend paying properties
of this section have depreciated since the
war in Soutn Africa commenced. No logi-
cal reason for this can be found. The
mines in this section are above and  be-
yond the effect of thie war that is been
waged. It cannot in any possible manner
affect their output and they have reached

the public; on the contrary, the publlc
depend upon them for revenue. If it could
be shown that the war would in any
manner, - shape or form interefere with
our mines there would be some reason in
the fall in prices. The effect of the war
should be the very opposite. The shares
of our mines should go a little hlgher be-
cause the mines -around, Jolmnnesburg
have been shut down and wﬂl -cease to be
pmductlve for the time bejng.. This will
temporarily deprive their ol mers of their
output and curtail the production of gold
for whatever their output would be. Un-
der the circumstances, therefore, logically
at lcast the war should have the effect of
increasing the value of the dividend pay-
ing mines of this section, and should not
even affect unfavorably those that are
likely to become diviuend payers in the
near future. Of course, the real reason
for the fall in prices is the stringency in
the money market caused by the war.
The British government is spending on
the war in South Africa about $10,000,000
a week. The raising of this large sum
weekly and the putting of it in circulation
in new channels has produced a tempor-
ary stringency in the money market.
This, coupled with the reverses that have
been met have caused a tightening of the
purse strings and a consequent lowering
of the price of stocks and has affected
even our dividend payers.

This condition of affairs will be short
lived. ~..e expenditure of so large a sum
weekly by tue _...sh government will go
on for some little time and will result,
we believe, in a short time in making
money plentiful. Une good decisive vic-
tory, too, would release the tengion of
the situation and make money compara
tively easy. A couple of good victories
would make the money market positively
easy and then the price of stocks would
rapidly rise.

So far as the temporary cutting o.. of
tue product of the gowu mines of South
Africa is concerned it ought not to cut
any great figure when we look at the
way the world’s store of gold has been
augmented ‘lately. Of nearly $10,000,000,000
worth of gold produced in the world since
the discovery of Ameriea, more than one-
half has been produced since 1860 and
more than one-fourth since 1885. Or, 'n
other words, one-half of the gold output
of the last 400 years has been produced
within 40 years and one-fourth within 15
years. These facts regarding the gold
production of the world are presented by
some compilations of the United States
treasury bureau of statistics anent the
temporary suspension of gold mining in
South Africa and its possible effect upon
the gold supply of the world. The com-
pilation presents - the facts collated by
Dr. Adolph Sootbeer and the director of
the United States mint, which show ths
gold product of the world by decades and
year ssince the discovery of America, and,
when summarized, show that the grand
total of gold production from 1492 to and
including the estimate for 1899 amoumts
to $9,830,059,000.

With a clear understanding of these
facts before us it will be seen that while
the closing down temporarily of the output
of the gold mines of South Africa is to be
deplored it is not a momentuous incident
and should not have a very far reaching
effect in the way of producing a string-

% MR. TARTE AGAIN.

When Hon. J. I. Tarte, minister of

public works, took the attitude whica he

did against the sending by the Dominion
government of the first contingent of van-
adian troops to South Africa the Liberat
newspapers of Eastern Canada defended
his conduct on the ground that he  was
acting on principle and they asserted most
vehemently that the charges of disloyalty
made against him were unjust and untrue.
The Liberal press and the government put
the best face they could on the matter,
and it was understood that Mr. Tarte had
been given a strong hint that he was

'embammnghxafmndsmdmxurmgh;m

self and that he had better be more politic
in 'his utterances. 'Mr. Tarte accordingly
declared that he was intensely loyal and
his statement was made the most of by
his party, and reven the Conservativa
journals allowed him- credit for this claim.
It seems, however, that he is unable to
conceal his hostility to everything British
and has again “broken out” in his paper,
La Patrie, and inveighs against the send-
ing of the second contingent. That at a
time like the present when the whole
Empire is stirred by the situation in
Southi Africa and when the occasion has
arisen in a way it may not again present
itself, when the colonies . can display
their attachment to the Mother Country
and lend her ~substantial aid, a member
of a British government should throw ob-
stacles in the way of aid being furnished,
should interpose long-fetched objections
and counsel cold-blooded delays, is scarce-
[y imaginable. That in doing so he should
still retain his position’in the cabinet and
be regarded as a valuable member of a
political party, is not creditable to those
in authority. Mr. Tarte has never failed
to.evince his antipathy to the Empire to
which he has sworn allegiance, and to the
institutions by which he has been enabled
to elimb to a position which he disgraces,
and he should be got rid of by the Lib-
eral party without delay and at all cost.
Wiih a man of his stamp in its couuns:is,
the Laurier government will have some
difficulty” in facing the people of Ontario
in the next election. That Mr; Tarte’s
influence in Quebec is €onsiderable is per-
haps true, but it is hardly to be beﬁeijed
that. the people of that provinee who, have
on ‘more than one occasion in the past,
shown their loyalty to the Empire, will
be inclined to give support to him in the
attitude which he at present assumes.

Commissioner Clute Begins His In-
vestigation in Rossland.

WITNESSES FROM BOUNDARY

Mr. Frank Robbi and D rn
Give Their Opinion on the Eight Hmr
Law and on the Labor Situation Generally
—Mr. Clute Will Visit the Mines Todly_z.

) &

Clute, Q. C., the Dominién
commissioner specially /&p-
pointed to inquire into and report upbn
the labor question in this province with

reference to the mining industry, held
his first- session in this city yesterday
moruing in the city hall. Only the com-
mi soner, his secretary, Mr. Harris, the
witnesses that were examined, and one
or two others were present. Mr. Clute
has been in communication with several
of the mine owners and managers, as well
ag with the Miners’ union, and he is an-
xious that those interested should come
before him and testify voluntarily. He
does not desire to issue and :serve sub-
poenas, as he is empowered to do, but at
the same time he will obtain all the nec?s-
sary details for his report from this im-
portant mining: centre. Mr. Clute stated
last evening that he desired to hear from
not only the large properties which were
operated by numerous shifts of men, but
also the smaller claims upon which only a
few men were engaged.

Yesterday only two witnesses 'were €x-
amined, but these occupied all of the
morning session, commencing at 10 o’clock
and closing shortly after 1. The commis-
sioner directs his own examination, ho
counsel or agent appearing on behalf of
the witnesses. At the beginning of the
inquiry more latitude in this respect was
allowed, but it was not found to work en-
tirely satisfactorily and Mr. Clute decided
to do the questioning himself, at the sam2
time allowing any interested party to put
questlons to a witness through the med-
ium of the commissioner personally,

The two witnesses who testified yester-
day were Mr. Frank Robbins, C. E., gen-
eral manager of the Dominion Copper
company s mines, the Brooklyn and Stem
winder in Phoenix camp, and consultlng
engineer for the North Star mine in East
Kootenay and the other mining propertiés
in the province controlled by Messrs. Me-
Kenzie and Mann, and Mr. Duncan Me-
Intosh, the president and general manager
of the Winnipeg mine at Wellington camp
in the Boundary Creek country.

Mr. Robbins, after being duly sworn,
stated that in June last when the new
eight-hour law came in force the Brooklyn
and the Stemwinder properties under his
management were shut .own. Men were
only employed to keep up steam and run
the pumps. Mr. Roovins said that a
representative of the Miners” Union had
come to' the: and\ called out the
men employed. The Wwitness said he aad
informed the representative of the unioa
that the mines were being worked accord:
ing to law and that he would prosecuteé
any one interfering with the management.
The representative then left and no at-
tempt was afterwards made by the union
to interfere with the mines. From June
until the end of August no work of any
sort, except as mentioned, was uttempted
in the mines, but about September Ilst
work was partm]ly resumed, only power
drills being used, however, no hand drills
being at work. In addition to the staff
then working they could have employed
20 additional men if not restricted by thu
men ;or by lack of air.

In describing the work being done Mro
Robbins said that in the shaft where he
had been running two drifts besides sink-
ing and where there was no compressed
air, no drlftmg was being attempted. The
only: drifting in progress wéis near the
compressor and at another point, unde“
contract.

“We are a growing and changmg com-~

munity,” said the witness, “and matenal
conditions are changing, but prior to the
trouble causgd by the eight-hour law and
the outbreak in the Coeur d’Alene districw
tne majority of the miners employed by
me were British subjects. Now, however,
in my opinion the majority of the miners
in that camp (Phoenix) are not only aliens
but came in from the disturbed district in:
the Coeur d’Alenes. Many of them, I
know, were implicated in the troubles that
receut]y existed there and were prisoners
in the so-called bull-pen, and the aliens re-:
fermd to. were almost all American citi-
zens.”
Mr. Clute asked the witness about the!
ability to procure good miners who were
Brifish sub;ects and Mr. Robbins stated.
that in his opinion there would be no diffi-!
culty in obtaining good miners from Sud-:
bury, Scotland, Cornwall and Northum-~
berland.

The men from the Coeur d’Alenes werel
good miners, continued the witness, and
today they were working in the Republic|
nnnemtovert‘heborder at $3.50 per 10
hour shift for mining. At the North Star|
mine in East Kootenay, which has been;
working for several years, the scale of
wages paid 'was $3 for a 10-hour shift.

When the eight-hour law came into fnme
the company continued to pay $3 for an!
eight-hour shift, but tne men objected and;
seemed to thmk that they had a grievance
in the matter.

A great deal of the work in our mines!
has been prospecting and we have not had
means of ventjlation sufficient to permit
our working eight-hour shifts except in!
certain places. The eight-hour law had
cut down the actual working time and de-
layed development. Wherever it is pos-
sible to work three eight-hour shifts it is
done; the men being specially selected for
their skill and each shift showing the
greatest rivalry to exceed tie work of the
others.  Shafting is regarded as possibly
more hazardous work, requiring also great-
er skill, and it is usual to pay more for|
this class of mining than for drifting.

The wages in the United States vary,
in California they pay $2.50 anu board o1
$3 without board for a 10-hour shift, In|
Colorado from $2.50 to $3 is paid, an addi-|
tional amount being allowed for wet work. |
In Utab the wages are lower than those!
quoted. In Rossland the wages are as high!
where  the men work eight!
hours if not longer than in any camp in
the United States. In wne States the
usual shift is 10 hours. The men here get
as much for eight hours as the miners do|
‘in the States for 10; in fact, more. m a

Mr, Clute asked if there had been any
violence or injury to person or property
occasioned by the present trouble and the
witness replied in the negative, saying
that so far matters had been conducreq
very quietly and peacefully,, but addeg
that the close proximity of the intern,-
tional line made it an easy matter for ayy
one inclined to do so to commit damage
and escape out of Canada. The 10-hoy,
shift results in mnine hours work. Under
the eight-hour system I think about | 1
hours work is accomplished. -

There were no labor organizations ip
E after this
eight-hour question came up. Now there
are all kinds of unions, and those of migs-
ers advertise thiemselves as being affiliateg
to fhe Western Federation ot Miners
Personally I have no ObJeCtIOII to law-
abiding labor organizations; in fact they
are often beneficial, but I certainly object
to organizations such as this Western
Feagration of Miners who, through its
president, Mr. Boyce, gave voice to such
utterances in Salt Lake after the great
strike in Colorado, and which is of pubii:
record, that-*it is the first duty of every
miners’ union to see that its members are
supplied with the best modern rifles,”” anq
who hoped “before the year’s end to hear
the inspiring sound of the martial tread
of 25,000 armed men in the ranks of
labor.” It was published at their annual
meeting in Salt Lake and I saw it in th-
Spokesman-Review a few months ago,

Mr. Robbins stated that about $100,00)
had been expended in work. upon the
mines mentioned. About $250,000 had
been spent in purchasing the property
The North Star had been a plontxbh‘
property, considerable ore having been
shipped from it. Thee present rate ot
wages was too high, Mr. Robbins said
and retarded development. The mine
managers were not hard taskmasters and
the foremen were reasonable men. Miners
are supposed to be eight hours at the face,
but are really not more than 7 1-2 houre
fl‘]e. top expenses, for engineers, the ad-
ministration and other nxed expenses, go
on just the same for eight hours as for 10.
I would like to see men work six days a
week, but where that has been tried, the
men object, saying they want to work the
full seven days. I understand we are
violating a Dominion statute in this. Ex-
cept in very wet mines, where pumping is
going on all the time, I don’t see any
necessity for working seven days. I don'i
think there are sufficient men here now
to meet the present demand. There is a
great scarcity of all sorts of labor.

In conclusion Mr. Robbins said that the
demands made by the miners had mater-
ially interferred with development work,
and had prevented capital from coming
into the province to open up the mines.

Mr. Duncan MecIntosh, the presidenc
and manager of the Winnipeg mine, was
then sworn. He submitted several state-
ments showing the amount of capital in-
vested in his own and other mines. The
statements were prepared and put in at
Mr. Clute’s request and were not for pub-
lication. In reply to une many questions
asked by Mr. Clute the witness gave his
views on the practical working“ of the
eight-hour law, agreeing for the most part
with the statements made by Mr. Rob-
bins, At the conclusion of Mr, Mec-
[ntosh’s evidence Mr. Clute adjourned for
the 8;8“" there being no other witnesses
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This morning after holding a short ses-
sion the commissioner will visit-some of
the leading mines of the camp and in the
afternoon it is expected that the further
hearing of evidence will be continuea at
the city hall.

Funeral of James Sword. i

The funeral of “the late James Sword
took place yesterday afternoon from the
undertaking pariors of Lockhart & Jor-
dan. The interment was in the new city
cemetery. The deceased was killed a day
or two since at a point on the Great
Northern railway in North Dakota, and
the remains were sent to this city for
burial. He was engaged in coupling cars
when his foot got caught in the track and
e was run over and killed. Young Sword-
secured his first experience im railway
work on the Columbia & Western and left
here about a year since and secured a
place as brakesman on the Great North-
ern railway. His father William Sword,
sr., and brother reside in Columbia and
came from there for the purpose of at-
tending the funeral. The deceased was
aged atout 23 years.

Location—This property is sit
Nigger mountain, about two mi north-
west of the valuable Velvet, Portland
and - Victory-Triumph . mines on Sophie
mountain, and one mile north of the
promising property, Big Four, on Santa
Rosa mountain. It is situated cloze to
Melville townsite, ‘and Big Sheep creek
passes close by the eastern side line,
while the west fork of Big Sheep creek
runs nearly parallel with the south end
line,  and. only a few ‘hundred feet from
the property.

Means of Access—The position of Ross
land is too well known to need descrip-
tion, and the first five miles of the jour-

ed on

ney is over the main wagop road from
Reossland to Northport and the last seven
miles over Dewdney Trail, which leads
to Cascade City and passes through Mel-
ville. (See map attached.)

Geology—1L'his part of the district is
largely made up of gramitic rocks of var-
icus texture and composition, and inter-
sected at different angles by porphyritic
dykes. ‘I'hese rocks probably belong to
the lcwer division of the Palaeozoic age.
/ Ore Body—It is impossible to give an
pecurate description of this ore body,
/owing to the early stage of development,

/ surface conditions and lack of stripping
and prospect work. The ore body is
proved by means of an open: cut and a
shaft, which are upwards of 100 feet
apart, but what are termed foot and
hanging walls in the shaft cannct be
classed as such. This ore body; 1 think,
will be found much wider whemsdepth 1s
attained and croSscuts driven to the walls.
Judging from present indications this
will be found to be a replacement vein
trending at 72 west and 72 east, intersect-
ing the formation and standing nearly
vertical, having only a slight dip to the
southwest. 'he matrix consists of gran-
ulitic gangue matter, thinly, disseminated
with chalcopyrites, blende, iron sulph’des
and galena.

Development—An open cut has been
made about eight feet wide and three
feet deep, from which small values can
be obtained similar to the surface assays
where the shaft is sunk. This *opening
shows similar vein matter.

Water—Water for mining purposes can
be obtained on the property.

Timber—Timber of suitable size and
quality is growing 6n the claim.

Plant—If the preliminary development
by windlass is satisfactory, then a s'eam
hoist must be erected, and probably a con-
centrating plant will be required, and in
that case the ore dressing mill will be
situated on Sheep creek and run by water
power.

Road—A wagon road is already in con-
struction to the Velvet mine, and C. P.
R. officials are surveying a railroad into
that district, but these are of little use
to the Kvening mine. A good road can be
cheaply built from the town of Melville,
and on a slight down grade to a point
on the Red Mountain railway about five
miles from Northport. A sleigh road
should be made over this proposed route
as soon as possible so that the ore can be
shipped and ‘profits made in development.

Supplies—The usual rate of the dis-
trict but present means of transportation
from Rgssland adds greatly to the cost.
They should all; be brought-in over the
new road, which will effect a tremendous
saving.

, Mining Facilities.— The property is
fairly well situated for mining cost, facili-
ties, ete.

Assays—I had a large number of sam-
ples assayed  at 'I'rail smelter, also two
samples assayed by Mr. Marsh, Ross'and,
and they show slight values at surface of
shaft, also in open cut norta of shaft,
and between these two points. I note
the assays by Mr. Marsh are higher 1n
gold and copper, but these, like several
of ihe other assays, can be al.ributed to
the small returns of galena and great
amount of blende. The gold values range

There is one feature about
the market, however, and that is the price
of the leading’ shares like War Eagle and
Republic have commenced to go up again,
and this is taken as an indication tnat the
bottom of the slump has been reached,
and that the prices should rebound, now
thatthe more valuable stocks have com-
menced to again increase 1n price. This
is a consummadtion which is most devout-
ly wished for. It is conceded on all sides
that the slow progress that is being made
in South Africa with the war is having
considerable effect in bearing down
prices and restricting the volume of sales,
and that a victory would greatly brightea
the situation.

The sales by days during the past week
were as follows:

He is
finding the fall from Hall’s ranch to the
city, and when "that has been ascertained
he will be in a position to know whether
or not it will be necessary to go further
up the creek. 1t is probable,; however,
that it will be mecessary to do so. The
city engineer strongly favors a system of
gravity as opposed to a pumping stationm,

and says it will pay the city to incur a|

much greater initial cost in conveying
the water by pipes than erecting a pump-
ing station, which will entail a constant
expenditure for operation and mainten-
ance. It will be necessary to go . high
enough up in order to bring the water
to the highest residential points. After
the water-works investigation has been
concluded, the question of sewerage and
drainage will next have to be considered,
and Mr. Alston is in communication with
fhe various cities as to the septic tank
and other systems, which would be adapt-
ed to the conditions of this city. o

The speaker was Robert Stevenson, i
miner, who after 40 years intermittent
search with varying success for the prec
ious metal, has retired to send: the re-
mainder of his days in tranquility upon
a ranch in the picturesque Similkameen
valley. v

The mame of Cameron is a ‘household
word in Kastern Canaaa. He made a vast
fortune in placer mining in Cariboo in' the
sixties, a devoted wife shared all the pri-
vations of life in that northern wilder-
ness, and when she died Cameron nearly
lost his reason. In company with Steven-
son he started east with the body, traveél-
ing via Viectoria, San krancisco, Panama
and New York, to ulengarry. Several
years later, after increasing his fortune,
he -left Cariboo as he thought for ever.
On his native 'heath Cameron was Tegard-
eu as a public benefactor. He entertain-
ed day and night, lending large sums to
old friends without exacting security. The
pace had lasted more than 1z years, wuen
Cameron found himself a poor man again.
Champagne breakfasts, barbacues attended
bythe entire countryside, and Tally-ho
coaching parties, were sume of the diver-
sions he got up for favored guests. Noth-
ing daunted he determined to make a sec-
onu clean-up, and started for the scene
of his early triumphs. Conditions, during
a lengthy absence had changed. Without
friends the former king ot Cariboo, theu
well advanced in years, resolutely started
to ‘work on a new claim from which he
expected great results. Fate, however,
decreed otherwise. He fell ill; and died
among strangers. He is buried on a bluif
.abreast of the goluen gulch which enrich-
ed him in the early sixties.

ecan easily understand the generous
motive that prompts S.evenson to perform
the. prospective act of kindness. He real-
izen that ¥ his dead partner could express
“d wish, it ‘would be to be laid to rest in
the. kirk yard overlooking the St. Lawr-
ence. The career of Mr. Stevenson has
likewise béén crowded with perilous ad-
ventures and romantic experiences sinc
he left home near Vankleek Hill, Ont.,
late in the fifties. The scene embraced
Central America, California, Washington
and British Columbia. Long before the
advent of the railways, he had sailed on
the interior waterways, penetrated the fer-
tiie and silent valleys, and had traversed
its almost inaccessable mountain ranges.
He was a member of one of these numer-
ous groups of argonauts who joined half a
dozen stampedes to various placer dig-
gings. Younger men today are on the
same quest in Alaska, or the Klondike.
- ‘Lhus history tepeats ifself.

- Mr. Stevenson ku suffered no ill effects
from ‘the ‘hardships he  encountered, al-

though nearing his sixtieth year he is re-

markably well preserved, a condition duc,
' no doubt, to an active life, mqstly spent
out of doers. Nothing gives him greater
pleasure than to recall the stirring events
of those pioneer days. The region now
known as the Boundary country was over-
run by ‘gold seekers. Rock and Boum?nry
creeks gave up enormous treasure. 1‘.he
grass grown trenches and decayed sluice
boxes along their banks today bear testi-
mony to the former activity that prevail-
ed. Mr. Stevenson participated in all this
excitement. He has in his possession 2
peautiful medal on which is inscribed his
name, and these words: ‘‘Pioneer of B. L.,
May 13th, 1859. B. C. ®pioneer Society.”’

“In the spring of 1860 I joined the vol-
Jins expedition at Walla Walla, bound for
the gold diggings, whence news of the
strike had been brought out-in the winter.
on Rock creek,” observed Mr. Stevenson,
who was in a reminiscent mood. ‘“There
were 200 men in the outfit, and two
montns were occupled In crossing - ine
mountains from the coast, through an al-
most unknown Tregion. We experienced
many hardships and privations, and be-
sides had a number of brushes with the
redskins, in the territory now known as
the Colville reservation. 'the Indians
were entrenched on bluffs cdmmanding a
canyon we had to traverse. They disputed
our progress, and we had to fight our way
through, losing half a dozen men, but in-
flicting more severe punishment in return.
We reached the moutly of Rock creek, a
little north of the present international
boundary on June 22nd, 1860, to find that

had preceded us. The placers were very
rich, the average per man being $30 1
day. All summer new comers poured in,

15 miles east to Boundary creek, where $50
a day per man was easuy realized. In the
summer of the following year the mining
population along both streams, which i.en
pegan to give out, exceeded eight thous-
and. Two thousand pack animals were
employed in hauling in supplies from the
coast. Living of course was very expen-
give, A good-sized city, now in ruins,
sprang up at the mouth of Rock creek,
near the site of Midway. There were
saloons, gambling dens, and dance houses.
‘I'wo enterprising whisky sellers surpassed
their tivals by packing in a billiard table
from Walla Walla. ivignt was turned in-
to day, and it was a continuous case of
“Hot Time in Old ‘Lown.” When the
placers gave signs of giving out, news
came of rich strikes in the Nez Perce
country of Idaho. At once a stampeue
followed. The miners worked on the co-
operative” plan. Those who survived
cleaned up about $30,000 apiece. Others
like myself, attracted by the news from
Cariboo, started for that district in the
summer of 1861. We followed tihe main wat-
erways after reaching Penticton, and cov-
ered the distance in less than two ménths.
inthis remote region I was destined to
spend 12 winters and 16 summers. Soon
after my arrival I formed the acquaintance
of Cameron, and secured a seventh interest
in his claim,

“Cameron’s wife died October 23rd, 1862,
an event ‘that almost prostrated him. & 1t
‘was not till December 22, or two months
idter, that he made the big strike at a
depth of 240 feet. Karly in 1863 1 accom-
panied my partner with the body of his
wife to Eastern Canada.

been published. The correct one as given
your corespondent by Mr. Stevenson, is as
follows:

In the fall of 1861, McLean, a Hudson
Bay factor, overtook Cameron and me at
Bonaparte river, and showed us'a piece of
quartz encrusted with iree’ gold. ‘L'he
specimen was the richest I ever saw. My
partner and I offered the officer $10,000 if
he would conduct us to the locality from
whenee it came. Mcleun, who was killed
in the Chillicoten Indian war in the. fol-
lowing year, declined our offer, contenting
himself with giving us general directions.
For one reason or another I postponed the

srch for the El Dorado until 14 years

elapsed. I then started out with two
Indians, and after a few weeks of gon-
‘tinuous searching, discovered what, from
McLean’s description, was the Mother
Lode. The find consisted of a six-foot
free milling quartz ledge. The mineral
could be traced over a high mountain
peak for nearly 600 feet. I staked the claim
and recorded it.” The locality, roughly
speaking, is about 50 or 55 miles east of
the coast, and about 40 miles north of
boundary, in the heart of the Hope moun-
tains. I brought out samples of the rock,
and seven assays gave enormously high
figures, which can be verified
at the government assay offices
in  Victoria. I revisited - the lo-
cality but was unable to find my claim, de-
spite a most diligent search.

The
contract system furnishes an easy bridge
over! the rather sudden transition from
the 10-hour to the 8-<hour day. The extra
profits that the proficient and ambitious
miner can make under it, go far to count-
erbalance any bad resuits. It can im our
principal mines, be used, but to a limited
extent. By persistent universal opposition
to it, miners run the risk of public opinion
backing the legislature in making some
enactment in its favor. Better go slow
and’ keep public opinion unreservedly on
'yotir 'side. Verbum sap. :

1t is also asserted that mine owners in
secret sessions have conjoined to over-
throw the 8-hour law or cut the stan-
dard wage proportionately. As all politi-
cal parties’ are in favor of the law, its re-
peal is out.of the. question. To cut the

|| present wages means a strike; and & strike

means closing the mines controlled by
these mine owners unless they succeed in
their intention to import and employ dago
and other cheap labor.. The alien labor
law will not likely prevent them, as the
Ottawa government makes no effort to en-
force it. ‘'he higher the wages the better

i{for the local community. Therefore, the

community’s interest will be with the
strikers and against the handful of mine
owners and determinedly against the em-
ployment of cheap labor, whether dago,
Jap, or other. The community and the
strikers have the votes. What is to pre-
vent the local legislature, backed by an
overwhelmingly popular vote, enacting
thiat no underground laborer shall be paid
less than the standard wage? With such
an enactment, and the mine owner re-
maining obdurate ana closing  the mine,
what is to prevent the legislature saying:
“We granted this claim fo you on the
implied condition and trust that if profit
paying ore were found you would exploit
t, and so enrich and build up the com-
munity. You have such ore but you xwil—
fully refuse to carry out your trust; there-
fore, we will carry it out for you,” and
thereupon leasing or working the mine,
and holding the rent or profits for the
benefit of the owners. Would
not. such legislation be  better
than to permit these mine owners
to conspire together and so act as to
cause great injury and even rum to thous-
ands who have settled in the vicinity of
those mines and are properly dependent
upon the mines being worked for their
Yvell-being?.
