TO TAX RAILWAYS.

A Resolution to Place Them on the Saitfe 
Basis as Other Property.

Lansing, Mich., Dec. 18.—The Michigan 
legislature met in special session at noon 
today in response to » call of Governor 
Pingree. The governor’s object is to se­
cure the passage of a joint resolution pro­
viding for submission to the people at the 
general election next November, ot an 
amendment to the state constitution, plac­
ing railways upou the same basis for tax­
ation as all other property. At present 
the railways pay specific taxes upon gross 
earnings.

A Manchester chemist, Mr. Walter 

Herald, writes from the Central Gaol, 
Pietermaritzburg, on November 2, as foi-' 
lows:

On September 29, at half 
an hour’s notice, I got my outfit (com­
mandeered it) and left Johannesburg with 
the St. John’s Ambulance as assistant to 
Dr. Walrond Shaw. We went by train 
to Standerton, two days’ journey, and 
stayed there two days, when I was order­
ed to commandeer a chemist’s shop and 
take what things would be necessary for 
the field. 1 forgot to state that 1 was 
engaged on t!he strict understanding that 
X could speak Dutch and ride well (I 
couldn’t do either, but that didn’t worry 
me). On leaving Standerton we rode for 
a month with the Boer advance guard 
over the feldt, sleeping on the ground, 
other times in an ambulance wagon, or 

stretcher, never having our clothes 
oft" the whole time, except to have a swim 
when we came to a. riyer. * * * I was 
among tlhe first to ride into British ter­
ritory. We made straightTïbr Newcastle. 
Finding the place deserted, we trekked 

to Elandslaagte, where we stayed a 
few days, and on the second day began 
the most exciting time I have ever had 
or shall have, I hope.

* * * The Boers had already gone 
ito laager on the hills about two miles 
away, when suddenly there appeared on 
the hill opposite a lot of British» troops 
with a battery of guns.

* * * After two days all the wounded 
were sent to Ladysmith, where we follow­
ed, and had our hospital in tlhe Dutch 
church. The Lancers, in retreating, came 
right into us. We were in the thick of 
it. We turned back 200 yards and picked 
up five wounded Lancers, dressed their 
wounds as they lay, then put them,in the 
w agen and made straight for Ladysmith. 
After a few days we left there for Pieter­
maritzburg, where we are now quartered 
in the gaol.

We felt so alarm­
ed and indignant; we knew that train­
loads of soldiers and heavy guns were due 
to arrive that night ; but Schreiner has 
been refusing all along their appeals for 
heavy guns, saying that the Transvaal 
was on friendly terms with the colony, 
and there was nothing to fear. Oh! that 
Schreiner! Mrs. and Miss Frankish and 
I were longing for a chance to sjambok 
the traitor ourselves. I could think of 
nothing else yesterday but Colonel Baden- 
Powell and his brave men, and then we 
heard it was only a false report. I do 
hope it was. We have determined not to 
believe any reports coming from this side, 
but it sefemed so likely that Cronje would 
take his only chance after war was de­
clared and before reinforcements arrived, 
when they had only light guns in the 
town.

Yesterday only two witnesses were ex­
amined, but these occupied all of the 
morning session, commencing at 10 o’clofck 
and closing shortly after 1.

At the beginning of the 
inquiry more latitude in this respect wus 
allowed, but it was not found to work en­
tirely satisfactorily and Mr. Clute decided 
to do the questioning himself, at the same 
time allowing any interested party to put 
questions to a witness through the med- 

of the commissioner personally.
The two witnesses who testified yester­

day were Mr. Frank Robbins, C. E., gen­
eral manager of the Dominion Coppèr 
company’s mines, the Brooklyn and Stem 
winder in Phoenix camp, and consulting 
engineer for the North Star mine in East 
Kootenay and the other mining properties 
in the province controlled by Messrs. Mc­
Kenzie and Mann, and Mr. Duncan Mc­
Intosh, the president and general manager 
of the Winnipeg mine at Wellington camp 
in the Boundary Creek country.

Mr. Robbins, after being duly swon?, 
stated that in June last when the new 
eight-hour law cafne in force the Brooklyn 
and the Stemwinder properties under his 
management were abut -own. Men were 
only employed to keep up steam and run 
the pumps. Mr. Roodins said that a 
representative of the Miners’ Union had 
oome to the mines and called out the 
men employed. The witness said be lad 
informed the representative of the unioa 
that the mines were being worked accord­
ing to law and that he would prosecut* 
any one interfering with the management; 
The representative then left and no at­
tempt was afterwards made by the union 
to interfere with the mines. From June 
until the end of August no work of anj 
sort, except as mentioned, was attempted 
in the mines, but about September 1st 
work was partially resumed, only powet 
drills being used, however, no hand drills 
being at work. In addition to the staff 
then working they could have employed 
20 additional men if not restricted by th* 
men or by lack of air.

In describing the work being; done Mr) 
Robbins said that in the shaft where hq 
had been running two drifts besides sink-i 
ing and where there was no compressed 
air, no drifting was being attempted. Thq 
only - drifting in progress wâs near the 
compressor and at another point, under 
contract, tr !

“We are a growing and changing com­
munity,” said the witness, “and material 
conditions are changing, but prior to the 
trouble caused by the eigjht-hour law and: 
the outbreak in the Coeur d’Alene district: 
tne majority of the miners employed by 
me were British subjects. Now, however, 
in my opinion the majority of the miners 
in that canip (Phoenix) are not only aliens 
but came in from the disturbed district ini 
the Coeur d’Alenes. Many of them, 1 
know, were implicated in the troubles that 
recently existed there and were prisoners 
in the so-called bull-pen, and the aliens re­
ferred to were almost all American citi-j 
zens.”

Mr. Clute asked the witness about the 
ability to procure good miners who were 
British subjects, and Mr. Robbins stated 
that in his opinion there would be no diffi­
culty in obtaining good 
bury, Scotland, Cornwall and Northum­
berland. .

The men from the Coeur d’Alenes were 
good miners, continued the witness, and 
today they were working in the Republic 
mine just over the border at $3.50 per 10 
hour shift for mining. At the North Star 
mine in East Kootenay, which has been 
working for several years, the scale of' 
wages paid was $3 for a 10-hour shift. 
When the eight-hour law came into force 
the company continued to pay $3 for an 
eight-hour shift, but toe men objected and 
seemed to think that they had a grievance 
in the matter.

A great deal of the work in our mines 
has been prospecting and we have not had 
means of ventilation sufficient to permit 
our working eight-hour shifts except in 
certain places. The eight-hour law had 
cut down the actual working time and de­
layed development. Wherever it is pos- 
sitile to work three eight-hour shifts it is 
done; the men being specially selected for 
their skill and each shift showing the 
greatest rivalry to exceed «be work of the: 
others. Shafting is regarded as possibly 
more hazardous work, requiring also great­
er skill, and it is usual to pay more for 
this class of mining than for drifting.

The wages in the United States vary, 
in California they pay $2.50 anu board oi l 
$3 without board for a 10-hour shift. In 
Colorado from $2A0 to $3 is paid, an addi­
tional amount tieing allowed for wet work. 
In Utah the wages are lower than those 
quoted. In Rossland the wages are as high 
where the men work eight 
hours if not longer than in any camp in 
the United States. In tne States the 
usual shift is 10 hours. The men here get 
as much for eight hours as the miners do 
in the States for 10; in fact, more in a 
great majority of cases.

The funeral of the late James Sword 
took place yesterday afternoon from the 
undertaking parlors of Lockhart & Jor­
dan.

Of nearly $10,000,000,000 
worth of gold produced in the world since 
the discovery of America, more than one- 
half has been produced since 1860 and 
more than one-fourth since 1885. Or, ;n 
other words, one-half of the gold output 
of the last 400 years has been produced 
within 40 years and one-fourth within 15 
years. These facts regarding the gold 
production of the world are presented by 
some compilations of the United States 
treasury bureau of statistics anent the 
temporary suspension of gold mining in 
South Africa and its possible effect upon 
the gold supply of the world.

The Price of City Property Steadily in­
creasing—Deals Pendilg.

The1 city agreed last night to purchase 
five ibts on the northwest corner of Lin­
coln street and First avenue for fire hall 
purposes, paying 1,000 each for the four 
inside lots, and $1,500 for the comer lot, 
or $5,500 for the whole property.

Mr. Roberts recently refused $7,000 for 
the four lots lying west of the C. P. R.

The Columbia & Western railway is en­
deavoring to purchase all the land lyiqg 
north of their station grounds, up to tihe 
line of the Red Mountain railway. It is 
understood that the price offered is $20,- 
000. The Nelson & Fort Sheppard rail­
way assignees, the Great Northern rail­
way, which owns the lots in question, .will 
not consider the amount mentioned, but 
regard $25,000 or $26,000 as a: fair price. 
Should tihe Canadian Pacific railway com­
pany attempt to expropriate the lands 
under the- railway act, an interesting 
struggle would at once continence, as the 
Great Northern would resist any such 
attempt. If the matter is settled and the 
deal goes through, it is probable' that one 
of the results would be a connecting 
switch between the two lines of railway. 
It would only be necessary to lay a line 
across the street to accomplish the con­
nection. The Great Northern is willing 
that tihe railways should be connected, 
and on the occasion, of his recent visit 
here, the president of the C. P. R. stated 
that his company would not stand in tile- 
way.

Mr. Henderson, who is here looking out 
for a postoffice site for the Dominion gov­
ernment, has probably found that the 
sites he looked into on The occasion of his 
first visit, nearly a year ago, have consid­
erably increased in price.

John Dean, broker of this city, the rail­
way company appointed Mr. R. G. Tatlow 
of Vancouver, and Mr. W. S. Rugh of 
Rossland, was agreed upon as umpire.

The arbitrators held their first meeting 
in tlhe city hall Monday afternoon at 3 
o'clock, Mr. J. L. G. Abbott appearing 
for the railway company, $nd Mr. A. H. 
MacNeill, Q. C., for Mr. Roberts; Mr. 
Gutelins and Mr. Roberts also being pres­
ent. Mr. Abbott explained that the whole 
question before the arbitrators was the 
fair and proper price to be paid for the 
four lots mentioned. There was no ques­
tion of severance, all the property of the 
owner being taken over, and not a part 
as often happens, so that there was no 
question of damages.

After some plana and other documents 
had been put in Mr. Abbott proceeded to 
call witnesses as to value.

In company with Steven­
son he started east with the body, travel­
ing via Victoria, San i? rancisco, Panama 
and New York, to uiengarry. Several 
years later, after increasing his fortune, 
he left Cariboo as he thought for ever. 
On his native heath Cameron was regard- 

He entertain­
ed day and night, lending large sums to 
old friends without exacting security. The 
pace had lasted more than 1ù years, wuen 
Cairiferon found himself a poor man again. 
Champagne breakfasts, barbacues attended 
bythe entire countryside, and Tally-ho 
coaching parties, were «orne of the diver­
sions he got up for favored guests.
