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France Announces the Adoption of Food Regulations to Conserve Resources

Paris, Jan. 25.—France to-day
followed the example of England and
Italy in restricting meals in restaui-
ants. Diners in restaurants arc
herealter restricted to hors d’oeuvres
or soup, two other dishes and cheese
or desert. In regard to the two main
dishes, the bill of fare, instead of
the 60 or 70 items usually present-
ed, is confined to a maximum of nine,
The nine consist of one egg dish, two
fish, three meat and three vegetable.

The restrictions have been drawn
up in conjunction with the repre-
sentatives of the provision trades
and have been taken in good part by
both the public and the restaurant
proprietors. Public opinion gener-
ally recognizes the importance of
stopping the waste in food.

The decree was printed in the of-
ficial journal to-day, but does not
come into effect until February 15.
It is applicable to all establishments
where meals are sold to the publie,
including clubs, hotels, boarding
houses and canteens. Ma TS
must submit bills of fare for aeh-
con to the police authorities#™not
later than 10 o’elock in the day and
for dinner not later than 5 o’cloci
and must hang up a copy of the re-
sulations in a conspicuous place.

The restrictions include an abso-
lute prohibition of puddings and an
order to economize in’ flour, milk,
eggs, sugar and .vegetables. Salads
count as course, unless served on
the same plaic with meat. Albert
Claveille, nnder cooretary fou R~
tional subsistence, said in regard to
the restrictions: -

“We have got to think of the fu-
ture. The food situation is not
erave at' present, but importations
may be subject to delay and . our
home production may meet unfore-
seen accidents. 1Tt is a question of
holding out. That is why we ar:
taking at once precautions which,
without incommoding the publie,
will enable us to realizé appreciable
economy.’

Winnipeg, Man,. Jan .26.—A re-
port on the operations of the Pro-
vince of Manitoba Temperance Act,
which was presented to the legisla-
ture yesterday stated that the sup-
port accorded the prohibition meas-
ure had surpassed the most sangu-
ine expectations of its friends.”

The report says the change has
had little if any effect on labor con-
ditions. Drunkenness, it is stated,
has been reduced 87 per cent in the
province as a whole. Taking the con-
victions in four c‘ties as the basis
and according to the commitments
to jail, all other crime has been re-
duced 39 per cent under prohibition.

“The results have been obtained
with the minimum of friction,” it is
added. There were 230 prosecutions
under the act, and fines aggregating
$41,285 were imposed.

MERCHANT SHIPPING

Caused More Losses Than
Construction Meets

VWashington, " Yan."26—Loss to th=
world’s merchant shipping in 1916
through war causes exceeded the
total tonnage constructed, accordinz
to estimate prspared to-day by the
federal bureau of navigation. Ves-
sels sunk are put at 1,149 of 2,082,-
38 tonnage and those built at 2,-
506 of 1,899,943 tons. The net re-
duction was about 200,000 tomns, cr
one and a half per cent of the]
world’s total. ;
The figures were gathered from
many unofficial sources, but are de-
clared to bhe approximately correct.
Great Britain led in shipbuilding
with 510 vessels of 619,000 tons.
The United States was second with
1,213 vessels of 560,000 tons. Ships
built by all other countries are giv-
en as 782 in number, of 720,384
tons. German consgtruetion of 26,000

tons is admittedly a low estimate.

Paris account of German attacks

London, Jan. 25.—Rt. Hon. David
Lloyd George gave an important in-
terview today on the subject of the
forthcomin_g Imperial War Council
to the London correspondent of the
Australian United Cable Service. The
Prime Minister said:

“1'do not wish to interfere in any
way with the affairs of a great self-
governing dominion, but we took the
step. of. urgently inviting the do-
minions premiers to London, despite
the fact that it might cause much
inconvenience locally, because we
desired their advice and assistance
in coming to decisions about the
conduct of the war and the negotia-
tion of peace.

“Australia knows.that I am no
jingo. My record contains no jour-
peyings into flamboyant imperial-
ism, yet I regard this council as
marking the beginning of a new
epoch in the history of the Empire.
The war has changed us. Heaven
knows, it has taught us more than
we yet understand; it has opened a
new age for us, and we want to go
into that age together with our fel-
lows overseas just as we have come
through the darkness together and

It was obvious, Lo the correspon-
dent, that in Mr. Lloyd George's
mind the first duty of the council
would be to consider the immediate
task of winning the war. 3

‘“The Empire War Council,” con-
tinued the premier, “will deal with
all general questions affecting the
war. The prime ministers or their
representatives will be temporary
members of the war cabinet, and we
propose to arrange that all matters
of first-rate-importance - should be
considered at a series of special
meetings. Nothing affecting the do-
minions, the conduct of the war or
negotiations for peace will be ex-
cluded from its purview. There will,
of course, be domestic guestions
which each part of the Empire must
settle .for .itself—questions such as
recrniting in the United Kingdom,
or home legislation. Such domestic
matters will be our only reservation,
but we propose that everything elss
should be, so to speak, on the table.

«“Will the discussions-include such
matters as the fate oz the German
colonies?’’ was asked.

Mr. Lloyd George replied: “That
is one obvious gquestion; but there
are many questions of equal mom-
ent. All the difficult problems con-
nected with ‘making peace, as Wwas
stated in the government’s invita-
tion, will be threshed out;” the war

“You have not hesitated to depart
from precedent?”.

“We certainly have not,” answer-
ed the premier: ‘“but in these days.
we cannot hestitate, because we are
breaking precedents. The Empire
has thrown itself heart and soul into
the war, and we would be failing in
our duties if we did not take every
possible step to see that its leaders
get together from time to time. You
do not suppose that we think that
the overseas nations can raise and
place in the field armies containing
an enormous proportion of their best
manhood and not want to have a say
and a real say, determining the use
to which they are to be put. That
seems to us an impeossible and un-
democratic proposition. That-is why
one of the first acts of' the
new government was to ask the
overseas 'premiers to come over,
not to a formal Imperial con-
ference, but to sit in executive cab-
inet of the Empire. That is why we
have arranged for a representative
of India, which has rendered invalu-
able service to our common cause
to be present also.

This ' implies,” suggested the cor-
respondent ‘“‘that the conference
should meet as soon as possible.”

“Certainly,” replied Mr. Lloyd
George. ‘‘The war is not yet won and
we want to concert our efforts so
that we may exert our maximum
strength at the critical moment. Fur-
ther, we are most anxious that dur-
ing the last and most trying phase
of the war, the British Empire may
present to the world an absolutely
united front. Up to the present the
British Government has shouldered
responsibility for the policy of the
war practically alone. It now wishes
to know that in its measures for
prosecuting the war to a finish and
in its negotiations for peace it will
be carrying out a policy agreed up-
on by representatives of ‘the
whole Empire, sitting in, plenary

{counecil together.”

Will be Allowed Only Half
as Much Beer and
Whiskey

only half as much beer and whiskey
as they consumed the year before the
war began and each drink probably
will cost them twice as much as it
did then. This will be the result of
the food controllers drastic restrie-
tions on the output of beer and
whiskey, according to the represent-
atives of the licensed trade defense
league. Y
Brewers and distillers have not
yvet had time to decide what action
they will take with regard to the
restrictions, but informal conferences
already have been held from which
sufficient information has leaked out
to give the public to understand that
an advance in prices will take place
some time before the new regula-
tions is effective at the beginning of
April. In explanation of this whiskey
has advanced sharply in price among
the wholesale dealers at Glasgow. A
mass meeting of the retailers there
has been summoned to determine
what they will' charge consumers.
The price, it is predicted, will be
double the present rate. .

Emperor of Brazil
Had Similar Mes-
sage Which Lin-
coln Ignored

London, Jan. 26.—An hitherto
unpublished summons to peace,'ad-
dressed to President Lincoln dur-
ing the Civil War by Emperor Pedro
of Brazil, and closely paralleling

President Wilson’s speech before the
Senate, is published in the Morning
Post by Fredetric Harrison, founder
of the Positivist Society. Mr. Harri-
son says that he has had access to
unpublished documents in the ar-
chives of the, United States and
found among them the Brazilian
Emperor’s communication. The Post
heads the article ‘President Wil-
son’'s Pose,” and gives it the sub-
heading ‘“An Interesting Parallel.”
Mr. Harrison says:

‘“The language used by his maj-
esty so closely resembles the rescript
to the Senate just delivered by Pre-
sident Wilson, that one thinks that
the President recently looked up the
Emperor’s mandate and its words
were etched in his mind."” 3

Mr. Harrison then quotes the fol-
lowing passages from the Braza-
lian document:

“I speak in the name of humanity
and the neutrals of South America,
whose industry and commerce "are
seriously affected by this most un-
accountable war between the \tes
of North America, The confederate
states assure me they are quite
ready to discuss terms of peace.
. .. + When the aggressive feder-
als can show the.same atti T
will be meadée =% %5 inconeeivable =
that the mighty state of which I“am
emperor should have ho part in that
enterprise.” !

After demanding to have a ‘‘voice
determining the conditions on which
such a peace shall be made perman-
ent”’ because a peace which did not
include Brazil could not prevent a
renewal of the war, the Emperor
continues:

“There must be peate? 1 say,
without victory. J Both of
you want the same object and nei-
ther of you can get all you want.
The foundation of peace is the
equality of states, whether they are
slave-holding or not and equality
implies freedom.”

After defending - slave-holding,
the Emperor continues:

“I speak for the friends of hum-
anity in every nation. My voice is
that of true libetry inroughout the
world. These are Brazilian princip-
les, Brazilian volicies and they are
the sacred principles of mankind.”

Mr. Harrison adds that President
Lincoln did not reply to the Emper-
or and is reported to have said to
his secretary:

“Take no notice of this hypocriti-
cal swaggerer. The devil might as
well preach a sermon- that the ‘only
Godly peace was to give men and
nations free play to break the decad

Robert Borden announced in the
Commons today, his acceptance of
t.he offer of the Opposition for an ad-
Jjournment to allow the premier to
attend the Imperial Conference, the
war credits and part of the neces-
sary supply to be voted before this is
done. .The Prime Minister attached
two minor conditions to his accept-

ance, one of which was the intro-

duction by the minister of finance of
a borrowing bill along the lines of
that of last year, and the other, the
taking up again of the work of con-
solidating the Railway Act, which
bas been passed on the government.
Both conditions were acquiesced to
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

It is understood that the Prime
Minister has received a telegram ur-
gently requesting that he arrive in
London at the earliest possible date
to attend the conference. Ag it is
impossible for him to leave Ottawa
until the war appropriation has been
voted and arangements made for the
ordinary expenditure of the govern-
ment, during his absence, and as
these matters cannot be taken up
until the debate on the address has
been concluded, the continuance of
the latter means, therefore, so much
time taken from the premier’s at-
tendance at the proposed meeting.

Premier's  Conditions.

In announcing his decision today,
Sir Robeit asked that supply be vot.
ed to June 30th or to the extent of
twenty-five per cent., that the en-
tire.,war credit be passed; that the
minister of finance be allowed to in-
troduce a mon contentious borrow-
ing bill, and that there be no other
legislation except the taking up once
more of the comsolidation of the
Railway Act.

The premier said he had received
a-demand from all parts of the coun-
try for such action.

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County auﬁgl Gives

to the Patriotic Fund

Grant of $30,000 for Year 1917 Is Made After Long Dis-
cussion Up on Subject

The County Council held an ex-
ceedingly lengthy session yesterday
afternoon, extending well into the
evening before an adjournment was
made. The guestion of the amount
to be granied to the Patriotic Fund
was again upon the tapis, and the
discussion occurring at the morning
session was renewed. The majority
ol' the council were however in favor
of increasing the grant to $30,000
per year, as asked, and the motion
to this effect was passed. In view
of the fact that poor crops and other
conditions had so severely aifected
residents of some districts that they
could not pay their share to the'in-
creased assessment, provision was
made for the raising of additional
subscriptions from any ratepayers
able and willing to subscribe more
than their assessment to the Fund.
The text of the resolution follows:—-

That the Council in committee of
the whole recommend that a grant
of $2,500 a month be made by this
council to the Canadian Patriotic
Fund for the year 1917. This grant
amounting to $30,000 for the year,
would represent a payment by the
minor municipalities approximately
of the following amounts: —
Township of Brantford ..$9,750.00
Township of Burford 7,200.00

Township of S. Dumfries . 6,000.00
Township of Onondaga 2,700.00
Township of Oakland 1,350.00
Town . of Paris ..: .. 3,000.00

Based on last year’s taxation.

As several of the minor munici-
palities claim that on account of fail-
ure of crops, certain ratepayers of
theoir municipalities are not in a
position to meet such a levy for the
above purpose, and at the same-time
there are certain ratepayers in their
municipality who are not only able
to meet the amount levied on them
personally, but also are able an_(l
willing to contribute larger sums, it
is suggested to these municipalities
that they should obtain subsecriptions
froin those who are willing and abl2
to pay more than called for by the
tax levy for the above purpose, and

relieve the ratepayers of the munici-

palities so subseribing who® are un-

able to meet their respective levies

without suffering grrat hardship.

A gathering which taxed to the
utmost the accommodation of the Y.
M. C. A. auditorium listened last ev-
cning to an address of the most ii-
luminating and inspiring nature de-
livered by Mrs. McLaren Brown of
London, Eng, secretary of the Can-
adian War“Contingent Association,
which has charge of field comfort
for the soldiers in the trenches,
which is, to quote the speaker, to the
man in the trenches what tlhie Red
Cross is to those in the hospital.

At once instructive and entertain-
ing, impelling and appealing, em-
bodying a call for even greater work
and co-oneration by the women of
Canada, was the call delivered by the
speaker, not in a speech, not in an
address, but in a fascinating and per-
sonal talk to the audience, in the
telling of a true story in the most
graphic words and the most vivid
manner, the earnestness of th2
speaker illuminated at happy inter-
vals by spontaneous flashes of gen-
unine humor in her words.

C. W. C. A. and Red Cross

I ner opening remarks Mrs., Mec-
Laren Brown, after being introduced
to the large audience by Mrs, W. O
Livingston, president of the Women's
Patriotic League under whosa PAL-
ronage the event was held, empha-
sized the fact that.she was a Cang-
dian born, and that she spoke as a
Canadian, identified herself with the
women of Canada and desired to
share in the credit for the splendid
work being performed by them in the
war. The war had taught her more
of Canada than she had ever, or
could have ever learned in any other
fashion. Mrs. Brown went on 1o
tell how at the request of the British
Government, following the outbreak
of the war, the Canadian women
resident in Great Britain had banded
theinselves together into the forma-
tion of the Canadian War Contin-
gent Association, or the C.W.C.A.,
to - serve as a sort of clearing house
between the comforts sent from Can-
ada and the soldiers at the front, for
whom they were destined The
speaker explained the two principal
objects of the association, the send-
inz of field comforts to the men in
the trenches additional to those sup-
plied by the government, anid the
maintenance of Queex’s Voluntary
Military Hospital, manned by a
Canadian staff of nurses, physicians
and commandants, and an establisi-
ment in- which -the association tooi
the greatest pride. It was with the
first of these two objects, however,
that the sheaker proposed to con-
cern herself, going on to emphasize
the difference between the work-ot
the Red Cross and the C. W. C. A.
By reason of its charter,  the Red
Crogs was unable to reach the fight-
ing man. Its Juission was to the
sick and wounded, to the man in
the hospital, the convalescent home
or the prison camp. For the fight-
ing men in fhe trenches, another or-
ganization was recuired, and that
requirement was filled by the work
of the Canadian War Contingent
Association. The speaker emphasize:1
the magnificent work of the Red
Cross, toueching also uvon the per-
fect harmony which existed between
it and the C.W.C.A., co-operation be-
tween the two associations beiug of
the: most .cordial nature.

\

Sending Comforts.

After touching unon the manner
of administration in the association,
Mrs. McLaren Brown went on’ w0
speak against what she styled.. the
“‘Battalion Guild” system of a group
of workers devoting themselves to
the care of one particular regiment,
a system which was bound to result
in unequal supplies and distribution.
Salvation—2

Admitting that it wds disagree-
able to lose.one’s identity, or to
have noe’s gifts to the front mixed
with those of others, yet the
speaker pointed out the fact that
one of the war’s greatest lessons to
us had been the necessity of the in-
dividual's taking a back seat, and
the menace to the empire embodied
in an organization conducted for
personal honor or glory.

Free of Charge

The C. W. C. A. never acted upon

its own initiative in sending com-

cers of each battalion to tell the
needs of their unit and to send the
requisitions which brought the
goods required from the headquar-
ters of the C. W. C. A. within three
days' time, the goods being sent
from headquarters to the trenches
without a penny of expense. Except
for the professional clerks and
packers employed by the association,
all the work was done free of
charge. /

Conjecture was made by the
speaker as to the ultimate effect of
the war upon the men at the front,
living daily in an atmosphere of
hate, violence and outrage, seeing
life stripped of its decencies, death
of its reverence. Yet through it all
Mrs. Brown expressed confidence
that man’s love for man would pre-
vail, telling of the devotion of the
men at the front for their officers
and that of the officers for the men.

A Wartime Empire

Canadians, the speaker said, could
not realize the war because of their
distance from its scenes. We had
given of the bravest of our man-
hood, in many of our homes there
was now either sorrow or anxiety
and waiting. Yet such was the lot
of every home in Britain. Mrs. Mc-
Laren Brown painted « vivid pic-
ture of wartime life in England, des-
cribing with wonderful graphicness
and clearness the horrors of a Zep-
pelin raid, the mysteries of cities in
midnight darkness, the ~ wartime
prices for every household necessity,
which had mounted in some cases
110 per cent. since the commence-
ment of the war. She vouchsafed
the ppinion that Canada, the world,
did mot yet fully realize what Bri-
tainhad done in the war, but when
a full history of the struggle is writ-
ten and the tale is told of all that
the Motherland has done for her-
self, her colonies and her  allies,
“Then,” declared the speaker, ‘“‘our
hats will. come off to Britain and
they will stay off.”
