ELIMINATE “COWARDICE” PHRASE.

Rome, Sunday, Oct. 28.—The Italian war office has issued an amended version
of the official statement on operations issued early to-day. As amennded the first
sentence of the announcement reads:

“The violence of the attack and the failure to resist on the part of some units form-
ing’our sécond army allowed the Austro-Germon forces to break into our left wing on

the Julian front.”

- This version eliminates the words, “which in cowardice retired without fight-
ing or surrendered to the enemy.”

SITUATION GRAVE.

Italy’s soldiers have failed to
check the omrush of Austro-
Germans and the emtire line of
the Isonzo is threatened with
annihilation. Sweeping down
the mountains into the plains of
Friuli, the invaders have cap-
tured Cividale and Gorizia,
100,000 prisoners and 700 guns.

Great Britain and France are
reported to be taking sters to
zive the shattered Italian army
prompt and full support. What
form this aid will take has not
been disclosed. The French
cabinet met last night to decide
upon the manner of co-opera-
tion on the Italian front.

When General Cadorna will
make a stand is mot yet clear,
but two positions, capable of de-
fense, are available. The Ger-
mans have reached the lowlands
and are but nine miles from
Udine, Cadorn@’s general head-
quarters. The railroad running
north and south through Udine
might make a defemsive line,
but the Tagliamianto river,
eighteen miles west of Udine,
probably would offer a strong-
er defense.

The capture of Gradisca by the
Téutons, however, would make
a retreat from the Carso inevit-
able and also somewhat of a dif-
ficulty. 'The line of the Tagli-
amento river, it appears, would
give the Italians the better na-
tural position from which to
hold the Germans from the
Venetian plains and the over-
running of northern Italy.

Although the whele Isonzo
line is in grave danger, there is
also a serious threat in the Teu-
ton drive to the Italian line in
Carnia Alps and even, in the
Dolomites, north of -Bellenue.
Apparently Field Marshall von
Mackensen is endeavoring to
drive a wedge between the arm-
ies on the Carso front and those
in the mountains northwest of
Udjne. Some of the advanced
Ital positions in ‘the Carnic
Alps probably have been aban-
doned already. If this should
prove true the Tagliamento river
seems to offer General Cadorna
his first offensive .line, unless
his armies- stiffen greatly and
hold the invaders within a few
miles of their present positions.

Operations carried out by
the Belgians and French looking
toward the elimination of Hout-
houlst Forest, north of . Ypres,
are progressing favorably. The
entire Marckem peninsula, south
of Dixmude, has been captured
by allied troops, who have also

London Oct. 28—British aerial at-
tacks on German military establish-
ments in Belgium were continued ac-
tively ‘'on Friday night and Saturday
and an official report issued to-day
indicates that considerable damage
was caused.

Entire Merckem Peninsula
In Hands of the Franco-
British

MANY TOWNS TAKEN

French Occupy Positions on
Both Sides of Ypnres—
Oixmude Roed

London, Oct. 28—The entire Mer-
ckem peninsula near Dixmude has
been captured by the Entente forces
according to the British official com-
munication dissued this evening, and
is now in possession of the Belgians
who attacked in conjunction with the
French. The British have improved-
their pdsjtions near the Ypres-Roul-
ers railway.

The French attack met with full
success on both sides of the Toad be-
tween Ypres and Dixmude. All the
German positions were captured on
a 2 1-2 mile front despite desperate
enemy resistence. Four villages on
tHe outskfirts of Houtholst . forest
were occupied, as well as a great
number of strongly fortified farms.
Two hundred prisoners were taken.

Another advance was made on the
Aisne front also which ended in the
capture of Froidmont farm.

“Major Moraht, military corres-
pondent of the Berlin Deutsches
Tages Zeitung, in an article in that
newspaper expresses the helief that
the Germans will soon be compelled
to evacuate the narrow Dixmude sal-
ient between Dixmude and the Pas-
schendaele ridges. The allies have
so bitten into tiae German front an-
chored at Dixmude and Warrenton
that it is no longer ternable, he says.

Belgians Played Part.

British front in France and Bel-
gium, Oct. 28—The story of the
highly-important victory won by the
French and Belgian armies over the
marsh lands of Flanders yesterday is
the record of a spectacular military
operation, which before its comple-
tion would have been branded as im-
possible by the average expert. It is a
story of men who battled their way

‘forward over morasses and through

water into which they sank literally
to. thelir necks at times, and, with
rifie and cold steel. conquered the
enemy in a large and vital strip -of
territory which includes within its
borders such places as Kippe,
Merckem, Aschhoope Verbfandesmis
and Kostermolen. ;

The striking feature of the per-
formance lies fin the part played by
the Belgians in yesterday’s drive.
When the poilus reached the neigh-

‘borhood of Luyghem in the afternoon

and began their assault on this place
the Belgians, who were watching
from their lines across the floods,
joined in. Numbers of them, piling

eastern shore and hurled themselves
on the Germans concealed in con-
crete defences in the region north of
Luyghem, with such good effect that

rthey quickly mopped up this entire

northern tip of ‘the so-call® Luy-
ghem peninsula.

The territory conquered yesterday
is a strip of land about 7,000 yards
long and varying in width from 1,500
yards at the narrowest place to 3,000
at the widest. If a line be drawn
from a point just morth of Lange-
waede westward almost to Sevekoten,
this would constitute the base of the
strip.

DEPOTS IN DANGER

U. S. Supplies

New York, Oct. 29.—AIl gran-
#ries, food depots and other places
where food is stored in great quanti-

AUSTRO-GERM

—

Disastgr to Cadorna’s Forces One of
Greatest of the ‘W

ar; Over Hundred

T!lousand Prisoners Taken — Entente
Likely to Send Aid .

London, Oct. 29.-—The Austyo-
Geuman armies under the command
of _F}mperor Charles, who has as his
chief assistant Field Marshal von
,\qukensen, are shaking the entire
n'ahan line from the Julian Aups re-
gion to the Adriatic Sea. Having
prcfssed back the Italians at several
boints upon Italian soil, the = com-
bined enemy forces have now push-
ed forward on the Italian left wing
and captured Cividale, lying to the
northeast of Udine, and are nearing
the plains beyond. In addition the
Austrian town of Gorizia, a point
of great strategic value on the Isonzo

river, has been retaken from the
Italians.

According to the latest Berlin offi-
cial communication, 100,000 Italians
have been made prisoners, and in
excess of- 700 guns have fallen into
Austro-German hands. The second
and third Italian armies are declar-
ed to be in retreat. Rome admits the
falling back of the second army, as-
serting that cowardice was exhibited
by units of the army in the face of
the foe, the Italians surrendering or
retreating without giving battle, per-
mitting the breaking of the left wing
and thereby offering easy access to
the town of Cividale, Prior to fall-
ing back, however, the Italians de-
stroyed all their depots and stores,
and Cividale was on fire when #he
Austro-Germans entered it.

The announcement follows;

“The failure to resist on the part
of some units forming our second
army, which in ecowardice retired
without fighting or surrendered to
the enemy, allowed the Austro-Ger-
man forces to break into our Ileft
wing on the Julian front. The vali-
ant efforts of other troops did not
gnable them to prevent the ememy
from advancing into the sacred soil
of our fatherland. We are now with-
drawing our line according to the
plan prepared. All stores and depots
in the evacuated places were destroy-

N

ed.

“The récord of many memorable
battles fought with sucecess by our
brave soldiers during two and one-
half years of war is sufficient to as-
sure  the commander-in-chief that
the army to which the honor and
safety of the country are confided
will know how to fulfil its duty.”

Allied Co-operation

The situation is so grave that a
special meeting of the French Cab-
inet has been held for the pukpose
qf deciding upon the question of Al-
lies’ co-operation on the Italian front.

Ward Price, in a despatch from
the TItalian front, says that the
Germans supreme purpose probably
is to deal the Italian army such a
terrible blow that it will be put out
of action for the rest of the war,
and so arouse a decided demand for
beace throughout the country. If this
is so, he adds, Germany has made
one more great error in national
phychology, for though the Italian
army may be forced to bend, it will
not break, and ‘the effect of the on-
slaught will be to buoy up all hearts
with the hope that when the enemy’s
t_iesperate effort is exhausted the Ital-
ians, with the elasticity which is the
essence of their temperament will
be able to retaliate in full.

Banners Inscribed Peace

Reports from the front show that
the enemy is combining cunning witn
power, as his masses are advancing
with huge banners bearing the words
‘“Peace!” This is an evident appeal to
the Italian soldiers, although it is
accompanied by the roar of artillery
and by bayonets benqath the ban-
ners.

; Large numbers of sailors are fight-
ing with the Germans. A crowd of
trgve}lers arriving: in Switzerland,
said that they saw numerous trains
filled with sailors and soldiers pass
through Innsbrucken on the wav to
Lebaich. on the Avstrian-Italian

f}'ont. The procession of trains con-
tinued nearly a week.

Mahlon K. Cowan, K.C., one of
the leaders of the Ontario Bar and
a member of the law firm of Fasken,
Cowan & Chadwick, died last night
about 11.30 at his home 95 Castle
Frank road, Toronto after a serious
illness of three months. His widow
and one daughter survive him.
Deceased who had been suffering
from ill-health during the past twel-
ve months, was particularly known
as a rajlway counsel.

Ottawa, Oct. 28.—Hon. A. K. Mac-
Lean has been appointed vice-chair-
man of the Treasury board, and will

be Acting- Minister of Finance, when-
ever Sir Thomas White is absent from
the capital. In the late Parliament
Mr. MacLean was the financial critic
of the Opposition, and hlis criticism
was always fair and. moderate. He
had advocated since the outbreak
.of the war- increased taxation and
decreaged -civil expendlturg so that
a greater proportion of thé war ex-
penditure could be paid out of cur-
rent: revenue.
