WILL DIE APRIL 2.

The Present Parllament of Can-
ada Can Live No Longer.

CONSIDERATION OF THE ESTIMATES

The y
Death of Mr, John Rrysen, M.P.—
My Casey's Good Measure-Sul-
eide in the Jall- General
News From Ottnwa.

Ottawa, Jan. 19.—The Cabinet was
engaged nearly the whole of yesterday
considering the estmates. As is well
understood, the general business of
Parliament is to be transacted at the
present session, but whether the estl-
mates will be passed in fheir entirety
depends largely upon the Opposition.
It is generally conceded that the life
of this Parl'ament expires on April
25, although a fcw contend that it can
legally run ‘alo”g until Juac. The
highest constitutional authoritieshow-
ever, are opposed to the latter conten-
tion and rather than that there should
be doubt as to the validity of any
legislation passed by Parliament, the

l-April_contention will hold good.

At the Cabinet meeting y:sterday
an Order-in-Council was passed on
the Premier's recommmendation re-
organizing the Rallway Committee of
the Privy Council, as follows: Mr. Hag~
gart = (chairman), Sir "A. P. Caron,
Messrs. Foster, Ouimet, Daly and
Prior.

Profound regret was expressed In
political circles to-day at the announce-
ment of the death this morning at
Coulonge of John Bryscn, M.P. for
Pontiac. Deceased attended his par-
liamentary dutics for the first day or
two of the sersion, but a week Ago
he went home and has been suffering
gince from a severe attack of heart di-
sease. On Thursday he was very low,
but rallied, somewhat on Friday, and
yesterday had a turn for the worse,
culminating in his demise this morn-
ing. Mr. Bryson was a worlhy repre-
sentative of a family which is greatly
honored and respected in the Ottawa
Valley. Personally, he was a most es-
timable man.

Deceased was the eldest son of the
Hon. George Bryson, late member of
the Legislative Council of Quebec. He
was born at Fort Coulonge on Nov.
30, 1819; married Dec. 30, 1874, to Mary,
daughter of the late Thomas Bryson
(who died in 1881), M.L.A. for Pontiac.
He was a lumberman and farmer, and
had been Mayor of Mansfield since
1882, in which year he was first re-
turned to Parliament. He was re-
elected at the last general election. In
politice he was a Conservative,

Ottawa soclety is all agog over the
grand fancy dress ball to be given
by Their Excellencies in the Scnate
Chamber on Feb, 17. A series of eight
dapces, emblematic of leading periods
of Canadian history, is being arranged
and promises to be a great attraction.

A successor to Col. Powell as Adju-
tant-General of Militia has not yet
been appointed.

Mr. Casey's bill to secure safety of
rallway employes and parsengers con-
tains some provisiong which are of a
most commendable nature. For in-
stance, all cars fitted with brakes are
to be”provided with an automatic de-
vice in the hose coupling of such air
brakes, or in the train plpes, so ar-
ranged that after the cars are coupled,
the connectipn between such brakes
and the air pump on the locomotlive
cannot be broken, or the coupling de-
“ranged, accidentally or otherwise,
without knowledge of the
engineer. Another clause provides that
all box freight cars built in Canada
must, after the passing of this act, be
of a uniform standard height, and pro-
vided with attachments for security
of rallway employes. There are also
limitations respecting hours of labor
for rallway employes, compensation
for injuries, etc.

Rev. Dr. Saunders, pastor of the
Dominion. Methodist Church, in the
course of his sermon to-night, depre-
cated the extremes to which members
of Parllament went in their personal
attacks and calumnies in the House
['last week, and referred to the absence
of honest argument in many of the
speeches. If thece methods were con-
tinued, he sald they must eventually
destroy the country. He deprecated
the idea that a politician could not be
an honest man. The country needed
clean and honest men at the head of
affairs, ad #t would be an unfortunate
thing If the, young men of Canada,
the rising hoée of the country, were
to get the idea Into their heads that
a liticlan and dish y were syn-
onymous terms.

Mr. Lepine, Montreal, a labor repre-
sentative, is going to test the feeling
of Parllament on the principle of an
eight-hour day on Government works.
His bill provides, among other .things,
that elght hours shall be the length
of the working day for all workmen
and laborers employed, either perma-
nently or temporarily, by the Govern-
ment of Canada, or by contractors or
sub-contractors under or for it. Every
employe of the Government, and every
econtractor or sub-contractor, who has
under him or who. employs workmen
or laborers on a public work, and who
wilfully violates the provirions of this
ast, |s gullty of an Indictable offence
and liable to a penalty not exceeding
$1000, or to Imprisonment for a term
not exceéding six months, of to both
penalty and imprisonment, in the dis-
cretion of the court. This act shall
not apply to contractors or to sub-con-
tractors now having contracts with or
for the Government of Canada, for the
execution of a public work, nor shall
it apply In omses of pressing emer-
gency or of absolute necessity.

Rutherford Moir,allas Macdonalld,who
says he halls from Boston, Mass., was
sentenced by Judge Mosgrove to five
years' impri in Ki Penl-
tentiary for flim-flamming $10 from
Ald.

Moir was fearfully
depressed at the heavy sentenep im-
posed upon him. Yesterday he was al-
lowed to exercise in a corridor of the
jail, completely isolated from the
other prisoners. He procured the towel
from his cell, tied it round his neck,
and then .standing on a chair, fasten-
ed the other end of the towel to the
lintel of the door, and then dropped
from the chair. When discovered he
was stone dead, his body being al-
most cold.

THE FLYING nQUADRON.

Denfal of the Statement That Its Destina-
thon I» Venezucin

New York, Jan, 19.—The
London cable says:

All the vesels of the Flying Squadron
ar¢e now assembled at Spithead,
vuher‘n:e, it Is rumored, they will start
on Tuesday morm.ng. I learn from an
otficial source that the statement of
its destination being Venezuela is un-
founded, and as preof thereof the fact
Is instanced that two vessels of the
Flying Squadron, the Royal Sover-
eign and the Royal Oak, draw over 28
feet of water cach, and thus could not
approach Georpctown harbor. Gibral-
tar will probably be the first station
of the Squadron.

The fact that nightly in the London
music halls the display of French or
American colors or uniforms has fetch-
ed rounds of applause, while the Ger-
man flag has been hissed, is much dis-
cussed in political circles. It ‘is said
that, standing by itself, this would not
be of much significance, but it cofn-
cides with the strong anti-German
fecling right through the country—a
feeling the intensity of which has not
been witnessed in gur generation.

It Is now an open secret that ten
days ago the situation was held in
responsible quarters to point to imme-
diate war with Germany, for what
rendered the position exceptionally
perilous was that while the popular
cxcitement was dally increasing the
Foreign Office could not imitate/ the
action of the Chamberlain, re the
Transvaal, and public communications
paseing between the German Ambassa-
dor and Lord Salisbury, and between
the Queen and the Emperor.

Although the acute state of the crisls
is considered past, It is held by people
ia responsible positions who have been
corsulted that a lasting sore feeling
between England and Germany will be
the Inevitable result of the recent com-
plications, and that thig will, sooner or
later, lead to a change In thg grouping
of the European powers.

I learn from a good source that as
long as Queen Victoria lives she will
do her best to prevent a rupture with
Germany. But should she die the ad-
ditional element of commercial rivalry
which exists between two countries,
and which Is resented in Germany
perhaps more than in England, would
materially increase the chances of a
serious estrangement.

He tells th2
story of the expedition to The Worll
correspondent :

“The column started,” he says, “‘on
Sunday afternoon. We were 600 strong.
Besldes there were 100 Kafurs. There
were three wagons, eight Maxim gnd
three Whitworth guns.

“We knew what we were going to
do. It is &1l rubbish about our think
ing we were going to fight natives
We counted on support from the Rand
There was no other column and wa
realized that we had no officlal sup
port. i

“The first shot was fired by the
Boers Tuesday night. We were 20
miles from Krugersdorp. It came fronk
ahout 600 yards range. We replied
with the Maxims and they cleared out
We fought only puffs of smoke. The
Boers were ambfished and we could |
not get at them.

“On Wednesday evening a thousand
Boers appeared on a ridge in open or-
der, 2000 yards long. Concealed Boer:
continued firing from every direction.
We could not charge, but when the
Boers vanished ‘under the fire of ou:
guns, we followed them. We were
compelled to retreat. We were under
a hot fire all night. We laggared and |
slept in the saddle. We were all play-
ed out.

“Only one chance remalned—to push
through the Boer lines, at any cost,
and escape. At dawn of Thursday we
were fired at heavily from the village |
of Tiuiter. My horse was shot from |
under me. Horses and men were fall
fng on all sides of the hill where we
stcod. We were hotly engaged on all
sides with 4000 intrenched men, but
had no cover ourselves. The wounded
were dragged along Iin wagons. Al
were in the open at the mercy of the
Boers. It was bitterly cold and ou
hands were benumbed.

“The odds were ten to one against
us. Our men were cursing Johannes-
went  up on
every side. The sufferings of the
wounded were dreadful. Not an enemy
was in sight. All the fighting was
done from ambush, The situation w
hopeless. We tould only stand and Ve
shot down.

“The Jameson party’'s flag of truce
went up. It was an old shirt. The
The Boers continued to fire another 10
minutes. The Pretoria artillery arriv-
ed and opened fire. .Our Maxims could
have knocked the spots out of them.
but we had no ammunition. At first
we thought the guns were the artil-
lery of our allies.

““Thank God, the Rand fellows at
last,’ was the cry that went up.

“Our hope was short lved. The
firing stopped. The Boers rode up on
us from every direction. They gave
us food, for lack of which we were
nearly dead.

“Jameson asked If our lives would
be spared if we surrendered.

“‘Yes,” the Boer leader replied. ‘The
lives of the men will be spared, -but
not your!

“‘Never mind me,’ cried
‘Surrender.’

“I escaped by representing myself as
a Times correspondent. They let me
g0. The others they took to Johannes-
burg. The Boer losses have been ridl-
culously understated. They must have
lost at least 100 men. I was at the

THE MONROE DOCTRINE,

A Resolution Which Will Put Uncle Sam
in a Hole If 1t Goes Through,

Washington, Jan. 17.—The Senate
Committee on Fereign Reatlons dis-
cussed the.Monroe doctrine for two
hours this morning ,and finally order-
ed a report on the resolution submit-
ted by Mr. Davis (Minn.), chairman of
the sub-comittee. Mr. Turpie, at whose
request the matter was laid over until
to-day, made an argument against the
affirmation of the doctrine as a gen-
eral principle. He believed it was suf-
ficient for the doctrine to be applied
when specific cases arose. He favored
its aplication to the pendi difficulty
between Venezuela and Gr Britain,
but thought that it should rset thére
for the preset.

The vote to adopt the Davis resolu-
tion, which was drawn ulong the lines
of the lodee resolution, was agreed to
after one or two verbal alterations had
been made, The commlttee also de-
cided, upon motion of Mr. Sherman,
that the action of the committee and
the text of the resolution should not
be given out until it was reported to
the Senate next Monday.

Mr. Davis was requested to give no-
tice when he reported the resolution
that he should call it up at the earllest
possible moment.

This resolution goes even further
than did the President In his message
to €Congress on the Venezuelan ques=
tio. It will,, If passed, commit Con-
gress to a pollcy from which there can
be no back down.

HISTORY OF THE DISPUTE UP TO
THE PRESENT TIME.

adver

Origin of the Anglo-Venesuelan Trouble—
Action of the United States—The Mon-
v

roe Doctrine.

The controversy between Great Brit-
ain and Venezuela over territory Is
one of long standing: Claims made by
England have steadily increased and
have always been resisted by the Vene-
zuelans.

Great Britain acquired her title to
the colony of British Guiana by treaty
from Halland in 1814, the provinces
transferred being those of Essequibo,
Demerara and Berbice. From that
time to the present day Venezuela has
never recognized that England enjoys
legal right to a single foot of ground
west of the Esequibo River.

In 1841 Sir Robert Schomburg, an
engineer in the British service, entered
the disputed territory and proceeded
to run a line from the Brazillan fron-
tier to the Boca Grande, which was
intended to establish a definite “boun-
dary between British Guiana and
Venezuela. It is England’s primary
base. When Schomburg drew his
line of demarkation in 1841 he set up
posts to indicate British dominion at
Point Barima, Amacuro and other lo-
calities. The Venezuelan Government
made a vigorous protest, and Lord
Aberdeen, then Foreign Secretary, or-
dered the posts removed.

Lord Aberdeen in 1844:proposed to the
Venezuelans a new boundary line, s0
they say, which conceded to the Vene-
zuelans the mouth of the Orinoco
River, which Lord Salisbury now
claims. Aberdeen’s proposed line began
on the coast at the ggouth of the River
Morocco, run straighd into the interior,
crossing the Schomburg line at right
angles. But the Venezuelans would
not accept this, and nothing further
was done in the matter until 1850,
when the celebrated status quo was es-
tablished, whereby Great Britain
agreed not to occupy or encroach upon
the territory in dispute in consideration
of a similar agreement on the part of
Venezuela.  What was meant by ‘‘ter-
ritory in dispute” was not stated. The
gtatus quo has never been abrogated.
England claims all within the éSchom-
burg line.

Lord Granville, in 1881, proposed to
the Venezuclans a new boundary line.
It began far north of the Aberdeen
line on the coast, but a short distance
south of the Schomburg line, and did
not include the Barima River or island,
which are now claimed by England.
The Granville line in the interlor fol-
lowed the Aberdeen line, but gave
/Arenezuela undisputed n.ns:wnslon of
the mouth of the Orinoco.

In 1883, (Lord Granville being still a
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the head of the Foreign Office), over-
tures were made to Venezuela to have
an amicable settlement of the case.
Venezuela was anxious for settlement,
and despatched Gen. Guzman Blanco,
one of the foremost diplomats of South
America ‘to England to act in the
matte.. Gen. Blanco did not waste his
time in discussing maps and ancient
lines, but bent all his energles to se-
cure arbitration, of the matter, He
gained his point; for June 18, 1885, Lord
Granville assented to a treaty between
England and Venezuela, one clause of
which provided that any differences
not adjustable by the usual means
ghould be submitted to ‘““the arbitra-
tion of a third power, or of several
powers, in amity with both countries,
without resorting to war.”

This Gladstonian arrangement, Lord
Balilsbury, who took office later,
promptly rescinded. Since that tim@
England has persistently declined
every proposal to arbitrate the terri-
tory inside the Schomburg line. The
territory outside of that she 1s willing
to arbitrate, but not with the United
States as arbitrator, under recent de-
‘velopments.

All that part of the region shown on
our map north of the Cuyuni River,
every square inch of which is claimed
by Venezuela, has figured for nine or
ten years on English maps as the
northwestern district of British Guiana.
It includes' the new gold flelds which
have had a potent influence in intensi-
fying the quarrel between British
Guidna and Venezuela. One of the best
known explorers of British Gulana, Mr.
Everardim Thurn, was appointed Gov-
ernor of the new province, and spent
some years in studying the character
of the country, planting Government
stations, and organizing administrative
machinery for the benefit of the rapid-
ly increasing mining population that
has been moviag int> the region. A
number of the rivers are connected by
a remarkable net work of natural
water channels that are hardly_paral-
leled in any ether part of the world.
There are quite a number of small
tribes of Indians in the country, the
best known of which are the Arawaks
and the Caribs.

‘““The application of the doctrine to the
boundary dispute between Great Brit-
ain and Venezuela' Jk thus made:

“Though the dispute’ relates to &
boundary line, yet as it is
States, it necessarily imports political
control to be lost by one party and
gttined by the other. The political cone
trol at stake, too, is of no mean im-
portance, but concerns a domain of
great extent.”

Then Mr. Cleveland says in his mes-
sage to Congress a year ago last De-
cember

“The boundary line of British Guiana
still remains in dispute between Great
Britain and Venezuela. Belleving that
its early settlement, ,on some Sust
basie, alike honorable to both parties,
18 in the line of our established policy
to® remove from this hemisphere all
causes of ifference with powers be-
yond the/sea, I shall renew the ef-
forts heretofore made to bring about
a restoration of diplomatic relations be-
tween the disputants, and to induge
a reference to arbitration, a resort
which Great Britain so conspicuously
favors in principle @nd respects in
practice, and which is earnestly sought
by her weaker adversary.”

And February 22, 1895, a joint reso-
lution of Congress declared:

“That the President’'s suggestion
that Great Britain and Venezuela re-
fer their dispute as to boundaries to
friendly arbitration be earnestly rec-
ommended to the favorable considera-
tion of both parties in interest.”

Again Mr. Cleveland referred to the
matter when Congress met on Dec.8:

“It being apparent that the boun-
dary dispute between Great Britain
and the Republic of Venezuela com
cerning the limits of British Guiana
was approaching an acute stage, a de-
finite statement of the interests and
policy of the United States as regards
the controversy seemed to be required,
both on its own account, and in view
of its relations with the friendly pow=
ers directly concerned. In July last,
therefore, a despatch was addressed to
our Ambassador at London for commu-
nication to the British Government in
which the attitude of the United States
was fully and distinctly set forth,

“The general conclusions therein
reached and the established policy of
this Government is firmly opposed to
a forcible increase by an European
power eof its territory on the American
continent; that this policy is as well
founded in By  numerous precedents;
that as a consequence, the United
States is bound to protest against the
enlargement of the area of British
Guiana in derogation of the rights and
against the will of Venezuela; that con-
sidering the disparity in strength of
Great Britain and Venezuela the ter-
ritorial dispute between them can be
reasonably settled only by friendly upd
impartial arbitration, and that there-
sort to such arbitration should 'tn-
clude the whole controversy; and is not
satfsfled if one of the powers concern-
ed Is per‘nltted to draw an arbitrary
line through- the territory in debate,
and to declare that it will submit to
arbitration only the portion lying on
one side of it. It view of these con-
clusions the despatch in question call-
ed upon the British Government for a
definite answer to the question whether
it would or would not submit the ter-
ritorial controversy between itself and
Venezuela in its entirety to impartial
arbitration.”

There ¢came on Tuesday last Mr.
Cleveland’s message to Congress, en-
cfsing the Olney representation and
Lord Salisbury’s reply, declaring:

“If a European power, by an exten-
sion of its boundaries, takes possession
of the territory of one of our neigh-
boring republics against its will, and
in derogation of its rights, it is diffi-
cult to see why to that extent such
European power does not thereby at-
tempt to extend its system ’6f\Kovem-
ment to that portion of this continent_
which is thus taken.

“This is the precigse action which
President Monroe declared to be ‘dan-
gerous to ‘our peace and safety, and
it can make no difference whether the
European system is extended by an
advance of frontier or otherwise.”

And as opposed to this we have Lord
Salisbury's declaration that he repu-
diates the Monroe doctrine as not a
canon of international law, that the
dispute jof England and Venezuela is
no affair of the United States, and that
at any rate the latter will not be call-
ed upay to arbitrate the matter,

And His Lordship further declared:

“The dangers which were appre-
hended by President Monroe have no
relation to the state of things in which
we live at the present day. There is
no danger of any Holy Alliance im-
posing its system upon any portion of
the American continent, and there is
no danger of any European State treat-
ing any part of the American conti-
nent as a fit object for Europearn col-
onization. It is Intellibtble that Mr.
Olney should invoke, in defence of his
views on which he is now insisting,
an authority which enjoys so high a
popularity with his own fellow coun-
trymen. But the circumstances with
which President Monroe was dealing
and those to which the present Ameri-
can Government Is addressing itself,
have very few. features in common.
Great Britain is imposing no system
upon Venezuela and is not concerning
herself in dny way with the nature of
the political institutions under which
the Venezuelans may prefer to live.

“But the British Empire and the Re-
public of Venezuela are neighbors, and
they have differed for some time past
and continue to differ, as to the line
by which their dominions are sepa-
rated. It is a controversy with which
the United States have no apparent
concern.”

‘Whereupon Mr. Clevelnsnd asked
C,ongress to appoint a commission to
decide upon the disputed boundary in
Venezuela. Congress has consented to
do this, and, according to' Mr. Cleve-
land, if Great Britain does not accept
the finding of the commission, there
will be “serlous consequences.”

The Earth’s Revolution.

Everybody knows that ‘the earth
makes one complete*revolution on its
axis once in each 24 hours. But few,
however, have any idea of the high
rate of speed at which such an immense
ball must turn in order to accomplish
the feat of making one revolution in a
day and night. A graphic idea of the
terrific pace which the old earth keeps
up year after year may be had by
comparing its speed to that of a can-
non ball fired from a.modern high-
pressure gun. The highest velocity
ever attained by such a missile has
‘been estimated at 1,626 feet per second,
which is equal to a mile in three and
two-tenth (3 2-10) seconds. The earth in
making one complete revolution in the
short space of 24 hours, must turn with
a velocity almost exactly equal to that
of the cannon ball. In short; the rate
of speed at the equator is exactly 1,607
teet per second. This is equal to a
mile every three and six-tenths sec-
onds, 17 miles a minute.—St. Louis Re-
public.

HEAD OF AFRICAN ELEPHANT,

Elephants have very large ears and
small cunning eyes, and their senses of
hearing and smell are wonderfully
acute. The proboscis is nearly eight
feet in length; it includes over 40,000
muscles, having the power of distinct
action, and can be employed in a thou-
sand diffierent uses. With- it an ele-
phoant €an pull down trees or pick up &
pin. It gathers up its food with its
trunk and transfers it to its mouth;
when thirsty it sucks its trunk full
of water and discharges it into its
mouth. The trunk is constantly em-
pliyed by elephants in providing in
many ways for their enjoyment, as in
throwing dust over their backs, caning
or switching away flies, with a branch
torn from a tree, and it is also a for-
midable weapon of attack. They also
use the trunk in caressing one another.

The elephants, because of their
strength, cunning and intelligence, and
the fact that they were not carnivor-
ous were regarded in the dawn of the
human race almost as deities, and
about them cluster many orlental and
classic superstitions. Ancient natural-
ists believed that they were monothe-
ists who retired into solitude to pray;
that they were sterile when in capti-
vity because their nobleness of soul
forbade them to propogate a race of
slaves; and in many other respects
they aggerated the quaiities of the
beast. 9t is a social animal; in all
herds the units are family groups,

bccomes separated from its relations

.and is lost, or is ejected from a family

group for turbulent conduct; and such
animals roaming alone become morose
and are very dangerous. They are
krown as “rogue elephants.” A tusker
“4n seclusion,” says Major Leveson,
(“Sport in Many Lands”) is always,
“morose, viclous, and desperately cun-
ning.” .

In no case, however, are ¢lephants
as tractable as they have beén repre-
sented by faithful writers. At the best
they are what a Scotchman would call

| “kittle cattle.” Sir Samuel Baker says

they ‘“are the most dangerous- crea~

| tures with which a sportsman can con-

tend.” An elephant never exhibits the
blind and senseless ferocity of a rhin-
orceros, but is often fully as flerce
and much more destructive. Domesti-
cated elephants very frequently kill
their keepers, in sudden bursts of tem-
per. Indeed, there is every indication
that elephants suffer at times from in-

horelessly crazy. Sir Samuel Baker
sn€i a 1osue aa Ceyiua I
every sign of being possessed of homi-
cidal mania. This flerce beast had com-
mitted many murders—killing people
without any provocation; lying in walt
for them; stealing towards those places
he knew to be frequented; and appar-
ently devoting all his energies to the
destruction of human life.

Although elephants are often hys-
terical and always nervous, discipline
effects great changes In their ordinary
conduct. But they can rarely be trust-
ed, and Sir Samuel Baker says that
he had never ridden but one “thorough
dependable elephant.” Considering thelr
immense size, elephants are active,
They can wheel like lightning, and can
get over the ground at a good rate—
about fifteen miles an hour. They are,
very sure-footed, and no animal is
safer to ride on mountain road.
Those who know them well do not
pliace a high opinion on their courage;
and there have been many instances
of their untrustworthiness in battles
and on the hunting flield. It is but just
12 say that there have been cases
where ‘they displayed conspicuous gal-
luntry. In a Mogul-Mahratta battle, a
famous tusker bore the Imperial stan-
rdard. The day had gone against his
side, the color guard was scattered,
btroken squadrons swept past the ele-
phant in retreat, and his mahout was
dead. He refused to move, however,
and the retreating troops rallying
about him, the battle was retrle‘ed
ornd a victory won.

The African elephant is about a foot
taller than the Asiatic variety; and its
head is so massive that the “centre
forehead” shot, which is the approved
method of shooting the Asiatic ele-
phant, is seldom effective. It has not in

The Doc rightly ex
pressed himself when he said that
“the party took their meals in the
night and worked like the dickens all
day.” There was no time to enter
notes of what transpired in order to
keep a correct diary of each day’s pro-
ceedings and incidents. There may be
some who after reading of the almost
phenomenal success of the party in
securing game, will feel like starting
out another fall with the full beliet
that they have only to go out to the
North Woods with a cur dog and a
shot gun to be equally successful.
If there are any such, don’t be foolish
enough to throw away ;your time and
money in any such manner. It re-
quires years of thorough trsining in
wood lore and much experience to at-
tain like results.© The most of those
forming the party were old hunters
who had been to the woods, year after
year, for fifteen or twenty years, and
bud spent hundreds of dollars in time
and money to perfect themselves in all
the deiails that go to make 'up a suc-
cessful deer-slayer.

And now, kind reader, the Scribe's
story for the year of grace last past is
ended.

Dr. Caltbrop has a striking person-
ality.

Pire-Proof Paper.

Fire-proof paper and printed matter
is now manufactured by L. Frobeen, in
Berlin, the new process being patented
by him. Ninety-five parts of asbestos
fiber of the best quality are washed in
a solution of permanganate of calclum
and then treated with sulphuric acid,
whereby the fiber is bleached. After
the fiber is thus prepared five parts of
ground wood pulp, as used in paper
factories, are added, and the entire
mass is placed into the agitating box,
with an addition of some lime water
and borax. After being thoroughly
mixed the material is pumped into the

out of a gate to an endless, wire cloth,
where it enters the usual paper making
machinery. It is easy to apply water
marks in this paper, which ordi arily
has a smooth sunface, but which can
be satin finished, being more preferable
for writing purposes. Paper thus pro-
duced will resist even the direct in-
fluence of a flame and can be placed
into & white heat with perfect impu-
nity.

To make ordinary paper uninflam-
mable it may be treated with a fluid
consisting of 33 parts of manganate of
chloride, 20 parts orthphosphoric acid,
12 parts car te of sia,
parts borie acid and ”‘plru of chlor-
ide of ammonia, in one quart of wafer.
This solution has to be applied seve
times, and the paper saturated with
this solution will resist great heat, and
the direct influence of flame for &
while, although it will not render pa-
per as perfectly fire-proof as the kind
made by the Frobeen process..—Phila-

WINTER DAIRYING.

Cows Will Nol Shrink in Their Milk in
the Fail if Properly Sheltered.

It has been the custom in parts of
central New York to have cows calve
in March and April. During fall, as
the weather becomes cold, they would
become dry for some time. In the tall
of 1892 I put 22 cows that had dropped
calves in the spring in a barn tb test
the effect of warm stabling. They were
not fed grain, nothing but hay three
times a day. Dec. 1, I began to weigh
their milk. The first ten days they
gve 2458 1bs. and in 30 days 7205 Ibs.
Delivered gt the gactory it brought
$105.78. Had these cows been compelied
td stand out of doors two hours each
dey and drink ice water once a day
with nothing to eat but dry hay, they
would not have given more milk, even
with four quarts of meal each day. I
belleve the barm saved four quarts of
meal per cow each day.

This man must
be very kind, Yor & kind man is kind to
his beasts and it must be a source of
great comfort to cows to stand and see
the icioles as they form from their eyes
and nose and this I often see g I ride
through the countty. A cow turned out

milk. The colder the temperature
where the cows are kept the more food
is required to keep up the animal heat.
Cold takes some of the food usually
used in the formation of milk to pro-
duce this heat. A cow will never re-
turn to the full milk flow again, there
will be a loss and after a time you will
see that the cow has fallen off in milk.

A cow kept in the barn will not fall
oft in milk, but will have about the
same flow in January as in November
and will have none of that long hair
found on animals exposed to winter
storms. Some dairymen think animals
must have exercise; that is, they must
walk around some each day to keep
them in good health, I have always
claimed that in making milk cows get
all the exercise needed. They may not
use their limbs” as when they walk,
but some part of their bodies is at
work all of the time to grind thelr
food and convert it into milk and carry
it and deposit it In the bag ready for
us to draw twicea day. Agaln
we keep the ocow for a func-
tion that makes her most
a constant mother. Now if she is to act
the part of a mother ought she not to
be treated llke a mother? Who would
think of compelling a young mother to
go out of doors and walk around on
the snow, thinking to improve her
health? Let your cows remain quietly
in the stable, keep them warm and in-
stead of ice water treat them to warm
drink.—Farm and Home.

Bran and Middlings for Poultry.

Eran and middiings are excellent food
in winter, as they contain more of cer-
tuin sabstances than do the whole
grains. The middlings are sticky, and
when scalded are of a conslstency of
dough, a condition which Is not dis-
ag:?ahle to the hens. To obviate
this\&Mculty nct more than one-fourthv
of the mixed ground grain should be
compoused of middlings. An excellent
“formula is middlings 1 1b.,, bran 2 lbs.,
grcund oats 1 1b., cornmeal 1 1b., and
ground meat 1 b, scalded with bolling
watere an hour before using,and cover-
ing the vessel to retain the warmth.
Trere will be just about enough mid-
dlings to cause the mess to stick well.
It should be fed in the morning, al-
lowing the hens only half a meal, and
it shoyld be given In troughs. Whole
wheat may then be given as the bal-
ance of the meal, which should be
scattered so as to make the hens
scratch for the grains. The object in
allowing only half a meal of the mixed
food is to avold overfeeding of the
hens. About one pint of the ground
grains, dry, Is sufficlent for ten large
hens, with one pint of whent or corn,
for one day, but it is best to give one-
half pint of the grgund grain, and one-
half pint of wheat or corn, In the
morning and one pint of wheat or corn
at night.

Of Interest to Cattle 3ellers,

A Case was decided at the division
court, Renfrew, on Wednesday which is
of interest to farmers and cattle buyers
Tt appears that an Admaston farmer
named Peter Passua sold two cows in
June last to P.F.Fergusen, the stipu-
lation being that the cows were to be
delivered in October. Ferguson paid
85 as “earnest money.” One of the cows
dicd before the time of delivery arrived
and the other cow was given up as a-
greed and payed for by Ferguson. He
vefused to pay for the one that died.
On the strength of the agreement and
payment.of $5 Passau sued for the
price of the dead cow, and the state-
ments on oath of the plaintiff and de-
fendant were heard. = Messrs Craig and
McGarry acted for the plaintiff and de-
fendant respectively. Judge Deacon
went into the case somewhat minutely,
and read decisions of juries on similar
cases. He arrived at the conclusion
that where a cattle buyer went round
early in the season and purchased cattle
to be delivered by the vendorin a fat-
ted condition in the fall, the purchaser
payiag money on them at the time of the
purchase, responsibility of deliveritig the
cattle lay with the farmer, unless there
was some specific agreement to the con-
trary.

The New Boyne School Case.

The New Boyne School question oc-
cupied the attention of Justices of the
Peace John Cawleyy Geo. P. Wight,
and Phomas K. Scovil all last Wed-
nesday afternoon at the town hall in
this - village, The question foi trial
was one of interpretation of the
Public School Act of 1891. Under
this Act of the Ontario Legislature,
Mr. W. A. Lewis, for the complainant
maintained that in all public school
sections in the province the trustees
ave in duty bound to keep the schools
opened\during the entire school year.
Mr. S. Fowler, who appeared for the
trustees, aigued that the reading of the
Statute appeared to give trustees in
rural sections a discretionary power to
keep schools closed a portion of school
year, such portion, however not to ex-
ceed six months. In this instance a
a majority of the trustees, at the writ-
ten request of a majority of the ratepay-
ers of the school section, determined
that they would not“open the school
during the months of Jan., Feb. and
March, on account of the bad condit-
ion of the roads during winter, and al-
80 because the average attendance of
pupils had become so small. Last year
the average attendance for the entire
year was less than six pupils per day,
and during the month of Dec. last
there were several school days on
which no pupils atterided.
