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DOMINION ELECTIONS

The fight is on -—elections Nov. 8rd.
With the conservative leader touring
the gountry, with the end of a bounti-
ful harvest in sight, with the mails and
party papers filled with campaign lit-
erature, and by scores of other indica-
vions it was evident that an election
was imminent, so tnat ‘the announoce-
ment of polling day could hardly be
called a smiprise. The campsign will
be brief, us hus been the fashion lately,
and there will be lively hustling all
over the Dominion for the next month.

Considering the situation nearer
home, we have a contest on hand that
should prove sufficiently interesting to
bring out every available vote on both
sides. This is one of the constituen-

ure, its boundaries being now the same’|
as for Ontario elections. In provincial
affairs, the constituency is Liberal by a
comfortable majority. In 1898, Mr.
Grabam defeated Mr. Culbert by a
majority of 188, the only majorities
obtained by the latter being 76 in
Elizabethtown and 1 in Rear Yonge &
Escott. In 1902, Mr. Gratam defeated
Mr. O'Brien by » majority of 376,
baving a large majority in every poll

ing division,

At present Mr. Culbert, Conserva-
tive, represents the greater part of the
constituency in the Dominion Hounse,
and he will oppose Mr. Derbyshire,
the Liberal nominee, in this election.

A GREAT FAIR

It the managers of Delta Fair bad
been given the privilege of ordering
the weather for their exhibiton they
could not have improved on the degree
of warwth and brightness that was
served up on Tuesday and Wednesday
Inst, Suitable weather is the first
requisite for the success of a fall fair,
and ip t.is respect Delta was indeed
highly favored.

On Tuesday there was placed on the
ground and in their fine main building
one of the finest displays in all depart-
wents ever. shown in the county. It
was equal, if not superior, to the best
seen at Unionville in the palmiest days
of that Fair. It was a busy day for
the superintenden's of departments, for

and especially for Secretary Phelps, to
whose office all roads lead from every
department. The advantageous plac
ing of the exhibits in the halls is a
work that requires both tact and good
Judgment, but it was at length satis-
factorily performed, and as closing time
drew near all felt that another top-
notch had been cut in their tally of
progress, that they had placed on view
the finest exhibit the hall had ever
contained.

Out on the grounds the live stock
and other exhibits were more speedily
disposed of, 80 that both exhibitors and
vieitors were enabled to enjoy the
pragramme of sports presented.

THE HUUSE OF LORDS.

Five Different Varieties of Peers—The
Oldest Legislative Body.

It may be stated that there are five
different varieties of peers—those of
England, of Scotland, of Great Britain,
of Ireland, and of the United Kingdom.
The creation of the peers of England
and of Scotland was brought to an end
by the Act of Union between the north-
ern and southern kingdow in 1707, whils
the creation of peers of (heal Hivain

came to an end in 1801, when the union
of Great Britain and Ireland was con-
summated. Since that time all peers
created have been either peers of the
United Kingdom or peers of Ireland. At
the present moment the members of the
House of Lords who are indebted for
their seats in the gilded chamber to in-
heritance amount to about 380. That is
to say, about two-thirds of the upper
house of the imperial legislature of Great
Britain can be described as hereditary
legislators. The representative peers of
Scotland and Ireland who owe their
geats in the House of Lords to election
number forty-four. There are about
ninety members of the House of Lords
who owe their seats in that chamber to
the fact that they have been raised to
the peerage. Besides, there are five Lords
of Appeal, and ex-Lords of Appeal, whose
honors are merely for life, and then there
are twenty-six Archbishops and Bishops
of the Church of England, who, while
they sit and vote as peers, enjoy none of
the prerogatives of the latter, are in the
eyes of the law merely Lords Spiritual
of Parliament, and are amenable t6 the
ordinary courts of Eustice.

From this it will be seen that fully
one-third of the British House of Lords
—the oldest legislative body in the world
In existence at the present day, a body
to which Great Britain owes its Magna
Charta, the basis of the British consti-
tution and the foundation of all the pre-
rogatives and rights of the people—has
at least one-third of its members who
are indebted for their seats and for their
rights to vote to other causes than those
of hereditary descent—Ex-Attache
New York Tribune.

MULE BREEDING. __

A Boom Expected When Work Begins
on the Canal

Livestock experts are predicting that
the big money of the next few years to
be made in stock will be gathered in by
the breeders of mules. When construction
work on the Panama Canal begins = in
earnest, they say the price of mules is
bound to jump, because these are the
only animals that can stand the intense
heat of that section and keep on working.
The West Indies, Africa and the Philip-
Eine Islands have also been drawin

eavily upon this country for mules, an
the American mule is increasing in favor
as a part of the equipment of European
armies.

As a matter of fact mules have been
steadily rising in value. In Texas, Ken-
tucky, Tennessee and Missouri there are
big mule farms which have enriched their
owners in the last ten years. Yet, for
some Teason or another, the former mule
breeding sections are not produicing mules
fast enough to supply the demand and
their production is declining. Not many
years ago Kentucky had 35,000 jennets,
while now there are not more than 2,500.
The same decline is noted in Texas, Mis-
souri and Tennessee.

The mule has been the standard work
animal of the Southern States for many
years. It is there, of course, that he
flourishes most. Texas tops the list with
407,000, with Missouri next with 209,000.
Of all the Southern States Virginia
boasts of the smallest number, 42,000.
The average value of the mule in these
States runs from $70 to $85. In the Un-
ited States the mule averages $10 more
8 head in value than the horse—§$72.49
to $62.25, There are nearly 3,000,000
mules as compared with 16,000,000 horses.

On the big southern plantations mules
in immense numbers are used. On the
biggest one in Louisiana, that of the
Leon Godichaux Company, from 1,000 to
1.500 mules are worked the year round,
Climatic conditions make the mule more
to-be relied on than the horse in the rice,
cane and cotton districts, and as these
are being better and more intelligently
worked, the demand for the mules in-
creases.

The mule has advantages over the
horse which have come to be recognized
by men who work the two side by side.
In the first place he pays the breeder
better because he can be put on the mar-
ket a year or two sooner. He is not as
expensive to raise as the horse, because
he is in condition to do good work long
before the horse can be broken to har-
ness. At two years old, the mule can be
put in the field and kept there until
old age overtakes him.

The mule is also healthier’ than the
horse.

Its nature
may be judged from the following invi-
tation, which was sent to friends of the
deceased residing outside Appleton and
immediate vicinity: “Friends of Mr. Wil-
liam H. Sumner, are invited to attend a
musicale, to be given in Pine Grove Ceme-
tery, Appleton, Me.,, Sunday, Sept. 11,
1004, at 2 o’clock p.m., in homor of his
beloved wife, Carrie Dunton Sumner, one
of God's sweetest singers, who entered
Paradise, Sunday, May 31, 1903.” Mrs.
Sumner was a native and former resi-
dent of Appleton, as was Mr. Sumner;
but after their marriage they resided for
some years in Boston, where Mr. Sumner
is a man of prominence. The music for
the memorial service was furnished by
the Farwell Opera House orchestra of
Rockland, and the soloist was Miss
Lottie McLaughlin, one of Rockland’s
talented and popular young vocalists.—

VERE LOSSES.

Alexicff Says the Situation is Serious,
but Not Desperate.

Port Arthur and Viadivostock Squadrons Ready for Sea—Japan Impatient
With General Nogi- —Iore War ,Vessels for Russia— Japanese Not
Pushing K.I!l’opltkln——mkl Score a Victory.

Paris cable: A despatch to the
Echo de Paris, from St. Petersburg, says
that the Czar received a telegram from
Viceroy Alexieff to-day, confirming the
yeport of the capture of Fort “P” at
Port Arthur, which he says was not of
prime importance. The Viceroy denies
that the town is in want. of water, as
has been reported. The situation, he says,
is serious,-but not desperate. Provisions

are abundant. Ammunition is not s0
lentiful. The Canet siege guns on the
orts are showing the effects of wear,
and are difficult to work.

STREWN WITH PYNAMITE.

Every Conceivable Device Used to Re-
pel Assaults.

Tokio cable: Invalided besiegers
who have arrived home say that the
Russians are defending Port I_Xrth\u al-
most fantically. Every conceivable de-
vice is adopted to repel the assaults,
even the throwing of red pepper In
fighting at close quarters. The stories
of the terrible havoc wrought by t:hc
land mines are not exaggerated. "lhe
Russians plant fresh mines at night.
The approaches to the fortress are prac-
tically strewn with dynamite. Both sides
are physically exhausted.

JAP LOSSES ENORMOUS.

Made Little Progress in Recent Inces-
sant Fighting.

Chefoo cable: Kresh Chinese ar-
rivals confirm the stories of recent in-
cessant fighting at Port Arthur. - The
Japanese have made little progress. They
took forts four, five and six, but were
unable te hold them, and withdrew on
the afternooon of Sept. 26th. Their los-
ses in the assaults were enormous. The
Russian losses also were very severe. The
.Japanee have done much tunneling to-
wards forts. The Russians have counter-
ed-tunneled, and laid mines, which have
inflicted terrible losses. The Chinese say
that the Japanese fleet has gone to. its
base at the Elliot Islands. Two or
three Russian ships occasionally go out-
side the harbor. Torpedo boats have cap-
tured several Japanese junks bound for
Dalny.

TOKIO IS IMPATIENT.

Press Invites General Nogi to Commit
Hari-lari.

London cable: An undated des-
patch to the kxpress from Tokio, sent
by way of Shanghai, Sept. 28, says that
for the first time since the war began
impatience is manifested in Japan re-
garding the delay in the capitulation of
Port Arthur. The newspapers editor-
ially complain about Gen. Nogi’s failure
to capture the fortress. One paper says:
“We would like to send to the august
general a sharp sword which hangs in our
office.” This remark is a covert in-
vitation ‘to Gen. Nogi to commit hari-
kari, which, in Japan, is the logical
result in failing in such a task. Other
newspapers that have glowingly an-
nounced that Port Arthur had fallen
have now lapsed into gloomy silence on
the subject. In view of the failure ot
the last terrific assault, the opinion is
expressed that the fortress may hold
out for three months longer.

Reinforcements, variously estimated
to number from 10,000 to 12,000 infan-
try, and some siege guns, have been
sent to Gen. Nogi this week.

DRIVEN FROM FORTS.

Japs Unable to Retain Positions They
Have Captured.

Chefoo  cable:  Russians  residing
here claim fo have received information
that the Japanese losses in the last
assault on Port Arthur, which began
Sept. 19, were 7,000 A Chinese who
left the fortress on Sept. 26 says that
,the Russian losses were between 500 and
€00. This Chinaman says that the
Japanese were unable to remain in the
three supplementary forts which they
captured, and that they retired at 4
o'clock on the afternoon of Sept. 26,
after enduring several days of tremend-
ous firing from the inner forts.

He adds that the Russians attempted
to bury the dead of both sides at
night, beeause the decomporing  bodies
seriously menaced the health of the
garrizon. The Russians allege that it

is the deliberate policy of the Japanese

to undermine the heaith of the Russian
troops by means of the odors from the
decomposing bodies, and for that reason
they fire on the burial parties.

One Chinese who was a member of a
burial party says that the Japanese
fired when he and other Chinese at-
tempted to bury the dead. He adds
that when the wind ecarries the odors
toward the Japanese the latter retire.

The Chinese say that the most severe
attacks were made on the supplement-
ary forts on the Itz and Anshu Moun-
tain forts. The Russians had under-
mined the ground, and several hundred
Japane:e were biown up on Sept. 23.

The Russian <hips, it is reported,
+ook ro part in the hattle. From thirty
4o fifty shells fall daily in the Chinese
mew town. One shell tore the rudder
from a torpedo-boat destroyer. .

The Russians are now building a new
fort on Liaoti promontory bearing on the
island side.
that five large guns will form the nuc-
leus of the battery.

NO POSSIBILITY OF PEACE.

Russia Determined to Continwe to the
Very End.

. T.ondon éable’4 a. m.: The nossi-
(dllity of reace overtures continucs to be

discussed by the European press in a
manner that is not warranted by any
probability. The definition of Russia’s
attitude is confirmed by a statement
in the German press to the effect that
Count Lamsdorff, the Russian Forei
Minisetr, informed a prominent diplo-
matist in St. Petersburg that the rumors
of Russia’s intention to address %eace
roposals to Japan were entirely base-
ess. He added that the increase in
Russian armaments and the appointment
of Gen. Grippenberg to command the sec-
ond Manchurian army might be accepted
as proofs that Russia would continue the
war as long as necessary.

Kouropatkin Reports it is Still East of
Railroad.

St. Petersburg cable: In a tele-
gram to the Czar to-day Gen. Kouro-
patkin reports as follows: “ The Jap-
anese vanguard remains in the same
position east of the railroad. The Rus-
sian cavairy repulsed several attacks
b‘y small parties of Japanese troops.
The Japanese forces have concentrated
at the Yentai mines. They are con-
structing pontoons at Bentziaputze.”
The general adds: “On the night of
Sept. 26 Cornet Mikheiff, with a de-
tachment of Ural Cossacks, attacked
the :In.pnnese bivouacked at Khourandi,
causing a great panic. The same day
the Orenburg Cossacks laid in ambush
for half a squadron of Japanese cavalry,
who returned their fire, but soon retired,
having sustained considerable loss, and
leaving severa] dead on the field.

SCOUTS SCORE VICTORY.

Drove Japanese From Position on a
Hill.

Mukden eable: Many skirmishes
and reconnaissances ave reported to
headquarters here, but except for these,
quiet prevails. In the fighting that has
been taking place the Russian scouts
have almest invariably shown them-
selves superior to the Japanese, both in
riding and fighting. The Japanese move-
ment up the Taitse River appears to bz
by a comparatively small force. Raiding
parties from the Russian army ring in
many prisoners. Beautiful autumn wea-
ther continues. Reinforcements ire ar-
riving rapidly. Over 1,000 convalescents
have returned to duty. The railway is
in good condition. Officers are distrib-
uting the reserves of stores that were
brought up from Lizo-Yang, as adequate
suppTies are now coming in from the
north.

Details of the fighting near Impuon,
Sept. 26, show that Gen. Mistchenko’s
scouts, accompanied by a ‘battery of
artillery, attacked a Japanese position
where there was a battery of artillery,
two squadrons of cavalry, and two com-
panies of infantry. The Japanese were
shelled out of their position on the hill,
and suffered heavy loss. As they retired
the Russians occupied the hill until
nightfall, when they returned under
cover of darkness, having lost only
three men.

The Japanese arc sending out large
parties of scouts daily, with the object
of checking the Russians’ continuous
raids. The march of Gen. Rennen-
kampff’s Cossacks around the Japanese
right flank was a remarkable perform-
ance. Accompanied by a battery of ar-
tillery, the Cossacks covered 80 miles in

52 hours. They struck the enemy north
of Bentziaputze, on Sept. 19, and thence
continued south, cireling the Japanese
right flank, and coming unexpectedly on
the Japanese line of communications
near Bensihu, on the bank of the Taitse
River, Sept. 22, inflicting considerable
damage. The Japanese were
into great confusion. but retired with a
loss of only two killed.

Dr. Matvieff, who was captured by
the Japanese at Liao-Yanz, says that
the Japanese are suffering severely
from dysentery, and that they begged
his assistance in combatting the dis-
case. Japanese officers of the staff are
excellent linguists, and’ many of them
speak English and German, as well as
some Russian. ~The Japanese army is
living almost entirely on rice and pre-
served foods, but it is comfortably
equipped, many cfficers having even
arm chairs among their baggage. The
principle Japanese fear is for forage for
their horses, for during the winter the
country is swept clean for seven miles
on each side of the railway, and the in-
habitants are reluctant to sell anything.

JAPS FULLY PREPARED.

Discrepancies in the Ranks Are Made
up.

London cable: 'Telegraphing under
date of Sept. 21, the correspondent of
the Standard at Liao-Yang refers to the
despatehes from Europe representing the
Japanese position as unfavorable. He
says these statements are unwarranted.
The Japanese are fully prepared to ad-
vance to Mukden, and even, if necessary,
to Harbin. Their confidence in them-
selves and their leaders is, as it should
be, wholly unshaken, The cold weather
will not at present make it compulsory
to suspend operations. . The correspond-
ent questions whether it is indispensable
for the Japanese to continue to take the
offensive. He says the country they al-
ready hold is perfectly easy of defence
against the Russians, who are not in the
least likely to come down on the Japan”
ese until they nuwmber three to one, but
to muster that force they must be at
least 500,000 strong, a greater number of
troops than they can possibly feed. The
Japanese would therefore seem to fully
control the situation. A line of forts
strongly held would enable them to open

the country behind them at their lei-

sure, to make full use of its growing re-
sources, and to await the time when it
would suit Gen. Kourapaliin to ‘move

against them with a force either insuffi-
cient in number or inadequately supplied.
Under date of Sept. 23, the same cor-
respondent says Mukden is reported to
be entirely unfortified, while the defen-
sive works at Tieling are far from strong
enough to withstand assault. The Jap-
anese are fully prepared for a winter
capaign. The losses they sustained in the
fighting around Liso-Yang have now
been made good, and the army is quite
ready to move, The Japanese outposts
are half way to Mukden. The health of
the troops is excellent. In the opinion
of the Japanese, Gen. Kouropatkin is
more suited to divisional command than
to control an army. He may be, a
good administrator, but is an indiffer-
ent commander-in-chief in the field. It
was a compliment to Gen. Kuroki’s army
that Gen. Kouropatkin  devoted the
whole of his personal cnergies against

it.

A despatch to the Daily Telegraph
from Sinminting says it is stated there
that Gen. Kouropatkin, acting under or-
ders from the Government, is preparing
to make a stand at Mukden. He occupies
the north bank of the Hun River. He
has 264 guns. Reinforcements are hurry-
ing to him from Harbin. The decision
to accept battle at Mukden is probably
political rather than strategical.

The St, Petersburg correspondent of
the Express says that the Russians are
having trouble in preserving the rail-
way. Despite the extraordinary pre-
cautions taken, and an almost unbroken
line of sentinels, the line between Kha-
barocsk and Harbin is swarming with
spies. There have been many attempts
to blow up the road. Admiral Alexieff
has accordingly detached part of the re-
serves at Harbin to strengthen the sen-
tries.

The Daily Telegraph’s Sinminting cor-
respondent reports that northern rob-
ber bands are trying to destroy the rail-
road. Two noted rebel chiefs, who are
said to command thousands of followers,
are trying to cut the track and stop cat-
tle and other supplies from reaching the
Russians. Chief Chinshosan lately cap-
tured a thousand bullocks destined for
the Russian army, He has now been en-
geged by the Japancse Intelligence De-
partment.

GARRISON LOSSES HEAVILY

Continuous Severe Fighting the
Weel,

London cable: A  despateh to
the Daily Mail 1rom Chefoo says that a
junk which left Port Arthur at mid-
night Monday has arrived there, having
on board a Russian lady, her child, and
several Chinese. The lady says there
has been continuous severe fighting
since Sept. 20. Large numbers of the
garrison have been killed or wounded.
The terrific bombardment causes: con-
sternation in the town, a rain of huge
ghells falling upon it. She is of the
opinion that the capture of the fort-
tress is near.

The junk, which ran the risk of the
mines in leaving Port Arthur, saw no
Japanese ships.

Two Japanese torpedo-boat destroy-
ers entered Chefoo at 7 o'clock this
evening. One of them proceeded south
after a hasty exchange of signals with
the shore. It is believed that there
have been important developements at
Port Arthur.

A number of refugees have arrived
at the Chefoo Islands. Two Japanese
destroyers are outside the harbour, pre-
sumably to watch the movements of
these refugees.

A despatch to the Standard from
Liao-Yang, Sept 26th, via Tien-Tsin,
states that the crisis at Port Arthur
is rapidly approaching. The speedy
capture of the last line of defence is
anticipated. The recent successful
assault by the Japanese sealed the
fate of the fortress, enabling the be-
siegers to mount heavy guns on the
hills to the eastward, which command
a scetion of the town and harbor. The
Russian fire forr many days has not
been as vigorous as usual, and it is
believed that their ammunition is
scarce. The correspondent confirms
the reports of severe bombardments
the severs losses of the garrison and
the cutting off of the main aqueduct
supplying the fortress with water.

A despatch to the Chonicle vaguely
dated “Lianotung Peninsula, Sept. 26th,”
reports that the bombardment of Port
Arthur goes on unceasingly. The fort-
ress is surrounded with a ring of fire
from the Japanese shells. The last
line of defences is being battered to
picces, preparatory to a final assault.
At one. point the Japanese have sapped
to within a few hundred yards of the

Past

Russians. It will be difficul to cross
the intervening space, owing to the
intensity of the deienicss’ rifle fire,

The correspondent mentions that
the Russians made a sortie, but were
driven back into the fortress. They lost
some howitzers. Both sides are de-
playing unparalled fortitude and de-
termination. The bands at Port Ar-
thur play anthems nightly, and the de-
fenders in the advanced works sing
The Japanese respond with cries of
“Banzai” and the singing of patriotic
songs.

FLEET SAILS SUDDENLY.

May Try to Slip Through the Bos-
phorus.

Constantinople cable: The move-
ments of the Russian Black Sea fleet
are attracting attention. The vessels
recently suddenly sailed at night from
Sevastopol ,and have not been sighted
since. It is stated that the Sultan has
ordered that a sharp watch be kept for
them at the Turkish ports on the Black
Sea. There are suspicions in some quar-
ters that the ships will try to slip
through the Bosphorus at night, when
Turkey, in face of the accomplished fact,
will be powerless ,and protests from the

powens will be risked or ignored. It is
not improbable, however, that the fleet
is merely manoecuvring.

Two steamers from Odessa, laden
with water and coal, passed through
the Dardanelles, outward bound, last
Sunday. It is stated that eleven other
steamers similarly laden are at Odessa
waiting orders.

The volunteer steamer Nijni Novgorod
has also passed through the Straits
bound for Port Said. She flew the Rus-
sian commercial flag and declared that
she carried no war materials.

The volunteer steamer Saratoff is em-
barking Caucasian reservists at Batoum.

RULES FOR IMPORTERS.

Important Change in Customs Regula-
tions Announced. 2

On Saturday the new customs regula-
tions affecting invoices on goods import- |
ed into Canada will go into effect. Af-
ter Saturday the customs authorities
will require invoices in duplicate, and a
new column will have to be filled in giv-
ing the fair selling price in the country
from which the articles are exported,
The last requirement, which is one of
the means taken to prevent “dumping”
from the United States market, will be
strictly enforced. A certificate of value
of the goods contained in the consign-
ment must be written or printed on the
invoice. The new certificate, which must
be signed by the exporter or a respons-
ible agent, is to be to the effect that the
invoice is correct as to the price of the
goods, that the value placed on them is
the fair market value if they were sold
in like quantity or condition for home
consumption, that no different invoice
will be furnished anyone, and that there
is no arrangement allowing the purchas-
er any discount or rebate, or any com-
pensation whatever.

On all invoices of goods not entered
under the British preferential tariff, a
special certificate has to be sworn, stat-
ing that none of the articles is the pro-
duce® or manufacture of Germany. On
the invoices of goods of British manu-
facture another certificate is demanded,
giving details as to the countries from
which the materials included in the con-
signment come. In the invoice of goods
sold by an exporter prior to their ship-
ment to Canada not only must the mar-
ket value of the goods for home con-
sumption be given, but also the selling
price to the purchaser in Canada.

WOMEN WHO NEED CARE.

National Council’s Concern for Feeble-
Minded.

Ethel, in connection with the Coatsworth
Cut mystery. The man and woman are
each held on the specific charge of mur-
dering the infant found dead mn the bay
at the mouth of the Coatsworth Cut on
the afternoon of Thursday, August 4th
last. ‘The child, the lice assert, was
their own, and this adds to the bl‘\_ltﬂ»l-
ity of the crime. The death of the little
one, the doctors reported, was not due
to drowning, but to a blow on the head
before the body was thrown into the
water. To Chief Constable Bond, of Port
Hope ,a former member of the Toronto
Police Force, belongs the credit for the
arrests, which the police look upon as
important. Both prisoners were last
night identified by Mrs. Butler, of 25
Forest road as the couple who rode with
her on the car to Munro Park on the af-
ternoon of August 3, the day the child
is supposed to have met its terrible
death. ;
Chief Bond's Clue.

It was by the noon delivery that In-
spector Stark received Chief Bond’s let-
ter coritaining the final information that
led to the arrest of the woman, and af-
terwards of her husband. The address,
14134 King street east, was given, and
there Detective Cuddy learned that Mrs.
Martin would be found at the Jubilee
restaurant, 169 King street east.. At the
restaurant Mrs. Martin was asked to ac-
company the detective to the City Hall.
As she stepped out she told her employ-
er that she was to be questioned about
some jewelry. At the rooms of Mrs.
Whiddon, the police matron, the woman
in answer to Inspector Stark’s questions
said her infant would be found at her
mother’s home in Port Mope. A tele-
gram was despatched to Chief Bond, and
the reply that came back was: “The
child is not here.” Still Mrs. Martin in-
sisted that the infant was there, and
Mrs. Butler, who gave evidence at the
inquest, was then brought down. Mrs.
Butler was positive that the prisoner
was the woman with whom she rode to
Munro Park on August 3, and who held
the baby, afterwards found dead.

Upon hearing Mrs. Butler’s statement
it is said, Mrs. Martin broke down and
told all the circumstances of the tragedy.
With tears she related how with her hus-
band she had gone out in a rowboat from
Munro Park to dispose of her infant.
Mrs. Martin thinks her husband struck
the child with an oar and then tossed it
into the water. They then rowed over
to Ward’s Island and left the boat on
the beach, where it was found a few
hours later. They returned to the city
by Centre Island.

As an excuse the woman made the
statement that they were greatly in
debt, had no clothing for the child and
could not give it any care if she was
to be able to work, and added that there
was a prospect of another.

The Hasband Arrrested.

Detective Cuddy learned from the wo-
man that her husband would be found
at Stanley Barracks, where he was a
private in C Company. Sergt. Geddes
and Detective Cuddy arrested him there
and brought him to the Court street sta-
tion, where he was charged with mur-
der. Martin seemed very nervous and
was not inclined to discuss the case. Af-
ter being locked up the police say he re-
marked, “I am sorry for it” He was
not allowed to see his wife, who remain-
ed in the custody of Mrs. Whiddon, in
her quarters during the night. Mrs. Mar-
tin rested well.

Tracing Their Movements.

From information in possession of the
police it is said Martin met his wife in a
Peter street lodging house, where they
both roomed, about two years ago, and
were quietly married. Over a year ago
they secured apartments upstairs at
1411-2 King street ,and seemed to get
along fairly well. Martin worked as a
presser at various tailoring establish-
ments, including Hobberlin Bros., J. W.
Cheeseworth and 12 Peter street. At Ex-
hibition time, 1903, Mrs. Martin went to
work at the Jubilee restaurant at meal
hours ,and was employed there till near-
ly Christmas. A child was born on Jan.
13, and the police hope to show that it
was the same one that was found drown-
ed. Dr. C. J. McKenna attended the
woman. Just prior to Victoria Day Mrs.
Martin told Mrs. Taylor, in charge of the
rooms, that she was going down to see
her blind grandmother in Port Hope and
would be gone some time. At the end
of July she came back, saying that she
expected to we called away again at any
time, as her grandmother was very ill.
They stopped two days, or till Monday,
Aug. 1, when the woman intimated to
Mrs. Taylor that she had received a hur-
ried message to go home." Mrs. Taylor
took compassion on her and the child,
which was without elothing, providing it
with everything necedsary to make it
comfortable. From there the police say
that instead of going to Port Hope Mrs.

COOKING A CAT.

Northera Italy Would Rather Have
Puss Roasted Than Boiled.

In northern Italy the cat is a fa-
vorite and growing article of food. In
Azeglio, in Venice, in Verona, butchers
sell cats and call them rabbits, for
the state forbids the eating of cats,
but the poor people who have become
the chief buyers of the inferior kinds
of cats are not deceived by their cheap
rabbits.

The proper way to cook a cat is to
toast it in an oven until brown, with
onions, garlic, parsley, bay leaf, red
wine and some herbs peculiar to Italy.
When boiled, it is not so satisfac-
tory. Just before Christmas it is com-
mon for a group of young men in
northern Italy to kill some cats, skin
them and soak them in water for two
or three days. They are then cooked
with great care on Christmas day and
served up hot about 1:830 p. m. after
mass. '

Italy cultivates the cat for home con-
sumption, as English people raise rab-
bits. It is to be done on the quiet,
however, for in spite of the profit in
the business and the demand for the
delicacy the law has to be looked out
for, and the Society For the Prevention
of Cruelty to Cats is vigilant. Offenses
against the law are visited with im-
prisonment. Cats are raised for the
market none the less. Fattened on
the finest of milk, a choice specimen
will attain the weight of fifteen pounds.

Alexander’s Horse,

Bucephalus, the horsé of Alexander
the Great, was in all probability the
most celebrated horse of which we
have any knowledge. He was_bought
for the sum of 16 talents from Philoni-
cus out of his breeding pastures of
Pharsalia, and it is known that he
was skewbald, or, in other words,
white, clouded with large deep bay
spots, this peculiar breed being valued
by the Parthians above all others, but
being disliked by the Romans because
80 easily seen in the dark.

Bucephalus was ridden by Alexander
at the battle of the Hydaspes and there
received his death wound. Disobedient
for once, to the command of his mas-
ter, he galloped from the heat of the
battle, brought Alexander to a place
of safety, knelt, as was his custom, for
him to alight and, having thus per-
formed his duty, trembled, dropped
down and died.

Fireman Benedict is another old rail-
way man, who has many friends among
railway men all over. He had only been
in the employ of the Grand Trunk about
three weeks, and came from Buffalo re-
: cently. He was employed for many years
by the New York Central. "He boarded
at 225 MacNab street north.

Further particulars of the fatal wreck
at Eastweed station early yesterday
morning in which threc Hamilton men
were killed, confirm the report that an
open switch caused the accident. One re-
port says: The conclusion reached is
that the crew of the freight No. 723, left
the switch open after taking the siding,
with the result that the incoming freight
from the west, No. 975, running 45 miles
an hour, crashed into the rear. No. 975
had orders right through, while No. 723
was to hold the siding to let it pass. En-
gine No. 723 had been in the Eastwood
yard half an hour shunting and had pull-
ed the train on to the switch just be-
fore the collision, but apparently the
brakesman neglected to close the switch.
That the switch was open, was proven
by the fact that the engine of t
train was 50 yards in on the sidj

In the collision 20 cars were thrown
into a pile, and a fire started infmedi-
ately. It consumed the station, 30 cars,
and three of the victims, buried be-
neath the debris, were burned to a erisp.

About the enly arvivor of the wreck
able to intelligently. discuss the disas-
ter, was E. J. Bush, of Hamilton, a
brakeman on train No. 723. He stated
that his train had pulled into Eastwood
about 3 o'clock; the engine left the train
on the main line and proceeded to take
on a car of horses. This done, the loco-
motive backed up to the train to bring
the whole in on the siding, in order to
meet the fast freight from the west.

“] was in the front ear of the train,”
he said. “We were pulling down the sid-
{ing. I got the signal from Conductor Fal-
lis that we were all in the siding, I im-
mediately gave my engineer the order
to stop. We did so. The same moment
Engincer Kirkland dropped down below

there was a crash and we were forced
ahead a little. I was thrown down. I re-
alized at once that it was a collision,
and rising, I saw the mass of cars piled
up at the rear. A freight from the west
had struck our rear, telescoping several
cars and nearly burying the station.

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Lawyer Made Accusation That
Caused Sensation.

Said McCauley Had Been Hid-
.ing in His Counsel’s House.

Raised $134,000 on His Pro-
perty in Chicago.

New York, Oct. 3,—There was a stir
in the Special Sessions Court yesterday
when Thomas N. McCgpley’s bail was for-
feited and the Central Office detectives
were called on to find him in this coun-
try or out of it. McCauley was presi-
dent of the International Mercantif® ~
Agency, now in a receiver’s hands, and
was to have appeared yesterday to ans-
wer the charge that he had embezzled
$5,000, which Frank Wood, a Boston
printer, had invested in the stock.

When it became apparent yesterday
that McCauley did not intend to appear
his counsel, F. B. House, with ex-Assist-
ant District Attorney Schurman, said he
could not understand his action.

Mr. Garvin said :

“Y would vecall to your Homor in ask-
ing for forfeiture of this bail that Me-
Cauley is accused of having stolen $700,-
000. I felt that no amount of bail ecould
hold the defendant, in the i
of his guilt, within the jurisdiction of
this court. But I did rely on the prom-
ise of his counsel, Messrs. House and
Schurman and Baldwin, that they would
produce him in court. This promise I
considered infinitely better than any
amount of bail.” <

“] am informed that on last Thurs-
day, when this case was adjourned and
McCauley was not in court, his counsel
knew then that he had disappeared. It
was their duty to bring these facts to
the attention of the District Attorney
and not let this criminal escape. With-
in the last week, I am informed, McCau-
ley has raised $134,000 in ecash on his
property in Chicago.”

“I am informed,” Mr. Garvin continued,
“that McCauley had been living in dis-
guise in the house of one of his counsel.’

“Which one ? Name him,” demanded
the law partner of John W. Griggs.

“In your house,’ said Mr. Garvan,
quickly pointing at him.

“That is false, replied Mr. Baldwin,
hotly. “It is an unjust attack upon me
and my family. I will say to the court
that this man McCauley never put his
foot inside of my house.”

Justice Wyatt said ne would have to
forfeit McCauley’s bail, but that if Mec-
Cauley appeared he would arrange to
have the bond continued. The bond is
for $5,000.

Mr. Garvin was asked where he got
the information that McCauley had beer
living at Mr. Baldwin’s house.

“From the detectives of this office,
he said. “Mr. House told me to-day, be-
fore the case came up, that McCauley
had left the Hotel Majestic, where he
had been living, because he wanted to
keep under cover for fear of probable
Federal warrants on complaints from
Canadian stockholders.”

COOL CURED CHEESE.
Demand -for_?lncreaslng—- }
Building New Curing Rooms. i

Judging from the greater demand for
cool cured cheese which exists this sea-
son, the old country merchants are be-
ginning to realize more fully the advant-
age there is in handling cheese which has '
not been exposed during the process of
curing to a temperature higher than 60
degrees, Cheese factories that are able
to offer strictly cool cured cheese are de-
riving 8o much benefit that it must be
only a question of time, a short time, in
fact, until all factories are equipped with
proper cool curing rooms,

The experience gained at the Govern-'
ment cool curing rooins has demonstrat-,
ed that while the first requisite is to con-
trol the temperature, it is also necessary
to provide for some circulation of the air
to carry off the moisture which escapes
from the cheese, and which comes from
the increased relative humidity due to
the reduction of temperature. If the
relative humidity is too high the cheese
will have soft skins and develop a tend-
ency to mould badly.

The system adopted at the Govern-
ment curing rooms has worked admir-
ably, and it can be employed without
difficulty and at a moderate cost in con-
nection with any cheese factory. In-
deed, a large number of factor curing
rooms have alreadv ben remodeled on
this system. The necessary alterations
and additions involve the putting in of a

| cement concrele floor, some extra insu-

lation, and the erection of an ice cham-
ber. Mr. J. A. Ruddick, Chief of the
Dairy Division, Ottawa, who has this

work in hand, points out that many of

the existing curing rooms are large en-
ough to allow of an ice chamber being
constructed in one end. and still leave
sufficient room for cheese. This applies
more particularly to the older factories
in Western Ontario.

Where improvements are proposed for
next season, the work should be under-
taken this fall, in order to have the ice
chamber ready for filling during the win-
ter. Mr. Ruddick has prepared plans
showing his system of cooling for all
classes of chees factory and creamery
buildings, and he invites those who con-
template improving old buildings or
crecting new ones to communicaie witk
him, if they desire to have the benefit
of his experience in these matters.

This question of the cool curing of
cheese i8 ‘one in which the patrons of
cheese factories should take the keenest
interest, because thy will gain more
through its adoption than any other sec-
tion of the trade. They shoild be will-
ing to bear a sharc at least of the ex-
pense of refitting the factory, The pre-
sent scale of charges for manufacturing
cheese is based on the old plan, and it is
too low to secure a good service.

Some of the factories with cool cured
cheese have during the present season
been getting one-fourth of a cent above
the highest price paid for the ordinary
cured article, and there is not the slight-
est doubt but the difference will be
greater as cool cured cheese becomes bet-
ter known. In addition to the increased
price there is a saving in shrinkage of
about 1 and a half per cent.

Unsanitary Closets and the Dry Earth System.

‘Department of Agriculture,

Commissioner’s Branch, .

Attention was recently called to the
fact that out of some 100 to 200 sam-
ples of water from farm wells analyzed
amnually by Prof. Shutt, chemist of the
Dominion sxperimental farms, not one-
fifth are found safe and wholesome. By
far the greater number have to be ut-
terly condemned, and it seems very evi-
dent that a great improvement in opr
water supplies is necessary. This dan-
gerous condition of many farm wells is
undoubtedly due to pollution by unsani-
tary closets. There is no reason why
we should have our farmhouses to-da:
in the semi-barbaric condition in wiiie
80 many of them are, with their closets
and privies a menace to public health.
We may talk about bacteriology, sani-
tation, and so on, but all that and a
great deal more is included in what we
understand by “cleanliness.” The lack
of cleanliness is primarily a matter of
ignorance, and secondarily a matter of
laziness.

Ordinary shallow wells in the vicinit;
of the old fashioned privy pits are al-
most certain to become contaminated by
seepage. = The soil is an excellent filter-
ing and cleansing agent, oxidizing or-
ganic matver rapidly, and tending to
check the development of many of the
common putrefactive bacteria. But the
soil is only hable to dispose of a certain
amount of contaminating material, and
such disposal takes time, so that by
heavy rains the contaminating matter
may be carried far into the earth below
the true purifying layer, and thus soak
unchanged into the wells. An old pit
which has been closed and covered with
earth is almost equally dangerous, as
the decomposition of the large mass of
excreta contained therein is a matter
of years, unless hastened by the prox-
imity of trees whose roots reaeh the pit.
The contents shoukd be removed and
spread upon a field, and the pit left
open long enough to permit the decom-
position of any organic matter remain-
ing. :
If farmers once took time to think
of these matters there would undoubted-
ly be a great improvement. Windmills
are now both cheap and common, and
there is no reason why well-to-do farm-
ers should not have a water system in

their houses, with all the conveniences
and advantages which residents in the
cities enjoy from the waterworks sys-
tems there established.

Though not quite so conmvenient, the
dry earth closet is so cheap and so satis-
factory from the sanitary point of view
that no farmer c;:d:.i;c::o;l [ tnis:'loxx
able excuse for re op!
well laid cement concrete floor will be
found: by far the easiest to keep in a
cleapyand wholesome condition. A stout
box"of suitable size, mounted on run-
nerg and with a strong hook at one end
to which a horse may be attached, makes
a receptacle that can be conveniently
drawn to the field or barnyard to be
emptied. This box may be made whol-
ly or in part of sheet iron, and if the
bottom be semi-circular in form a kettle
of hot water will be found sufficient to.
loosen the frozen contents in winter.
Galvanized iron buckets, larger at the
top than at the bottom, are also easy to
empty in winter. The nature of the
receptacle is largely a matter of con-
venience; the essential features of the
system are the storing and use ‘of a
plentiful supply of dry earth and the
emptying of the receptacle regularly.
If the contents be spread thinly over
the surface of a-field they will be de-
composed in a very few days with no
danger to the public health. s

Ashes should not be used as a substi-
tute for earth, and road dust is very lit-
tle better. The surface soil of a field
or garden that has been frequently cul-
tivated will be found just the thing. If
a little coarse or lumpy it may be run
through a gravel screen. It is always
advisable to keep a good sugpl{e on
hand, as it becomes drier an tter
with age when stored in a bin.

If a man who has hitherto been care-
less in this particular will adopt and
maintain a proper sanitary ‘system in
connection with his closet, he will find
himself gaining largely, not only in self-
respect, but in the respect of his family
and of the strangers within his gates.
Furthermore, he may thereby escape the
ravages of such diseases as typhoid
fever, which are so frequently traced to
the use of contaminated water. Yours

WESTINGHOUSE.

The Pittsburg Inventor Has Millions, but
Worls.

It is seldom that an inventor and the son
of an inventor makes a complete success of

life, and in addition accumulates a' fortune
estimated in various sources all the way

from $25,000,000 to $50,000,000. And it is ex-
ceedingly rare that such an exceptional in-
ventor continues to choose the life of cease-
less strenuousness, to one of languid indo-
lence. It takes a remarkable character to
do such thmgs, but George Westinghouse,

jun., is just such a rare geninus. Of course,
every Pittsburger is expected to be a work-
er. There are few drones allowed in the
great industrial hive, but for a man who nas
already accomplished so much and who has
accumulated such worldwide property inter-
ests it is very pleasant, even for a Pittsburg-
er, to see such continued activity. This is
all pretty strong, but if there is any one
man in Pittsburg who deserves it, George
Westinghous@ is the man, fo- he has done
more probably than' sny other living person
to make the name of Pitisburg potent in
every clime and with every class of people
in the civilized world.

Mr. "Westinghouse is fast approaching :he
three-score mark, but he does not look it,
and there is scarcely any doubt but that he
feels much younger. He was born in Cen-
tral Bridge, Schoharie county, N. J., October
6th, 1846, He was but 10 years old when his
father tablished i tady agricul-
tural works. and his early education was in
the shops. At 15 years he made a rotary en-
gine and had passed an examination to be-
come passed assistant engineer in the United
States navy. He was a warrior in the rebel-
lion. That was natural. He attended Union
College, but his inventive genius induced the
president to cause young Westinghouse to
abandon his classical course and take up
mechanical pursuits. Even though he was
engaged in war in the navy, Mr. Westing-
house found sufficient time and cemposure
of mind to invent a multiple cylinder engine.

In 1865 Mr. Westinghouse invented a de-
vice for replacing railroad cars upon the
track, and he had these manufactured in
Troy. This occasioned frequent journeys
from Schenectady, and one day when delayed
by a collision Mr. Westinghouse conceived
the idea of a brake within the control of the
engineer. He studied the problem at every
spare moment. He could not get the idea
out of hish head. He went to Chicago mn
186€ to sce a continuous chain brake invented
by a man named Ambler. This was operated
by a chain running the length of the train,
with a windlass in the locomotive. It was
operated by pressing a wheel against a
flange of the driving wheel. Mr. Ambler re-

I%&rked that there was no use of Mr. West-

ghouse wasting further time or money, as
be had patents covering every practical idea.
Mr. Westinghouse realized that the Chicago
brake had not reacbed perfection, and he
set about to find a solution for the troubles
of the railroads in some other channel.

His first plan was to use a steam cylinder
under the locomotive tender to draw up the
chain, and then he thought of a cylinder un-
der each car, with a pipe to feed all the cyl-
inders. His brother assisted him, and the
two worked and experimented, but found no
solutionu. Mr. Westinghouse read everything
that he could get on the subjct. A descrip-
tion of a drilling apparatus in Mount Cuis
tunrel, where the compressor was over half
a mile from the drill, suggested the use of
ccmpresed ajr for braking trains. It was
an inspiration. He set about the task of
placing his idea on paper and he took the
sketches to the superintendent of the New
York Central Railroad, with confused ela-
tion. The Vanderbilt engineer refused to ex-
periment. He thought the idea was fool-
hardy. Mr. Westinghouse tried the officers
of the Erie Rallroad. They were dublous,
and declined. But Mr. Westinghouse was in-
sistent. He knew he had a good idea and
he was determined to try it. So he filed
papers for patent rights.

Mr. Westinghouse started a steel works at
Schenectady in 1867 to manufacture his car
replacer and other railway supplies, but he
had little meney, and few friends who had
confidence in him. He happened to come to
Pittsburg to negotiate a contract with a
Pittsburg steel manufacturing concern in re-
lation to his railway inventions, and while
there he interested Ralph Baggaley in 1868
in his invention. The latter saw the oppor-
tunities from a description, and on the prom-
ise of a one-fifth interest advanced money

Lsu!tlrlent to meke apparatus enough to give

the invention a thorough test of an entire
train. The Panhandle was a rather tough
proposition at that time, and it was not
very difficult to obtain permission from the
superintendent to try the invention on the
accommoddtion running between Pittsburg
and Steubenville. The road was certainly
ideal for the testing of a brake scheme, as
the curves were sharp and the grades were
heavy, and the possibilities of accidents ex-
ceptional. It just happened that some farm-
er who had been- born under .a lucky star
happened to be crossing the track in his
wagon when the aocommodation equipped
with the Westinghouse brake came plough-
ing along. Of course, the man was saved
by means of the brake. Had it been other-
wise, it is doubtful if the airbrake would
have been assured at that time. It was a
very lucky thing for Mr. Westinghouse and
the farmer. 1

The prevention of that collision caused the !
formation of the Westinghouse Airbrake Cn-;
on July 20, 1869, and the Michigan Central’

and Chicago & Northwestern were the first
to buy the apparatus. Tkere weore plenty of
imperfections in che brake. but Mr. Westing-
bouse kept at his idea and developed and

’

watched d oxperimented, and by the time
his first plant was completed in 1870, he had

‘| 8 pretty good brake to sell. That was the be-

ginning 'of Wilmerding and the birth of one
of thé 'most profitable concerns in the world.

Like every Pittsburger, Mr. Westinghouse
began a conquest of Euraope as soon &s he
introduced his brake in America. English
roads were more wealthy than American
roads, and the desire for safety to passengers
on and off the trains was then greater on
the other side. But there were so many dif-
ficulties in the way that it required eleven
Years for Mr. Westinghouse to introduce his
invention. The trouble was that the railroads
of Europe wére eatisfied to brake their trains
from a brake ran by hand, leaving the other
wagons free from restraint. It was in 1871
when the Pittsburg inventor started, and it
was 1882 before he succeeded.

He had been busy in Pittsburg in the
meantime, and had invented the automatic
f'rake, which remaved the danger from
parting of trains on steep grades. In 188 he
invented the quick-action brake. This made
it practicable to apply all brakes on a h0-
car freight train in two seconds. This brake
i8 regarded as Mr. Westinghouse's master-
plece, and many lives have been saved as &
result of it. This gives complete and instant
control to an engineer over a train more than
a third of a mile in length.

It is an interesting set of volumes that
Mr. Westinghouse preserves in his library.
These show his various inventions, and it is
remarkable how many features of safe rafl-
roading Mr. Westinghouse conceived in his
search for the right thing at the right time.
There are hundreds of patents, covering in-
numerable detalls, and the history of the
brake is gradually traced through years of
effort. The air-brake was the foundation of
the great Pittsburg inventor. It gave him
wealth and prestige, and enabled him to ac-
complish wonders almost as great in entirely
different lines. It was a good thing for Mr.
Westinghouse. It was a good thing for Pitts-
burg and the entire world, as many thou-
sands of lives have been saved through this
invention. That is why railroad statistics
are doubly interesting in Pittsburg. That
{: why Pittsburgers are proud of Westing-

ouse.
