No
warrant for such a course of precedure
exists ghywhere in the act.

davits filed, respectively, on behalf of
the applicant and respoodent it is
! somewhat difficult to arrive at the
exact facts. But the perraission or
acquiescence of individual officials and
voters to substantial violations of the
statute, and the proof of a custom pe:-
mitting or continuing it cannot be suc.
cessfully set up on an application of
this kind, While no actual inter-
terence with voters hus been satisfact-
orily proved, there is no doubt that
abundant opportunity to canvass voters
in the polling booths is shown to have
oxisted and what looked very like can-
vassing appears to bave gone on It
seems to we also that npon statements
some ot which are uncontradicted . and
others reasonably proved, the applicant
is entitled to succeed on the ground
that there were ‘‘substantial irregulari-
ties in the conduct of the voting upon
the by-law,” and “thut the provisions
of the statne a8 to secrccy were vio-
lated.” I do not think I cun hold that
this election was conducted in accord-
ance with the principles laid down in
the  Municipal Act, or that
irregularities mentioned can be cured
by the proper application of section 23}
of that act. The by-law will be set
agide with costs.

The Toronto Star gives the following
list of alleged irregularities in the con-
duct of the election :—

That voters were interfered with ;

That the voting was not secret ;

That canvassing was permitted in
| the polling booths ; :

That one booth was formed with
horse hlankets in a harness shop,
where the proprietor, not an official,
was allowed 1o sit ;

That two of the booths were halls in
which as many as fitteen persons were
| present at one time.

| That a women voter was allowed to

| address the crowd saying : “For God’s
’ sake and for your children’s sake, vote
it (the drink traffic) down” ;

| That one voter marked the ballot
openly on the deputy returning officer’s
table ;

That two voters were in one voting
{ compartment at one time ;

That.throughout the whole of the
voting sub-division, no control was
excercised over any person who de-
sired to enter the hall and to speak to
voters as they came in ;

That two voters, eiderly people,
marked their ballots out in the yard
while sitting in their cutters, the bal-
lots having been sent out by the dep-
{ uty returning officet.

Some of these statements were de-
nied on behalf of the municipality.

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GERWS TRAINED
10 00 MURDER

Kew apd Terrible Danger Confronts
Society in Poisonous Micrebe,
Says Scientific Writer.

Within the past two months two phy-
eicians have been put upon their trial
eharged with murdering people by inoc-
ulating them with deadly disease germs,
says Pearson’s Weekly. In the one case
the microbe of typhoid was used, in the
cther that-4f diohtheria. It is a new

and terrible, danger that conironts 8O-
cietv, )

Every infectious disease has its own
warticular microbe, and most ot these
can be cultivated artificially almost as
easily as can grapes or pineapples, and
in much the same way. A proper soil
uonder glass and a moist, warm tempera-
ture are all that is needed.

Only, of course, the vegetable organ-
fems that produce disease by multiply-
ing within the human system are as uny
w8 tiny can be, and the glass houses in
which they are grown, are proportiona-
tely small. They are, in tact, merely
tubes about the thickness of a lead pen-
eil and closed at the ends with wads of
sterilized cotton wool.

Inside these the microbes thrive and
fiourish in a ‘soill”’—bacteriologists call
it the “nutrient media’—composed of som
kincé of jellylike substance, such, as 1or
exumple, congealed blood, beef juice or
weak glue in solution. Cultivated in this
way they attain to such a high degree of
deadliness as to leave but little doubt of
a fatal Issue once they are Introduced
into the human system.

‘ Microbes trained to murder” they
n:izht very well be termed. O single one
might easily be a fatal dose, for the
one might have multiplied to millions In
a few days.

AMcreover, there is afi added danger at-
tachine to their use, and one which is as
vet hardly understool, and but little ap-
nreciated. It is this : The microbes dis-
u:li out of their bodies, as it were, after
thcir brief lives, certain deadly polisons.

These polsons are tasteless, colorless
and odorless, and they leave no trace be-
hind. The connolsseur in microbe mur-
der, therefore, would probably use one of
these by products of the disease germs
instead of the actual germ itself. and so
render himself secure against detection.

The @eadliness of these terrible toxins
(poisons) is terrible to dream of. The
tiniest scratch from the point of a needle
that had been previously dipped in one
of them would probably mean rcertain
nu.a speedy death.

With such terrible agents as these at
his disposal, the scientist can murder al-
W¥:. Petersburg, and Dr. Hyde, in New
York, have, it is true, been found out.

But these poisoners in this new and
dreadful branch of crime used the ml-
crobes themselves instead of their toxins,
and, moreover, they both made the mis-
take of committing a number of murders
with only brief intervals between each.
Thie drew suspicion to them, especially
ax the victims were wealthy people, by
whose deaths the murderers benefited.

I they had gone more cautiously to
work and especially if they had used tox-
ir.e, instead of the actual germs it is hard
to see how their crimes could have been
rroved against them in a court of law.
Suspicion there might hawvs been, but
svspicion, needless to say. is not proof.

Or they might have used the dried germ
seeds, or spores, as scientists call them.
These can be kept alive for auimost any
jer zth of time. Indeed, most scientists
helé that it is well nigh impossible to kill
the spores of certain microbes, and these
the deadliest of their kind. Heat, extreme
¢old, poison and the other agents which
are destructive to the full grown mi-
erobes have no effect whatever upon the
spcres.

They can be kept for vears, and when
eenn under the microscope, appear harm-
lesg atoms of dead dust. Yet immediately
the conditions are favorable each individ-
ual gport bursts its coat, just like an or-
nory seed, and begins, ready to spread
dcath and destruction all round.

(iiven a sufficlent supply or spores, the
nicrobe murderer could sow a cholera
crop in the human system as easily as
the farmer could plant his flelds with
wheat. and with almost equal assurance
of a snuccessful issue.

WINDOW BOXES.
“Swe-t Are the Uses of Adversity"
Does Not Apply to Gardening.

[t is time to get out our window
hoxes for summer. Of course many have
been rejoicing in window boxe’ for some
time, but these early hirds will hardly
last through the summer without re-
vlemishing. And one must remember
that window boxes require constant
enre. “Sweet are the uses of adversiiy”
may apply to some things, but never to
window boxes, nor, indcel, to plants n
anv gituation whatsoever. To begn
with the box, it is usually too wide and
too shallow. The wood should not be
too thick. and there must be three to
five holes for drainage. Picces of broken
flower pots should be placed in the bot
tom to a depth of one or Lwo inches,
Plants require air as well as water, and
the air follows the waler. Hene:
drainage must be perfect.

One expert says people who paint the
inside of a window box graatly endanger
their plants; the oils and turpentine

Flower Beauty—All told, gifaniums
are the most popular blossoming plants
for window Loxes. To be sure, begonais
and fuchsias are often used to charming
advantage on the north side of the
house, but the geranium is the stand-by.
Most of us find that single geraniums
do best—that is, blossom most freely.
One should be sure to have them in the
same shade, else they will look mus-
matched. Petunia buxes make a good
showing to some southern windows. It
grown to their fullest, they serve botl.
for plants and vines.

And, speaking of vines, vinea (per-
winkle) is the favorit: with red geran-
iums, the variegated fradescantia look-
ing handsomer with pink’ ones.

The Wooden Box—0ne whe
this sort of gardening much attention
says: “An ideal inner surface of a win-

box is obtained by charring it
Wash the box with kerosene, throw in a
little exce.sior and set it on fire. The
charred surface is in itseif a prolection,
having the effect of killing any fungous
growtks that may rot the wood.” "This
may be ideal, but only adults with good
judgment should experiment, and then
at g goodly distance from the house and
the source of supply. Undoubtedly thig
charred surface makes for the health of
the plants.

Where the King’s Clothes Were Kept.

St. Andrew’s-by-the-Wardrobe, for the
restoration of which the rector appeals,
is a conspicuous waymark in  Queen
Victoria street and derives a gratesque
distinguishing title from former prox-
imity to the King's Great “awdrobe.
This was originally the town mansion
of Sir John Beauchamp and was  pur-
chased from his executors by Edward
1I. for the keepers of the King's ap-
parel, “There were kept,” says Fuller,
“the ancient clothes of our English kings
which they wore on great’ festivals.”
Shakespeare in his will left to his fav-
orite daughter Susannah ,he \Warwick-
shire doctor’s wif>, a housc near the
Wardrobe, “wherein one John Robinson
dwelleth.” The present church of St. An-
drew’s-by the-Wardrobe was rebuilt by
Wren after the great fire and became
the city centre of the evangelical revival
under William Yomaine. —Irom the
Wesminster Gazette.

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SINGING SANDS.

The attention of the public has recent-
Iv been directed to those curious freaks
reture, “singing sands,” says The Engi-
neer. When a small quantity of this
sand is clapped between the hands, it is
said to zive forth a sound so shrill as
actually to resemble a hoot. Put into a
bag and vioiently shaken, the sand emits
a noise strangely like the bark of a dog.
The most notable of these sands are
those of the Hawalian islands of Kanaui.
Similar sands also occur in the Colorado
deserrt, where are to be found those
curious moving sands that continually
thavel hither and thither over the vast
plain of clay. Their movements are in-
duced by the winds, and when a strong
breeze is blowing the particles of which
they are copposed give out an audible
humming or singing. Under the micros-
cope these sands show an almost perfect-
ly spherical form, so that they roll on
other at the slightest' impulse, a
circumstance that also accounts for the
rapidity with which the sands travel over
thc desert. One theory advanced with
respect to the *singing’” of these sands
fs that it is due to an exceedingly thin
film of gas that covers the grains. Gath-
ered and removed from Lhe desert, the
sands lose their vocal properties.

BALLOON DROPPED

METHODISTS AND
THE NE TEMERE

Want to Make Civjl Law Supreme
in the Marriage Issue.

The General Conference Special Com-
mitteg Appeals to Governments.

{Deny Right of Catholic Church to

Invalid Marriages.,

Toronto despatch: After holding two
sesions yesterday the -Methodist Gen-
eral Conference Special Comniittee ad-
opted a resolution calling upon the Pro-
vincial Governments of Canada to take
action confirming the validity of all mar-
raiges solemnized according to law.

This is the answer of the Methodist
Church of Canada to the ne temere
decrce of the Church of Rome:

“We deny,” says the resolution, “the
right of any Church, our own or any
other, to declare invalid or cast doubt
upon the validity of any marriage sol-
emnized according to law in any of the
Provincee <f Canada.”

The resolution in full follows:

“We affirm that in their nature and
relations the family, the Church and the
State demand the recognized legal sol-
emnization of matrimony and its abso-
lute inviolability.

“We afiirm that husband and wife are
citizens of the common country, respon-
sible in all regards in their rclations as
citizens to the law of the land, and as
such citizens are accountable to the civil
laws affecting marriage, and entitled to
all aceruing rights and privileges as af-
fecting them gnd their offspring.

“We affirm that without proper un-
derstanding and enforcement of the
duties and rights of these relationships
society itself, our Christian civilization
and our national life are utterly imprae-
ticable; and

“Wherear the Sacred Congregations
of the Council of the Church of Rome,
approved and confirmed by His Holiness
Pope Pius X., has affirmed by decree
regarding betrothals and marriage as
follows:

“‘Those betrothals only “are consid-
ered valid and produce ranonical effects
which have been contracted in writing,
signed by both of the parties, and” by
either the parish priest or the ordinary
of the place, or at least by two wit-
nNeRses,

“‘Only those marriages are valid
which are contracted before the parish
priest or the ordinary of the plaee, or
a priest designated by either of them.
and" at least two witnesses, according
to the rales laid down in the following
articles: \

“‘The above laws are binding on all
persons baptized in the Catholic (‘hureh
and on those who have been converted
to it from heresy or schism (even when
either the latter or the former have
fallen away afterwards from the
Church) whenever they contract either
betrothal ‘or marviage with one another.

““The same Jaws are binding also on
all Catholies as enumerated above if
they contract betrothal or marriage
with norn-Catholies. baptized or unbap-
tized, even after a dispensation has been
obtained from the impediment of mixed
religion or disparity of worship, unless
it should otherwise he decreed hy the
Holy See for some particular pl::‘vn or
region.

“*Non-Catholics, whether baptized or
unbaptized, who contract among them-
selves, are nowhere hound to obierve
tre Catholie form=of betrothal or mar-
rinee’: and

“Whereas these decrees not only pro-
fess 10 bind the members of the Roman
Catholic Chureh. but also (1) those who,
 havimg ‘ben baptized within that Chureh,
have afterwards withdrawn therefrom,
(2) those Protestants who mayv inter-
marry with Roman Catholies, ;unl (3)
those Roman Catholies who may be mar-
ried by other than Roman Catholie
priests:

“Therefore resolved. that the Meth-
odist Churech has ‘alwayvs maintained
and mugt continue to_maintain the su-
premacy of the civil law in determining
the eonditions upon which the murring.v
contract may be legally made, and what
ix involved in ite faithful fulfillment;

“That  we deny  the  right of any
Chureh, onr own or any other, to de-
clare invalid or cast doubt upon the
validity of any marriage solemnized
according to law in any of the Pro
vinces bf Canada:

“That we maintain that in every Pro-
vinee of Canada each religions denomina-
tion should have cqual rights before the
law on the question of the solemnization
of marriage and all thereto pertaining,
and that the due application of the right
of civil and religious liberty guaranteed
to aii citivens in Canada requires that
this should be recognized by all logisla-
tive hodies;

“That, further, we maintain that any

and all attempts to give effeet to the
provigions of this ne temere decree, to
the dinﬂ)lrlmm‘c and ruin of duly consti-
tuted familics. must meet onr firm. re
sistance, and eannot with us. as a nat
ter of sacred eonscience and eivil and
religions right, be tolerated:
: “That we apneal to the Governments
in our several P'rovinees to enact, if not
already in existence, and enforece such
mensures as shall forever confirm the
validity of marriages duly eolemnized
according to law, and thereby resist and
check these foreign agoressions and quiet
all doubts on the part of the citizens
of our Dominion in this regard.”

OUR EDUCATION

New Education Building at University
is Formally Opened.

e
R

Closing Scenesof the Ontario Teachers’
Associatiou Convention.

Toronto despatch:  The Faculty of
Education building in connection with
the University of Toronto, and located
on Bloor street just east of Spadina
avenue, was formally opened yesterday
afternoon by Presidént R. A. Falconer,
of the Uaiversity of Toronto, and the
opening ceremony formed theﬂcmding
function of the jubilee conven of the
Ontario Educational Association. A large
number of teachers and their friends
assembled in the hall at the back of the
main building, in which the Faculty of
iducation have been working since last
September.

President Falconer opened the meet-
ing by briefly tracing the steps leading
up to the establishment of a Faculty of
Education in the University, and stated
that the time of the convention in this
city of the Ontario Kducational Associa-
tion was the fnust opportune for the
formal opening of the new building. He
said that since the establishment of the
Faculty oi Fducation in the University
of Toronto there was felt the great need
of a school for practice and observation,
and that since the actual opening of
the new education building last fall the
work of the faculty had proved eminent-
ly successful and encouraging.

Mr, Justice Riddell related some early
day experiences in the teaching profee-
sion in the back part o the township of
Haldimand in tit.s Province, aund eaid
‘that a Faculty of Kducation was un-
heard of them. lle stated that ninety-
five per cent. of the teachers of Ontario
forty years ago had no education in a
Normal school. The present Faculty of
Education of the University of Toronto
must inevitably, he said, raise the status
of the teaching profession. The Bench
every, day saw that education was the
most important part of the country’s
fabric, and that it helped to secure,
more than anything else, law and order
in the community.

In conclusion, he said: “Fducation

should be widespread throughont the
land. The school teacher is abroad to-
day. and, please God, will more 80
in the days that are to come, for his
future is bound up with the future of
the State.”
* Dr. J. A. Macdonald, speaking on be-
half of the Board of Governors of the
University of Toronto, said he repre-
sented the body which was responsible
to the Government for the expenditure
of money on the University and the
Governors charged the Faculty of Edu-
cation to show resnlts from the ‘expes-
diture involved in the erection of the
new building.

President. 1111, of the University of
Missouri, dealt  with the university's
place in the training of teachers. He
said the academic side of the training
waes recognized by the university, but
the professional side had not been hith-
erto.  Me urged that a wider and more
thorough training both in practice and
theory be afforded the teachers both in
elementary and high schools, and set the
age limit at which young men and wom-
en should engage in the profession at
nineteen years. He pointed out that
professional training came through three
avenues, besides toe academic course.
These were:  Imitation, practice and re-
flection. Good teaching was an art, and
gowd teaching produced good teachers.
Practice brougit the development of ar-
tistic skill. seaching was not only an
arti it was u reflective art.

After the aadresses LPresident Ial
coner . and the Maculty of lkducation
herd an informal reception for the mem-
bers of the Ontario Kducational Assceia-
tion in tne maan hali of the Bioor street
building, afier which luncheon was
served.

WILL DIAZ RESIGN?

If Not, Juarez Will be Attacked by Rebels
--All Quiet Yet.

El Paso, Texas, April 24.—The armies
of Diaz and Madero are marking time
this morning. Madero has given his
word that he will not attack before this
afternoon unless attacked. His army
is waiting just outside of Juarez, well
armed and numerous. Inside the town,
heavily fortified, are the 750 loyal sold-
iers of Diaz, waiting for the attack. The
federals, after a quiet night, undisturb-
ed by shots or war indications of any
character, are ready for the battle, they
declare, . any time Madero opens it.
Outside the town Madero and his men
are waiting for Porfirio Diaz, President
of Mexico, to send word that he is will-
ing to reign the presidency. This, they
declare, is the only thing that will pre-
vent an attack on Juarez.

Madero does not say positively that
he will open his attack on Juarez this
afternoon, nor does he set any time
for the fight, but he declares that if
the retirement of Diaz is not announced
Juraez will be stormed.

Yesterday morning Madero sent no-
tice to the foreign consuls in Juarez
that “Juarez may be attacked any time
after midnight, April 20.”

During the day persons atfempting to
bring about an armistice for the  dis-
cussion of peace, obtained from Madero
the statement that “I will wait 24

hours longer for Diaz to decide if he
will surrender the presidency.”

The peace commissioners are not sure
whether he meant 24 hours from the
time they were talking to him, which
was two o’clock in the afternoom, or 24
hours from the time he had informed the
consuls that the battle might be expeet-
ed

Any how, there has as yet been no
indication that an answer of Diaz is to
be favorable. At the offices of the EI
Paso Junta, there appears to be no jub-
ilation such as might be expected if the
message coming from its confidential
agent in Washington were of a charae-
ter indicating a compliance with  the
wishes of the insurrecto president ond
his men.

The rebel army has now had Juarez
surrounded on the northwest, west and
southwest for more than thirty-six-
hours, and has been busy surrounding
the city steadilv since last Friday, whem
the first detachment arrived.

Since that time none of .the federals
_have ventured out side the city limits,
' but they have been busy inside ~ pre-
paring for the attack. 1t is officially
stated in Juarez that Gen. Antonio Ra-
bago iz en route from Chihuahua with
beavy artillery and cavalry to reinforce
the garrison, and the federals say the
rebels could not hold the town if they
took it.

Famous captains have passed
in and out of it pillared gates; have
married and lived within its walls.
Nelson’s renowned captains have giv-
en their orders to the master ship-
wrighte after hulls and riggings of
therr ships had encountered:- storm
of battle or felt the fury of the ele-
ments. &

On Now. 17, 1807, a fashionable
wedding took place at Halifax which !
constituted one of the interests in !
local society circles of that time. Sir |
Thomas Hardy, one of Nelson’s fam-
ous captains, had arrived in Halifax |
in October, after his ship, the Tri- |
umph, with some of the North Amer-
jican fleet, had been engaged watching !
a number of the French men-of-war
shut up in Chesapeake Bay. When |
the gallant captain, under orders
from his chief, Admiral Bir George
Cranficld Berkeley, was ordered to
Halifax to refit and repair he little
dreamed that at Halifax dockyard he !
was fated to meet his future wife, |
in the person.of the charming daugh- |
ter of the commander of the North |
American station. The brave com-
mander of the Triumph, then 38 years
of age, was not long in port before
he surrendered to the charms of Miss
Louise Emily Berkeley, daughter of |
Admiral Berkeley, and granddaughter
of Lord Lennox.

The naval hospihl, which is being
fitted up to receive the naval cadets,
and which is to be the college, is a |
plain brick building situated at the
north extremity of the yard. The |
building is not very old, being built :
sbout the early cixties of the last
century. Th: first hospital for sick '
and disabled seamen was built dur-
ing the period of the American revolu- .
tion. It was destroyed by fire in the |
early years of the nineteenth century.

It is more than thirty vears since
the last wooden three-decker met jte
fate at a ohip breaker’'s hands in |
Halifax. That ghip was the Pyramus,
and had long outlasted its compan-
jons, having served as a floating |
magazine at the dockyard. To what '
ship - the figurehead at Halifax be-
loiged 18 not known, and tradition !

An Ottawa despatch of Saturday
last announced that Lieut-Col. A. A.
Fisher, barrister, of Brockville, had
been appointed Junior Judge of the
County of Renfrew. The appointment
will have the hearty endorsement of all
who have thepleasure of My Fisher's
acquaintance, a8 it is felt that he is
eminently qualified for the position he
is to assume. )

In this conaoection, the Recorder
publishes the following interesting
sketch of his career.

The new judge is the eldest son of
Mr Duncan Fisher, of Ashens and
was born in that yillage 47 years ago.
He was educated at the public and
high schools of that place and after
matriculating entered the law office of
the late F. A. Hall of Perth. Tater
he was a student in the office of Donald
Guthrie, K. C., of Gnelph, now the
inspector of registry offices of Ontario,
Subsequently he went to Osgoode Hall
Toronto, and while pursuing his stud-
ies was in the office of Moss, Hoyles &
Aylesworth, being articled to the
present Minister of Justice He was
called to the bar in May, 1886, and in
Octeber of that year came to Brockville
where he has since resided.. He formed
a partnership with J A. Hntcheson in
January, 1887, and since has practised
bis profession Lt.-Col. Fisher has al-
wavs taken a prominent part in the
public life ot this town. He served for
several pears on the Public School
Board and was chairman of the same.
He was also a member of the governors
of the General Hospital, and also its
president, as well as becoming a mem-
ber of the Board of Health. He took
an active interest in militarv affuirs
and for six years was the commanding
officer of ihe 41st Regiment. He was
a charter member of the Brockville
Club and the first president of the
Canadian Club.

Census Fees

Census enumerators will receive five
cents for every living person regorded
and ten cents for every death recorded
and every disability and coiapensatioo ;
for every farm of five acres and over
25 cents, from one to five acres, 15
cents, less than one acre, ten cents;

five persons, 25 cents ; churches, Sun-
day schools, public schools, etc, 20
cents ; wines or quarries, 50 cents, etc.

In lieu of horse hire and all other
expenses, allowances will be made to
enumerators exclusiye of cities, towns
and incorporated villages of from $3
to $12 per hundred names.

He showed
that the voung teachers got their start
under conditions that gave them ac
quaintance and sympathy with the
schools where they were to begin their
work. Further, the linited number of
students at each place, and the more
intimate acquaintance of the model
school work than that possessed by the
high school teachers, who were put io
charge of the mnormal schools, were
highly advantageous to the beginners.
And lastly, the convenient, short-term-
ed model school laid no serious finan-
cial burden on the poor man’s child—
the class from which many of the hest
and most ambitious teachers came, but
which under the Pyne-Seath system, is
practically excluded by the expenses of
attending a year at the city normals.“

Commentary.—I. The Prophet’s Mis-
sion (3:1-4). God in mercy gave Jonah

a second call to carry’ the iressage to fi

At the first call, instead of
going the six hundred miles northeast
to Nineveh he started yestward to Tar-
shish, in Spain, a distgnce of two thou-
sand miles. His disastrous experience
on that trip made hil willing to obey
the second call; although the very con-
ditions that turned him aside the first
time still prevailed. He was sent to
Nineveh, the great city of Assyria, the
nation that was, exceedingly hostile to
Israel, and which a few decades later car-
ried his own nation into captivity. He
was called, single-handed, to carry a
strong message of warning to 609,000
people. He was commissioned to enter
the stronghold of heathenism, but he
went declaring, “Yet forty days, and
Nineveh shall be overthrown.” “Nine-
veh was an exceedingly great city of
three days’ journey,” and counting 20
miles a day’s journey, the distance
around the city was 60 miles. This was
surrounded by a wall 100 feet high and
broad enough for three chariots to be
driven abreast, =

I. Must be proclaimed by men. “Preach
:-that I bid thee.” The book of Jonah
!s ‘a great book with a great message
and clear teaching on the nature, char-
acter and purpose of God. He is reveal-
ed as the God of all nations, and here-
in makes a direct and powerful protest
against mere priestism and ceremonial-
1sm, and instructs all men to open their
hearts to their brethren of all nations.
The exclusive spirit among the Jews
which regarded all nations as made to
subserve the welfare of Israel was al-
ways hateful “‘to God. This narrative
strikingly illustrates God’s love and we
may say his eagerness to forgive sinners.
He makes man his instrument in bless-
ing man. This plan serves to deepen and
stimulate man’s interest in all the hum-
an family. God’s thoughts (3. 2) spokn
by men are a converting force. The
preacher’s true function is to declare
what God conymands him. The highest
and noblest success of preaching is in
its constructive and saving effects, not
in its destructive results. Jonah was a
“sign” (Matt. 12, 38-41) to the people
of Nineveh of Jchoval’s power, justice
and mercy.

II. Finds fulfilment with the penitent.
So skilful is the Lord that with the
weakest instrwment he can produce the
mightiest wornmanship. He gave unus-
ual power to the message of His servant
so that the inhabitants of that great
city were aroused to deep concern and
bowed themselves in penitence and in
prayer. It is God's immutable purpose
to pardon penitent sinners. His purposes
are of grace even when they seem to be
nothing but proclamations of wrath to
the uttermost. He did not change Iis
purpose, only His method of working
out His purpose to bring the sinner to
salvation by bringing him to repent-
ance, The promises are recorded that
they may be fulfilled, while the threat-
oniﬁgs are written to provent their ful-
filment. 1t is as much a principle of
God’s gracious government to suspend
the execution of a threatened punish-
ment on man’s sincere repentance, as it
is to execute it in the case of obstin-
ate and continued sin.

IIT. Secks all nations for His people.
This lesson portrays to us God’s great
merey and man’s object selfishness. We
sec what material God has to transform
into skilful workmen who will rightly
divide “the word of truth.” Whosoever
exalteth himself, though it be in the
service of a divine commission, shall be
humbled. Jonah wanted to be a minister
of wrath to sinners. National antipathy
and religious exclusiveness will account
for Jonah's conduct toward the Gentile
world—T, R. A. =

PRACTICAL APPLICATIONS.

“The preaching that I bid tnhce” (3. 2,)
The all-wise Father sees the world with
all its needs. He sees our little selves
with our hopes, aspirations, capabilities
and limitations. He sees our home
town, our county, state and nation, but
he sees other states and nations also.
He sees the regions across the seas and
yearns for the salvation of its peoples.
He sends his voice into the soul of one
of his followers, and that voice echoes
es word, "‘&'(l." In foreign missionary
work the Master sets the needy field,
calls upon his servant to go to it, and
gives the message to deliver. John the
Baptist  had a message (Matt. 3: 2),
Jesus had a message (Matt. 4: 17), and
Paul had a message (2 Cor. 4: 5.) The
message that God bade Jonah preach
was brief and pointed, and reached the
ears and hearts of the people. It is the
message that God gives now that reach-
es hearts. It is a fruitless effort to try
to fix up a message of our own, leaving
God out of the question. Such efforts
bear the impress of man and not of the
Holy Spirit.

“Cry mightily unto God” (3: 8.) The
effect of the message was to produce
conviction, and such conviétion as found
its expression in deep humiliation, That
heathen king took the stand that every
right-thinking sinner should take. He
humbled himself and criel unto God.
The Ninevites believed the message, and,
believing it, thiey cried unto God. There
is little hope of the conversion of that
soul who will not call apon. the ILord.
The kings exhortation denotes intense
earnestness.  Feeble, spasmodic efforts
do not avail. The ery continud until the
answer came. This heathen people set
an example for a more enlightened age.
Two hundred years aftor | onah, the last
King of Assyria. proclaimed a fast of a
hundred days, because an enemy  was
approaching, and the people prayed in
their sun-god to deliver them, but they
received no answer. The nation was
overthrown.

Men
expect to see the fruits of repentance in
those who profess to turn to the Lord
They expect to see the drunkard aban-
don his cups, the dishonest man his
crockednese, and not that only, but to
restore dishonest gain: they expect the
sweéarer to cease his profanity, the liar,
his lying, and the lazy man, his laziness,
God sees more deeply than man can see,
for he sees the motives which actuates,
discerning whether they are pure or not.
Outward piety may satisfy men, but not
God unless the outward work corres-
pond with the state of the heart.

CROPS AND LIVE STOCK.

The Dominion Census and Statistical
Office issues to-day a bulictin on crops
and live atock.

The repurts of correspondents show
that out of & yield of 149.989,600 bushels
of wheat harvested last year 141,096,000
bushels, or 94 per cent., were merchant-
able, aud that at the end of Marca 33,
042,000 bushels, or 22 per cent., of the
whole, were yet in farmers’ hands. The
quantity held by farmers in the Mari-
time Provinces at that date was 468,000
bushels, in Quabeec 477,000 ,bushels, in
Ontario 5002000 bushels, and m Mani-
toba, Saskatchewan and Alberta 27,
095,000 bushels. At the same date last
year the quantity i nand in all Canada
was 30,484,000 bushels, or 18.28 per cent.
of the total crop of 166,744.000 bushels,
of which 159.868.000 bushels, or 95.87
per cent., ‘was of merchantable quality.

Oats, which last year gave a yield of
323,449,000 bushels, was merchantable to
the extent of 301.773,000 bushels or 93.29
per cent,, and the quantity in hand at
the end of March was 127,587,000 bush-
els, or 39.44 per cent. In the Maritime
Provinces there was in hand at that
date 6,985,000 bushels, in Quebee 17,447,
000 bushels, in Ontario 50,742,000 bush-
els, and in the Northwest Provinces, ex-
clusive of British Columbia, 52,413,000
bushels. In the preceding year the quan-
tity .in hand out of a harvest of 353.466,-
000 bushels was 141,499,000 bushels, or
40.03 per-cent.; and there was a total of
321,190,000 bushels, or 90.86 per cent.,
of merchantable oats.

The barley yield of 1910 was 45,147.000
bushels, and of this quantity there was
in hand at the end of March 13,135,000
bushesl, or 20 per cent. Tke merchant-
able yield was 41,505,000 bushels. or 91.93
per cent. The barley crop of 1909 was
55,398,000 bushels and the quantity on
hand at the end of March last year was
1€,517,000 bushels, 29.81 per cent, The
merchantable quantity of that crop was
51,489,000 bushels or 92.87 per cent. On-
tario’s crop last year was 20,727,000
bushels, and that of the three North-
west Provinces 21,377,000 bushels.

The merchantable yield of corn last
year was 83.63 per cent, of the whole
crop, of buckwheat 88.68 per cent., of
potatoes 77.31, of turnips and other
roots 86.81 per cent., and of hay and
clover 88.72 per cent., which are nearly
the same as the percentages of ihe same
crops in the previous year. The quanti-
ties of these crops on hand at the end of
March were nearly the same in both
years, except that the supply of potatoes
this year is 20,000, bushels less and
the supply of hay” and clover 2,491,000
tons more.

The per cent. condition of live stock
on the farms ranges close to the same
fivures for both years, but i a little
higher for all classes this year. For the
respective vears 1911 and 1910 horses are
75.37 to 93.98, milch cows 03:20 to 91.42,
other cattle 90.87 to 89.307 shaep 93.77 to
943, and swine 94.38" to 92.77. These
proportions are closely mainatined
throughout all the Provinces; they de-
note the condition of live stock as re-
gards a healthy ang thrifty state.

GERMAN SAVINGS.

People of the Fatherland Put By One
Billion Dollars a Year.

When the German Reichstag a few
weeks ago discussed the introduetion of
American securities in  that country
there was general surprise at the am-
vunt of eGrman capital which was shown
to be invested in foreign paper.

But the Sceretary of the Interior, Dr
Dedbrueck, stated that the people of
Germany are saving every year about
$1,000.000.000, and that necessarily a
farge part of this amount must
abroad to find profitable investment.
These sayings go intns other avenues be-
sides the mere purchase of securities.

In 1805, according to a  writsr in
Moody’s Magazine, (German investments
in foreign countrics. outside of holdings
of securities, amounted to about 9,225
millions of marks (2.201.6 millions of
dollars), in which the United States and
Canada were represented by at least
2,730 miliions of marks (8656,300,000) ,

The holdings of foreign sccurities were
estimated at more than sixteen billions
of marks, or some millions less than four
billions of dollars. The real aggregate of
all investments, however, is higher still
than these figures express, as not ali
German participation in commercia] or
financial enterprises in foreign countries
could be taken into aceount,

Sc;lrm-l_\- anywhere in the world is a
large iseu e brought out without the
German capitalists being mvited to par-
ticipate.  Only a short time ago a l;irg-t
Hungarian loan was placed in Germany
and over-subseribeq for soveral times, a
Turkish bong issue of large amount was
willingly taken. ang just when “the emi.

to eall it over there, was being discussed
in connection with the proposed listing
of St. Paul shares on the Berlin  ex.
