The aunual report of the Department
of Ratlways and Cansls which was
brought down by toe Honourable Mr
Blair, on Monday, shows that the mile-

age of railways in operation in Canada,
on the 80th of June, 1896, was 16,270, an
increase of 1,707 miles during the year.
