WolfviUe is by no means the largest of the incorporated towns of 

Nova Scotia, nor yet the smallest. It should not be too small to 
learn from the experience of older and larger .municipalities nor too 
large to take a leaf from the smaller and less important incorpora­
tions.

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CAPITAL PUNISHMENT
A bill has beat under consideration in the federal parliament dur­

ing the present session providing for the abolution of capital punish­
ment in Canada. It was introduced by Rev. William Irvine, Labor 
representative for East Calgary, who declared that the law of the 
tribes, “an eye for an eye and a tooth for a tooth”, must give way 
to more humanitarian measures. While it is not likely that the 
measure will become law at the present time there can be but little 
doubt but that eventually a ban will be put upon “legalized mur­
der" in this Canada of ours. Capital punishment is a relict of the 
dark ages that will scarcely be tolerated when people really begin 
to think on the subject. Time was, and not so long ago, when the 
death penalty was imposed in the case of common theft, which to­
day would be regarded as nothing less than an atrocity.

PILFERING IN STORES
A WolfviUe merchant recently directed the attention of The Aca­

dian to a state of affairs which exists here and of which he thought 
citizens generally should be aware. He referred to the habit of petty 
pilfering indulged in often by the children—and sometimes by the 
those of larger growth—who frequent local stores. Our informant 
stated instances which had come under his Observation, both at his 
own establishment and at Other places of business in' town and in­
timated that he imagined parents would be shocked and grieved if 
they realized what was going on. The plain moral is that fathers 
and mothers should seek to know where and how their children 
spend their time and endeavor as far as possible to make companions

WOLFVILLE’S BY-LAWS

on a new issue of by-laws for a town in Cape Breton—which reminds 
us that WolfviUe needs a re-issue of its by-laws, long promised and 
now long overdue. Possibly a little more familiarity of the ordin­
ances which are supposed to govern the town might lead to an evi­
dence of less rather than more contempt.

During the past two or three years the citizens of WolfviUe have 
heard much concerning a revision of the town by-laws which aé 
yet has not taken place. The Acadian has in its possession 
the few remaining printed copies of the original by-laws passed 
many years ago. Like many other relicts of by-gone cfays these re­
gulations have probably become old fashioned and yet they possess 
many good features the enforcement of which could not fail to be 
in the best interests of the community.

In order that citizens may become familiar with the require­
ments of these laws, which for the present at least are the only guide 
given them in the performance of civic obligations, we have been for 
some time considering the advisability of publishing such portions 
of the code as our space would permit. We'do not believe that any 
great number of our citizens are willingly law-breakers, and yet 
many of these by-laws are proverbially violated. There is an old 
adage to the effect that ignorance of a law is not a sufficient excuse 
for the law-breaker, but how shall they learn unless they be taught. 
In this issue will be found a few extracts from the “By-laws and 
ordinances of the Town of WolfviUe” which will be continued from 
time to time.

by the firemen, Water pressure was good at these fires. The Hockey 
Stick, Factory owned by A. V. Rand was destroyed early on the morning 
of September 13th.

The action of the Council in placing an order for a fire engine of the 
triple combination pumper, chemical and hose car type, has been one 
of the most important steps taken in recent years towards improving the 
fire protection facilities for Wolfville. A statement prepared by the writer 
in conjunction with the Fire and Water Committee and read at the rate­
payers meeting which authorized the purchase of the fire apparatus 

e outlined the reasons for the choice of the particular size ordered.
It must be remembered that with the possession of a fire engine of 

any size our fire protection system as a whole still will'be for short of the 
requirements of the Underwriters. The Town is to be re-rated for in­
surance purposes in 1924. The condition and size of our mains and number 
and size of the hydrants will have a considerablde bearing on the rates. 
In the report on our system some months ago by a representative of the 
Underwriters, it was pointed out that, although the Underwriters require­
ments are for nothing smaller than six inch mains for hydrant supply, 
60 per cent of our hydrants are supplied off the four inch mains. Their 
recommendations include the gradual replacement of the four inch mains 
with six inch or larger, and the laying of another eight inch main in to 
Town from the reservoir at the top of the hill. The laying bran eight 
inch main from the reservoir to, say, Gaspereau Avenue tyèlow the ceme­
tery and down Gaspereau Avenue to Main Street, which should be one 
of the first recommendations to carry out, will cost in the vicinity of 
$10,000 or $12,000. Further expenditures on Prospect Street and High­
land Avenue would greatly improve the pressure and water supply for 
fire fighting purposes on those streets. It will hardly be feasible for some 
years to increase the size of mains in the East and West ends.

In December, through the kind co-operation of the Telephone Com­
pany, a push button switch was placed in their office for operating the 
fire siren. This switch operated a remote control switch on the fire alarm 
circuit on Main Street at the head of Central Ave. Alarms can now be 
sounded directly by the telephone operators, and the former alarm switch 
at the fire station can be used as well. The total cost of the new installa­
tion amounted to $75.00, which was not provided for in the estimates. 
One thousand feet of new rubber fire hose was purchased in 1923. Besides 
this hose there is now on hand five hundred feet of hose eight years old, 
ancf one thousand feet about twenty years old.

The expenditure in this Department was about $100.00 over the 
estimate. The installation of the new alarm facilities contributed largely 
to this.

REPORT OF THE TOWN MANAGER
Among the important conventions 

next summer in Montreal will be that 
of the Bankers Life Company.

to the system. This fund is being administered by the Eastern Trust 
Co. of Halifax ip the same manner as our sinking funds.

With regard to the sinking funds the water bonds outstanding are 
$46,000.00. Sinking funds for this Department amount to $3790.31 at 
the end of 1923. Assuming that the sinking fund investments continue . 
to earn at least 5 per cent, the present payment of $510.00 per year into 
the sinking fund will pay off the bonds to the value of $3,000.00 and $5,000.- 
0Q due in 1926 and 1934 respectively, and will have ^established a fund 
of about $9200.00 in 1940 to meet bonds to the value of $38,000.00 ma­
turing at that date. If the sinking fund payments beginning with 1924 
were increased to $920.00 at two per cent, of the outstanding bonds the 
funds created by 1940 would amount to about $20,000.00 which there­
fore would still require a new issue to go towards paying off the bonds 
then maturing. It may thus be seen that it will be many years before 
the interest and sinking fund charges on the water debt can be appré­
cia tely reduced, especially if any further large capital expenditures are 
made in the near future.

The town has just acquired title to two properties at the reservoir 
at a cost of $216.00. One of these was a strip of land thirty-two feet wide 
across the site of the new reservoir and which until recently remained 
in possession of Mr. W. H. Evans. The other lot is the Joseph Rogers 
property on which are two houses. By agreement these houses will be 
removed during the coming summer and it will be a -source of satisfaction 
to the citizens to know that both reservoirs may then be properly fenced 
off anti kept free from possible contamination. Although the water in 
the reservoir nearest the two houses was not used by the town during the 
past season, a sample was sent during the summer to the Dominion An­
alyst at Halifax who pronounced it pure and safe for drinking purposes.

SEWERS.

Although the actual expenditure in this department during the last 
year has not been large, some important measures fiave been carried out, 
and a limited amount of construction as well.

Early in the summer the limited storage capacity of the main out­
let pipes when the sluice gates are closed down during high tide, became 
very apparent. In May at the Eastern main outlet sewer during a high 
tide the water burst through a joint in the pipe and flooded Mr. D. Mun- 
ro’s garden. This particular break was repaired by enclosing the pipe 
in concrete which, however, does not guarantee that other joints may 
not in the future break out in the same way.

This outlet now discharges into the creek some 400 feet North of 
the railway, which undoubtedly is too close to the wharves and town 
generally. The gate which closes at 1 igh tide is immediately outside the 
railroad and 400 fr et North of Main Street It will be readily understood 
that with this gate closed at high tide a heavy rain would very quickly 
fill the sewer on Main Street in that vicinity. This outlet may demand 
some attention in the near future.

At the Western outlet during the high tides in May 
ning North from Main Street across the dyke became overcharged and 
flowed out through the top of the man holes in Mr. E. C. Johnson’s pasture. 
In addition to this, the water broke up through the ground and flooded 
the college dyke in several places along the line of the sewer. These con­
ditions were bad both from the stand point of the property owners and 
of the town. Although an inspection showed sticks wedged in the sluice 
gate, preventing it from closing tightly and which were removed, the real 
cause of the trouble was not from the gate. Measurements made of the 
normal dry weather flow in that sewer showed that when the gate closes 
the sewer will fill from the runring dyke back 2800 feet to Main Street 
in about four and one quarter hours. Other measurements after a heavy 
rain showed that at such a time the same length of that fifteen inch sewer 
would fill in about forty minutes. As the gate is closed for from two to 
five hours, depending on the range of tides, it is plain to be seen why the 
sewer often flooded back through the man-holes.

Half way across the dyke aqd at a cross ditch running westt fly to 
an old creek bed, we built last summer over the sewer an overflow man­
hole which acts in the nature of a safety valve to the system. That is, 
when the sewer fills from the sluiae gate back to the railroad during high 
tide, but not until that time, this man-hole will begin discharging through 
an opening on one side and continues until relieved by this sluice gate 
opening again. The water discharged passes into the old creek bed and 
remains there until the main aboiteau opens with the lowering of the 
tide. Although this man-hole effectually stops the flooding of Mr. John­
son's pasture and the college dyke from the sewer, it may still be nec- 
cessary to provide some storage basin under control of the Town in which 
to bold the excess water over high tides. The gate on the outlet should 
be inspected every few months to provide against any large leakage 
coming in from that direction.

Two catch basins were built, one on the East side of Elm Avenue 
above Front Street, and one on the South side of Main Street just East 
of Victoria Avenue. These will carry away a good deal of surface water 
at those points.

On Front Street during heavy rains there has been trouble with 
the sewage backing into the cellars. An opening has been cut into a catch 
basin drain, which passes through a man-hole at the foot of Gaspereau 
Avenue and discharges into Mud Creek. Levels taken show that the 
opening made is twenty inches below the cellar floors formerly flooded 
and the same distance above highest tide, so that when Front-Street 
sewer again fills during heavy rains the surplus water which cannot flow 
out to Main Street should pass into off Mud Creek. This will undoubted­
ly prevent further flooding of the Front Street cellars by way of the house 
drains.
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Outstanding examples of law-breaking during the past year,have 

not been many. Most of the disturbances on the streets have been due 
to the use of liquor, some of which was manufactured locally. An effort 
must be made during the coming season to prevent as much violation 
of the Motor Vehicle Act in the matter of speeding on our streets as there 
was during 1923. There is here a considerable possible source of revenue 
to the Town in the way of fines.

The estimated expenditure for police during 1923 has been exceeded. 
New clothes for the Chief of Police and costs of extra police have made

Dear Sir,—I have followed with a 

great deal of interest the numerous 
communications in the press in regard 

on the export of pulp 
Dominion and am of

as (the opinion that the weight of argu­

ment is all on the side of those in favor 
of such action.

Now Sir, there is another view of 
this matter all tending to the same 
end, I mean largely towards conserv­
ing (Mir fast diminishing timber supply, 
which so far has escaped attention so 
far as I haYe seen. I allude to the vast 
and increasing demand for barrel ma­
terial to contain our various products, 
principally apple barrels.

Now these are at present required 
for various uses, viz. Apples, Potatoçg, 
Plaster, Fish and other purposes, not 
less than 2,000,000 bârrels each and 
every year, to say nothing of boxes and 
other packages of various kinds all re­
quiring more or less material in con­
struction, and all adding to the general 
destruction of our forest resources.

Now leaving all else out of the ques­
tion, and returning tp the question of 
barrels alone, we hive the following 
startling figures. Each barrel requires, 
allowing very little, margin for neces­
sary waste, 20 ft. to each barrel for 
staves and heads, making a total of 
40,000,000 ft. each and every year, a 
very serious amount. It may be said 
that some may he packed in boxes, very 
true, but the number of feet would be 
quite as great, and the quality better. 
In addition to this would be the mat­
ter of hoops for the apple barrels, and 
more for others, requiring without count- 

waste 6,000,000 poles for making 
same, a serious matter in itself ai-, 

though a minor detail.
As fortunately our paternal govern­

ment can not very well encourage the 
export of this material or encourage the 
manufacture of barrels as they are do­
ing all they can towards the making of 
paper in a foreign country, but their 
ingenuity is great so perhaps they will 
do even that.

Enough for the present but there are 
other sides to the timber question which 
can be profitably considered.

VMAINTAINING TREE VIGOR

The mere -fact that a tree possesses 
many fruit spurs is 
it will produce fruit, 
weak and short, and so low in vitality 
that they can produce no fruit buds. 
Naturally, such spurs will produce neither 
bloom nor fruit. The result? A barren 
tree, one that fails to make good. Such 
a condition of low vitality has often 
followed the rapid early development 
of the trees and early heavy production: 
Due to lack of care, usually, there has 
been a cessation of growth, and finally 
cessation of fruit production. Thc tree 
has simply run out of food.

Thr proper thing to do is to-prune. 
Winter pruning has often restored trees 
to yigor for a few seasons and severe 
pruning has to be repeated each suc­
cessive season to get annual results. In 
many instances this is hardly practic­
able. This may be the explanation of 
many cases of temporary rejuvenation 
and, later, death of neglected ore irds.

Often trees bloom and then fan to 
set fruit. The trees are frequently ex­
tremely full of bloom, but still there is
