If ten years ago we had 
systematised this branch, to day onr 
boys would be voting for Prohibitioo. ’

FLAN OF WORK.
Eaoh Union should have a Juvenile 

Temperance Union oooueoted with it, 
anxiliary to the same and, if possible, 
under the supervision of its members
Instruotiou should be regularly given to 
the membiraof the J. T. U. on the im­
portance of titil abstiojoee from all 
ialcoholio tnd narcotic stimulants from 

scientific, religious and moral staid 
point. The ehildreo’s meetings should 
always ie opened with prayer, the child 
ten joining in Lord’s prayer. Brief 
Bible readings should also be given to 
impress upon the youthful mind that 
temperauoe ia founded upon God's word. 
Particular ttontion should bo given to 
the sin dug, aod to arouse so I maintain 
their interest and enthusi nin publie en 
tertainments should be held frequently 
in which the children should take active 
part.

Although there waa
a Mr brecse blowing, the night was fine 
sad clear. He changed all his clothes, a 
thing he has never before done when 
gomg up channel, and turned into his 
bunk. Shortly alter one o'clock he was 
aroused by a shook, and rushing up on 
deck saw a large steamer backing away
free the bark. The crew were at oner 
called ou deck, and the ca-tain found 
that the ship wae mating a deal of weler 
It was afeoaaeeruined that the oil barrels 
were luetiog out at the port bow, where 
the greatest damige was. The captaia 
thought the barrels might to some vx' 
lest fill in the gap, and thus aid in stop" 
ping the inlux of water, but they con 
tinned to lost out and the vessel began 
to eetl'e down. It was then decided iu 
get the boats out. On » first attempt 
the ride of the rmall boat was nariially 
stove in but it wae repaired with some 
eanvat. Both boats stood by the vessel 
tor sggpe.time, and eventually made for

his mates as Frank. He jwaa the look­
out man and was stationed in the bow of 
the vessel. lie saw the/ steamer a|l 
preaching, and so far as those on the 
bark could see, she hafi all her lights 
horning. The bark had her lights all 
right and was in the usual coarse. Be­
ing close hauled aud on the starboard 
tack the steamer ought to have made 
way for her. The bark’s anchor, whic . 
weighs over five tons, was hanging over 
th ’ side, and by the force of the collision 
it was thrown over on the deck, falling 
the lookout mao. There can be but 
little doubt that death was instantaneous. 
Everyone of the orew has lost everything 
he possessed.

1 he same paper also furnishes the 
following add'tioual particulars : The 
orew of the V andalia left Bognor for 
Loudon Yesterday morning by the fir t 
train, and the captain went to Brighton 
by the 9.40 train for the purpose of 
identifying the vessel which has oome 
ashore there. The sutemeot that a boat 
had oome ashore at Felphan eoouining 
two men, who slated they belonged to 
the steamer which had collided with the 
Vandalia, has turned out to be absolute­
ly without foundation. ' Captain Coonsn, 
of the Vandalia, has made a statement 
as to the loss ol his vessel which bears 
out the statements already mide. He 
says that the anchor snd eathead of the 
steamer were 'eft on board the Vandalia, 
and that he is of opinion that the 
steamer was alsoeerions.y injured in the 
bows. He would not be surprised to 
learn that the steamer had also foundered. 
The man who was killed was knocked 
down by the steamer's anchor aud fell on 
the ventilating shaft, the cover ef which 
was off, end his head was completely 
severed from hie body. Several of the 
crew have made statements as to the 
number of times they have been wrecked. 
Several of them have been wrecked four 
or five times, and one was three days iu 
an open boat it the Atlantio, the sole 
survivor of a wreck. After four or five 
yc ere coasting about New York he was 
coming home to see his friends, and re­
gards his being wrecked so olose hceic as 
a strange coincidence

The Provincial Franchise.
The new franchise and election bill in 

tr tduced by Hon. Mr. Blair, provid.-s as 
follows :—

No real estate qualifieatioo is m ees- 
aary for candidates for the provincial 
legislature.

Twenty electors are required to oomi 
uam a candidate for the legislature ; but 
electors may nominate more than One 
candidate.

The person nominated must give 
written consent for his uomtaatiou, ex­
cept when the candidate is absent from 
the provroe.

A deposit of $100 is demanded with 
a nomination, and this amount will be 
forfeited unless a defeated candidate polls 
one-half the vote of a successful ooe. 

qualifications or candidates.
All clergymen, priests or ecclesiastics, 

senators, privy councillors and members 
ef the Federal parliament are disqualified 
from being candidates for the legislature, 
and becoming a candidate for the House 
of Commons disqualifies a member in the 
Local House.

No Dominion or Provincial civil ser 
ant ri qualified tor the Local House, but 
militia officers not on the permanent staff 
are not disqualified. j

QUALIFICATIONS OE ELECTORS.
