As stated in our last issue the
Provincial Premiers, at their re-
cent conference at Ottawa, arrived
at an agreement with the Dom-
inion Governmen$ regardiug the
increased subsidies to be paid the
Provinces from the Federal Treas-
ury. The total increase of sub-
gidies amounts to $2,347,000.
This Province’s contiibution to
the increased annual expenditure
thus required will be about one
fiftieth or about $45,000.

" The subsidies pud to the Pro-

two heads ; an nllowsnce of 80
cents per head of population, and
an allowance for legislation and
government bearing a certsin
proportion to population. The
last named specific subsidy bears
the following relation to popula-
tion : For a population of less
than 150,000, $100,000; for a
population of not more than 200,-
000, $150,000 ; for a population of
not more than 400,000, $180,000
and so on.

At the time of the union of the
four original Provinces of Con-
federation, viz . Ontario, Quebec,
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick,
the per capita allowance was on
the populations of these Provinces
at the last census preceding their
union, namely the census of 1861.
The specific allowance to these
Provinces for legislation
government was also regulated
by that census as will be readily
understood. All these Provinces
with the exception of New Brun-
swick bave increased in popula-
tion, Ontario and Quebec increas-
ing very largely. From thie it
will be readily understood that »

But we have no re-
cord that he made any abbempt
o0 secure forus the best terms
possible. The result is that hence-
forth our per capita allowance is
nob to be 80 cents on our maxim-
um population ; but 80 cents per
head according to the last decen-
nial census.

The Loss of the Sirio.

Father Anschar, who has just re—
turned to Baokfast Abbey, Devon,
after his very thrilling experience on
the ill-fated Sirio that foundered off
the ooast of Spain, related the nar-
rative to our representative tihis
week. It will be remembered that
Father Aunschar was accompanying
the Lord Abbot of Buckfast on &
mission to South Ameries, and it u‘]
now pretty certain that, as nothing
bas been keard of the Abbot since
the wreck, be muet Lave perished
with seversl bundreds of the other
unfortunate emigrant victims. We
give the narrative in Fa'ber Asohar's
own words:

“1 left Barcelona with the Father
Abbot on Aungust 3-d and embarked
on the Sirio, and, as far as we oould
tell, the vessel seemed to be man-
oeavred all righ*, and noiking of
incident ocourred until it struck the
rocks the next afternoon about 3
o'clock. I was in my cabio at the
time, and I can bardly deworibe the
sepsation it caused. It wus like a
heavy grinding, and the impact was
80 great that it threw me on the
floor. As eoon as I realised what
had happened I bastened to the deck
to see the Abbot, I wsw the Abbot
on deck with seversl huodred pas-
sengere, but many cf the first-olass
mever came up at all, and I at once
asked the Abbot what he thooght of
it, to which he replied with perfect
equanimity : ‘I dou’t think there
ie any danger, provided the people
keep quiet.” We were in view of
the coast of Spain, and just then a

Steamer was passing our atern, and
everyons oo deck shouted them-
selves nearly hoarse in order (o try
and draw attention, bat the steamer
did not change its course, the cap—

Then we embraced each
other, and I said in French: "¢ Good-
bye, Father Abbot, for it is the will
of God that we shall die; we die
bappy; we bave nothing to lose.’
He replied, ' Good-bye, Father Ans
char,” with tenderness, and I-left him
to go amongst the numerous third-
class passengers, in order to prepare
them for death, whioh seemed ocer=
tain. 1 bad bardly gone five or six
steps, however, before the sinking
ship went down from bow to stern.
Nearly all the first elass passengers,
aod a few hundred of the emigrants
—for what reason I do not know—
rushed towards the stern, and sank
with the ship, Very little ohance
seemed left for the firat class passen-
gers who had the upper promenade
deck above their heads. I was far
enough away not to be oarried down,
but at the same time the Birio Jurch-
ed from left to right, so as to give
almost & vertioal position to the deck.
This bad the effect of pitching me
into the sea, but as soon as I felt the
water I paturally made an effort to
geot out, and I succeeded, but how I
really cannot tell. The oaly thing
[ remember is that I olutehed hold
of something which I determined not
to release, I tbought atthe moment
of my fall that the whole stern was
sinking, but only two thirds of it
actuslly went under water. Very
soon sgain I found myself on a
part of the vessel that was still above
water with two or three hundred
people, Every moment I expeocted
A complete sinking of the ship, and
I therefore availed myself of the time
to prepsre my cempanions for death,
and I am gratified to say that I wif-
nessed many heroic indidents of
resignation unte the will of God with _
Christian vess.  Howeyer, 4

It was
aboat half an hour after the arrival
of the smack that the last of the
emigrants were taken ‘on’board, but
the captain, in excess of cool “blood,
started taking the portmantenus and
luggage from the Sirio; but when
this was seen the people threatened
to cat the cable and go off without
him. ‘And happily he took heed and
stopped it, and within a few minates
we were off beyond the Sirio, and
we then thought we should get to
land safely. We put off for Palos
Bay, and ‘when we got 'ashore the
people thronged around us ssking us
to partake of their hospitality, and
it would be impossible to describe
the gemerosity of these people. I
bad not landed half an hour -before I
beard ories in the street that a Bishop
had just come ashore,so I ran to s
house where he was and he told me
that he had been floating on the sez
with his life-belt for four hours,
Darkness was fast approaching when
he hailed a pa'ssing steamer, and he
was taken up. He told me that
after the sinking of the stern he
came to the surface with five or six
other people—among them being
Abbot Natter. Then he saw the
Abbot for about a quarter of an hour
olinging to a plank, baut he subse-
quently went out of his sight, and
the last thipg he saw was the Abbot
placing bis hands to his face as if he
were making the Sign of the Cross.
I also came in oontaot with a young
Austrian banker, who was going to
South America, and whose acquaint-
snoe Father Abbot and myself had
made the day before the wreck, and
be told me that whilst he (the banker)
wasswimming towards land he heftrd
a voioe behind him saying a prayer
in English, it being the Abbot; but

exhausted to go to his assistance.
That is absolutely the last we have
beard of Father Abbot. We know
he conld not swim, and even if he
conld it is doubtful if his monastic
garb would not bave dragged him
below. A touphing incident is that
a Brazilian Bishop, who perished, at
the moment of the sinking of the
Sirio, gave his cross which he wore
on his breast to a person that be.
longed to his diocese to kise, as & last
token of pastoral solicitude.—The
Tablet.
