Far 
from i abolishing the command­
ments of the Old Law (Thou 
slial^jnot steal), Christ inculcated 
tiiemf anew (Matt. xix. 18-19 
Mark x. 19; Rom. xiii. 9^. And 
though the Catholic Church 
following in the footsteps of her 
Founder, has always recommend 
ed voluntary poverty as an evan­
gelical cotuisel for such coiqp^ra 
lively few persons as have 
special vocation, yet she has at 
the same time asserted the justice 
and as a rule, the necessity of 
private property.

Leo XIII., in his Encyclical 
Rerum No varum says: “The 
right of Acquiring private property 
has been granted by nature and 
he who would seek a solution of 
the social question must start 
with the principle that this must 
be preserved inviolate.

Again, Pius X has laid down 
the following principles: (1) 
Man, unlike the beasts, has a per­
manent right of ownership, not 
only of things consumed in their 
use, but also of things not con 
Burned. (2) Private property is 
under all circumstances a natural 
right and feverbody may make 
such reasonable disposal of it as 
he thinks fit.

Property like any other talent 
is, says Father Pollen, given to 
man for reasonable use in attain­
ing his final end, not in this life,

If the very poorest class cannot 
obtain their shape of rational 
pleasure, it is not because they 
have no right to it, but only be­
cause the modem world has so 
far lost sight of Christian prin­
ciples as condeqip some to 
misery while others are consider 
ed free from any obligation.

Any man who has done his 
share of useful work for the 
community is entitled to a share 
of enjoyment.

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Peace Celebration

The movement for celebrating 
the Hundred Years of Peace be­
tween the British Empire and the 
United Stated is, judging by a 
circular just issued by the Canad­
ian Peace Centenary Association, 
taking rapid hold in Canada, 
Great Britain and fijié'5 D Sited- 
States. The general proposals 
contain four main features, (1) 
Monuments and other memorials 
(2) Thanksgiving Services in the 
Churches (3) Educational Pro­
paganda, (4)Festivities. The 
circular enumerates various sug­
gestions regarding the erection 
of monuments, and states that the 
matter has been referred to an 
International Committee. Febru 
ary 14, 1915, has been selected 
for Thanksgiving Services in all 
the churches of the British Em­
pire and the United States. This 
date is the nearest Sunday to 
February 17, 1915, the centenary 
of the ratification of the Treaty 
of Ghent. About 100 centres have 
been chosen for special celebra- 

t tions in Canada and strong local 
Committees Rave been arranged 
for in a majority of these. The 
Dominion Government has arrang­
ed for an appropriation to meet 
the preliminary organization ex­
expenses. In announcing this 
the Kt. Hon. R. L. Borden said: 
“The cause which the Canadian 
Peace Centenary Association and 
the corresponding bodies in the 
United Kingdom and the United 
States have set before them is 
one with which we are warmly 
sympathetic. It is a triumph of 
humanity that during a century 
of rapid development, despite the 
existence of serious international 
differences and problems, the 
British Empire and the United 
States have found wiser and 
more humane methods of ad­
justing differences than the arbi­
trament of war. We welcome 
the achievement of a century of 
peace, and hope that it will prove 
-to be but the first century of 
peace, the forerunner of a long 
series stretching into the future 
as far as human anticipation can 
trust itself. The list of members 
is a most represenative one and 
contains the names of all Lt 
Governors, all the Ministers oi 
Education and nearly all the 
Premiers in Canada.

Mof6 Efficient Wireless

A long list of regulations 
under the Radio Telegraph Act 
have been issued by the Naval 
Service Department Ottawa. 
They set forth the forms- and 
conditions under which licenses 
to operate stations and licenses 
to operate shall be granted, pre­
scribe the nature of equipment 
which must be used, the wave 
length to be employed by different 
kinds of stations, etc. It is pro­
vided, for instance, that large 
sea-going vessels, besides the or­
dinary wireless apparatus must 
carry an emergency source of 
power, instantly available, 
placed in all cases in the upper 
part of a ship and capable of 
operating the wireless apparatus 
for six hours with " a range of 
eighty miles. A constant watch 
must be maintained at wireless 
stations on all large seagoing 
vessels while en route and two 
certificated operators must be on 
hand while constant watch be­
tween certain prescribed hours 
must be kept by the operators 
of smaller vessels. Wireless 
messages may be censored by the 
master of the vessel from which 
they are sent. All operators on 
joast, ship or land stations must 
be British subjects. Different 
classes of licenses are issued at 
different kinds of stations such as 
limited coast stations, public com­
mercial stations, private core­
merciai stations, experimental, 
amateur, teachnical or training 
school stations and ship stations.

The 
Incemore rammed the Kaiser 
Wilhelm at right angles and I 
scraped along for some distance, 
but the watertight doors in the 
bulkheads kept back the water, 
which leaked into one compart­
ment. Directly the fog came on 
Captain Dahl had closed his 
watertight doors to be ready for 
any contingency.

“ The Kaiser Wilhelm II. has a 
'hole below the waterline nearly 
amidships but the extent of the 
damage has not yet been aser- 
taiued.

Hnotfyer Big Liner 
Rammed in a Fog.

Southampton, England, June 
17,—The North German Lloyd 
steamer Kaiser Wilhelm IL, which 
left Southampton shortly after 
noon today, bound for New York 
with a thousand passengers, lies 
at anchor tonight off Netley, 
three miles to the southeast, with 
a big hole in her side amidships 
caused by a collision with the 
Liverpool grain steamer Incemore, 
bound from a Black Sea port for 
Antwerp.

London June 18.—Fog, which 
has been falling and lifting inter­
mittently over different parts of 
the British coast during the past 
two days, has caused an unpre­
cedented number of accidents to 
shipping, The North German 
Lloyd Company has been the 
principal sufferer. While the 
Company’s staffs at London and 
Southampton were busy docking 
the Kaiser Wilhelm II. which was 
badly ripped in a collision with 
the Incemore yesterday and de­
barking her passengers, they 
received*a second shock in the 
pews that thg company’s ste&iqgE 
Buelow, from Yokohama with 
more than three hundred pas­
sengers, had stuck her nose tightly 
into the rocks off Blackner Bay 
and was held fast there.

Happily, this accident also was 
without loss of life, as in the case 
of the Kaiser Wilhelm, because 
the sea was perfectly smooth,

The Imperator was reported 
ashore at Bembridge, Isle of 
Wright, but soon disproved this 
report by steaming into South­
ampton. Her departure from this 
port was delayed for several hours 
by the embarkation of most of 
the Kaiser Wilhelm II.’s pass

one hundred and ninety-five of 
the two hundred and thirty-six 
men who went to work this 
morning were hurled into eternity 
Some of them are believed to 
be beneath tons of coal, some are 
found with their picks in their 
hands, and others are propped 
against the walls of the mines, 
tools in hand, as though ready 
for work.

Only 41 of the shift came out 
alive. All day long since the ex­
plosion occurred there has been a 
funeral procession of bodies 
passing from mine to washhotisc, 
where the bodies are drèssed. 
From there a rapid procession is 
leaving for the town. A# day 
long women and children have 
traversed the same path in hope 
of hearing some cheering news 
from their loved ones, ■ and in 
their path they would meet 
mothers and -sisters returning 
broken hearted to their homes.

At" the mouth of the mine 
husky, grimy men labor with her­
culean endurance as back and 
forth the rescue trucks grind 

an with their ghastly loads of human 
remains. Men decked with 
oxygen helments, slide quickly 
in and out among the crowd of 
anxious watchers and then, as 
silently disappear into the bowels 
of the earth, only to reappear 
with corpses as companions.

There is no confusion, every} 
thing is orderly. The miners 
appear to accept death as a 
matter of course and the women 
Weep ip silence when they watch 
the bodies of their loved ones 
brought to the surface wrapped 
in rude blankets and conveyed 
away to the temporary morgue.

For this purpose the washhouse 
of the mines has been turned into 
a morgue. Some of the bodies 
brought up are bruised, torn and 
broken, but the cause of death in 
the majority of cases must be 
attributed to suffocation.

A large number of corpses 
have been brought to the surface 
The eighty tired and willing work­
ers at the rescue work have ap­
parently made up their minds 
that not a living soul remains in 
the mine. To the question put to 
General Manager Brown, of the 
Hillcrest collieries, the only ans­
wer is a shake of the head and 
the doleful words, “We have 
hope.”

The Hudson Bay Railway 
which is being built from Le Pas 
by J. D. MacArthur is now just 
half finished. The government 
will also proceed this year with 
the establishing of the necessary 
aids to navigation all along the 
nothern route.

A very important feature of 
this transportation route from 
western Canada to the old 
country must be faced by the 
government at an early date.

If a private 
company cannot be induced to 
undertake such a contract or de­
mands too large a subsidy, the 
government will have to bifild 
and operate a line of steamers of 
its own. The government was 
urged during the past session to 
decide this matter at once.
