SENTENCED TO BE
HANGED DEC. 21ST

Mundare;Wife Murderer Will Pay
the Full Penalty of His Morri-
ble Crime.
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Chief Justice Sifton this
morning passed the death sen-
tence on the Austrian, Zybh-
ley, found guilty of murdering
his wife on Sunday, Bept. 12,
at the home, of his ‘Son” near
Mundare, Zybley was senten-
ced to be hanged at Fory Sas-
katchewan on the twenty-first
of December. The condemned
man is 62 years of age and can
neither read nor write, ® He
came to Canada from Austria
in 1900 with his wife and three
sons, and settled on a home-
stead twelve miles from Mun-
dare. He belongs to the Greek
Catholic ehurch.
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The trial of 8. Zybhley arraigned
on a charge of wife murder he‘ore
Chief Justice Sifton in the Supreme
Court, was continued yesterday after-
noon. 8ix witnesses were heard dur-
ing the day. The first witness to fake
his stand in the box was John Zbh-
ley, the son of the accused, who lived
about a mile from hijs parents and
at. whose home the alleged murder
tock place on Sunday, September 12.
Answering the questions of E. B.
Cogswell, the prosecuting attorney,
through an Austrian interpreter, the
witness said -that his mother had
come home on Thursday, September
9, having left her husband. The ac-
cused came on the same night to ask
his son if he had seen the mother.
He told him that she was in the house
but refused to see him. . He went
away and came again on the 10th.
He asked again for his wife and wi
told that she had.gone. away. He
came in the evening and asked again.
He was told she had not returned.
He went inside the house, looked
around and-left to return on Satur-
day evening and again on Sunday.
This time the father and mother and
son and his wife were all together :n
the hguse. The accused asked
wife. Yo go home with him, and she
refused; @i ag she was afraid that he
would beat heér. John went away to
a neighbors to help stack hay and did
not receive word of the ocrurren-e
till the next morning. When he came
home he found his mother lying on
the floor, smashed and cut about the
face. He took-her to Mundare in 1
hay-cart and left her at an hotel 'n
charge of Dr. Field, of Vegreville.

Cross-examined by J. E. Clarke,
counsel for the defence, the witness
said 'that his mother was bigger than
his father but not so strong. She was
quicktempered. The father had been
the hardest to get along with.

Daughter-in-Law’s Evidence.

The principal witness for the Crown
was John’s wife, who witnessed the
attack upon her mother-in-law bx the
accused. She told the incidents lead-
ing up to the attack bearing out her
husband’s story and deseribed the
dreadful assault upon the deceased
with an axe.: She was closely cross-
examined by Mr. Clarke.

Trial Concluded.

The trial was concluded~his morn-
ing. Josph Clark, counsel for the ae-
fence put in a strong plea for a ver-
dict of manslaughter on the exten-
uating circumstances, but after nalf
an hour’s ‘deliberation the jury re-
turned the unanimous verdict of
guilty of murder.

Placed in the witness box,
morning the accused confessed
he had inflicted the blows upon his
wife which resulted in her death.

ENORMOUS DAMAGE BY

Property’ on' Quebec Waterfront Valu-
ed at Between $2,500,000 and $3,-
000,0000: Destroyed by a Confla-
gration Which. Broke Out in the
C.. N. R. Elevators in ‘Quebec
City.

Quebee, Oct. 17.—Losses estimated
at between $2,500,000 and $3,000,000
were caused by a conflagration which
broke out at the Louis docks here on
Saturday night.  One fireman was

killed and another severely injured.
The fire broke out shortly ‘after eight
in one of the grain carriers from the
immense elevator of the - Canadian
,I\orthern, and -before the firemen "ar-
‘rived the flames had run upithe car-
rier to the elevator which contained
140,000 bBushels of wheat. There was
a -strong “wind. which carried 'the
flames and cinders towards the har-
bor and it was found. necessary to
move ‘the damaged Empwess of Ire-
land, which was bmoored close by.
Impelled by ine wind, the flames

ford wharf and sheds  which were
packed with merchandise, coal, lum-
‘ber, previisions, and other ' inflam-
mable material.

Soon it spread to the custom house,
cinders firing the dome whence iae
fire spread downwards and in a few
minutes. the bigg dome crashed
throtigh the building’ wrecking the
whole interior.

Conflagration Beyong Control.

Fequipment. So great was the fire by
this time- that spatks and -cinders
P'were carried g mile or more over the
river to Bienville, below Levis, where
several small fires were caused.

Practically everything on the ‘em-
bankment' was destroyed, including a
train qf loaded cars, which had just
been placed for transferrence to ship
board.

Fireman Loses Life.

The  firemén made a _determinegd
fight at the customs house to check
the advance of the conflagration and
it was here that the only “atality
occurred. Fireman Foriter, was op-
erating a hose from the top of an ex-
tension ladder, assisted by a Cana-
dian - Northern locomotive fireman
named Martel, when the ladder slip-
ped and both men were thrown 30
feet to the ground. Fortier striking
on his head and was instantly killed,
but Martel is reported as not sérious-
ly injured. From the customs house
the flames spread to the police station
which was burned to the ground and
several other buildings were in im-
minent danger, but-here the force of
the blaze was checked. e wind
dropped late in the .night by an
early hour this morning all danger
of further spread of the flames was
over.

The immense fire ‘swept the entire
custom hause and a number of those
still burning fiercely and the entire
fire brigade had to keep at work all
night and through the day, - while
relays will have to keep up the work
for several days, as the masses of
grain and merchandise continue to
burn, breaking out from time Yo time
into fierce blazes, The losses will be
heavy, although they are partly cov-
eréd by imsurance. . The elevator is
insured with variods companies to
the extent of $232,000 and' the gold
storage . warehouse  about $25,000,
while the:four storage sheds which
harbor the .commfissioners building
and police station, were partly insur-
ed. There was no insurance on the
custom house an da mumber of those
who _had provisions ifi cold storage,
are ifisured, but it is impossible to
know.for what amounts. . It is report-
ed that one Montreal provision firm
had 15,000 tubs of bufter. in cold
storage which, like everything else,
fell a.prey to the flames.

RETURNED FROM SURVEY WORK

R H. Knight, ot the firm of Dris-
coll & Knight. Dominion land sur-
veyors, returned yesterday from the
Onion Lake district on the Saskatche-
wan side, where, after four months’
work, he has completed the survey of
eight townships, under contract for
the Dominion government. The town-
ships urveyed were 54, 56 and 56
ranges 25, 26 and 27 west of the third
meridian.

Mr. Knight reports that the mnor-
thern part of these townships, which
adjoin the Indian reserve and Hud-
son’s Bay” fort at Onion Lake, are
somewhat rough with heavy bush and
muskeg predoininating. The south-
ern part, however, contains some ex-
cellent farming land, several quarter
sections already being ' occupied by
squatters. Altogether some 175,000
acres were subdivided and will
doubtless be thrown open for settle-
ment in the spring.

The survey party, which consisted
of twenty men, were greatly hinder-
ed in the early part of October by
bush fires. Plenty of game is re-
ported, especially’ prairie chickens
and ducks. Several moose and bear
were also seen by the party.

Sev-
eral surveys of the G.T.P. had been
made and one of these ran through
Alix but there was no assurance that
the Alix survey would be the one
chosen. The delegation asked the
Premier that some effort be made to
give the desired assurance and the
Premier promised to see what could
be done.

CAR SHORTAGE IS FACT.

J. H. Thamer, Alberta representa-
tive of the Grain Growers’ Grain Co.,
of Winnipeg, informed a Bulletin re-
presentative this morning that his
company handled 1,000,000 acres of
grain per week in the West in the
month of Sep‘ember, and during the
two weeks of October have handled
nearly 1,250,000 bushels per week.

“I have just come from High Riv-
er,” said Mr. Thamer, ‘“where !
found that the farmers along the line
from Calgary to Macleod are taking
every opportunity to contradict. the
story made oy Wm. Whyte, second
vice-president of the C.P.R., at Cal-
gary, to the effect that thousands of
cars were idle and that there was no
such thing as a car shortage in sight
That - statement is entirely wrong.
In the short distance from Granum
to Claresholm, 500 ecars are -wanted
2t once for grain shipments and they
cannot ‘be had. While in Calgary
I called at the grain inspeetor’s office
and found that only eleven -cars have
been inspected more than last year at
this date. This represents only about
12,000 bushels of grain. This would
go to show that the C.P.R. is not
moving the grain with any greater
speed than last year.”

DEATH OF C. R. W.  BIGGAR.

Word reached the city Sunday
of the sudden death of Charles Robert
Webster Biggar, father of O. M. and
Dr. J. L. Biggar, of this ecity. Mr.
Biggar left his home in Toronto Jdn
Saturday to go to Hamilton, and at
about eleven o’clock his body was
picked up beside the G.T.P. tracks
near Bronte and brought back home.
The coroner decided that no inquest
was necessary. It is believed that
Mr. Biggar, who was subject to apop-
lexy, from which his father also
died, felt an attack impending and
sought relief in the freer air on the
platform of the ecar, from which' he
fell.

The deceased, who was city solici-
tor of Toronto from 1888 to 1894, was
in his 63rd year. He was a native
of Murray, Ontario. He graduated
from the University of Toronto in
1864 and was called to the bar in
1872, and was assistant to Hon. John
Beverley Robinson, e¢ity solieitor,
from 1872 to 1876. During the inter-
val between 1876 and his appointment
tojthe’ city solicitorship in 1888, he
was a member of several leading
legal firms. He married in 1875 the
daughter of the late Sir Oliver Mo-
wat, who predeceased him in 1908.
He leaves gix children: O. M. Biggar
and J. L. Biggar, M.D., of Edmon-
ton; F. C. Biggar, of the Bank of
Ccgrimerce, Winnipeg; Mrs. . C.
Robinson, of Toronto, and two un-
married daughters. W. H. Biggar,
Montreal, general solicitor of  the
G.T.R., and . Lieut.-Colonel .J. L.
Biggar, of the Militia Department,
Ottawa, are brothers;

TWO MEN INJURED.

The snapping of a cable Monday
morning, resulted in tre serious in-
jury of two men employed on con-
struction work, at the new Parliament
buildings. .The accident occurred at
7.30, just after work had been com-
menced. A small gang of men under
Roberts Abram, the engineer, who has
had charge of the steam shovéls from
the first of the work, was engaged in
removing the heavy steel portals from
the cars on tre railroad track at the
foot of the hill, opposite Ninth street.
The portals, of several tons weight,
were to- be swung by the steel crane
from the car to .the embankment on
the river side, a distance of about
eight feet. One end of a portal. rad
been placed on the bank and the
other was being swung into position
when a link of the «<hain by which
the steel burden was connected with
the hook of the ‘crane, gave way. The
end of tre portal fell abeut a foot
siriking the wooden beams by which
were placed to receive its weight, and
causing them to spring out of position.
The portal tumbled into the diteh and
one of the beams struck Robt. Abram
and Ernest Summers, who were stand-
ing by, breaking te leg of the for-
mer near the trigh, and hurling Sum-
mers over the track against the gide
of the hill, a distance of twenty feet
Or more.

The ambulance was summong and
the wunfortunate men were removed
to the Misericordia Hospitfl. It was
feared at first that Summers’ back
had been broken by the fearful blow
re had received, but on examination
