Here and There
OTHELLO AT CARDIFF.—The S. S. 

Othello arrived at Cardiff from here 
yesterday. been no other. This was near about 

3 p.m. The path was kept until near­
ly dark, when it was lost, covered 
over with snow. Witness heard a 
whistle at 4.30 and again at 4.45, trav­
elling ajbng the path all the while, 
the course was set and the whistle 
bore about S.S.E. When the men 
stopped, witness estimated the New­
foundland was about a mile away. 
The wind was blowing strong, in­
creasing all the time, but not enough, 
to deaden the whistle. When the men 
went to the Stephano, witness 
thought they would stay there all 
night, as if any work was to be done, 
they could not get back to their own 
ship. No objections were heard from 
anyone as to leaving the Stephano 
because of storm. Throughout Tues­
day night the weather grew contin­
ually colder, with wind veering round 
to westward. In the morning the 
storm was furious, until towards the 
afternoon the weather cleared, but it 
was intensely cold. Saw the New­
foundland late in the evening of Wed­
nesday, and judged her to be over 
five miles away. The wheeling ice 
may account for her being so much 
further away on Wednesday than on 
Tuesday. Witness was of opinion 
that panning seals was more danger­
ous for the men than hauling. He 
thought 3 miles was far enough for 
men to be sent from a ship on the ice, 
though the condition of the ice would 
of course, make a difference. He re­
garded dependence upon other ships 
as a dangerous practice. The crew 
of the Newfoundland seemed to he 
fairly well clothed. The boats for the 
most part are not fit to go any dis­
tance in. The lifeboats were fairly 
good ; dories were much better than 
punts. He thought four lifeboats 
might be easily carried.

The Commission meets again this 
afternoon. -

watches were fully outlined to the 
commission, as known by the witness. 
As to lifeboats, in the past, witness 
regarded the provision absolutely 
useless, the boats were unfit. He 
thought sufficient lifeboats in good 
condition should be carried, but did 
not profess to have expert knowledge. 
Dories were better than the punts 
used. Witness had been out on ice by 
orders of the captain when men were 
frostbitten and suffered severely. He 
thought 'Something should be done to 
prevent this, but could offer no prac­
tical suggestions. He thought there 
was danger in overloading ships, es­
pecially in bringing seals on deck. In 
his experience, proper precaution is 
taken as to stowing the seals 
on board. Witness thought ihen 
should undergo medical examination 
before proceeding to the sealfishery, 
as many went who were -physically 
unfit for such work. The men who 
were most active were those who 
came out of the disaster best. In 
answer to Mr. Justice Johnson, wit­
ness did not know how to improve 
the condition of the men in the wood­
en ships; he had never been on the 
steel ships. While there were many 
discomforts, he did not think the 
health of the men was endangered. 
The men get as good food or better 
on board as at home, and it is their 
own fault if they go short, in most 
cases.

Sidney Jones, sworn, examined by 
Dr. Lloyd, deposed that he was a 
master watch on the Newfoundland 
last spring. Had been 13 springs to 
the ice." On Monday, March 30th, 
heard the Stephano signalled to the 

- Newfoundland that there were seals 
about. Next mottling it was fine, our 
ship was jammed, and our crew left 
about 7 a.m. The ice was bad for 
travelling. On the way to the Ste­
phano about 30 of our men went back 
to our ship, saying it was a long walk 
with nothing ahead. He heard no 
talk about bad weather at this time, 
10 o’clock, but he expected it. Reach­
ing the Stephano it was peeking snow 
and getting worse all the time. Was 
on the Stephano about 15 minutes: 
the ship was moving while they were 
on hoard, he heard S.W., but did not 
know. About 1 p.m. it was decided 
tp travel towards the Newfoundland, 
as it was snowing fast, and witness 
set the course E.S.E., which took 
them to the path they came out over- 
in the morning.

Sealing Commision
POLICE COURT. — Two drunks

(Thursday, Dec. 3.)
Proceedings before the Commis­

sion were resumed at 3 o’clock yes­
terday, when Capt. A. Kean, who 
commanded the Stephano at the ice 
last spring, was examined. The pur­
pose of Capt. Kean’s evidence at this 
sitting was to explain the chart that 
had formed part of the evidence taken 
before the Stipendiary Magistrate.

Capt. Kean being sworn and exam­
ined by the Minister of Justice, said 
he had prepared a plan showing the 
position of the ships on March 31st 
last. Witness then explained that 
the chart was not critically correct, 
but rather a sketch to be used for 
purposes of illustration. The position 
of the Newfoundland was not correct­
ly indicated by the chart. Capt. Kean 
then pointed out to the commission 
the correct position of the Newfound­
land from the Stephano, when he 
dropped her crew. Witness also in­
dicated the position of other ships at 
the same time. The Newfoundland 
bore about S.E. by S. from the Ste­
phano. The Newfoundland’s crew 
boarded the Stephano about 11.20 on 
the morning of March 31st. The 
Newfoundland was jammed, and to 
the knowledge of witness, the ice 
was not moving. After getting, the 
Newfoundland’s crew on board, wit­
ness directed his ship to a point about 
south, during which time the New­
foundland was visible, and George 
Tuff was directed to set his course 
accordingly. Witness judged his ship 
had gone two miles, and thought the 
Newfoundalnd was about three and 
one-half miles from where her crew 
was dropped. Capt. Kean’s evidence 
In chief will be ta.ken at a later date.

M Hurrah, Belgium.”
With such a greeting to the brave 

Belgians, the Italian Commons closed 
their first setting. It was a gallant 
greeting to a people with whom they 
are in hearty sympathy. Some of 
them earlier in the sitting when re­
ference was made to the aspiration of 
Italy, pointed the reference by cries
of Trientte and Trieste,1 the unre­

deemed part of Italy which Austria 
still holds. These are strong indica­
tions of the feelings which move the 
Italian people. They have not for­
gotten the days of Austrian domina­
tion, nor do they forget that part of 
old Italy is still held by Austria, and 
when it became a question of Ger­
many waging war against England 
and making an aggressive and utterly 
unjustifiable attack on the Belgians, 
with whom Germany had not a shad­
ow of a quarrel, they declined to be 
parties to an aggressive war, al­
though they were parties with Ger­
many and Austria to the Triple Al­
liance. They stated that that Alli­
ance placed them under no obligation 
to wage ah aggressive war, and they 
refused to do so. The invasion of 
Belgian was the biggest blunder of 
the Kaiser, as it brought Britain into 
thé war and kept Italy out of it. The 
Mediterranean in a short time be­
came a safe sea fof the transport of 
French Colonial troops to the Wes­
tern front, and thereby1 enabled 
France to put up a better fight. Italy 
assumed an attitude of neutrality, but 
began immediately to strengthen her 
forces and to put herself on a war 
footing, and her neutrality has be­
come one of armed neutrality. She is 
armed to protect her new possession 
in Tripoli against the possibility of a 
Holy War called by the Sultan of 
Turkey. Her interest are at one with 
these of Britain in Egypt. Moreover, 
she has not forgotten the coup which 
enabled Austria to take over Bosnia 
and Herzegovinia, and she is jealous 
of an extension of the power of Austria 
in the Balkan peninsula. The arming 
of Italy has only the meaning of be­
ing in a position to insist on respect 
for Italian interest against Austria 
and Turkey, but she has no wish to 
be involved in a costly war, if she can 
protect her Interests without war. 
But her sympathies are not with Aus­
tria. They are not with Turkey. 
They are not with Prussian militar­
ism which is waging a hun-like war 
in Belgium and France. But these 
sympathies are not sufficient it ap­
pears to induce her to declare war In 
their aid. She apparently will not 
declare war unless Germany, Austria 
or Turkey take some hostile step 
against her.

Recruiting.
We are glad to find that the Re­

cruiting Committee has approached 
the Government, with a view to en­
able them to put the Volunteers on 
pay immediately they are enrolled. 
If this is done, it will enable these

patriotic young men to put in their 
whole time at drill, rifle practice and 
marching, and enable the Committee 
to solve the problem of training men 
who enlist in the outports. As we 
pointed out yesterday it is not suf­
ficient to send a circular to magis­
trates in the outportg, inviting them 
to open re'cruiting offices. Notices 
should be sent broadcast that re­
cruiting offices are already opened in 
settlements named, that recruiting 
officers are In attendance, and ap­
peals be made to young men to do 
their duty. So far as we know, no 
such information has been spread 
among these outport young men, and 
if we were asked to give a list of 
offices actually opened and ready for 
recruiting, we could oçly name one, 
and that, would be the one at the
C. L. B. Armoury. Recruiting at this 
office has been very brisk during the 
past four nights, and already nearly 
five hundred volunteers have pre­
sented themselves for enlistment. 
This shows that an exceedingly fine 
and patriotic spirit prevails and that 
spirit is by no means confined to the 
city, but opportunity should * be af­
forded in the outports for that spirit 
to express itself in the way it is do­
ing in St. John!s. Three things are 
lacking. One is a decision to .put 
volunteers for the front immediately 
on pay, the other is outport recruit­
ing office, and the third is to bring 
these matters before every young 
man in the country of recruiting age 
and more especially under the atten­
tion of those who are unmarried and 
those who have not dependents.

Four months ago there was no New­

foundland Regiment The war and a 
spirit of patriotism brought it into be­
ing. Six weeks or so ago, it was en­
camped on Salisbury Plain. For 
steadiness, good conduct, robustness, 
drill and marching, our men became 
marked men on that encampment 
Now they have been selected for a 
position of responsibility and ordered 
to take up garrison duty, at a time be­
fore new men under normal circum­
stances, would have emerged from the 
usual six month® recruiting drill. That 
garrison duty is to be done at a point 
of the greatest responsibility in view 
of the oft-threatened raid on Great 
Britain. The post is Fort George, sit­
uated near such historic battle 
grounds as Culloden, over which they 
will pass, when nearing their destina­
tion, which is the most northerly place 
in Inverness and situated on a point 
which commands the Inverness Forth, 
and is six or seven miles south of the 
Cromarty Forth. These great bodies 
of water are important waters for the 
shelter of the fleets under the com­
mand of Admiral Jellicoe in the North 
Sea. The post is an exceedingly re­
sponsible one, and it is a most gratify­
ing compliment to our men that they 
should have been sent there and show® 
that the authorities are well satisfied 
with their work on Salisbury Plain. 
Here of course they will be ready to 
repel any attempt of the Germans to 
seize an important strategic base in 
Scotland and at the same time they 
will continue their training and in­
crease their efficiency.

great havoc.
London, Nov. 21.—The Germans 

have lately stumbled across a new 
weapon, which has terrorized their 
rank and file and non-plussed their 
generals.

SON AT FORT GEORGE, SCOT- 
LAND.

SALISBURY PLAINS, To-day. 
Newfoundland Contingent has been 

ordered to Port George, Inverness, 
Scotland, to do garrison duty there. 
Two hundred Canadian horses havfe 
been stolen from the lines. Twenty 
thousand Canadian troops are still
under canvas, but it is expected that 
all will be housed in huts by Christ­
mas. One thousand men are engaged 
daily in the construction of a railway 
to serve the needs of the camps. In 
the severe gale of Wednesday night 
that swept over the greater part of 
the country, hundreds of tents of the 
Canadian contingent were blown 
down.

Cabman Sues Agent.
SCENE AT THE CLOSE.

The attention of the Magistrate’s 
Court was occupied the greater part 
of this forenoon in the hearing of a 
case betw-een a cabman named Grotty, 
the plaintiff, and a motor engine 
agent, the defendant The former 
sued the latter for more than $4 for 
driving him to Torbay as he was en­
gaged from ten o’clock in the morn­
ing till eleven at night, though the de­
fendant who was represented by a 
K.C., gave evidence showing that 
a contract had been entered 
into whereby he was to drive 
the defendant and his assistant for as 
long as they wished to keep him each 
day. The plaintiff was not repre­
sented and did not have his position 
explained, except emphasizing the 
impossibility of having a horse and 
Victoria on the go constantly morn­
ing, noon and night, all for $4, owing 
to the recent advance in the price of 
horse food. However, His Honor 
Judge Knight gave judgment for $4. 
When the court adjourned a scene 
was created. When the defendant 
went to pay the cabman the $4 he 
added "It’s sending you to the Peni­
tentiary I should be doing, for obtain­
ing money under false pretences.”

Xmas Comforts 
for our Soldiers.

choristmas camforts for our soldiers 
The first thought of each of us 

when Christmas is considered this 
year must be for our soldiers and 
sailors, both those who have been 
wounded in the cause of the British 
Empire and of freedom ; and those who 
are still bearing the burden and heat 
of the day. ,

Many people have been led to 
believe that the extraordinary rush 
of help given in the early days of the 
war led to a surfeit, and that efforts 
can be relaxed or diverted to other 
channels. Indeed, this must be a pre­
vailing notion, and a very erroneous 
one, In many quarters', or it could 
hardly happen that to-day the store 
of absolutely necessary garments held 
by the St. John Ambulance Society is 
so sorely depleted as to amount almost 
to emptiness where some most needed 
garments are concerned. Yet such is 
the case, so that individual workers 
or the organizers of working parties 
can rest assured that all the efforts 
they can make between now and 
Christmas will be meeting, not an in­
definite and illusive idea, but a very 
pressing need.

THE CARDIGAN FUND.
A committee of gentlemen ha® been 

formed in England consisting of Co­
lonel Sir Edward Ward, Sir William 
MacGregor and Hon. Edgar Bow­
ring, to look after the welfare of our 
First Newfoundland Regiment. These 
gentlemen went down to Salisbury 
Plain the other day to pay hem a visit 
and see if they were in need of any­
thing; and they reported to us that 
the Regiment was badly in need of 
socks and other warm woollen com­
forts, mentioning Cardigan Jacket®, 
Mufflers, Mittens and Helmets. We at 
once cabled to the St. John Ambul­
ance requesting them to forward at 
once to Salisbury Plain, from our first 
shipment, any articles required by the 
Regiment and we have received an 
answer to say they had received all 
that they required. i

It is not generally known in New­
foundland that the Army Council at 
Home has undertaken to provide all 
the Regulation requirements of our 
men from the date of their landing in 
England, except their pay which is 
still provided by the Newfoundland 
Government. The Regulation cloth­
ing is accordingly provided by the War 
Department but the men look to us to 
keep them in comforts which are not 
included in the Regulation equipment. 
Thus, they wear out socks more rapid­
ly than the Regulation® provide for, 
and we ought therefore to provide 
them with extra pairs from time to 
time according as the committee in 
England may think necessary; and 
this is especially desirable during the 
wet season so that the men may have 
a dry pair to change into when off 
duty. Moreover, the Regulations do 
not include warm woollen undercloth­
ing which is provided for all the bat­
talions by Committees of the ladies in­
terested in each Regiment.

Our Association have thought that 
Cardigan Jackets would make a nice

1,600,WO Russians L 0. A. Meeting.
Are Proceeding Unmolested Towards

Cracow—Russian Officer) Explains
German Success in Poland.
The Hague, November 19.—A Rus­

sian staff officer, passing through here 
has this to say as to the cause of the 
present German success in Poland:

“The Russian army in Poland main­
tains three times as many cavalry­
men as the Germans. This cavalry 
swarmed after the retreating Germans 
and when the Germans suddenly stop­
ped the Russian cavalry was dashed 
to pieces like migrating bird® flying 
against a rock.

Meanwhile the main body of the 
Russians, 1,600,000 men, whose absol­
ute purpose is to beat the Austrians 
decisively, is proceeding unmolested 
to attack Cracow, leaving a smaller 
detachment to besiege Przemysl.

“Thereafter,” the officer concluded, 
“the Russians do not intend to attempt 
to cross the Carpathians, but follow­
ing the Oder River will make their 
main attack on Germany by way of 
Oppeln, Breslau and Glogau.”

Warship Mined.
New York, Nov. -28.—Trapped by a 

“planted” fake story stating that the 
Russian battleship Fliba has been 
“blown up with a ’loss of about 450 
lives,” H. L. Linder, a -telegraph op­
erator in the office of the New York 
Globe, was arrested yesterday on the 
complaint of the Associated Press.

When Linder was arraigned before 
Magistrate House, the case was con­
tinued until December 1, and Lin­
der’s bail was fixed it $5,000.

• “I suggest that $5,0Q0 is not a bit 
too much bail. This Is a serious case. 
It is unique. Linder may not be the 
Chief culprit. He has made a foil 

ent but he may have, more to 
tell us ater.” '

AT DEATH GRIPS IN THE EAST.
LONDON, Dec. 3. .3

With a lull in the battle in tire 
West, which as assumed, the propor­
tions of heavy cannonading at widely 
separated points, with only occasion­
al infantry attacks, interest is now 
almost entirely centred in the strug­
gle between Russian and German ar­
mies in the East. At last the Rus­
sians have approached within firing 
distance of Cracow; their steady ad­
vance from Przemysl having proceed­
ed without any real check. They 
weie reported to-day to be mounting 
heavy batteries around the town of 
Wieliezka, which they occupied yes­
terday, from which the outer forts 
of Cracow can be reached. Import­
ant as this is, for the fall of Cracow 
would lay «peri the roads to' Viennia, 
Breslau and Berîîïj, •the main interest 
in the East continues to rest with op­
erations on the irregular line from 
Czenstochowa, through Lodz and 
Lowicz on the East Prussian border. 
Official pronouncements of the pro­

gress here are guarded, and it is thus 
diffluclt to arrive at a conclusion with 
regard to the course of events, It, là 
apparent, however, that a new battle 
has developed southwest of Lodz, 
where the Germans have formed a 
ne\y line with fresh forces brought 
front Kalisz, and are again trying, to 
penetrate the Russian centre. The ; 
Russians, too, have had time to,; 
stiaighten out their line, and in the 
eyes of the Allies, another battle is . 
following closely on the one just cop- gj 
chided in this region, ■which must : 
-help them in the long run, for it is 
argued to win or lose, the Germans 
must be further weakened, and in 
addition will soon have to turn their 
attention to the Russian offensive 
against Silesia, around Cracow. On 
the other hand, German experts be­
lieve that a defeat for the Russians 
would enable Gereman Generals to 
unite all their forces for another blow 
against the Allies in the West.

However the battle must last for 
some days, as the opposing troops 
may be counted upon to fight with the 
same intensity as they did in the pre­
vious conflict, when losses in killed, 
wounded and prisoners reached enor- 
mou numbers.

There has been no news for some 
days of the fighting in the Caucasus 
or Egypt, but throughout the whole 
of Africa more liveliness is anticipa-'* 
ted, now that General Christian De 
Wet has been captured, and Gem 
Botha can carry out his original. 
plans of moving against the Germai 
in Southwest Africa.

The first Australian and New Zea­
land contingents have been landed 
Egypt, for operations against 
Turks, and Portuguese reinforce 
ments have reached Angola to tak? 
offensive against the Germans 
their African borders.

The chief political event is the 
nouncement by the Premier of Itai 
that nothing had intervened 
prompt Italy to alter her policy 
neutrality.
