SIGNING THE PEACE TERMS.
The procedure at the presentation 

of the Peace Treaty to the German 
delegatee in the Hall of Mirrors at 
Versailles which has long pre-occup- 
ied the general secretariat of the 
Peace Congress, has been settled by 
Sir William Orpen the British official 
painter, on the ground that it was too 
prosaic.

FRENCH ARMY AND MILITARY

given to the French Cavalry School to 
be ready to embark a cavalry detach­
ment for the purpose about the middle 
of June. The Ride will be given in 
the picturesqque colors of the French 
cavalry, and twenty-five trumpeters 
will be included in the detachment to 
furnish the requisite music. This 
Musical Ride, during the thirty-six 
years in which the tournament has 
been in existence, has been given by 
all the most famous regiments in the 
British service, and the allotments of 
the Ride this year to our Allies is a 
welcome innovation. The detach­
ment will bring their own horses, and 
its members, in the case both of of­
ficers and men, will be serving sol­
diers in the war. The Musical Drive 
will be furnished by the British Royal 
Horse Artillery.

MUSIC HALL HONORS.
It is quite recently that the first 

Music Hall artists in this country re­
ceived the honor of a knighthood at 
the hands of King George. This was, 
as we all know, Harry Lauder, the 
comedian. Indirectly the other per­
haps most prominent star on the 
English Music Hall stage, Vesta Til­
ley, has now become Lady de Frece 
owing to the knighthood conferred 
upon her husband, Walter de Frece, 
for the services he has rendered in 
connection with the Pensions' Minis­
try. Nobody who knows anything of 
the English vaudeville or variety stage 
will have been able to miss Vesta Til­
ley.

Fertunes from Shipwrecks.
In November last the French car­

go steamer Tours went ashore on 
the rock-bound coast of Hunts Bay, 
ten miles from Swansea.

Only two years old, this fine ship 
ran hard aground in a fog, and so 
hopeless seemed her position that she 
was sold as old iron to a firm of met­
al merchants for £1,500.

That firm sold her the same day to 
a salvage company for £5,000. If the 
salvage company float her, as they 
hope to do, they will have a ship and 
cargo worth nearly £100,000.

It’s a great game—a great gamble, 
one should say—this dealing in dere- 
licst. Up at Scarborough the John 
Ray went ashore with a cargo of coal. 
The underwriters sold her hull for 
£88 and the coal for thirty-nine shil­
lings. The man who bought the 
coal retrieved over 400 tons, and sold 
it at over a pound a ton.

A £ 25,000 Prize.
One of the strangest stories of the 

sea is that of the British barque 
Dumfrieshire. On her way to New 
Caledonia from New Zealand she 
struck a coral reef off the New Cale­
donia coast Hen- crew abandoned 
her, and were rescued by a steamer 
and taken to Noumea. Next morning 
she had disappeared. She had ap 
parently been swung over the reef by 
the tide and sunk. A few days la­
ter the underwriters received an of­
fer by cable for the wreck. They 
laughed at any man being such a fool 
as to bid for a broken hull sunk in 
such a depth, but of course, accept 
ed.

After a while, they heard, to their 
amazement, that the ship had come 
safely into harbor.

She had not been sunk at all. True, 
the tide had swung her off the reef, 
but she had floated, and, drifting 
down the coast, had gone ashore on 
soft gruond in a bay thirty miles 
away. There a settler found her and 
secured her. His bargain was worth 
£25,000.

Bonar Law that he is debarred from 
imparting information precisely in 
"proportion to the extent and charac­
ter of steps that may have been taken 
or be in contemplation. All we know 
is that British volunteers have left 
for Russia, the first contingents sail­
ing on transports named Tzar and 
Tzaritza. For the rest, Russia, with 
the assistance of British munitions, 
is working out her own salvation. 
Her efforts constitute a claim, not 
only on her late allies but on the 
whole of civilization. General Miller, 
the Governor-General of Archangel, 
foresees the end of the Bolshevist 
regime by the pntumn.—United Em­
pire Magazine.

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SUCCESS ASSURED
The enthusiasm which show­

ed itself on Monday night at 
the launching of the Housing 
Scheme, in the Casino Theatre, 
is a sure and certain augury 
of the ultimate success of 
this project, which has 
now been inaugurated in 
the interests of the nu­
merous members of the 
various industrial organizations, 
who are without homes of their 
own. The representative gath­
ering which was present, and 
which unanimously supported 
the resolutions, guarantees that 
the future will witness a change 
in the present overcrowded and 
congested condition of city 
homes. Church and State, bar 
and press, and people are inter­
ested in the solution of this 
most pressing problem of the 
hour, and the unanimity of 
opinion and the spontaneity of 
agreement that it is time to be 
up and doing in Newfoundland 
will have its due effect.

The original promoters of the 
Housing Scheme have been 
unwearied in their "efforts to 
secure public support. They 
have planned and considered 
and estimated to such good pur­
pose that at last they have been 
able to lay before the population 
cf the city, a plan carrying with 
it all the assurance of accom­
plishment, whereby a critical 
situation can be relieved, and a 
long-felt want supplied. The 
housing difficulty is not confined 
to Newfoundland alone. The 
United Kingdom, United States, 
Canada, Australia and New 
Zealand have their own trou­
bles in this respect, and these 
countries by Government, Muni­
cipal and private assistance are 
making provision to provide 
homes for those who are with­
out them. Newfoundland can 
do no less, and if Monday night’s 
meeting can be taken as a cri­
terion, there is every prospect 
that within a short period, the 
beginning of a new era will be 
ushered in.

The tendency of the times is 
improvement, and that tenden­
cy will best be fostered by as­
sisting in changing the old and 
worn out traditions and condi­
tions. One of the factors in 
making houses difficult to rent 
in St. John’s, is the desire on 
the part of owners to sell. 
Prices are greatly enhanced to­
day and former landlords pre­
fer to sell out entirely rather 
than to rent or to continue the 
tenancy of occupants of houses 
under rental. Thus it has 
come about that many tenants 
have had the houses they occu­
py sold over their heads, and 
look where they will, there are 
no others obtainable.

With the inauguration of the 
new house construction, which 
must not be let lapse or fail now, 
and which should receive t the 
necessary financial support from 
Government and municipality, 
there is a promise of a dawn of 
a better and newer life for all 
those who have "been perforce 
compelled to live in' uncongenial 
surroundings and insanitary 
habitations. Those who have 
originated the Housing Scheme 
for St. John’s will have the co­
operation and support of every 
citizen wrho desires to. see »

better and newer order of things 
prevail, tod with financial aid 
from the authorities, both civ­
ic and dominion, the good work 
will proceed by leaps and 
bounds, supervised by the men 
who have given their time and 
study to the solution of one of 
the most difficult and intricate 
problems of the century.

clear of private property. Now, sir 
people faced With those facts, how 
can they be expected to fence against 
sheep and is it encouragement to the 
development oi agriculture for the 
owners of such sheep to see them ic 
on their neighbor’s crops, and to pass 
by without turning them out? If 
that living and letting live, and as I 
may say again that anyone who is iti 
favour ‘ of a sheep industry with the 
animals running at large under such 
circumstances must expect to gel 
poor returns, as the man with hie 
crops wants to live as well as the mar 
With his sheep. I know that the sheer 
is a most profitable animal, but the 
best results can be got when it ir 
kept under fence. A few years ago 1 
had some sheep running at large, but 
what results did I gèt? I had to carl 
them home in a Broken up condition 
not by dogs but by people that they 
Were troubling, which is the worst 
kind of cruelty. The same cruelty ie 
practiced to-day. Mr. Haley finisher 
Up his letter by saying that he thiûkr 
that every person possessing Ordin­
ary common sense must decide in 
favour of the sheep owners but how 
eati be expect such a favour when he 
has sheep at large. I am certainly 
sure that there are people by the 
score that won’t favour having sheep 
at large. I regret the losses of thosc- 
people very much that have had theii 
sheep destroyed by dogs, as some oi 
them did lose heavily, and the 
heaviest losers were those that need 
ed the returns badly, and as the Bar­
ren Traveller said how are they going 
to get paid. Now sir, we will take 
"The Mystery of the Barrens,” wit- 
ten by a Barren Traveller, which it 
another selfish and x unjustified let­
ter. He goes on to correct Mr 
Haley’s letter and makes a mistake 
himself, as he says anyone would 
think that the dogs of Topsail were 
to blame for destroying the sheep. 
Now sir, I know that friends of the 
Barren’s Traveller can prove tha' 
they drove a Topsail dog away fron 
tearing up a sheep last year and som- 
men had to launch a boat from Top­
sail wharf to get sheep that were dri­
ven in the salt water by Topsail collie 
dogs, and I protected sheep mysell 
that would have been driven in the 
water by Topsail collie dogs, and J 
hear that some of those doge are cer­
tified as pure bred collies. What e 
farce and a mistake.

There ie no doubt but they will drive 
them, but in a very wrong way. I 
know that people will think that I am 
against sheep and dogs but? not so. 
There is no animal aliv<j I like more 
so than sheep if kept in their right 
place. If dogs that are passed as 
collies kill sheep or any property who 
Will be responsible? Will it be the 
man who gave those breed certi­
ficates ?

Nfld. Scotch
Cured Herring.

While there have been misgivings 
as to the probable turn of events in 
the herring market in New York, es­
pecially with regard to Newfoundland 
Scotch cure, the trade has taken » 
more philosophical view of the sit­
uation during the past few weeks. 
Since it is evident that the demand 
for herring in Europe will continue, 
if not increase, as political affairs 
reach a more settled state, the view is 
held here that there will be a good out­

let for Newfoundland Scotch cured 
herring locally. The spring fishery 
was practically a failure and stocka 
now held in New York are not ex­
cessive. While the demand has been 
disappointing—and backward — the 
view is taken that with the Coming of 
early fall a better demand will set in. 
The one serious hlnderance has been 
the inferior quality of the herring 
packed in Newfoundland during the 
pest seasons. The fish are quite up 
to the standard, but the packing has 
in most cases been faulty. The result 
has been that buyers have not taken 
on their usual supplies and prices 
have continued weak. Those who 
hold fancy quality Newfoundland 
Scotch herring have nothing to fear, 
however, for the jobbing trade is 
sparsely supplied and the preference 
for their goods is everywhere evident. 
The prevailing quotations for stocks 
on the spot in New York continue to 
show a range between $18 and $24 
per barrel, but it is doubtful if any 
lots have been sold at the higher 
figure during the past few weeks.— 
N. Y. Fishing Gasette, June 14.

(that took in silver and china of 
course) she soon had over two thou­
sand dollars.

Blankets and sheets in my 
simple summer camp could not be 
replaced under fifty dollars. Think 
what they would be in a large house.

“I wouldn’t have believed we had 
spent all that money on our house. 
It’s being done so gradually, I sup­
pose, I haven’t noticed it,” said the 
woman with the inadequate two thou­
sand dollars of Insurance.

That is another interesting thing 
about such an inventory. It shows I 
one where some of one’s money has 
gone. Of course, that doesn’t bring 
back any of it but it is interesting.

Take a block of paper and well 
sharpened pencil and try It some 
evening.
Incidentally the possession of such 

an inventory would make adjusting 
your insurance a much simpler thing 
if fire ever did come to your house.

The continued depression of

This weakness is more apparent in 
this market than elsewhere, however, 
for to the Eastward a good demand 
has been noted from South America 
and in Newfoundland there has been 
a steady movement of stocks to 
Etirope. The Cuban situation has 
been a decided disappointment. It 
was expected . that conditions would 
gradually improve there, but there 
has been a reaction within the past 
week or two, which places the mar­
ket again in a weakened condition. 
Porto Rico has -not recovered from 
the recent overstocking with inferior 
quality dried fish, although there 
seems to be reasonable expectations 
that stacks will soon. be exhausted 
—unless new supplies are received. 
New fish is coming into the market, 
and producers are holding firm for j 
their prices. While the levels are 
generally lower, the new season j 
gives promise of better market con­
ditions. Quotations in New York re­
main at the levels given.—N. Y. Fish­
ing Gazette.

Blue Moons.

Saw Some Good
in Germans.

Astronomers of different countries 
have more than once recorded a blue 
moon. This remarkable phenomenon 
has been twice observed, both in Italy 
and in Austria, but only ones in 
England.

A blue sun has appeared once only, 
and will be probably never seen agtiln 
even to the end of existence. This 
Occurred in August, 1883, at the Sunda 
State*. The cause was the eruption of 
a large volcano. In the terrible shock 
that followed, a great range of moun­
tains was blown completely into the 
air. The cavity left on the Sunda 
States after this explosion was one 
thousand feet deep. Billions of tons 
Of rook, dust, and mud were blown 
heavenwards for not less than seven­
teen miles.

The reader will see what the ex­
plosion was like, when it is said that 

j at Batavia, exactly one hfiudred miles 
I away, the street lamps had to be lit, 
although the time was not yet noon, 

i The sun up to this time was completely 
obscured; but towards sunset-the sun­
set-that only the tropics know—came 
the magnificent phenomenon known to 
astronomers as the Blue Sun. This 
was seen by everyone within thirty or 
forty degrees of the Equator.

Probablv no other foreigner has 
ever been so popular in Germany as 
the American philosopher, Mark 
Twain; yet Mark understood his Ger­
many, Just as he understood Russia, 
although of the Czar’s dominions he. 
had only the tripper’s knowledge he 
picked Up with the shipload of pre- 
Cook’s tourists that he immortalized 
in “Innocents Abroad.”

In his .“Connecticut Yankee in 
King Arthur’s Court,” Twain wrote :

“There it was, you see. A man is 
a man, at bottom. Whole ages of 
aouse and oppression cannot crush 
the manhood clear out of him. Who­
ever thinks it a mistake is himself 
mistaken. Yes, there is plenty of 
good enough material for a republic 
iu the most degraded people that ever 
existed—even the Russians; plenty of 
manhood in them—even the Germans 
—if one could but force it out of its 
mind and trample in the mud any 
throne that ever was set up and an> 
nobility that ever supported It. Wc 
should see certain things yet, let Is 
hope and believe. First, a modified 
monarchy, till Arthur’s days were j 
done, then the destruction of the 
throne, nobility abolished, every mem­
ber of it bound out to soipe useful 
trade, universal suffrage instituted, 
and the whole government placed in 
the hands of men and women of the 
nation, there to remain.'' Yes, there 
was no occasion to give up my dream 
yet a while.”—Acadian Recorder.

Where Miners
Go Up To Work

PLEASE.HARD TO Miners Working at a coal mine in 
the Cascade Mountains of Canada do 
not descend a shaft, but have to climb 
up a mountain to a height of nearly 
a mile .

The mine is rich in coal, which oc­
curs in many seams, and five of these 
are flow being now being worked at 
three different levels, the highest be­
ing 6,224 feet above sea level. The 
high altitude makes the means of ap­
proach a big item of expense, but it 
also makes the cost of transporting 
the coal correspondingly low, as each 
loaded truck runs down the incline 
from coal seam to ground level under 
its own weight, and at the same time 
pulls up an empty truck on the ether 
side of the cable.

The coal obtained is anthracite, and 
this is the only anthracite located so 
far among the vast stores of coal In 
Canada.

The mine has an average yield of a 
thousand tons a day.
