It was the custom of kings in
England in the early days of our
history tg make  “progress” through
the realm' in-order to give their lieges
an opportupity of looking in the face
of royalty and uttering their com-
plaints and 'desires. To-day a royal
progress through the dominions of
their successors is a very different
enterprise. To vast numbers of Brit-
ish subjects the Supreme Head of the
Empire must remain an abstraction
and a mystery. Whatever mechanical
science may do for us in developing
communications, in the Empire there
must be millions whom the King will
never be able to visit in their own
home. Nevertheless, since the middle
of the last century, British kings and
princes have from time to time made
Empire progresses and have actually
come face to face and hand in hand
with large- numbers of the British
people carrying on the great tradi-
tion over the water.

The Winter of °75.

Editor Evening Telegram .

Dear Sir.—It is now generally ad-
mitted, by many of the old residents,
and truly, too, that the present winter
is certainly an old-time one. Conse-
quently I thought ¥ would try and re-
call to some of their minds a similar
winter. It was that of 1875. That
year tempestuous weather gzet
about the first week in January, and |
continued almost uninterruptedly, zml
the incoming of March. The prevailing
winds were mostly strong Northwest
and Northeast, coupled with severe
frost, heavy snow falls, and the ther-
mometer registering on or about zero,
and sometimes six and seven below.
The snow on the centre of Water
Street was close on six feet deep, and
formed a highway for horses and
trucks, from one end of the town to
i the other. The snow shovelled from
off the side walks in those days, was
,‘.xenenlly dumped in the centre of
:the street, where it remained till rain
"and sun finally disposed of it in mid-
spring. The ice on the harbor, too,
which had been making for a consider-
able time, was found to ‘be from ten
to twelve inches thick. When the
sealers’ row occurred at Fox’s wharf,
that spring—to suppress which the
authorities were obliged to call out
the whole police force—an unique
scene, not to be forgotten, was wit-
nessed by many on-lookers from the
waterfront. It was the prancing steeds
of the Mounted Police, during the dis-
turbance, as they “galavanted” up and
down the Harbor, dispersing the hos-
tile crowds, here and there, un the
frozen surface. The crews of the
different sealing steamers, while pre-
paring for the voyage, had also to
saw out 2 channels, to allow them to
sail, One extended from J. & W.
Stewart’s to the Na‘rows, the other
from Bowring Brothers,

Another incident worth relating was
that of the brigentine Florenee, Capt.

If William Shakespeare: could come
back to earth he would probably
learn something about literary ethics
that would cause him to hang his head
in shame. At last he is being ex-
posed in his true colors as a bigoted
and insular Englishman, incapable of
| doing justice to other races. For
Some years past he has been denounc-
ed by persons of advanced thought as
a Tory reactionary who dearly loved
a lord and was entirely out ‘of touch
with modern political ideas. Now an
even ‘worse crime than the failure to
sympathize with the aspirations of
democracy is charged against him.
He never rose to President Wilson's
conception of the rights of small na-
tionalities, and wantonly trampled on
racial susceptibilities. As a result,
he is recelving some hard knocks in
the TUnited States. Recently the
Board of Education of Newark, N. J.,
struck “The Merchant of Venice” off
the list of works for literary study
in local schools, because the role cof
Shylock is regarded as a slander on
the race of which Leon Trotzky is
so distinguished an ornament. In
justice to Shakespeare it must be
said, however, that all Hebrews do
not take his sins so much to heart.
The finest performance of Shylock
that has been seen since the days of
Irving is now being given in London
by an actor of Russian-Jewish origin,
whose name we shall not attempt to
spell from memory; while Jacob Ad-
ler, the leading light of the Yiddish
theatre in America, used to play “the
jew that Shakespeare - drew” very
skilfully indeed. 'This, however, was
prior to the time when people were
thinking of the rights of small na-
tionalities.

The example of the Newark school
authorities in purging the school
curriculum of the offence, has but
added to Shakespeare’s troubles. Act-
ing on this precedent, a New York
organization, known as the League of
Scotitsh Veterans of the World War
(your Scotsman is great at forming
societies) Has demanded the suppres-
sion of “Macbeth” because in that
tragedy a Scottish king is presented
as a traitor and a murderer. It has
forwarded a copy of its resolution to
the Newark Board of Education, but
we are left in doubt whether this was
intended as an expression of sym-
pathy or not. If it was, this revival
of fraternal feeling is touching and
recalls the old legend that the lost
ten tribes emigrated to Aberdeen.

It various other organizations will
keep up the good work, we shall pro-
bably' get rid of Shakespeare alto-
gether. The Sons of England have
good grounds for pointing out that in
“Richard ITI” and many of the other
historical plays English monarchs
are held up to opprobrium. Welsh
susceptibilities are trampled on in the
characters of Fluellén and Sir Hugh
Evans. The dramas of “King Lear”
and “Cymbeline” deal with the vil-
lainies of the ancient Britons, who
were probably of the same blood as
the modern Irish. These dramas cer-
tainly constitute an affront to all per-
sons of Celtic blood. A few of the
comedies might survive; but a little
research would probably reveal many
causes of offence. There. are several
Italian and Spanish villains who
figure in them; while from another
point of view, that of general desir-
ability, many characters (Falstaff, for
instance) are unsuitable acquaintan-
ces on a continent which ' is now
staging a spiritual swakening with
the assistance of the press.—Saturday
