several men prominently iden­
tified in one way or another with 
the interests of Great Britain 
and the Empire.

Lord Rawlinson, the Commander 
in Chief of the Army in India, 
succumbed after a brief illness ; 
Lord Curzon, formerly Viceroy 
of India, failed to recoverefrom 
the effects of an operation ; Ad­
miral Sir Doveton Sturdee, the 
Hero of the Battle of the Falk­
land Islands, died on May the 
8th, and on the same day occur­
red the death of Lord Lever- 
hulme, a great industralist ; New 
Zealand mourned the loss of her 
Premier, the Right Hon. Wil­
liam Ferguson Massey, on May 
9th, and yesterday’s message 
stated that the long and dis­
tinguished career of Lord Milner 
was closed, following an attack of 
that mysterious disease known 
as sleeping sickness." Thus “The 
o’d order changeth yielding place 
to new.”

•«he life of Lord Milner af­
fords a striking illustration of 
what can be accomplished by 
merit, and also of the fact that 
in these days no unscalable bar­
rier is raised to prevent the 
British commoner, possessing 
ability and determination, from 
attaining to the highest hon­
ours which his country can con­
fer upon him.

Alfred Milner, the son of a 
medical practitioner, who had 
provided him with a liberal ed­
ucation, was for a time a bar­
rister in the Inner Temple, but 
for the most part gave his time 
to journalism. In 1885 he con­
tested the Harrow Division as a 
candidate of the Liberal Party 
but was defeated, and for a time 
gave up all hope of a Parliamen­
tary career. In 1887 he became 
private secretary to Mr. Goschen, 
at the time Chancellor of the 
Exchequer, and from then on his 
rise in public life was rapid.

From 1889 to 1892 he occupied 
the position of Under Secretary 
for Finance in Egypt. For the 
nex't five years he was Chairman 
of the Board of Inland Revenue, 
and then in turn Governor of the 
Cape of Good Hope-and Gover­
nor of the Transvaal and the 
Orange River Colony. He held as 
well the position of High Com­
missioner for South Africa. For 
his services during the Boer 
War he was made a Viscount.

For some years he withdrew 
from public life, but in 1916 
was chosen by Mr. Lloyd George 
as a member of his ministry. 
During 1918 and 1919 he held 
the office of Secretary of State 
for War, and for the next two 
years was Secretary of State for 
the Colonies.

In addition to his other ac­
tivities Lord Milner devoted 
considerable time to writing, 
and the chief works which he 
published are “England and 
Egypt,” “The Nation and the 
Empire,” and “Questions of the 
Hour,” which appeared in 1923.

ers of Nova Scotia has arrived in St. 
John’s in order to solicit aid for those 
who find themselves in distressing 
circumstances owing to the strike 
which has paralyzed the coal ‘mining 
industry In that country. Messrs. 
Arthur and William Nugent, who are 
both Newfoundlanders, have been de­
puted for the work by the Relief 
Committee; their credentials are 
signed by the President of the Union 
as well as by the Mayor and various 
clergymen in Stellarton, Nova Scotia, 
and they have also been scrutinized 
by the local authorities.

In an interview with these gentle­
men we learn that the assistance 
sought is for the Nova Scotia miners, 
as distinct from those in Cape Breton, 
but inasmuch as relief for the former 
will ease the drain on the funds be­
ing distributed to the latter, any aid 
forthcoming will benefit the workers 
as a whole.

The point emphasized by the dele­
gates is that the distress now preva­
lent Is due not so much to the cir­
cumstances resulting from the strike, 
as to the conditions which have exist­
ed there for years, and which made 
the strike inevitable. The fact that 
the men have remained out for nine 
weeks would seem to indicate that 
there is strong reason tor their ac­
tion. The fact that there has been no 
attempt at violence, that they have 
disassociated themselves from the ex­
tremists, and have chosen as leaders 
men who Insist upon a rigid observ­
ance of law and order, seems conclu­
sive evidence that the Moscow “Reds’* 
exerise little influence, in spite of 
many suggestions to the contrary.

Messrs. Nugent, will, we understand, 
wait upon the various Church dig­
nitaries and the heads of the Labour 
Unions, in the hope of securing their 
co-operation, and will also make a 
canvass for funds both in St. John’s 
and in other parts of the country. The 
Telegram has already made an appeal 
to the public on behalf of the miners, 
and although we know that the citizens 
of this community have many demands 
made upon their generosity, we wish 
the delegates every success in the 
work which they have undertaken on 
behalf of their fellow workers and in 
many cases fellow-countrymen.

“Acute disease or infection of a part 
it the body is associated with so much, 
pain, so much fever, and so much dis- 
ibtlity, that the seriousness of the 
condition is hardly ever questioned, j 
Dn the other hand, low-trade disease 
or infection progresses so slowly, 
with so little pain and fever, and so 
little impairment of the use of the 
part, that little attention is paid to 
such a disease condition. This is par­
ticularly true of diseased teeth.

“In such diseased regions there live 
and multiply germs that can find en­
trance into the blood stream or lymph 
channels, anjd thereby be carried to all . 
parts. Such a diseased . place Is" like 
a cottonwood tree that produces seeds 
that may be carried by the wind, or 
float on the surface of streams to far 
distant fertile ground, where they 
may germinate and develop into new 
trees entirely independent of the par­
ent tree.

“The preceding is a summary of the 
theory of focal infection, a theory 
which has become well established in 
the last ten years, and is the key to 
the solution of many a medical riddle 
lf it is applied intelligently."

The two low-grade infections about 
the teeth, that tend to reproduce them­
selves in the form of low-grade infec­
tions elsewhere in the body, are those 
around the ends of the roots of 
teeth, and those about the sides of the 
crowns and the roots. The former are 
usually called chronic abscess, and 
the latter pyorrhea. Dr. Hatton pro­
ceeds :

“In the former the infecting germs 
"reach the favorable location at the 
root end through the pulp or ‘nerve’ 
canal of the tooth. This canal is j 
opened and infection gets into it as a 
result of decay. Infection of the pulp 
or ‘nerve’ frequently, tho not always, 

’causes a violent throbbing toothache, 
while infection at the root-end, after 
the ‘nerve had died.’ usually causes 
the tooth to be tender to pressure, al­
though there may be no toothache. This 
infection gradually destroys more or 
less of the bone about the end of the 
root.

“These holes in the bone generally i 
show in X-ray pictures. In some posi- 
lions in the mouth, normal cavities or 
openings in the bone may be mistaken 
for abscesses unless the physician or 
dentist is experienced in examining 
X-ray pictures.

“In pyorrhea the location of the In­
fection is closer to the surface ; the 
gum is detached from the root, the ex­
tent may be estimated by the use' of 
small instruments inserted into tb'c1 
pus pockets alongside the roots ol the 
teeth. From this condition tlic .germs 
are not so likely to get ihto the blood 
and be distributed to other parts of | 
the body as from the infections around 
the "roots of teeth.

"But the poisons formed by the bac- ; 
teria are very abundant, and are. likes 
lÿ to be absorbed into the overlying j
gum tissue, racsinc a chronic" slo .v i 
poisoning of the entire system. ;

“Disease of the lymph of the neck I 
are especially liable to follow mouth ; 
infection in children. While it is not 
generally assumed that tuberculosis ; 
of the glande of the neck follows from : 
mouth infection, it seems that it is : 
more common in cases where children 
have badly decayed teeth. Cavities In : 
the baby teeth may permit entrance 
for the germs of tuberculosis into the ] 
glands of the neck.

“Chronic mouth infection is extre­
mely common, and especially so be- ■ 
yond middle life. The removal of in- ' 
faction about the teeth is, therefore.: 
of great importance, but not nearly so j 
important as the prevention of its oc­
currence.
