Jacob Flelschhauer, of Nithburg, Perth 
County, while engaged in building a 
foot bridge over Smith’s Creek in place 
of the other, which had been taken away 
by the late freshet, was accidentally 
drowned.

The Terrible Explosion at the Earn- 
dale Colliery in South Wales.

The explosion which took place in the 
Ferndale colliery on Thursday morning, 
the 10th inst., has not been attended with 
such fatal result as was at first anticipated, 
but still is of such a character as to stamp 
it as a most appalling one, inasmuch as 
fifty-three poor fellows have been hurried 
into eternity without a moment’s warn­
ing, and who but a short time before 
were in the enjoyment of health and 
vigor. The shaft is about 300 yards in 
depth, and the colliery is divided into 
three districts, namely, the. Rhondda, 
Blaeullech and Duffryn, and at the time 
of the explosion there were nearly 600 
men in the three districts The explo­
sion took place in the Duffryn district, 
and upwards of 100 men were at work 
when the catastrophe occurred, which is 
now supposed to have been occasioned 
by a large fall of the roof, and the large 
escape of gas by some means became 
ignited, and those who were uninjured 
escaped to the surface. Up to last night 
forty-four bodies were brought to the 
surface, some of whom were frightfully 
burned, while others appear to have died 
of suffocation. The recovery of the 
bodies was prevented in the afternoon 
by some part of the works taking 
fire, to extinguish which it was fohnt i 
necessary to wall in the fire, and this as 
a matter of course, occupied some little 
time, and from yesterday evening up to 
ten o’clock this morning no bodies were 
brought to the surface.

FROM FRANCE.
Paris, June 24.—The Emperor to-day 

visited the Camp of Chalons, and made 
a speech to the soldiers. He reminded 
the army that this was the anniversary 
of the battle of Solferino, and said he' 
was pleased to see that they had not for­
gotten the. great cause for which they 
fought ten years ago. The Emperor con­
tinued as follows : “ I revive the remem­
brance of battles fought by your fathers 
and yourselves, for our recent victories 
are the history of the progress of civili­
zation. You will thus maintain the mili­
tary spirit, which is the triumph of noble 
over vulgar passions. It is fidelity to the 
flag, devotion to the country. Continue 
in the same course, and you will always 
be worthy of so great a nation.”

FROWMTALY.
Florence, June 24th.—The official’ 

journals here state that large crowds as­
sembled in the streets of Genoa,: but 
committed no violence, confining their 
demonstrations to the utterance of sedi­
tious cries. They finally dispersed with- 
out making any resistance to the police. 
Slight demonstrations are also reported 
in Naples.

FROM CUBA.

Horrible Slaughter at Puerto 
Principe.

New York, June 25th.—-A special from 
Cuba to the Sun says that a great num­
ber of families from Puerto Principe 
abandoned that city together, and guard­
ed by a force of Patriots, encamped in 
the woods. When Latona, a Spanish 
general, knew that these families were 
almost unprotected, he attacked them at 
night with a large force and slaughtered 
a large number of women, children and 
old people. The news given to the 
Captain General shows that the number 
of those whose throats were cut was 
2.000. The barbaric monster excused 
himpelf by saying the niglit was dark, 
the place obscure, and he could not lose 
so favorable an opportunity.
Affairs In Cuba—Desertion, Ac, 

New York, June 25th.— Recent dates 
from Cuba state that a considerable 
number of regular Spanish soldiers have 
deserted to the Patriot army. ' There is 
also a great deal of sickness among them. 
The Republicans have received as much 
or more aid from Mexico and other 
joints in the way of munitions of war,; 

i te., than has yet been obtained from the 
United States.

Cincinnatti, June 24th.— Messrs. Peck 

Van Hook & Go’s distillery and ware­
house were burned this morning, with 
800 barrels of whiskey. Loss $100,000.

Receipts of tub Atlantic Cable — 
It is instructive to trace the gradual in-r 
crease in the receipts of the Atlantic 
Cable, in proportion to the reduction of 
rates for transmission. From July 28th 
to October 31st, 1866, under the £20 
tariff, the daily average number of mes­
sages was 29, and the receipts £505. 
From November 1st, 1866, to November 
1st, 1867, under the £10 tariff*, the daily 
average of messages was 64, and of re­
ceipts £577. From December 1st, 1867, 
to August 1st, 1868, under the £5 5s, 
the average * of messages was 131, 
and the receipts £635, while from 
Sept. 1st, 1868, to May 31st, 1869, under 
the £3 7s Od tariff the messages averaged 
218, and the Cash received £653. So 
that with the successive reduction of rates, 
the public have been better served, and 
the exchequer of the company better sup­
plied. The increase ot the raté of the re 
ceipts has not been less than $50,000 a 
year, and the annual rate <?f messages 
from 9,177 to 68,234 as between the dear 
est and cheapest periods.

Singular arrest.—An arrest of rather a 
singular character took place the other 
day at St. Ilenro, about nine miles from 
Quebec. Two gentlemen just arrived 
from France were arrested at the in­
stance of the priest of the parish charged 
with selling him a copy of the New Tes­
tament. No fine was ultimately impos­
ed, but the one guilty of selling a copy of 
the Gospel was condemned to pay nearly 
$6 in costs. It is also positively stated 
that one of them, who aie both Colpor­
teurs of the French Canadian Missionary 
Society, was arrested without a warrant. 
Influential gentlemen in Montreal are 
determined, it is said, to have the matter 
fully investigated, and legal measures 
taken against all concerned in the extra­
ordinary proceeding. It is to be regret­
ted in the present state of political feel­
ing among the British of Lower Canada 
that a religious question should arise 
calculated to stir not only their anger, 
but also that of every Protestant in the 
Dominion.

Fenianibm Not Dead in Ire­
land.—On the person of a prisoner 
lately taken to Dublin, were found let­
ters culling upon his countrymen to 
join the Irish army. The following 
was also found upon him :—“ Soldiers 
of the II. Catholic, your services arc 
required for soldiers of Christ. Your 
oatlx and wicked promise to serve 
heretics is not binding at this critical 
period. You must officer your coun­
trymen—take your arms, &c.—come 
into town and city, and enter all gun- 
shops, provision shops, hotels—take 
cooked food, gold «silver, arms and the 
best horses, everywhere. Force the 
shopmen and constabulary into the 
ranks.—Prince of Green."’

The British Parliament have been 
inquiring for the reason why the cost !

The cod fishery 
on the coast is much better than last 
season One firm, having 13 boats, 
landed in one day 108 drafts of fish, 
the fish also being larger than former 
years at this season. All our whaling 
vessels sevep in number, have left for 
the Labrador and Newfoundland fish­
ery with the exception of one, which 
will carry qn the fishery between the 
north shore and Gaspe.
