THE FUREM FLAMES,

TERRIBLE RA VAGES OF FIRE ALL
OVER THE PROVINCE.
ROV
Much Suffering in Eastern Ontario—Scores of
Valuable Crops Destroyed—Dasolated Homes
—Yesterday’s Welcome Rain.

The excessive heat of the past few days
has produced terribly fatal effects in every
part of Ontario, - Scarcely a forest of any
size in the province has escaped the ravages
ofjflames;in numerous instances whole crops
have been destroyed in the fields, rcores of
well-filled barns have been swept away,
many A frugal husbandman has lost the en.
tire results of his year's labor, together with
his_home, and several villages have been in
imminent danger of devastation. The east-
ern and northern parts of the province ap-
pear to have suffered the most—.in the Ot-
tawa yalley, north of the St, Lawrencs, in
the neighborhood of Li and Peterboro’,
and all over Muskoka. e shower of yes-
terday ' afternoon, which: extended over a
considerable ion: of the country, was
& welcome visitor, and’ saved many thou-
sands of dollars’ worth of , thongh
seversl barns were strack by lightning and
destroyed. The ‘follo .- despatches,
dated September 1, will indicate th
of damage wrotight by the flames :

KixasToN.—The strong wind which blew
from the southwest yesterday fanned the
bush fires in thig vicinity, causing them to
burn with intensity and spread in a man-
ner which has become quite alarming. . The

8 are too numerous to count, and are to
be found in all directions, causing volumes
of smoke which hang heavily over the city.
The fires nearest Kingston are- in the vioi.
nity of Cataraqui and on the Lake Shore.
Upon Mr. Wariman’s property they are
burning brisker than ever, and have nearly
wholly destroyed his Lush covering 68 acres,
A cedar swamp near Collin’s bay has heen
ignited, and the illumination from it was
very bright. The soil is being burned up
like peat. In the south part of Westbrook,
on the boundary line betsween the townships
of King:ton aud Ernestown, the fire con-

sumed the bush on the property of Mr.
Archibald Harvie, and the reflection was
observed for miles around. A gentleman
who drove from N:t[»auve last night says
the fires in Erncstown arc particularly de-
structive. Hesaw the flames leap from the
top of ftall pine trees for scveral feet, pre-
senting a scene grand to look upon butrain-
ous in its effects. In the lake township of
| Hinchiubrook thefires are sweeping all be-
fore them. For five or six miles this side
of Loughboro’ lake, so bright was the light
from the fires last night that
farmers could almost see to pick up
pins at their “door steps. North-west
of Battersea the clouds of smoke would in-
dicate that big fires are burning. North of
Loughboro lake the . fires are also burning
freely, the smoke yesterday being so bldck
as to obscure the sun. Navigation is in-
terfered with by the smoke, the density of
which led to-day to the detention of the
steamers Magnet and Spartan of the Royal
Mailline, both bound down the river,

NAPANFE.—The fires Yesterday in front
of the fifth concession of "Richmond spread
a mile in length, sweeping everything be-
fore them. . Twelve sheep were burned to
death, owned by Simon Sexsmith ; fifty
cords of wood and two thousand cedar rails
for David Winters, besides a larg: amount
of other property, such as fences, etc. The
neighbors were assisting each other at day-
light this morning, trying to check the
flames and to save their buildings. An-
other fire started on the Hayes farm, on
the boundary between Tyendinaga and
Richmond, in the rear of the second con-
cession of Tyendinaga, and crossed the line
into the fourth concession of Richmond into
McGieer's woods. A fire started yesterday
about 2 p. m, between the ninth and tenth
concessions of Richmond, twelve miles
north of Napanee, on the west side of a
large cedar and tamarach swamp near Mud
lake. The swamp contains over one
thousand acres, and the fire was making
terrible havoc with the timber, sweeping
everything in its course. The flames
would leap for fifty feet and catch, breaking
out in other places, running at a faster gait
than a racehorse,

BRACEBRIDGE.— News reached here this
morning from Port Sydney that g great fire
is raging all around that vicinity,  Women
and children are snatched from the flames
and taken to boats on thelake. The tels.
graph live is down. In one instance we
hear of two children being burned to death.
The loss of pine timber will ba immense.
The following parties . are reported to be
burnt out ; Capt. Openshaw; E. C. Roper,
W. Clarke, Mr, Turner, the church of Eng-
land parsonage, and some other settlers,
all living around Mary Lake, in the town.
»hip of Macaulay ; George Hay, Sherman
Baldwin, Nathaniel Rowley and several
others. The heat is intense, and the atmos-
phere thick with smoke.

SANDPOINT. —A fire started on a farm in
the rear of Sandpoint on Tuesday, and
spread rapidly on Wednesday, and the vil-
lage was in much danger. By a change of
wind this was averted, but not till the
Methodist chapel was burned and about
sixty cords of wood belonging to James
Young. At one time it looked asif the
whole village would have been burned.

OrrAWA.—The smoke from bush fires in
the vicinity is not so troublesome to-day,
but the fires are still raging. Much valua-
ble timber has already been destroyed. An
extensive fire is burning to-day on the south
side of the mountains to the north of the
city.

PorT ELGIN.—The bush fires have done a
large amount of damage in this viciuity
and along the Wellington, Grey, and Bruce
railway. A large quantity of valuable
timber land has been destroyed.

Linpsay.—The bush fires have been
most disastrous. Already thirty cases are
reported of farmers having their entire
crop and buildings burned,

BorcaveroN—Beyond a few rails and
cedar being burned no damage has been
done near the village, but the country round
is alive with fires.

Is it a wise move
taking the parliament buildings away up to
the park, far from the railway stations and
the hotele, far from' the business portion of
the city, and out of the general run of
things ?

We think it is not wise.

But the government has among other
things the following reasons for going to
the park : The people want the buildings
to cost as little'as possible, and to be as little
& burden as possible on the present income
and surplus of the province; therefore, if
. free site is got in the park from the city
ana .he present valuable one turned into
cash, the proc2eds thereof will nearly be
sfficient to meet the coss/of the erection of
new provincial buildings. This i$ a fair ar-
gament, and must be weighed.

But is there no other ‘way by which this
plan of getting new buildings without
drawing on the annual income or the sur-
plus can be met ?

We think there is.

We hold that
is an unnecessary
our local government. It
a valuable  site—a site sufficient
whereon to ereci new buildings. It is near
the centre of the city, and is the most con-
venient spot that could be selected. It is
near the railways, hotels, post-office, tele-
graph wires, newspapers, courts, etc.—no
inconsiderable convenience in the conduct
of public business. It is right alongside of
the present buildings, the materials of
which might or might not be used in the
new structure. At all events, Government
house could be so utilized.

We would then suggest that the govern-
ment reconsider the matter. If they cannot
get the site of Government house there is
Upper Canada college. It would be far
more sensible to send that institution to the
park or out to Mimico than to send the
parliament buildings to the park.

Let the question be fully discussed.

Mr. Hart, the Betts Strad-—fetch from £300
0 £1000, which last sum was offered by the
Duke of Edinburgh for the Dolphin, and
refused by Mr. Adams, To try and de-
scribe those instruments is like trying to
describe the pastes, , and blues of
Nankin china. Beneath the tangible points
of outline, scroll, character, and variety of
thickness and modification of form, de-
pendent on qualities of wood known to the
master, there lie still the intangible
things which will hardly bear deserib-
ing, even when the violin is under
the eye—one might almost say under the
microscope. A rough attempt by contrast
may be made in detail. Take but one de-
tail for the benefit of the general reader,
the inner side curves and angles of the
middle boughts. In Gaspar aud Maggini
these curves ara drooping at the corners,
longish, and undecided in character; in
Duiffoprugcar it amounts almost to a
wriggle.  Nicolas Amali balances the top
and bottom of his hollow curve wiik a
ceriain masterw, but it still has a long oval
sweep, with a definite relation of balance
between the top and the botiom angle,
Having mastered this sweep, Stradinarius
begins to play with his curves and angles,
He feels strong enough to trifle, like a
skilled acrobat, with #he balance ; he lessens
the oval, and tosses up his lower corner
with a curious little crook .at the bottom ;
the top angle towers proudly and smoothly
above it, yet itisalways graceful—delicious
from its sense of freedom, almost insolent
in strength and self-confidence. There is a
touch about Stradiuarius here as elsewhere;
it is that which separates the great masters
| everywhere from their pupils—Ciulio Ro
mano from Raphael, Silvori from Pa-
gapnini, Carlo Bergonzi from Stradiuariue,
The freedom of Stradiuatius be-
comes license in Carlo Bergonzi, and coarse-
ness in Joseph Guarnerius ; for, although
the conuection between Joseph and Stra-
diusrius has been questioned, to my mind it
is sufticiently clear. Although Stradivarius
made violins- down to the last year of his
life, still, after 1730, feeling his” hand and
sight beginning to fail, he seldom signed
his work. We can catch one, and only one,
glimpse of him as he lived and moved and
had his being at Cremona 1n 1730, Piazza
Domonico. Old Pelledro, late chapel-mas-
ter at Turin, describes Antonius, the lute-
maker, as an intimate friend of his master.
He was high and thin, and looked like one
worn with much thought and incessant in-
dustry. In summer he wore a white cotton
night-cap, and in winter one of some wool-
len material. He was never seen without
his apron of white leather, and every day
was to him exactly like every other day.
His mind was always riveted upon his’ one
pursuit, and he seemed neither to know ncr
to desire the least. change of occupation.
His violivs sold for four golden livres
apiece, and were considered the best in
Italy; and as he never spent anyt hing ex-
cept upon,the necessaries of life. and his
own trade, he saved a good deai of money,
and the simple-minded Cremonese used to
make jokes ahout his thriftiness, and the
proverb passed. ‘‘ As rick as Stradiuarius.”
—Harvey, in Good Words.
The Fiji Tide Dance.

The idea to be conveyed is that of a tide
gradually rising on a reef, till at length
there remains only a little coral isle, round
which the angry breakers rage, flinging
their white foam on every side. At first
the dancers form in Jong lines and ap-
proach silently, to represent the quiet ad-
vance of the waves. After a while the
lines break up into smaller companies,
which advance with outspread hands and
bodies bent forward to represent rippling
wavelets, the tiniest waves being repre-
sented by children.s Quicker and quicker
they come on, now advancing, now retreat-
ing, yet, like true waves, steadily progress-
ing and gradually closing on every side of
the imaginary islet round which they play
or battle after the manner of breakers,
springing high in mid-air and flinging their
arms above their heads to represent the ac-
tion of spray. As theyleap and toss their
heads the soft white masi, or native cloth,
which for greater effect they wear as a tur-
ban with long streamers, “and also wear
round the waist, whence it floats in long
scarf-like ends, trembles and flutters in the
breeze. The whole effect is most artistic,
and the orchestra do their part by imitating
the roar of the surf on ‘the reef, a sound
which to' them has been a never-ceasing
lullaby from the hour of their birth.—
Miss Cummings in Fiji.
