The children of the new public school at
Caer-Howell-strest and Queen-street-avenue
and of St. Patrick’s separate school are in
deadly feud. So far the trouble has only re-
sulted in the smashing of about ad panes
of glass in the separate school ng, but
the chauces are, unless the bellicose disposi-
tion cf the chips from the old blocks is mot
nipped in the bud, something more ‘serious
may happen. Yesterday it took the com-
bined efforts of Inspectur Ward, Ser-
geant Miller and one of the . ramk
and file to save the Catholic build-
ing from being badly wrecked. and
to-day each of the schools will have to
be guarded by two officers during the ti
of dismissal to keep the opposing eleme:
separate,

The story of the fracasas told to The
World by Inspector Ward and Sergeant
Miller is this: At noon yesterday a number
of the children from the separate school
were going past the public school when they
got into a dispute with the pupils attending
the Jatter. 'Words were followed by blows
and finally stones were brought into the
argument, The Catholic children, op-
pressed by numbers, : sought safety
in flight and ran for protection to
their school. They were pursued by their
opponents, who as soon as they came abreast
of the Catholic school fusiladed it with
stones. The result of this attack was the
smashing of a number of panesof glass in
the building, Inspector Ward counted
seven,

Policeman Robinson was in the vicinity at
the time, and bis presence served toa great
extent to awe the multitude of youngsters,
who returned towards their own school after
he had made several charges into their midst.
The Catholic children, particularly the girls,
wers badly scared, but the occurence did not
make any appreciable difference in the at-
tendance at the afternoon session.

From this hour until tife time for dismissal
everything continued quiet. The Christian
Brothers held their {)upila in the school in
anticipation of trouble, which unfortunately
was verified. Close on 4 o'clock a erowd of
scholars from the public schools surged up in
front of the Catholic building. There were

uite a number of girls in the ranks and
they seemed equally excited with the
boys. = Happily for both = parties In-
spector Ward and Sergeant  Miller
with the man on the beat happened around
about the samie time. They found their
bands full; and it took all their tact to pre-
vent further damage being done.

Sergeant Miller was armed with a long
limber switch, which he used to great ad-
vantage, Inspector Ward chased one gang
of boys up Christopher-street, apparently
-public school scholars, only to meet . coming
down the avenue a crowd of ‘separate school
sclxully?. about 200 in number, bent on war.
WhenYhese latter saw the brass buttons the
also fook to their heels. While all
this ‘was in pgrogress the majority
of the Catho'ic children were kept withiu the
schools under the control of the teachers.
When the neigliborhood had become quiet
they were allowed out in detachments and
sent home.

‘The World asked Inspector Ward which
perty was respoasible for the disturbance,
and this'is what bhe said: “I must confess
taat I think it was the public school children
who were to blame. You see there is a very
reugh element goes to this school in Queen-
stieet-avenue, gathered. frem Centre and
other streets in the ward, and it is.hard to
waich them. Why, the, ones who were
the worst were bits of children all
the way from 7 to10 years; and it was
curious to see how excited they were.
One thing is certain, until this trouble sub-
sides we will have to have two men on guard
atv each school. 1 do not like to see this
spirit, for it promises serious complhications,
and the sooner it is nipped in the bud the
better it will be for all parties.” .

THE LABOR CONGRESS.

Entertained by the Ottawan Unions—Elec-
tion of Officers.

OTTAWA, Sept. 4. —There was no business
session of the Dominion Trades and Labor
Congress this morning, the delegates being
treated to a drive about the city and vicinity
by the local unions, The experimental
farm, Chaudiere Mills and other points of
interest were visited.

The election of officers took place this
afternoon. For president the nominees were
J. T. Carey of St. Catharines and Urbaine
Lefontaine of Montreal, the latter being
chosen by a vute of 42 to 39. Mr. Lefontaine
was vice-president last year and has for
some time been prominent in labor circles.
He is a printer by trade and is employed in
Le Monde office.

John Armstrong of Toronto was_elected
vice-president and R. R. Elliot of Niagara
Falls, secretary-treasurer.

The congress sat to-night until 101¢. The
immigration question was discussed.. Mr.
D. J. O’Donoghue submitted a resolution
condemning the immigration policy of the
Dominion Government, The debate was a
most acrimonious one and the congress ad-
journed without disposing of the resolution,
which will be further considered to-morrow.

There are under treat-
ment 18 cases. No deaths have occurred.

Mr. Phillips Thompson before the members
of the Canadian Nationalist Association in
the Y.M.C.A. building last evening replisd
to Prof. Goldwin Smith’s article on “Pro-
phets of Uurest” in the August number of
The Forum. The speaker claimed that
Prof. Smith bad reviewed Bellamy's
* Looking Backward” 1in a superficial
manner, and replied to the Professor’s ques-
tion, ¢ 1f riches were annihilated would the
workers feel any relief?” by stating that the
great bulk of wealth consists notin build-
ings, food and clothes, but in stocks, bonds
and.bank shares, and claimed that if these
were swept away a great boon would be con-
ferred upon every toiler. He disposed of Mr.
Smith’s remarks on hereditary wealth by the
assertion that such a thing had no existence.

The Professor's argument of the tend-
ency of population to press upon the
means of subsistence the speaker character-
ized as a,Malthusian doctrine; as the tendency
of the wealthy classes is towards small fami-
lies it i3 reasonab'e w infer that when the

kgeneral level of comfort is raised the popula-

tion will not increase by any means as tast
as at present. He made a strong plea for
governmental control of railways, steamship
lines, telegraphs, combines, etc., to regulate
prices and wages, nationalize the land
and make the yearly value of land
the basis of taxation. Mr. Thompson
come out flatfooted fgr a national currency
issued by the govérnment. The control of
all local monopolies should be invested in
municipalities.

NEARLY: 500 PINKERTONS STILL
ON GUARD,

The Freight Blockade on the New York
Centra) Road Ralsed—-Many Vacancies
in the Shops—~Another Alleged Attempt
at  Train-Wrecking—Labor Troubles
Far and Near. :

ALBANY, Sept, 4.—General Car Accountant
Ewings of the New York Central road was
in the city to-day. He said the blockade
which had existed in this vicinity was effec-
tually raiseu, and that everything was
running smoothly on the Mohawk and Hud-
son River divisions. He added that all the
fast freight trains would again be running
to-night. = Robert Pinkerton says there
are still 460 of his men stationed at
points between here and Sabnectady,
two-thirds of them being at the East and
West Albany yardsand at Karner's, Hesaid
‘the men would be kept on patrol duty until
the strike was declared off.

The strikers who have not returned to
work and who are -occup, the railway
company’s -houses have notified to
vacate within 80 days. Superintendent Bis-
sell said to-day that the houses were intended
for the occupancy.of the company’s present
employes and not former employes. Assist-
ant-Superintendent Harrington said to-night
that a number of applications had been re-
ceived personally and by letter from striking
yardmen who wished to be reinstated, but
they were invariably refused work. The
strikers deny this,

There are about one-third of the number
of men wusually employed now at
work in the West Albany shops. The
majority of these are new men. pass-
ing day finds a few of the weak-hearted
Knights returning to work in the shi The
men do not deny this and are bitter in their
denunciation of such as do return to work.
A notice was r(rotfed tao—dny by Master Me-
chanic Packard: of the West Albany sho
saying no more applications for work would
be received, as the company had all the men
it needed to carry on its present work. This
notice, however, is evidently meant for new
men, as it is known the company stands will~
ing to take back more thag half of the old
shop hands who have become gray in
company’s service and whose experiente re-
presents so much capital for the company’s
use,

As the train was proceed
ing west at that point somebody
succeeded in parting the coup-
lings of the second rear car from
the rest of the train. The two ecars thus
separate | gained speed as they rolled- down
the hill at this point. As they passed through
the upper part of the yards a yard brake-
man observed them and succeeded in board-
ing them as they rolled on the  upper rail-
road bridge and stopped them within
a hundred feet of the open draw,
The draw had been- opened to allow
the passage of one of the Troy boats which
was just passing ‘through as the cars were
brought to a stand-still.

IS MISS ALICE SMITH?

REPURTED MISSING,

Col. Benwell Detained in England by Il
ness and Not Likely to Be Present at
the Trial-The Murdered Man’s Aged
Father Broken Down by Grief at the
Death of His Son,

Woopsrock, Sept. 4.—It is reported that
Miss Smith of Eastwood, one of the most
important witnessés for the erown in the
Benwell murder case, has mysteriously dis-
appeared. No tréipe of her can be had al-
though Governifent Detective Murray has
been endeavoring for several days to locate
her. The absence of Miss Smith as a witness
at the trial may have an important bearing
on the case. It will be remembered she met
Birchall at the Hastwood station’ with Ben-
well, and was the only one of many who
could positively identify the prisoner. With
this link in the chain of evidence broken the
erown case will be materially wéakened, but

open she may be found.

It was on the fatal Feb. 17, 1800, that
Miss Alice Bmith met the accused at East-
wood, and at the coroner's inquest at Prince-
ton, she gave a clear, intelligent account of
the meeting with Birchall, ' “I 'went over to
the station to mail a letter,” she said, “‘and
saw ‘' a man there whom they call Lord
Somerset. I knew him before that
day. 1sawhim at mg grandfather’s house,
He came up and shook hands with- me near
the gate, e held out his hand -and said:
‘Shake hands’ I set my basket down
and 'shook hands™ with him., I said:
*Is it Dudley?’ He laughed and said: ‘Don’t
you know me? He asked about the famil
and said: ‘How is the old governor?’ o
walked over to the station together and he
bought his ticket. I was present when he

urchased a vicket for ilton.” Miss
mith also identified Birchall, or, as she
led him, ‘‘Lord Somerset,” after he was
brought to the jail here.

Col. Benwell, father of the murdered young
man, wasto have sailed to-day from Enﬁi
land to give evidence at the trial, but he d
not. Arrangements weére made to
meet him in New York next week.
During ~ the progress of the case
he was to be the guest of County Attorney
Ball, but a cablegram announces the fact
that the broken-hearted father is dying and
of ‘course will not be a witness against
Birchall, Col. Benwell's cousitr may come
to ﬁﬂnad‘.»but this is not certain. Col. Ben-
well is a man now past his three score and
ten, and the cruél murder of his favorite son
last winter has shortened his days on earth,
From latest reports it is hardly likely that
he will survive to hear the verdict.

BIRCHALL IN HIS CELL,
Light-Hearted and Free From Care, He
Lives Like a Fighting-Cock,

[From The Hamilton Spectator.]

A reporter was granted the privilege of
seaing Birchall in his cell to-day, with the
understanding that he should not be inter-
viewed, as the Government has issued very
strict instructions to Jailer Cameron on the
subject. Birchall occupies a cell in one of
the upper corridors, and next to him are
confined three men charged with burglary.,
Birchall, however, has nothing in eommon
with these prisoners, save  proximity of
location and the ‘‘unavoidable deten-
tion” that results from the interven-
tion of a heavy idron door between
them and . liberty. His cell is neatly
carpeted and decorated with pictures and
potted plants. A large writing table littered
with papers occupies onte side, and ‘behind it
sleek and comfortable and self- asa
rising young barrister with a good practice
c%limly awaiting juicy clients in his. private
office.

On one side of the cell is a large hunting
picture painted in  water colors by the
Erisoner Himself, and very cleverly done, for
e is an amateur artist of uncommon ability.
He spends a good deal of his time in making
pen sketches of hunting scenes and highly-
colored, French-looking wash drawings of
actresses in light marching order, It would
naturally be imagined that the e tal
strain to which a man 1£ such a serious
Eosition is subjected would begin to tell on
is appearance and demeanor, but Birchall
is evi entl{v not that sort of a young person,
He is looking just as slick and pretty as when
he went torough Hamilton last spring on his
way to Oxford county jail. “Heis a most
remarkable man,” says Jailer Cameron,
‘‘He continues just as light-hearted and free
from anxiety as possible. Apparently the
apprebension of his approaching trial for
murder does not weigh ‘'down his spirits in
the least.” The prisoner has his meals sent
up from ahotel, and lives like a fighting

cock.

His wife and sister-in-law, Mrs, West-
Jones, are staying at the Commercial hotel,
and have become familiar figures on the
streets. They dress rather clamorously, and
are quite giddy in their walk and conversa-
tion,

Where Visitors Always Go.

The place where Benwell was killed (the
“ Bwamp of Death” the local papers are
fond of calling it) has become an objective
point for pi!grimaqe of morbid curiosity-
seekers within the last few days, and the
livery keepers,are reaping a harvest. Last
Sunday a constant stream of rigs passed to
and fro over the roads between the swamp
and the city, and the number of visitors
continues almost unabated. They have
hacked away at ,the familiar old stump that
has figured in so many newspaper cuts
until its oldest friends would hardly
recognize it; and not content with
that, bave carved and written their
names and addresses over every place
where an autograph would stick, The
scene of the murder has been surveyed and
stakes planted to show the exact location of
Benwell’s body when found.

Nobody who visits. the spot can fail to be
filled with admiration for the almost poetic
romanticism exhibited by the murderer
in -his - choice of ‘& background for the
tragedy. = No ‘'place so secluded and so
ghastly in its solitary wildness could be
chosen by other than a mind keenly alive
to the dramatic fitness of things. The
place is approached by a  narrow lane
through dank swamp underbrush, and even
on a bright sunny day the route is anything
but a pleasing one. On ‘either side is the
Frimevnl swamp, with its scraggy pine trees

ifting their skeleton arms, from which the
dank, funeral moss swin,
wind. - Huge crows- inh
and go flapping off in lumbering ‘flight, jeer-
ing scornfully at their disturbers. In the
dust of the narrow road the slimy trails of
serpents appear as the reptiles have wrifgled
across from the swamp on one side to plunge
into some favored pool on the other, Here
and there their deaa bodies lie festering in
the road.

The scene of the murder is back about ten
ards from the road in the thick of a wind-
low of scrub cedar. The victim must have

been very unsuspiciovs indeed to go into
such & place on a winter’s day, because it
would be hard to assign any plausible reason
foxie taking & man into such a God-forsaken
hole.

have no coal on their Atlantic coast, and an
insufficient supply on \the c coast, so
that while we import from the United States
in the centre we export to the United States
at both extremities, In the fiscal year 1889
we imported from the United States 1,235, -
233 tons of bituminous coal and coke, which
paid $728,946,67 in dutibs, and 1,281,685 tons
of anthracite coal, which paid no duty. We
exported to the United Sfates 585,111 tons,
on which the duty was 75 cents a ton.
This i8 a growing trade; and if the
duties be remitted on both sides, both pro-
ducers and consumers will be benefited. The
president is to.be clothed with power to ad-
mit Canadian coal free of duty when Canada
shall remove duties upon coal imported. from
the United States.

Dr. Nevitt Speaks Enthusiastically of the
Great Gathering of Medical Men at
the German Capital.

Dr. R. Barrington Nevitt of Jarvis-street,
who bas just returned from a three months’
European tour, had a conversation with The
World yesterday. He visited England, Scot-
fand, France and Germany, had pleasant
weather, a most enjoyable trip, and is great-
ly benefited in health. Of course he leoked

i at ull the principal hospitals mds—:petks
highly of the wethods of treatmdnt and
management, But the thing which pleased
the Doctor most, and which was oue of the
ohief objects of his tour, was the tenth Inter-
national Medical Congress, hetl;di at hllier;:‘n
X 9. This is a triennial con-
lrom'A%rzeu;”ﬁ ago it met in Washing-
ton, three yeafs hence it will meet in Rome.
1t was an immense and importent gather-
ing of the medical faculties of many lands,
There were fully 6000 'doctors present, hail-
ing from all parts of the world—even far-oft
Australis was well represented. Commit-
tees to promote the objects and success of
the congress had been industriously working
in Ameriea, Canada, Belgium, Jenmark,
England and  Ireland, Eooﬂnnd; Italy,
Mexico, the Netherlands, Norway, Austria-
Hungary, Russia, Bweden, Switzerland,

presentative for Canada. Toronto had &

All
were loud in praise of the estertainments
provided by their medical brethren, the eity
of Berlin and the Court.

No special reference was made to the
cholera visitation. There were physiologi-
cal, dental and medical scientific exhibitions,
and a big display of medical objects of art,
and balls, fetes, parties galore.

Dr, Nevitt talked to The World enthusias-
tically of his trip. Neither he nor any of his
brethren went as delegates or other than
voluntary representatives of the medical
faculty in Canada.

‘When some months ago the Turkish authori-
thes _the extinction or non-existence
of cholera™n Syria, while Russian consular
agents maintained that it was still hovering
about on the borders of the Persian and Otto-
man empires, we expressed our convietion
that the. subsidence of the epidemic =was
merely what might be expected at that: sea-
son, and that it would reappear with the re-
turn of spring. And so it is; cholera is re-
ported now as having broken out on the
Imperial domains of Djedil ahd in the village
of Bellek, near Bagdad, whers six persons
have died out of thirteen sttacked.” Bagdad
was the bheadquarters of the epidemic last
year, whence it was carried by the river boats
far up the Tigris,. We believe that the
Foreign Office received information of its
oceurrence as far north as Diabekr and
Erzeroum, though in the latter case it was
more probably conveyed by road from
Tabruz. But, though it may thus appear to
have receded, such a phenomenon would be
without precedent. 'When, in 1547, it seemed
to invade India from Turkestaun, or, in 1865,
it appeared in Armenia after it had ravaged
Constantinople and Saloniki, it was not re-
treating but performing a flank ‘movement,
and doubling on its own advance, as we have
seen in the spread of inflienza to India and
Australia after it had overrun ail Europe
Cholera requires human intercourse for
its 'comnveyance, certain meteorological
and local conditions for its development,
and the ingestion of specifically infected
water, etc., for its - communication.
Thus, while it will eross the Atlantic in a
fortnight, it marches by slow stages throuzh
lands where railways are still noknown, re-
tiring into winter quarters when traffic and
travel are suspesded, to reopen the éampaiga
with the retutii of warm weather, which is
naturally earlier in the southand the plains
than in northern or smountainous regions.
In the winter of 1846-47 it had reached pre-
cisely the same points as it did last autumn,
and in like manner withdrew' for 4 time to
the lower valiey of the Eupbratss and Ti-
gris, recrossing the mountains and p'ateau of
Armenia in the spring, reaching Astrakan
and Jaganony in July, and Moscow and 8t
Petersburg in September, when, with the ap-
proach of winter, it disappeared omly to
break out with renewed intensity, and, as it
had travelled with tenfold greater rapldity
along the good military roads between the

| Caucasus and the capitals thanit had pte-

viously done through Persia, so when onee it
touched the margin of the restless life and
commercial activity of Europe it was drawn
{nto the vortex, and there was not a counntry
or large town but had been invaded before
the summer was over. Ifwe may venture
to prophesy, we would say that it will not
proceed further up the Tigris Valley, but,
traveling by the Huphrates, will be next
heard of at Aleppo, and perhaps Beyrout,
and it will odter Egypt via Yeddal and
Sues, and then leave Alexandris for the
Levantine and Mediterranean ports
Tabrus it will take the route via Hrzeroum
and Trebizoned to Counstantinople, Odessa,
and by Baku, Tiflis, Derbent, and Asttakhan
over Russia.—British Medical Jourpal.

Our English Cousins, ~™= =0

England is the banking-houss and financial
agéncy of the world., She 8a great factol
and sbipyard, but in the next century wili
haveto give up her pre-eminence in thms
particulars. Bhe the ocean carrying
trade of the world, butin this, too, she can-
not always stand first. Some of her scieatific
and economical inve:tigators give her only
one hundred vears in which to exhaust her
supply of coal situate for inexpensive mining.
With her cheap coal, heér superiority in fac-
turé will depart. Till Babylon itself shail
fall, England seems likely to be and remain
the banking-house of the world. Arecent es
timate gives ber revenue from investments
outside »f the United Kingdom at $5,000,700
a day or $1,825,000,000 a year, The taxed
income alone of Great Britain in I888 was
$3,180,000,000, on which the tax, at 6 pence
the pound, was 868,500,000, Of the income
and profits of the people of Great Britain
only that which is above a certain amount is
taxed. Hence the income taxed does not
notify the total income of our English cous-
ins, That is estimated carefully at somewhat
more than $7,000,000,000 a year, It costs
England a round sum to suppors her royal
family.

Queen Victoria Is paid $300,000 a year into
her privy purse. She is paid $1,156,000 a
year, for salaries of the royal household. She
is paid $220,000 a year for retiting allowances
and pensions to servants, She is paid $66,000
a year to give away in royal bounties, alms,
eto, Bhe bas $181,000 a year for incidentals,
As Duchess of Lancaster she gets $250,000 a
year from that ducliy, This makesa total of
about $2,175,000 a year. Her son Alfred, the
Duke of Edinburgh, is $125,000 & yenr.
So is her son Arthur, Duke of Connaught.
Her daughter Victoria, ex-Empress of Ger-
many, 8 paid by Great Britian $40,000 a
year, and each of the other girls $80,000 a
year, Her cousing, too, aré paid all the way
from $15,000 4 year to $60,000 a year, her
cousin George, Duke of Cambridge, getting
the latter sum. Hoer eldest son and heir ap-
parent, Albert Edward, Princsof 'Wales, is
paid $200,000 a year for himself and $185,000
a year for support and maintenance of his
children. Besides this from his duchy of
Cornwall he gets about $310,000 a year,—

The Restraints of Iavention.

The profounder and more original the
thinker, the greater is the barrier between
himself and the learned and unlearned mul-
titude, whom he would approach. Every
advanced thinker must meet his obstacles
One might suppose that simple mechanical
iaventions would escape the hostility of fools;
but they don’t. 8o simple an invention as
the percussion lock, which has superseded
the old flint lock, was invented in 1807, but
it was thirty years before it could be intro-
duced iuto the Eoglish army. How difficult
was it to introduce coal er even to introduce
gas; the candle still survives in Engand.
When the first oil-well was sunk in Penusy-
Ivania by Colonel Drake, it was considered
80 crazy an affair that he had great difficulty
in getting men to do the work, When an~
thracite was discovered in Pennsylvania, by
Nicholas Allen, near Pottstown, he tried to
sell a load but got discouraged, dumped it in
the river, and emigrated westward, When
Robert- Morris and others secured a large
tract of coal lands expécting to make a for-
tune, they failed to introduce it and gave up
their scheme. When coal was first introduced
in London (early, I believe, in the fourteenth
ventury), it produced a great outery, and
a law was passed against it, making the
burning of coal a capital offence. 1t is said
that one man was executed, but this is hard
to believe. Some persons were so hostile to
coal that they refused toeat any food cooked
by a coal fire. The opposition was not quite
as greas to the introduction of gas,  The first
cargo of ice sent to New Orleans was driven
away by themob, It was imported some-
thing like seventy years ago, by Judah Touro,
and being put into an ice-houss in Congo
Bquare, before it was completed, a mob rush-
ed in, drove off the workmen, demolished the
building and ordered the captain to lea.ve the
pott.

This is the second time this point has
arisen lately, it haying come up at the time
the court was asked to interfere in the case
of the Queen v. Birchall with certain publi-
cations  which it was alleged would be pte-
Jjudicial to a fair trial for Birchall,

Broodman v. Penman Manufacturing
€ompany.—This was an action to enforce an
agreement for the payment of royalties and
was tried before Mr. Justice Street &t To-
ronto and judgment given in favor of the
plaintiff. Lhis ‘i'ixdgmeut the defendants ap-
pealed from and the court dismiiss the ‘appeal
with costs to be paid by the defendants, 7

McLure v. Black.—Judgment on appeal
from vhe judgment of Mr, Justice Ferguson,
delivered at the trial at Walkerton in favor
of the plaintiff, dismissing the appeal with
costs, .

Cairns v. Wallis,—This is an appeal by the

laintiff from the judgment of Mr. Justice
Street in favor of the defendant, delivered
at London, in a case tried before him for the
price of goods sold and deliyered, The ap-
peal is allowed and judgmeht directed to be
entered in favor of the plaintiff for $336.45
&nd costs.

Finlay v. Miscaopbeéll—Action for $2000
damages for injuries received by the plain-
tiff while working in the defendant’s planing
mill. The - judge at the trial dismissed the
action on the ground of “tontributory negli-
gence. The judgment of the court dismisses
the appeal with costs.

Judgment will be delivered by the Chancery
Divisional Court to-morrow morning at 11
o'clock in the case Of the Attorney-General
of Canada v. the Afttornéy-General of On-
tario. This matter was argued before yaca-
tion and arises out, of 4 dispute as to who has
the power to pardon certain criminals. The
juidgment is looked forward to with much
interest by the profession.

sistent of claimants, who is still living; and
ig still firmly convinced of the trutn of His
assertions. This is Col. William Allen Sillo-
way, soldier, prirter, and js 73 yedrs old.
Wslflhm Cullen Bfyant indorsed his claim,
and credited hith with “Beautiful 8now,” {n
“The Poets of America.,” published in 1873,

As said before, however, the claim of the
man who died the other day remains the
strongest and for two reasens, His other
versés published in “Beautiful Snow, with
Other Poers,” léad one to think that he was
capableof producing the disputedlyric; second
he gives thie most satistactory accoutit of the
sircumstances of its publication. 1o & leiter
written Nov, 1, 1885, to the publishers of bis
volume he says: el .

Whira I got the idea it is hard to recall at

“Thére is One singular giréumstance con-
nected with this poem which hasalways been
a mystery tome.
