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BURIED BY A LANDSLIDE.avenue.
1Appalling Disaster on the Northern Paci­

fic Near Tacoma—12 Men Killed Out­
right and Others Bnried Alive.

^ Tacoma, Washington, Nov. 25.—A ter­
rible accident occurred this forenoon near 
Canyon Station, on Green1 River, some 70 
miles east of Tacoma, caused by a landslide 
on the Northern Pacific track.

Sixty workmen were sent to the locality 
of the disaster to repair the recent wash­
outs on the road and while thus employed 
at the base of a high bluff extending 
from the river, several thousand 
yards of bluff suddenly tumbled 
on those beneath killing 12 outright, carry­
ing 200 yards of railroad track and two 
men into the river and burying several 
others, some of whom it’s thought may be 
rescued alive.

'’were to imitate the enterprise of that body it 
would infuse confidence into capital and 
great ironworks would arise. The Legisla­
ture should be more than a large-sized 
county council, fighting over ditches, bridges 
and liquor licensee.

“The continent to which we belong,” 
# chants The Globe. We do not belong to this 

continent—half this continent belongs to us.
There you have the point of difference be­

tween a fatalist and a man of bold endeavor, 
between strength and weakness; between a 
commercial „ unionist and a protectionist; 
between an annexationist and his sturdier 
comrade who favors independence if there 
is to be any change. On this 
subtle point of difference tbe Grit 
and Tory parties are divided, as will 
be seen when you reason it out. The 
Grits say we belong to this continent and 
must humble ourselves to nature’s dispensa­
tion of us. Tbe Tones retort that we are 
not possessed by this continent, but are pos­
sessors of one mighty half of it to dispose of 
as we determine.

That stage has been reached in Canada’s 
existence at which the question of national 
destiny has become a factor in ordinary poli­
tics. Once in the open fight it can never 
more be withdrawn. It was introduced in a 
basy and half-understood shape in the last 
election—it will figure in more definite shape 
in the next and the next again, until it is 
forever settled. This being so, a man should 
make up his mind on this great question and 
attach himself to the party that represents 
his opinions on iLQBeside it, all questions 
are trivial

The young man is confronted with the two 
arguments—that we belong to this continent 
and struggling against fate is vain ; and on 
the other hand, that half of this continent 
belongs to us to do with as we dare. Admit 
that the question is debateable and that two 
equally sound authorities dispute it. This 
gives a young man a choice of positions be­
tween the advantages of which consists no 
comparison. Let him not become a fatalist 
until he can no longer strive with fate, for 
unconditional surrender before hostilities 
commence will profit nothing. Should a 
gallant effort to control the political and 
commercial future of what the map describes 
as British North America ultimately fail, 
then we can yield to that fate <of 
which Gold win Smith is the high priest 
and Sol White the powder monkey, with the 
same advantage and with greater honor 
than we now could. Let not the young man 
admit himself a chattel, a tree, a rock, an in­
animate appendage, a belonging or asset, of 
the soil he stands on. Let him declare him­
self its sovereign, the man who owns and 
rules it, and if at last the issue shall prove 
that he is not a man but a vegetable growth, 
a belonging o£tbe soil, designed by fate to 
tickle it with a plow and manure it with his 
remains, then at least history will record 
that he had the spirit to claim a higher 
sphere.

the church and the cause of Christ, 
but staining the reputation, if not blasting 1 
the whole life of his victim. The
baseness, the cruelty, the hypocrisy of itx 
are beyond description. Having never be­
fore heard of the man, or known that such a 
name was on the roll of Baptist pastors in 
Ontario, we at first hoped that the title of 
“Rev.” given to Walter Nelson in the papers 
was but a part of the fraud. But on inquiry 
we are sorry to learn that the man was in­
deed the ordained pastor of the churches 
named, having been received a few months 
ago, on what were deemed by those im­
mediately concerned satisfactory creden­
tials. Much has been said from time to 
time in these columns, and in the repre­
sentative gatherings of the denomination, 
in regard to the necessity for very care­
ful scrutiny of the recommendations of 
strangers who come among us, professing 
to be accredited Baptist ministers. In con­
sequence of these warnings some steps 
have been taken by the associations and 
greater care exercised by the churches, of 
late years, with the result, we believe, that 
cases of gross deception have been less fre­
quent than formerly. It is clear, however, 
that these precautions are yet far from 
sufficient, and this unhappy incident will 
have one good effect, if it fully arouses the 
churches to the neèd of still greater vigi­
lance. We learn that the subject was under 
consideration by the Baptist Ministerial As­
sociation of this city, at its meetings on 
Monday last, and that the facts brought out 
and the action recommended will be duly an­
nounced in our columns. Pending the fuller 
information thus to be given, we need say no 
more at present, save to join with all our 
readers in deploring this new and sad mani­
festation of human depravity, and praying 
that the cause of Christ and the progress of 
“pure religion and undefiled” may not there­
by be greatly hindered.

Éditer World : I was one of the original 
and first promoters of this association, but it 
soon after—on the third meeting —got into 
the hands of certain persons^who seem to 
have gone into very irregular actions. An 
Executive Committee (to a great extent, self 
nominated) have, in fact, become the masters 
of the association, controlling all its more" 
ment», and inaugurating most inconsistent 
and sweeping reforms, which are no reforms 
at all*

The result has been that an absurd program 
of civic reforms is enunciated by this com­
mittee not in my opinion at all in accord with 
public opinion or city requirements. This 
program has been published at a great ex­
pense to the association,and because I thought 
proper as a member of the association to con­
demn the absurdities of some of the provi-

„ glana of this proar*m the tool» of the com­
mittee were at their last meeting indignant 
at me. »

The first of these absurdities is the pro­
posal that the Mayor shall act without any 
salary, having only the use of a certain sum 
for disbursements at receptions, which he may 
use at his pleasure—apparently without ac­
counting, like the secret fund at Ottawa.

The injustice of this provision is, that it 
prevents poor men or men of little means 
from becoming a Mayor, and further is il­
liberal, anti-democratic and unjust to the 
Mayor. We have no right to expect any 
man to give his whole time to such an office 
without salary, and if he does be may make 
it up in some secret unworthy way.

It proposes to elect three commissioners to 
manage most of our city affairs without any 
fixed duties, without salary, (a sort of Junta, 
irresponsible and yet in office three years) 

power. No one can 
persons arp for. We 

have already certain useful officers of this 
kind.

It proposes to do away with our city de­
partments of all kinds water, fire, parks, etc., 
throwing the city into coufusion. We have 
now useful departments, what others are to 
take their places? This proposition I op­
posed and the committee and its tools 
raised a tremendous howl against my resolu­
tion, and it was of course lost.

It proposes to cast most onerous duties 
upon the city treasurer, which he will not 
aud can not perform, and if be did he would 
have to have a score of assistant®.

It proposes in effect to stay all city as­
sessments for three years, whereas as it 
stands some of the assessments are too high 
and some too low, and there is no reason for 
this stay, only more care is required in doing 
the work. It is useful to know how our city 
progresses.

Borne of this program is very sensible and 
proper, such as the reduction of the police 
forced the school, sanitary and waterworks 
expenses.

Possibly this might have occurred, for 
conditions seemed to favor it, but in consequence 
of to-morrow being a holiday traders generally 
covered short sales, fearing that something 
might happen between now and Friday to cause 
a reaction. The market is now in shape to soil 
off quickly if foreign advices Friday should con­
tinue weak. Clearances reported to-day for mod­
erately small engagements on new business. The 
fact that Europe Is bidding to her stocks very 
rapidly, that ihta^afrv already very large and 
that other countries which usually sell one 
hundred million bushels first half ot year 
will begin exporting from the crop of 1892 in 
January, are reasons which foreigners may be 
rather cautious in making further engagements 
for a time. A comparison of the Russian crops 
of 1891 of wheat, rye and barley with that of 1869, 
as officially reported, will show that the short­
age this%ear aggregates about 10,(XX).000 bushels, 
and the drop of 1890 was a very large one. There 
was no financial cry in 1869, and there would now 
seem to be some foundation for the st.itement 
made by a Russian writer in North American 
Review, thatUewish speculators have nought up 
large quautlties of grain, aud a> they control the 
continental news agencies, are sending out in­
flammatory advices with a view to unloading 
their holdings at big profit. The alleged scarcity 
is advertised so very industriously that, like 
Shakespi are’s maid, there is a growing suspicion 
in sj>eculative circles that site doth protest too
