HYDRO RATES REDUCED

An appreciable reduction in rates
to consumers in Watford has been
declared, the new rates to go into
effect at once and will govern the
bills submitted at end of September.
As our peak load occurs on Satur-
day night lbetween the hours of 3
and 10, the Local Commission Kindly
asks all consumers to conserve as
much power as possible between the
above mentioned hours, as by so do-
ing it will very mater:ally reduce
our cost of power. The following is
the new schedule of rates:
Domestic Lighting:

Former Rates: 3 vents per 100 sq.
ft. service ¢harge; 6 cents and 2
cents per K.W.H.

Minimum net monthly bill $1.00.
New rates: 3 cents; 5 cents and 2
cents. Minimum $1.00.

Commercial Lighting:

Former rates 12¢, 6c, 1.2c.

New rates 10c¢, bc, lc.

Power :

Former rates: $1.00; 7.1, 4.7, .15¢c,
New rates: $1.00; 6.4¢, 4.3c, .15¢.
Street Lighting :

Former rates $17 per yr. per lamp
New rates $15. per yr. per lamp.
Street lighting rate will take effect
as from January 1st, 1923.

THE VILLAGE TAX RATE

The ratepayers of Watford will be
called upon to pay a tax rate of
sixty-two mills on the dollar this
year for civic and educational pur-
poses. This year’s council is mot al-
together responsible or this high
rate, over fifteen mills of which is
made up of debenture debt. The vill-
age rate this year is 16 mills, four
mills more than last year, but we
understand that this increase is
largely due to the fact that the rate
struck last year was insufficient to
cover the expenditure, consequently
had to be made up tais year. The
Board of Education have done what
they could in keeping with progres-
sive. ideas to keep the expenditure
down and at the same time provide
what was necessary for carrying on
the work, and the tax raze for school
maintenance is slightly lower than
last year.

Tht Potal tax rate 1s the highest
in the history of the village, but we
cannot escape the fact that must be
faced of paying for progressive
ideas and up-to-dateness. We have a
good paved Main street, watertvorks,
adequate facilities that will send our
young people out into the world ful-
ly equipped to fight their way suc-
cessfully through life, an¢ the ¢Cost
has got to be paid. Watford has ad-
vanced materially the past few years
and that is why a heavy tax rate 18
required. That the rate is very high
cannot tbe denied, and- will un-
doubtedly préss hard on some rate:
payers, but who would wish to be
without the advantages that our vill-
age now has?

The two outstanding problems of
farming to-day are, first, marketing
of farm produce and second, farm
labor problem. The former problem
is one that is gradually being solved
by commodity organization, stand-
ardizing of grades, improvement in
quality and proper distribution of
the product. The work that has been
accomplished results in no increased
price to the consumer but gives the
producer a fairer share.of the price
paid by the consuming public. Pres-
ent indications point to vhe fact that
in the near future such ‘marketing
organizations will apply to all farm
produce. ‘

To secure sufficient farm labor to
work our farms to capacity will al-
ways be a difficult problem. When
farm conditions are such-that a more
substantial remuneration can be ge-
cured for the labor spent in produc-
ing then, and only then, will labor be
attracted to our farms.

The local county agricultural office
has been successfuls in securing a
number of Holland farm laborers

this season. These men have proven |

themselves to be honest, industrious
capable and desirable citizens.
Twenty-eight Hollanders have been
secured altogether. Twenty-one of
these men are at presen: engaged in
farm work. The agricultural repre-
sentative, Mr. W. P. Macdonald, in-
forms us that he is now in touch with
a source of Holland laborers, mar-
ried men, who. are anxious to come
to Canada. These men can de secured
at a reasonable ‘wage but - require
yearly employment ana to be sup-

CANADIAN NATIONAL
RAILWAY EARNINGS

Net for 7 Months $2,984,460 Com-
pared with $2,202,993 Deficit
Last Year.

Another notable increase in the
net earnings of the Canadian Na-
tional Railways is shown in the state-
ment of earnings and expenses for
the month of July 1923, issued by
the Canadian National Railways
Headquarters at Montreal. Gross
earnings are up 7% per cent, or
'$1,467,907, as compared with July
1922, After meeting operating ex-
penses amounting to $19,530,620,
there remains a net operating rev-
enue for the month of $1,472,228.

In July, 1922, the net operating
revenue from these same properties
was $723,004, so that July, 1923,
figures reprezent an increase in net
of $749,224, or 103.6%.

For the first seven months of 1923
the net earnings of the Canadian
National Railways have amounted to
$2,084,460, as compared with a
deficit on the same properties of
$2,202,993 in the corresponding per-
iod of 1922, The improvement in
net operating results in 1923, as
against the first seven months of last
year, therefore, amounts to $5,187,~
453.

It
i is, therefore, one of the most import-
ant of the money erops of the Pro-
vince. The acreage of winter wheat
Iduring the past year has been about
the same ag the average annudl
acreage for the past forty years.
There is not a county or district in
Ontario in which winter wheat is not
grown, although in New Ontario the
average annual amount is not more
‘than about 20,000 bushels. Owing to
the comparative low price of winter
wheat at present, strict sattention
should be given to economic methods
and to large yields.

The Dawson’s Golden Chaft is still |
the variety most largely grown ac-
cording to the December Bulletin of
the Ontario Department of Agricul-
ture for 1922. With the object of
Securing even a better variety, crosses
have been made at the Ontario Agri-
‘culturae College between the Daw-
son’s Golden Chaff and some other
varieties, such as, Tasmania Red,
Crimean Red, Turkey Red, Buda
P(*sth, Imperial Amber, and Bulgar-
ian.

O. A. C. No. 104.° In both the Col-
lege and tie co-operative tests this
new variety has made an excellent
record,  surpassing the Dawson'’s
Qoldvu Cbaff in both yield and qual-
ity of grain. It is a white wheat, and
resembles the Bulgarian in possess-
ing a white chaff and the Dawson’s
Golden Chaff in a beardless head. It }

It is also important to use seed of |
high - quality. The- resuits of  aix|
show an average increase in yield of
grain per acre of 6.8 bushels from
large as compared wiith small seed,
of 7.8 bushels from plump as com-
pared with shrunken seed, and of
85.6 bushels from sound as com-
pared with-broken seed. Seed which |-
was allowed to become thoroughly
ripened before it was cut produced a
greater yield of both grain'and straw,
and a heavier weight of grain per
measured bushel than that produced
from wheat which was cut at any one
of four earlier stages of maturity. In
each of two years when winter wheat
was sprouted in the fields, germina-
tion tests of the grain were made.
The following results show the aver-
age percentage of germihation from
each selection: Skin over germ, un-
broken, 94; skin over germ, broken,
:16; sprouts one-quarter inch long,
30; and sprouts one inch long, 18.
Not only was the sprouted wheat low
in germination but the plants pro-
duced were very uneven in size.
White Wheats vs. the Red Varieties.

White wheats as compared with
red wheats yield more grain per acre,
Dossess stronger straw, weigh a little
less per measured bushel, are slightly
softer in the grain, are more useful
in the manufacture of shredded
wheat and of pastry, and furnish a
somewhat weaker flour for bread pro-
duction.

. Winter wheat which was grown on
clover sod yielded much better than
that which was grown on t:mothy
sod, and that which was grown on
land on which field pease were used
as a green manure yielded 6.5
bushels of wheat per acre more than
that grown on land on which buck-
wheat was used as a green manure.

Several Experimental Union Tests to
Choose From.

In time for seeding this autumn,
valuable material will be sent out -
Yrom the College to those farmers re-
siding in Ontario who wish to con-
duct experiments upon their own
farms through the medium of the
Experimental Union. The material
will be supplied, free of charge, to
those who wish to conduct the ex-
periments and report the results in
the early autumn of 1924. Any On-
tario farmer may apply for the ‘ma-
terial for any one of the following
seven experiments: (1) Three choice
varieties of Winter Wheat (including
0. A. C. No. 104); (2) One variety
of Winter Rye and one of Winter
Wheat; (3) Spring applications of
five Fertilizers with Winter Wheat;
(4) Autumn and Spring applications
of Nitrate of Soda and Common Salt
with Winter Wheat; (5) Winter Em-
mer and Winter Barley; (6) Hairy
Vetches and Winter Rye as fodder
crops; (7) Mixtures of Winter Rye
and Hairy Vetches for seed pro-
duction.

The size of each plot is to be one
rod wide by two rods long. Fertil-
izers will be sent by express for Ex-
periment No. 4 this Autumn, and for
Experiment Nunmber 3 next Spring.
All seed will be sent by mail except
that for Number 4 which will accom-
pany the fertilizers. The material
vill be sent out in the order in which
the applications are received, and as
long as the supply lasts.—C. A.
Zavitz, 0. A. C., Guelph.
