Murder For Life Insurance.

The murderous operations of the man
Holmes, now incarcerated in Philadelphia
with charges of seven assassinations against
him, is arousing interest in the question
whether the methods of some life insuaance
companies are not temptations to the com-
mission of crime. It will be remembered
that the Hyams brothers are under trial in
Toronto; that Hayward murdered Catherine
Ging in Minneapolis; that the Hendershotts
were hanged in St. Thomas and that Dr.
Meyer was tried in New York for similar
crimes. Dozens of other instances can,
doubtless, be recalled. It may be pertinent-
ly enquired: “Is the system blameable for
these terrible crimes? And is there not
something radically wrong with a business
which makes these butcheries possible?” The
New York Recorder suggests that a law re-
quiring an autopsy to be performed within
twelve hours of the death of every insured
person—-except, of course, in any case when
the mode of death and the circumstances
made an autopsy impossible—with a pro-
vision that the life insurance company should
be independently represented at such in-
quests; and it holds that this would render
such crimes alnost impossible to commit
without instant detection. 1f there were
poison in the body, it says, it would be dis-
covered; if there had been violence, it would
be made known and would have to be ac-
counted for. With the enormous amount
of policies written on human lives, it is sure-
ly desirable that something should be done
to free this beneficent business as nearly as
possible from being a means of profit to
criminals, to whom the lives of others is not
of as much consequence as the dollars they
goin by their awful crimes.

Ravages of Cholera.

San Francisco, Sept. 19.—Notwithstand-
ing the endeavors of Japanese and Chinese
authorities to suppress news concerning_the
cholera the truth has at last come to light
concerning the plague. Japan and Norih
China are fairly alive with cholera germs,
Siberian officials have declared Japanese
open ports infected and from official sources
it is learned that over seventeen thousand
people have died in Japan from the plague
since its start in the Pescadores. In China
the disease has gained a firm foothold. Ad-
vices by the steamer Rio de Janeiro report
that in Tokio the heat is terrific and the
disease germs have beeu nursed by the cli-
mate into virulent life. The plague is rag-
ing in Yokohama also. In Osaka 150 new
cases were reported in one day. In China,
at Chefoo, the disease is spreading rapidly.
At Nanking much illness prevails amon
foreigners, many of whom have been forceg
to leave the country.

H. Parkhurst returned from Europe to-day.
He is in excellent health and says he returns
home full of vigor, to take an active part ‘in
the ensuing elections. ** We will endeavor,”
he said, ““to elect an honest and upright
ticket.” Dr. Parkhurst seemed to think a
downright declaration by the Republican
party, endorsing Mr. Roosevelt, would re-
sult in attracting a large number of votes,

North Sydney, C. B., Sept. 18.—At a
wedding near Nuab Cove last night a serious
stabbing affair took plage: The wedding
was at Hogh McEachern’s. A man named
John Burton Peterson stabbed Hugh Alex-
ander, John and Allen McEachern and John
Donahoe with a large jack-knife. Three of
the wounded are in a critical condition.

Each one
has a certain number of them, and take care
of them in other ways beside bringing them
flowers; such as taking care of the rooms,
running errands, etc. In this way the chil-
dren get to know the pleasure of helping
others, besides which they often form friend-
ships with the girls in the country who co-
operate with them by sending in flowers.
There is many a home made bright by these
little workers for humanity’s good.

Another charity that is in operation in a
strictly local sense, and one of the oldest, is
the *“ Rides for Invalids,” established by the
Young Men’s Christian association 20 years
ago. Its object is to give the poor and in-
valids a breath of fresh air by a ride into the
country, down the harbor or over the var-
ious electric lines into the suburbs. Those
who cannot be provided for in other ways
are thus afforded a day’s outing, and the
good that is done cannot be measured but
by results that are known to be of the most
satisfactory character. In connection with
this is the Union’s country week charity.
This, too, was originated in 1875, and during
its existence nearly 40,000 children and
adults have been sent into the country for a
week’s vacation. More than 3000 will this
year be thus benefitted, and to those who
are favored could come no greater blessing.

The Fresh Air Fund, like the Rides for
Invalids, is a charity that gets near the
hearts of the people and is one of the most
practical of the many organizations of the
kind. The primary objects of the fund were
to supply poor people with free rides in the
country lines of cars, and excursions down
the harbor; and to send them to the country
for vacations of various lengths. Last year
they gave more than 41,000 people rides in
the cars, nearly 15,000 people went down
the harbor, and 8812 were sent tc the coun-
try or seashore for a much-needed vacation.
Bat the system has grown by the help of
generous friends until it has provided a beau-
tiful summer cottage at Eliot, Me., where
every summer handreds of wornout mothers
and puny children are cared for and given a
glinipse of nature and its refreshing touch.

* * =

But I cannot describe the hllf\'of these
summer charities. They abound and flour-
ish through Boston’s generosity. Think of
an island in the sea given up to children,
and you have an idea of one feature; con-
ceive an old folks’ picnic and you have an-
other. Imagine a floating hospital for ba-
bies and you havea third, while sand gar-
dens, where boys and girls can actually dig
in the dirt and make mud pies, is a fourth.
There are dozens of others of different des-
criptions, all meritorious and all of a benefit
to humanity. *‘The poor ye have with you
always,” and to make them happier, health-
ier and better, is indeed one of the cares of
the world.

Above the crimson border on the loweredgs
of the band is & row of 120 pearls. Round
the upper part of the band is a borderof 112
pearls. In the front, stationed between the
two borders of pearls, is a huge sapphire,.
purchased by George IV., set in the centre
of valuable pearls. : :

The sides are adorned with three sapphires,
and between these are eight emeralds.
Above and below the. sapphires, extending
all round the crown, are placed at intervals
fourteen large diamonds, the eight emeralds
being encircled by clusters of diamonds, 128
in number. Between the emeralds and sap-
phires are sixteen ornaments; each consist- -
ing of eight diamonds. Above a circular
bend are eight sapphires, set separately, en-
circled by eight diamonds. Between each
of these eight sapphires are eight f of
eighteen diamonds each.

In front of the crown is a diamond Mal-
tese cross, in the centre of which glistens the
famous ruby given to Edward L by Don
Pedro the Cruel. This is the stone which
adorned the helmet of Henry V. at the bat-
tle of Agincourt. The centre of the ruby is .
hollowed out, and the space filled, in accor-
dance with the Eastern custom, with &
smaller ruby. The Maltese cross is formed
of seventy-five splendid diamonds. At each
of the sides and at the back is a Maltese cross

“with emerald centres, containing respectively

132, 124 and 130 sparkling diamonds.

Level with the four Maltese crosses, and
stationed between them, are four ornaments
shaped like the fleur-de-lis, with four rubies
in the centre, and surrounded by diamonds
containing 85, 86 and 87 diamonds. From
the Maltese cross spring four imperial arches,
composed of oak leaves and diamonds. The
leaves are formed of 728 diamonds; 32 pearls
represent the acorns and 54 diamonds the
cups.

From the upper part of the imperial arches
hang suspended four large pendant-shaped
pearls, set in diamond cups, each cup being
formed of twelve diamonds, the stems from
each of the four hanging pearls being incrust-
ed with twenty-four diamonds. Above the
arch is the mount, which is made of 438
diamonds. The zone and arc are represented
by thirty-three diamonds. On the i
of the throne is a cross, which has for its
centre a rose-cup sapphire set in the centre
of fourteen large diamonds.

Altogether the crown comprises one large
ruby, one large sapphire, twenty-six smaller
sapphires, eleven emeralds, four rubies, 1,-
363 brilliul:, 1,273 rt:ile 2(_!;:::;11:, four pen-
dant-sha; rls and 27 T pearis.

! of the dissolution was not made
wntil the last days of the month just closed,
the early election leaves the people just about
two weeks to get ready for it. If there
were reslly any important issues at stake
such a short time would be wholly insufficient
for an intelligent discussion and consider-
ation of them. In any event, even without
such importaut issues, it is by no means ad-
visable to spring a general election upon a
province upon such very short notice, as
such a thing looks a good deal like making
the people the tools or creatures of the poli-
ticians, instead of as they really should be,
their masters. For what are the electors of
a province but the masters called upon tore-
view and pronounce upon the work of their
duly appointed servants? And how can they
give that calm and deliberate verdict which
is desirable without having sufficient time to
deliberately discuss and weigh the various
questions affecting their welfare?

The last general election in New Bruns-
wick took place on October 25th, 1893, so
the late house had not completed quite half
its term. There should, therefore, be very
strong reasons for subjecting the province to
the trouble and expense of an election at
this early day. Premier Blair in his mani-
fests to the people of New Brunswick, which
he has just issued, assigns certain reasons
for advising a dissolution just now; but itis
very probable that political exigencies had
more to do with it than any of the things he
mentions. However, even two weeks is long
enough to give the people an opportunity of
taking the reins into their own hands and

Prince Edward Island Notes.

The cool, pl t days of September have
been restful and refruh{:ito the toiling sons
of P. E. Island. For weeks past the waving
fields of grain bave presented a lively appear-
ance; but at present there is little to be seen
on the uplands but the crisp stubble or the
soft aftermath. Our harvest has been a good
one, wheat being much more abundant than
usual, and oats about an average crop. At
the early stage of harvesting there was some
unfavorable weather, but this soon gave place
to bright, warm days well suited to the farm-
er's work. . The result is that our barns are
full to overflowing. In addition to this the
root crops look very promising, and their
quality seems to be of a superior grade. The
only discouraging outlook at present is that
of low prices and slow sales.

In the manufacture of cheese and butter
there has been gratifying enlargement during
the past summer, and our people are becom-
ing more and more convinced that these in-
dustries are destined to become a great boon
to the Island. Nothing has yet arisen to
shake the faith of the people in the convic-
tion that the new enterp have come to
stay. Great care is being taken to secure
the best results in manufacturing butter and
cheese, and a high reputation has alread
been gained by our factories for the excel-
lence of their productions.

Our usual autumn exhibitions are being
held at present. A very creditable one has
just been held at Summerside. Your Anna-
polis Co. people would not have been ashamed
to own such apples, plums and pears as were
shown at this exhibition. Gov. Howlan was
present and gave an encouraging address in
which he affirmed that P. E. L. is capable of
producing as good fruit as can be raised in
the Maritime provinces, Weare half inclin-
ed to think he is right. Be this as it may,
there can be no question as to the superiority
of the wheat, oats and other farm products
which were brought in by our farmers for
compariron,

On the whole the present year has been a
very favorable one for us so far as agricultural
products are concerned. OQur little province
is making steady progress in the industrial
arts. Comfort and plenty seem to be en-
joyed by all classes. The people can scarcely
be called rich, but they certainly are not

or.

An unusually large number of tourists from
the United States and other places have
visited us during the t summer. They
have been delighted with the climate, the
scenery, the boating and bathing facilities
afforded by the Island at this season of the
year. Onaccount of this increase in the num-
ber of visitors enlarged hotel accommoda-
tions are demanded, and steps are being
taken to meet this new want.

We have been keeping an eye to the pro-
gress of affairs in your garden county of An-
lis as reported in the newsy columns of

Rose, a gentleman who was pr t in the
public life of the two Canadas before con-
federation, and who filled the position of
Minister of Finance of the dominion from
Nov. 67 till Oct. ’69. At the latter date he
retired from public life and engaged in busi-
ness as a member of the great banking house
of Morton, Rose & Co., of London. His
partner, Levi P. Morton, was afterwards
Vice-President of the United States, and is
now the republican governor of New York.

At one time in his life, Sir John Rose was
engaged in a mission of special interest to
the people of Nova Scotia. At the request
of Her Majesty’s Government he made a
careful examination into the alleged grie-
vances of this province with regard to the
financial terms conceded to it upon entering
confederation, for a redress of which the
provincial legislature had appealed to the
Imperial Parliament. In his report he re-

ded large fi ial to the

province which were granted by the Better
Terms Act of 1869.

His son, who has just issued the challenge
has evidently inherited his father’s money,
with not very much of his brains.

—FoLLowING the reports of the enormous
wheat crop of Manitoba comes another tell-
ing of the largest catch of salmon in the
rivers and coast waters of British Columbia
ever taken in the history of that province.
This season’s output is estimated to exceed
$2,500,000 in value, an amount equal to $25
per head of the entire population of the Pa-
cific province. Usually the fish sell at ten
cents each at the canneries, but this year
prices were higher, the fishermen realizing
about fifteen cents each. Yet even at that
low figure so plentiful are the fish that sev-
eral hundred dollars are made by the fisher-
men during the few weeks which the season

I&Bides her fisheries, British Columbia is
rich in mineral resources, while the extent
of ber forests is almost unlimited. The
province has prospered greatly since the Ca-
nadian Pacific Railway was completed, but
there is still one thing which it greatly needs
—more inhabitants, the entire populationat
present being only about 100,000 inclading
Indians.

—RoserT McCALLUM, who started to cross
the Atlantic in a 19 foot boat, has brought
up in South America instead of England,
having been picked up in mid ocean by the
British ship Stalwart, and carried to Buenos
Ayres. The report states that he was starv-
ing and crazy when rescued. He left New
York June 13th, expecting to cross the ocean
in 40 days, but carried provisions for sixty.
The probability is that his provisions had
become exhausted before he was rescued.
Had he been successful in his daring under-
taking and secured the $5,000 prize he was
to receive on successfully making the voyage
he would have been lauded as a hero. Asi:
is, he will be set down as that fool hardy
youth who made the rash attempt to cross
the ocean alone in a small boat. Nothing
succeeds like success, and the opposite.
~—THE electors of M husetts are to
vote this fall on the question: *‘Is it exped-
ient that municipal suffrage be granted to
women.” The Association of the state op-
posed to the extension of suffrage to women,
a society composed of many of the most
prominent ladies of the state, is distributing
literatare, and in various otker ways carry-
ing on an aggressive campaign against the
moyement. Among the members of the
executive committee of this anti-suffrage
association we observe the name of Mrs.
Henry M. Whitney, the wife of the president
of the Dominion Coal Company. The vote
is merely to elicit an expression of opinion
and will have no practical result except as
it may influence future legislation. It will
be interesting to note how cultured Massa-
chusetts regards this question.

—Ex-QuEeN LiLoukALANI, of the Sand-
wich Islands, is evidently a person of dis-
cernment, despite all that has been said of
her. She has lately made heavy investments
in Manitoba real estate, and is now one of
Winnipeg’s largest tax-payers. What the
dusky queen intends to do with her newly-
acquired Canadian soil is not stated, but it
is possible that she intends to make the ex-
periment of farming out West; or yet, that
she is thinking of the possibility of working
up an immig!

Truro has a lady barber.

Oregon will produce 80,000 bales of hops
this season,

The cholera news from Honolulu is more
encouraging.

Superior and Duluth mills put ont 110,000
barrels of flour this year.

A destructive prairie fire is raging in the
western half of the Cherokee Stﬁp.

A fine specimen of amethyst was unearthed
a few weeks ago on the South Mountain.

There are over 200 cases of typhoid fever
and diphtheria in St. Louis at the present
time,

Cyclones and electricol storms, causing
muach damage to property, are reported in
Michigan.

A lead of quartz were recently discovered
at Black River, N. 8., by some parties who
were digging a well.

The Prince of Wales has left Denmark,
returning home by way of Kiel on board
the royal yacht Osborne.

The inhabitants of Oberunsbach, near
Kissingen, in Bavaria, are compelled to
camp in the fields, the entire place having
been destroyed by fire.

Prayers are being offered daily in the Rus-
sian church at Copenhagen for the restora.
tion to health of the Czarewitch, whose con-
dition is steadily growing worse.

The crew of the British cruiser 7Tartar,
stationed on the Mosquito coast, recently
had a skirmish with the natives in which a
number of those engaged were killed.

The British steamer Alene was fired on by
a Spanish gunboat off Cape Maysi, Cuba,
last Thursday. Great Britain, it is said,
will take prompt action in the matter.

W. C. Archibald, of Wolfville, is putting
in a jelly plant for the manufaeture especial-
ly of crab and grape jellies. He is doing an
immense canning business this year compared
with last year.

As a_commercial undertaking, the new
Baltic-North Sea canal turns out to be a
complete fiasco, owing to the exorbitant
tariff, Only 700 vessels passed through the
canal during August.

The United States commission has effected
a treaty with the Piegan Indians in Montana,
by which a strip of land from Birch Creek to
boundary line is ceded to the United States
for $1,500,000.

In Nebraska last week the heat reached
114 in the shade; but on Saturday there was
an inch of snow on the ground.” The heat
in the eastern states during this week has
been very great.

Leprosy is increasing in Iceland in an
alarming manner, according to Father Sveins-
son. Last year a Danish physician, sent by
the government, examined one-third of the
island, and found 141 lepers.

Queen Vietoria is said to attribute her
general good health to the fact that she has
never been a victim of insomnia. She al-
ways eats a light supper before retiring, and
sleeps soundly for seven hours.

Chinese officials are doing all they can to
make the investigation of the massacres a
failure. Forty of the persons arrested for
complicity in the outrages have been released
withont the consent of the foreign consuls.

At Burlington, N. J., the ground is ac-
tually on fire three feet beneath its surface,
while on the surface there is nothing to even
suggest fire except here and there a small,
thin column of smoke that curls lazily and
spirally upward.

Nearly the entire state of Colorado is cov-
ered with snow, such a depth never having
been seen o early in theseason. At Greely,
fifty miles from Denver, the snow was four-
teen inches deep, while in Denver nearly
eight inches fell. R

At Massaya, Nicaragua, the judge of the
criminal court locked up a jury for 70 hours
without water or food. Several of the jurors
fainted from hunger and thirst, and all of
them were nearly demented when liberated.
There is much indignation over the affair.

The U. 8. navy department finds great
difficulty in getting sailors for the new war-
ships and cruisers. A special committee has
been at work in New York and other ports,
and has ascertained that seamen in the mer-
chr};t marine are brutally used and under-
paid.

One of the most notable colored gatherings
ever held in the United States is in progress
at Atlanta. The entire negro population of
the country is represented by over 1200
-delegates. The meeting is that of the
National Baptists, the Baptist Foreign
Missions and the Baptist Educational Asso-
ciation.

The present season is one of the driest
ever experienced by the people of Cape Bre-
ton. The want of water isseverely felt both
in towns and country districts. Many wells
are completely dry, while in others it is so
low as to be almost unfit for use. Unless
rain comes soon and plenty of it, it is feared
a water famine will be experienced in not a
few sections of Cape Breton.

Some valuable coal seams, it is stated,
have been discovered in Newfoundland on
the line of the new railway now under con-
struction. The coal is considered by experts
employed in locating it to be equal to an-
thracite. It will be a good thing for New-
foundland if the coal turns out to be as good
as represented; but it would no doubt wipe
out the Cape Breton trade with that colony.

A gold mine at Rat Portage which was
bought some time ago for $100,000, is re-
?orted to have been sold to English investors
or $500,000. This is a kind of mining bus-
iness in which Canadians have frequently
been successful and those who bought from
them otherwise. It is to be hoped that in
the present - instance the Fnglishmen will
have as good reason to be satisfied as the
vendor.

Another Steamship Line.

Bangor, September 27.—A report, be-
lieved to be correct, was received to-day from
Eastport, to the effect that the New York
steamship company’s line is to be revived.
It is learned from good authority that
through the influence of the former mana er,
Nr. Newcombe, capitalists have ngree§ to
furnish the capital required-to run a fast
line of steamers between New York and St.
John, touching at Bar Harbor, Me., and
Eastport. Plans have been completed, and
bids will soon be asked for the construction
of a steamer of 16 knots speed, so that pas-
sengers leaving New York in the evening
may be landed at Bar Harbor the following
evening. This steamer is to be ready to go
on the route on May lst, 1896. Probably
within six weeks ong of the company’s steam-
ers, purchased for gnother route will be put
on between New York, Eastport and St.
John, to accommodate shippers until the
new steamer is ready.

Boston Lumber Market.

The spruce trade continues fair in Boston
and the weekly arrivals by water from the
provinces are still large. The market is well
supplied with orders and latest reports indi-
cale that prices are being sustained all along
the line. Desirablefengths in cargo lumber
are in better demand, although general trade
is about the same. Spruce matched boards
are still in strong demand, and hold well up
in price. The only trouble that dealers
complain of in regard to cargo spruce is that
considerable lumger is arriving which is not
of marketable dimensions, much of it being
shorter than the common demand calls for.
Clapboards are selling very readily. Shing-
les are still dull, with little prospect of re-
covering for a few weeks -yet. Hemlock is
quiet, and the condition of pine remains un-
changed.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 26.—Novee ¥remya
has received advices that the Japanese cap-
tured Chang Hau and Tal Wan Fu, in For-
mosa, at the end of August.

Two Strange Oceurrences.

There have been two somewhat mysterions
happenings down Digby Neck lately, which
are of a color that we do not often have to
record as local events.

About two weeks ago the body of a man
was found in the Bay off Whale Cove, evi-
dently dead about four weeks. The bod;
was of a medium-sized man, well-dressed.
An inquest was held and the body interred
at Whale Cove. A man in New Brunswick
has since offered some opinions on the matter
by way of explanation. He says that on the
10th he was a passenger on the steamer
Cumberland to St. Jobn and that early in
the morning he observed a head floating in
the water and which showed sigus of mal-
treatment. Whether this head belonged to
the body found at Whale Cove or not, there
is a suspicious mystery about the occurrence
which will probably never be solved.

On the 12th an aged man was found in an
almost perished condition on the northwest
coast of Briar 1sland and a boat driven ashore
near by. After considerable effort he was
restored to consciousuness and told his story.
He was a Maine man of 85 years and had
lost his way out at sea. He had been adrift
nine days without food and at length ran
ashore at Briar Island. He was given every
attention at Westport but died on Thursday
of last week, one week after landing, Hin
remains were forwarded to Boston,— Digby
Courier.

Killed in the Woods.

Mr. Edward King, of Fredericton, N. B.,
met a horrible death near the head of the St.
John river, in the province of Quebec, on
Sunday of last week. He and his brother
were out hunting for deer near one of their
lumber camps. He was carrying his rifle
across his right shoulder with the muzzle
pointing to the front and his hand grasping
the barrel. He tripped and fell, the hammer
of the rifle struck a knoll and the gun was
discharged, the bullet entering about an inch
above the right temple, and tearing a track
along the top of his head, A portion of the
skull was badly shattered and the brain ex-
posed. ~ He lingered for an hour and a half
and then expired.

Will Dock at Halifax.

Charles Cramp, the Philadelphia ship-
builder, has decided to dock the new battle-
ship Indiana at Halifax, N. S. The Indi-
ana, which is practically completed, has
not had her official trial, and is therefore
still in the hands of the contractors. Her
hull has become dirty from lying in the
water so long, and its cleaning will be neces-
sary before her trial. Mr. Cramp’s decision
to take the Indiana to a British port was
made necessary by the fact that the United
States does not -possess a dry dock large
enough for a vessel of the Indiana’s class.
Mr. Cramp will have the docking done by
his own men.

Japan is Building Ships.

Japan's shipbuilding programme for the
next five years has been definitely settled.
In addition to the two large ironclads now
building in England, she is to have four line-
of-battle ships of the ‘‘ Royal Sovereign”
type, three cruisers of from 7,000 to 8,000
tons, four cruisers of 4,000 tons with a speed
of twenty knots, and a number of smaller
crafts. When this programme is carried out
her fleet will comprise six first-class line-of-
battle ships, each more powerful than any
vessel flying a foreign flag in eastern waters,
and a large squadron of magnificent fast
cruisers.

In Memory of Canadian Patriots,

Morrisburg, Ont., Sept. 26.—The unveil-
ing yesterday of a monument erected by the
Dominion government to the memory of
Canadian patriots who fell at the battle of
Crysler’s farm on the 11th November, 1813,
was witnessed by some 5,000 persons who
had gathered on the historic battlefield.
The monument, which is a handsome obelisk,
of Stanstead granite, 40 feet high, erected on
the bank of the St. Lawrence river, was un-
veiled by Sir John Haggart, minister of rail-
ways, and addresses were delivered by the
premier, Sir Mackenzie Bowell and other
cabinet ministers,

Troublé in Newfoundland.

The board of revenue have commenced an
inquiry into the charges of smuggling pre-
ferred against a number of persons. They
were compelled to this course by the present
intention of the government not to institute
a public prosecution. Charges are daily
reiterated and not contradicted, that five
Whiteway members of the assembly are ac-
tive partners in the smuggling syndicate.
It is understood that sericus trouble is brew-
ing in the government camp, one faction in-
sisting upon and the other opposing the
prosecution. This may develop into open
rapture.

Earthquakes in Mexieo,

St. Louis, Mo., Sept. 30.—A special from
Caxaca, Mex., says word comes from Pino-
tepa that the seismic phenomena continue
there. At one place the earthquake and
ocean were so violent as to destroy the beach,
and the wavesrclled up to the walls of neigh-
boring ranches. Great drouth accompanied
these alarming manifestations. The farmers
are nearly ruined. Fishermen dare not go
to sea, as the carthquakes have been contin-
uous for many days. They say a volcano is
forming under the ocean. ~The priests have
ordered the church bells to be rung and
prayers offered imploring divine mercy.

Plant Line Steamer Wrecked.

Cape Henry, Va., Sept. 30.—The steamer
Margaret, of the H. B. Plant line, New
Haven, Conn., for Tampa, Fla., while wait-
ing for fair weather to continue her voyage
south dragged her anchor during a violent
northerly gale last night and stranded three
miles north of this place and sank. The
crew of seventeen and the pilot’s niece were
saved by the steamer’s boats. Furniture
and wreckage are washing ashore, the wheel
and house are gone and the vessel is appar-
ently breaking up,

Sale ot Canadian Horses,

Buffalo, N. Y., Sept. 25.—Messrs. B. H.
Grand & Co, have been conducting a two
days’ sale of fancy horses, many of them
premium winners at the Toronto exposition.
Many prominent out-of-town dealers were
present and fairly good prices were realized,
the best being for ** Alarm,” which sold for
$1,100. * Alarm” secured a first prize at
Toronto from thirty-four competitors. A
New York woman bought a pair of chestnut
geldings, for $875. ¢ Bismarck,” a blue
ribbonite of the Toronto show, sold for $300.

obvious that it is scarcely necessary to em-
phasize it; (2) the desirability of abandoni

the barrel package and substituting therefor
the cheap square wicker hamper holding
about a bushel of apples. This form of pack-
age, Mr. McLean says, is not only more
suitable for the British market, but it is
cheaper and more profitable—*‘ the emrty
barrel, costing in Canada about half a dollar
each, is only firewood here; whereas the
cheap square wicker hamper, holding up-
wards of a bushel of apples, when empty
would find ready purchasers in grocers and
other shopkeepers for cntering parcels to
their customers, and cost primarily less
money than the barrel.” This is a point
worthy of being noted by apple growers and
shippers. Mr. McLean contends that the
result of this desirable reform in the classifi-
cation and package of the Canadian fruit
trade * would be all round productive of fair
remuneration—profit to the grower, shipper,
consignee, and their subsidiary dealers; and
not less so to the family man purchaser in
Glasgow, who might thereby have a reason-
able sized hamper of apples in the corner of
his kitchen at a reuonaxl))le price, for handy
family use, and the empty hamper to the
bargain for the housewife’s clothes-holding
purposes on the washing green. A barrel of
apples is too much for a small house, and is
often aimply a barrel of irritation and disap-
pointment.

Bedding for Farm Animals.

A great variety of bedding-materials are
employed in. different localities, and each
farmer will of course, select for his own use
such of these as are the cheapest and most
available. In lumber distriots, where saw-
mills abound, farmers find cheap bedding in
the sawdust and shavings that are produced
in so large quantities, Sawdust makes clean,
tidy bedding, but the impression is quite
strong among farmers that its effect upon the
soil is not desirable. Certainly it decays
very slowly. The common beach sand near
the seashore possesses, when dry, good ab-
sorbing power, and affords a comfortable bed
for stock. It is, however, very heavy to
handle, and its application, in the manure,
to land already too sandy as is much of the
land bordering upon the sea coast, is not &
good practice. Meadow and salt hay, and
the straw of our small grains, supply excel-
lent bedding, and by their decay return a
large amount of humus to the soil. Their
use should be supplemented by the employ-
ment of some dry material, such as loam dust,
sifted coal ashes, or land plaster, so that all
the gases and liquid manure may be saved.
It is a simplo matter for every farmer to lay
by a supply of dry absorbents. By stirring
the soil frequently over a small area, the
earth rapidly dries out, and becomes dust
ander the heat of a summer's sun. All that
is left to do is to gather thedry material and
store it in a dry place. Every autumn our
shade and forest trees shed their leaves, a
wealth of the best of bedding, that, having
absorbed manurial substances, decay into the
best of manure.

Pl SRS
—The work on a harvesting machine is
more severe on the shoulders of a horse be-
cause the tongue of the machine will disturb
the collar and make it press on a new place.
The best wash for such a sore when it is form-
ed is salt and water in which some alum has
been dissolved. On no account put grease
of any kind on the sore. This softens the
skin and makes the break larger. Make two
thin but broad pads for the collar, one just
above and the other below the sore. . This
will make the collar press on a different place,
but these pads should be watched and re-
placed if they get out of place or form in
bunches. Whenever a horse has been galled
the team must be stopped frequently and
backed, 8o as to allow the collar to ease its
pressure on the shoulder. It is much easier
to keep 8 horse from galling than it is to care
him while still continuing to work him. But
if the collar is eased several times -during
each fore and afternoon, and is removed en-
tirely while the horse is eating during the
noon hour, a tougher skin can be built up.
It would be better though to hire another
horse, and let the one whose shoulder is sore
have entire rest for a few days, rubbing it
frequently with the salt water and alum
solution to make the hide tough. Itisreally
» way of tanning the hide.

—The fall web worm (Hyphantria textor,
Harris, or Spilosoma texter, Morris) is be-
ginning its ravages on elms, ornamental trees
and some fruit trees.. These insects spin &
web on the extremity of the branches, gradu-
ally extending it inward to the tronk of the
tree as the leaves are consumed. These
branches, if not too badly infested, should
be cut off promptly and burned; if a large
section of branches is covered every leaf
should be cut off promptly and.burned; if &
large section of branches is covered every
leaf should be carefully cleansed of web and
kerosene emulsion applied. These pests
should not be neglected, not only on account
of the injury to the trees but as soon as the
worms approach maturity, about 1st of Sep-
tember, they leave the trees and attack any
plant or shrub in the garden, often doing
mauch damage.

—Deferring the cleaning of the poultry
house until a convenient time is the cause of
millions of lice taking possession of the house
and the fowls. There is no such thing as
procrastination with lice. They mature so
quickly and multiply so rapidly that post-
ponement means an end to profit. The mis-
take made with lice is in the saving of labor
at the cost of a loss of eggs, yet such a mis-
take occurs on every farm. The fruit grower
will spray his orchard several times during
the season, yet his prospective profit from
fruit may not be any greater than from poul-
try; but the orchard is sprayed and the lice
allowed full sway in the poultry house be-
cause the poultry department is the last to
receive recognition.

—1If you have a spare poultry yard now is
the time to sow erimson clover in it. Crim-
son clover will furnish excellent winter pas-
turage for poultry, and will prevent the yard
from becoming muddy and disagreeable dur-
ing the thawing or warm epells of winter
when there is snow on the grounds. The
Delaware raised seed is classed as the best.

Let Nothing Stand in the Way.

No matter how poor the parents may be,
if the child shows unusual ability, if the boy
(or girl) leads his classes, then nothing should
stand in the way of giving him every oppor-
tunity for education. The parent may not
be able to afford to send him to the higher
and the highest school; but no matter. Let
him go just the same. Any sacrifice should
be made, and the child should be told to plan
for it and earn his own way through. There
will be scholarships and ways of earning
money by teaching. We want no mute, in-
glorious Miltons in this age of opportunities.
In our fathers’ day the minister in the coun-
try town, who was the school committeeman,
used to pick out the bright boys in the dis-
trict school and see that they went to col-
lege. I wonder if teachers and public school
superintendents do this duty now,_and give
the parents of such children no rest, and
guide the ambition of such children into
worthy channels.

The Good that Onions Do.

THEY PURIFY THE BLOOD AND EVEN CURE
THE CROUP AND EARACHE.

One of the healthiest vegetables, if not the
healthiest grown, is the onion; yet strange
to eay, but few people use it as liberally as
they should. Boiled onions in » family of
children will ward off many of the diseases
to which the little ones are subject. The
principle objection to the promi use
of this vegetable is that the odor exaled
after eating is offensive. A cup of strong
coffee taken immediately after eating is
claimed to be excellent in counteracting this
effect. Although for a day or two after eat-
ing onions the breath may have a disagree-
able odor, yet after this time it will be much
sweeter than before.

For croup, onion poultices are used with
success, providing the child is kept out of
drafts and a sudden chill is gvoided. The
poultices are made by warming the onions
in goose oil until soft, then putting them on
the child’s feet and breast as hot as they can
be borne. Except in very obstinate cases,
when taken in time, the croup readily yields
to onions. This although an old-fashioned
remedy, is & good one, as any mother who
has brought up a family of children can
attest.

Onions are excellent blood purifiers, and
for eradicating boils or any of the blood
humors are very efficacions. They are good
for the complexion, and a friend who has a
wonderfully clear, fine complexion attributes
it to the liberal use of onions as a food.

People suffering from nervous troubles are
much benefitted by using these vegetables
frequently either cooked or raw. When
troubled with a hard cough, if a raw onion
is eaten the phegm will loosen almost im-
mediately and can be removed with very lit-
tle effort. Those troubled with wakefalness
may ensure a good night’s rest often if, just
before retiring, they eat a raw onion,

There are few achés to which children are
subject as hard: to bear and as painful as
earache. One of the best remedies we know
of is to take out the heart of an onion (a red
onion is the best if it can be had, although
lacking this kind any other can be used) and
roast it. When soft put it into the affected
ear as hot as can be borne. Unless the
cause is deeper than ordinarily, the pain
will cease in a very short time and will not
return.

A cough syrup in which onions form an
important part is made by taking one cap
vinegar, one cup of treacle and one balf cup
of caut-up onions. Put on the stove and
simmer about half an hour, or until the
onions are soft. Then remove and strain.
Take a teaspoonful of this frequently when
troubled with a cough and, unless very deep
seated, the cough will not last long.

Going to Bed Hungry.

Some time or other, away back in the
.course of time, the idea got into the heads
of the human family that it was injurious
to eat just before going to bed. This pecu-
liar and unnatural whim has caused many a
sleeplessness night and many a weary day.
Just how it ever obtained its general stand-
ing among intelligent people might be an
interesting study for some one who likes to
delve after mysteries. As a matter of fact,
going to bed hungry isabout the most foolish
thing that a sensible person can be guilty
of. To be sure one should not eat heartily
of indigestible food, but under no circam-
stances is the craving to eat to be denied.
Delicate persons, especially those who have
little appetite and who never eat heartily,
are frequently kept awake and pass sleepless
nights on account of the demands of the
stomach for something vo work on. The
digestive prosess continue during sleep and
indeed are carried on in the best possible
manner at this time, there being no other
forces at work to draw the vitality from
what is for the moment its most important
business. It would be well if every family
made some provision for this need and could
keep ever ready milk, hot or cold, or a cap
of broth or hot soup, says the New York
Ledger.

A good way to make cold custard is to
beat the yolks of two eggs with four table-
spoonfuls of sugar until light. Add grad-
ually one quart of milk that has been slight-
ly heated, but not boiling. Add a teaspoon-
ful of vanilla, tablespoonful of rennet, turn
at once into a glass dish and stand away to
cool. ‘Serve with cream.

For corn fritters take two eggs, one table-
spoonful of cream, one cup of oyster crack-
ers, rolled five, six ears of sweet corn scraped
from the cob, and pepper and salt to taste.
Put a tablespoonful of butter in a frying
pan, have it hot and drop the batter in by
spoonfuls. Fry brown and serve hot for
breakfast.

Dont's and Do’s for Baby;

Do keep your baby clean.

Do give him pure air at all times.

Do let him have a few spoonfuls of water
several times a day.

Do not let everyone kiss him.

Do not let everyone jostle and shake and
tickle him.

Do not keep him so warm that he cannot
sleep. Babies as a rule, are bundled up too
much.

Do not neglest him, end then when he
cries for some needed attention, say that he
is a ““cross, bad-tempered little nuisance.”
A healthy baby seldom cries when his wants
are properly filled, and a sickly one certainly
has a perfect right to make life a burden to
those who allowed it to become so.

Do not act as if you expected your child
to grow up a healthy being, every way, look
hopefully into the future and therefore,

Do not worry needlessly.

Apple Meringue Pudding.

The ingredients required are one pint of
stewed apples, three eggs, whites and yolks
separate, one half cup of white sugar and
one teaspoonful of butter, oue teaspoonful
nutmeg and cinnamon mixed, one teaspoon-
ful essence bitter almond for the meringue.

Sweeten the spice, and, while the apple is
still very hot, stir in the butter and a little
at a time, the yolks. Beat.all light, pour
into a buttered dish and bake ten minutes.
Cover without drawing from the oven witha
meringue made "of the beaten whites, two
tablespoonfuls of white sugar and the bitter
almond flavoring. Spread smoothly and
quickly, close the oven again and brown
very slightly. Eat cold with sugar sifted
over the top and use cream instead of a
sauce.

A Hint in Sewing.

If you are troubled by the buttonholes in
children’s clothing tearing out, when making
a garment, put a strip of the goods where
the buttonholes come, making two or four
extra thicknesses, then work with a little
coarser thread than usual, putting vhe stitch-
es in closely, and there will be no farther
trouble. "

If the buttons come off or tear out, put
from four to six extra thicknesses of the ma-
terial underaeath the facing where each
button is to be sewed on, with a good sized
pin between the button and the cloth, and
use good linen thread, filling the eyes of the
button full after which withdraw the pin
and the buttops will neither come off nor
