Queen Elizabeth of Roumania, better
known as Carmen Sylva, has just pub-
lished &'book which is in the nature of
of reflections on social questions, es-
secially those closely concerning women,

‘“The so-called woman’s question,”
the Queen says, ‘“has nothing to do
with the soul. In nature woman’s vo-
cation is motherhood. Whoever affirms
the contrary, let them prove it. But
now the women want to show the
strength of their brains by other work
and by the improvement of their
fninds. This is a transient period, in
which the men are to learn that they
treated the women too much as their
chattels, and not with proper regard
to their worth and counsels. This will
later on be put right when women have
gained their so-called rights, have
earned their livings, and made their
mistakes, and whem circumstances have
again become so simplified that the
man suffices to provide for the family
and lets the woman have the necessary
time for the spiritual education of her
children.

A woman’s real knowledge need not
be as great as her desires for know-
ledge in order to be the spiritual sup-
port for her children which she ought
to be, If people lived on bread, vege-
tables and fruits, the men would/ be
able to provide for them. If the wo-
men did not need magnificent hats they
would not be obliged to earn their
bread too. The husbands are to blame
that their wives have become like this,
and the women are to blame that their
husbands no longer suffice, and that
they fall into such great temptations.
Ideal life would be in the country—in
one’s own garden, which would yield
what one needs for food, with simple
healthy clothes, and books, in which
one could learn what no
school lesson teaches.”

“But what,”” she continues, “‘is the
world like to-day? Human beings are
cramped up in large towns and gigan-
tic houses. They never see a tree,
never breathe fresh air, and are full of
envy because their neighbor drinks
Hock, and his wife travels first-class.

Terrible Train Accident on the I. C. R.

As the result of a hsad-on collision
Letwecn two passonger trains which
took place two miles west of Sand
Point on the Canadian Pacific Railvay
early Tuesday morning, thirteen are
dead, five train hands and eight pas-
sengeis, and over twenty othcrs in-
jured.

Thy collision in many respects is
similia# to that which occurred in this
provinco last winter, the principal dif-
f rencs being in the greater number of
fatalities. The following stery of one
of thoss most concerned tells the
cause of the wreck.

Th: two “Soo’ trains, one going east
and one going west, ran into each
other. Tha causs of this was Fngzineer
Dudley on the west bound train run-
n'ng past Sand Point, where he was
timced to cross the east bound passen-
ger train.

Cenductor J. D. Nidd, of No. 7 train,
that is the west bound train, said:

“It was the fault of myself and my
enginawr,Jobn Dudley, that the wreck
took place. I did not forget our or-
ders, but the train slipped by Sand
Pointt without my noticing it. My
ord.rs were in my pocket. We got our
orders at Ottawa, which we Ilcft at
2.56 a. m.”

Here Mr. Nidd produced a pink shect
commenting ‘“This is what we call a
19 order. It reads ‘TIrain No. 7 and
engine No. 836 will meet train No, 8
and engine 837 at Sand Point.’

“As 1 stated, we slipped by Sand
Point without my noticing the station,
and at 4.35 a. m., about one and a
half miles past Sand Point we crashed
into Nc. 8. Our train was made vp of
an engine; baggage car, mail car, two
second class (cars, one first class car,
and a sleeper. The head colonist car
on No. 7 was telescoped by fthe bag-
gage car ahead of it, and that
whcre the loss of life took place.

“I did not forget my orders,”” re
peated Mr. Nidd, “but that does not
excuse me. It was my first wreek,”
and tho Conductor broke dcwn
pletely.

He produced the watch on
Fireman Dubois. It had stopped at
4.53 a. m., tho instanr of the collision.
Conductor Nidd stated that tha trains
Were running about thirty . miles an
hour. at the time of the collision.
Enuii/l er John Dudley, No. 7, who
was said by Conductor Nidd to have
forgotten his ordrs, was asked by the
Chronicle’s correspondent for a state-
ment. Mr. Dudley said: “I have
nothing to say.”” He was painfullv in-
jured about the hecad, which was cov-
ered with blood, and his left grm was
broken. He was the picture of dejec-

—Our information regarding the
apple case in St. John has been fur-
ther increased this week by an un-
solicited letter from W. A. McKin-
non, Chief of the Fruit Division in
the Department of Agriculture at
Ottawa. He was, we understand,
present in St. John at the time of the
occurrence in question, and under his
direction the inspection and com-
plaint were made. We recommend
the letter to the attention of our
readers without comment.

—The present Russo-Japanese war
is regarded with interest as giving a
practical test to many modern in-
ventions for the improvement of
warlike appliances and engines of
destruction. One of the most inter-
esting of these tests to Nova Sco-
tians-will be that in connection with
wireless telegraphy. It cannot be
denied that the wireless system has
failed to come up to the great ex-
pectations entertained of it in this
country. Its usein providing either
a eommercial or a news service has
not yet fully developed. If it can be
used to greater advantage in direct-
ing the movements of fleets and
armies, the Japs may be relied upon

to demounstrate that fact.

—There is a bill now before the
Legislature at Halifax supposed to
be intended for the better protection
and preservation of the forests. It
is at best a hali hearted measure,
likely to bLe of little service and to
stand in the way of good and useful
legislation along the same line. It
bears the stamp of the weak feature
common to many of the acts of our
proviucial government. The act of
itself is not operative until the sev-
eral County Councils step in and pro-
vide tlie means where-with it may be
operated. It provides for a salaried
official, however, who will be a
figure-head and draw his salary
whether he is of any further benefit
or not. This is a subject to which
intelligent men on both sides of
polities, in this part of the province,
have given much study and atten-
tion during the past half-dozen yearr,
and it is needless to say that the
present bill comes far Lelow thelr
ideal as a method of forest protec-
tion. The meanest feature of this
proposed law is that it presupposes
that the province and fits people
have no interest in the timber lands
owned by private individuals or in-
corporations. /Y3 it pos:ible that in
this enlightened day the Parliament
of Nova Scotia can adopt a law
based on sueh a misguided theory?
It is true that whatever direct pro-
fits may arise from the lumber trade
go into the pockets of the owners of
the timber limits, but they have also
to run the risk of meeting with a
loss instead of a profit. In carrying
on that operation, however, they
are giving employment to thousands
of men. Is the preservation of the
forests of greater moment to the em-
ployer than it is to the employed?

Again, it has been clearly demon-
strated, if demonstration is worth
anything, that the loss of the forests
has a serious effect on the climatic
conditions of the country. Will the
loss thus entailed fall on the owners
of the timber lands alone? It must
also be remembered that it is not
only the commercial timber that is
destroyed by these devastating fires.
The wood that provides fuel for the
great mass of the people goes with
it, and again it is the people as a
whole who suffer. The people of
this province have_the #5me fiterest
in the preserysith of forests owned
vy individuals, or firms carrying on
lumbering operations, as they have
in those still under the djrect control
of the government. In fact, the for-
mer are of greater value, as it is-only
when they are operated that they
confer their full benefit on the in-
dustry and prosperity of the pro-
vince. These operations, however,
whether on lands owned by the pub-
lic or by private individuals, should
be regulated so as to preserve the
forest. Officers should be appointed
to see that proper care is taken to-
ward this end, not only in guarding
against fires, but by exercising due
care in cutting trees for timber, and
the province should pay them and
see that they do their duty. In re-
gard to the sections that are incap-
able of reproducing forests from the
soil, having been burned away, we
believe that the percentage of up-
land in Nova Scotia on which trees
will not grow, could the fires once be
prevented, is very small. On the
most devastated areas dwarf spruce
soon start up, and the only reason
that they do not increase is that by
the time they have enjoyed some
three or four years growth they are
gwept by another fire and must be-
gin their growth again from the
ashes. This matter of reforestration
is one that need give this country no
uneasiness. If the members of the
Forestry Association have ever been
owners of a mountain pasture, they
know that the great struggle is not
to get trees to grow, but to prevent
them from taking posscssion. If
they have tramped the mountain
wilderness of Nova Scotia, they know
that one of the trees that will crop
up everywhere and grow where there
is a shadow of a chance is the hardy
spruce. What better tree do we
want? The wilderness portions of
this province should, in course of
years, become a carefully guarded
plantation of forest trees. It is to
the people of Western Nova Scotia
an interest as great as is that of
agriculture, and demands the most
liberal treatment and the most pro-
gressive legislation that the genius
of the day can devise. The proposi-
tions that the timber limits now
owned by private individuals or
firms are of no particular interest to
others than their owners, that they

. are beyond the care of the govern-
ment, and that the owners should
pay the cost of their pratection, are
fallacies, and any scheme of forest
protection” based on them must be
argsly a failure. There is another

Letter from Newfouudlnn‘.

Mr. Editor:—

As there are a number of Nova Sco-
tians in Newfoundland engaged in the
lumber ‘woods, I thought it might be
Interesting to your readers in Bridge-
town and vicinity to have a statement
of who they are and what they are
doing. ’lhe_ Gambo district is only a
small portion of the territory covered
by the operations of the Newfoundland
Lumber Estates, of which Mr, Harry
J. Crowe is manager. He is a man
well spoken and thought of among the
men in his employ. Mr. Fred Crowe
brotherof the manager, is in charge oi
the Gambo district, and Mr. Avard L.
Anderson, who is well and favorably
woods manager. Mr. Anderson’s work
known in Bridgetown and St. John, is
keeps him constantly on the move, "as
the district is some 22 miles in length
and on which there are 15 camps run
by the company and about as many
contructors. It is not an uncommon
thing for Mr. Anderson to visit all the
company’s camps and those of the
largest contractors, in a week. This

Wherever we go, we are more and
more deeply impressed with the feeling
that agriculture is really the King of
all the divisions of labor, and that it
is amid influences of things rural, and
surrounded by the beauties and grand-
eur of nature that menkind should be
at its best. It is the same everywhere,
in the old land and in the new; in the
Mother Country and in the colonies.
They vary in detail only, in what they
afford, but the same spirit pervades
the scene “‘at home” or in the lands
across the seas. The bloom cf flowers,
the grandeur of trees, the beauties of
sylvan scenery, the charm of dell and
glade, and the riches of field and pas-
ture, make the same appeal to our na-
tures wherever we find them. Thus the
lovers of rural life of the ‘‘old home-
land”’ and of the new, have a common
interest, and yet their sympathy will
become broadened and more liberal as
they come into the closer touch that
the future holds in store for them.
This must extend not only to what
makes for beauty and harmony and all
improvement, but to the material con-
siderations which support the interests
of ccuntry.

Canada holds magnificent posses-
sions 1n grandeur of nature and all
that pertains to successful agriculture
and the making of the perfectiy devel-
oped home; but she is subject to the
same enemies as with othar countries,
and may eventually fare the same. On
my first visit to England I was both
charmed with the loveliness of its rural
perts and also pained to learn that
the human beings who were maixly re-
sponsible for maintaining its aj parent
richness, its abundance of prouauction,
and much of its beauties, vere really
poor withal, unable in many instances
to command the comforts and necessi-
ties of civilized life. I was struck with
its loneliness, so little was to be sien
of the cheerful and bright couniry life
that I have been familiar with in our
own beautiful valley in Nova Secotia.
The once merrie, merrie, spirited rural
England, is fleeing to the cities and to
other lands. .
Rider Haggard, who is familiar with
English rural life, writes: “Some parts
of England are becoming almost as
lonesome as the veldt of Africa. There
the highways. lie waste, the wayfaring
man ceaseth.”” Land under tillage is
less by 3,000,000 of acres in Great Bri-
tain than it was 30 years ago.

Many attribute the decay of British

agriculture to the Kingdom’s landhold-
ing system. Undoubtedly- this has
much to do with the trouble, but how
are matters going in America? It ap-
pears in a little different way from
which the aristocracy became possessed
of the lands of Great Britain. A land-
lord class is being formed in America.
In 1870 about 20 per cent of the farms
of the United States were worked by
tenants; in 1880, 25 per cent; in 1889,
when ‘“American Farms” was publish-
ed, I claimed that the percentage so
held had much increased. A year later
it was found to be really 28 per cent,
and in 1900 the census returns dis-
closed the startling fact that the per-
centage had gone up to 35 per cent,
At the end of the present decade the
showing will probably not be short of
50 per cent.
It is a good time now when national
cconomic matters are under discussion,
to give this problem some attention,
and purticularly to see that under the
tiscal policy which brings the empire
together, not only that real freedom
or real protection is given to agricul-
ture; not only that the lands of Great
Britain be gwven a chance to regain
the power that they once enjoyed; not
only that the farmers of the colonies
have their rights in the markets of
the empire; but also that whatever is
liable to favor capital en masse to
overthrow of small proprietorship, and
eapecially of the splendid individualismi
which is the eharacteristic of true life,
shall not be suffered.

One may be concerned for the greater
prosperity of many of the prime indus-
tries of the mother land, but the best
good of rural England appeals to him
for various reasons that are irresist-
ible. -It should retain its vigor be-
cause of its natural or inherent value
as a means to the best of production
in an abundance unequalled by other
lands, It holds in perpetuity, in vital
living substance as nothing else does,
the marks of the nation building. It
preserves in greater fascination and
force the charm of British histor). This
is a precious preserve to every Anglo;
Saxon, and espec.ally now to those of
the colonies which have maintained
their allegiance to the Crown, and are
drawing towards a real and substan-
tial partnership with the Empire.
Every highway, every lane, every
bridge and ford, furnishes its chapter
to the tale of the struggles by which
the nation grew. As the eye sweeps
over stretches of fields and paddocks,
the most conspicuous figures are the
hedgerows, and venerable and lofty
trees which have done service through
the centuries in guarding England’s
famous thoroughfares from innovation
and have preserved in living reality
these rural land-marks of history.

I would that in Evangeline’s valley
there were a greater reverence for its
old giants of the primeval forests
which stood sentry over her first set-
tlement, the only thing that represents
age, except the eternal hills; these
monarchs whose births, perhaps, anti-
dated the landing of Columbus in
America. Whenever I pass through the
valley I miss some old tree from field
or pasture that J was familiar with in
my boyhood days, or once shady rows
by the roadside, changing the scene Bl-
together. How often in real bitterness
these lines of Imogen Guiney are forced
upon my mind;—_ i
“A word of grief erewhile;

We have cut the oak down in our

aisle.”
.

Ah, impious! who paid ' i
Such fatherhood, and made
Of murmurous immortality a cargo and
and a trade;
For the hewn oak a century fair,
A wound in earth, an ache in air,”

It has been the yeoman, reared amid
the scenes of rural England, who have
supplied the muscle and energy by
which a nation fought its way into a
splendid reality. It has been rural
E which has given forth unceas-
ingly, the healthy brains for the re-
cuperation of the worn-out city, and
it is ever supplying the'British parlia-
ment with its best material.

But, from rural England and its var-
ied and enticing claims, my thoughts
ever revert to our own beautiful val-
ley. Of all my travels (and they are
many) in city, or country, or manu-
facturing town, none approaches my
conception of the ideal condition of

life as does the vale of is. In

More Evidence in the St. John Apple

Case.

The Editor Weekly Monitor,

Dear Sir:—1 have read with interest
the correspondence and editorial com-
ment regarding the Waugh case. The
departmental position is simply this:
A fraud having been called to the at-
tention of our Inspector, it was his
duty to investigate, and if he thought
the “Fruit Marks Act” had been vio-
lated, to lay the facts before the mag-
istrate, wxder oath. Finding pon ex-
amination, that some at least of the
packages said to have been branded
No. 1 when they reached St. John
contained fruit not entitled to that
complaint before the magistrate. The
oeen removed would not, in any way,
affect the offence, which was complete
when Mr. Waugh offered inferior fruit
for sale marked No. 1 (see section 6
of the Act enclosed herewith.) The
subsequent reduction of the grade
mark to No. 2 might very properly
weigh with the magistrate in mitiga-
tion, and might induce him, as I be-
lieve, in fact, it did, to impose a very
light fine, but it could not cancel the
ofiecnce. The private settlement with
the purchaser could have no greater
effect, the wrong being one against the
state. It was as if a person accused
of raising a cheque had afterwards pro-
cured its reduction to the proper fig-
ures.

1 would point out for the benefit of
all concerned, that once the Imspector
has laid the facts before a magistrate
the case passes from his control. Upon
the magistrate lies the duty of “‘weigh-
ing the merits of the case.” TIf Mr.
Waugh, or any other defendant, be-
lieves himeeli aggrieved, appeal iz not
only permissable, but is distinctly pro-
vided for by section 14 of the Act. Tt
appears that Mr. Waugh did not think
himself in a position to take advan-
tage of that section.

Canadian vs. New Zealand Butter.

Canadian buttcr suffers to some ex-
lent by comparison with that from
New Zealand, Mr. J. A. Ruddick, Chief
ol the Dairy Division, Otawa, says thy
comparison is really not a fair one,
because New Zealand butten is all
grade butter, and it arrives fresh in
Groati Britgin during our winter sea-
son’ so that any Canadian buttcr
which comes into direct competition
with it must necessarily be winter made
or hild summar stock. New Zealand
butter, however, has a reputation in
Enzland for keeping quality, and it
will be of interst to Canadians to
learn how that reputation has becn ac-
quired.

In tha first place, having no ice, the
majority of the creameries are olulp
ped with mechanical refrigerating ma-
chin s.

BENEFITS OF FRESH AIR,
In a leading article in Good Health,
Dr. J, H. Kellogg tells us that fresh
air is no less beneficial for being at a
low temperature, It is even better, he
says, when cold fresh air has special
value; it stimulates the organs and all
the fonctions of the body.
