+¢]1 was offered an engsgement, true. but I did not
accept it as it was coupled with conditions which I
did not feel I could comply with. It would bave
necessitated my signing a tbree years' contract, snd
flattering as was the offer of an engagemont Y had
made plans for a pleasure trip through Europe, which
would bave beea broken up; and then again I was
lookizg homeward, and did not want to remain away
for as long a peciod as such an engagement would
have entailed. Three years in Paris would have
probably mesnt two yesrs more in Germany and
Rus-ix. To tell the truth, I wanted to feel free to
ocome home when 1 liked, and here I am, you see, far
in advance of the expiration of the time of the Paris
offer.”

i But you sang in Vieans and St. Petersburg ?”

+ Not at all, although 1 had to put up with certain
evidences of the peculisr phase of politioal affairs
there. For instance, all my letters were opened.
When I received them, I noticed that the seals bad
been broken and the contents evidently carefully
examined. Papers sent me by friends in America
were often mutilated, and articley, evidently distaste-
ful to the Imperial official eye, had been out out care-
fally. Letters and various papers came infrequently
and were often behind time in the mails.”

“You were warmly received in 8t. Petersburg,
were you not?”’

**Yes, indeed, and I received every attention in
Russis from the very frontier. Everything was de-
lightful on the Rugsian trip except the reception st
the frontier. There I was stopped, and the officials
looked dubiously at my eight or ten trunks. ‘An
American lady traveling? But why with ten truoks ?’
Very suspicious. And grave head shakings and
official shoulder shrugs followed. Ah, yes; passports
no doubt were all right, but the ten trunks? They
could sce no reason for a lady needing ten trunks—a
mistake often made by male humanity elsewbere.”

I have bad
several American offers, but preferred to make no
arrangements until my return. Now that I am here 1
will first rest a little and then determine what I wiil
do professionally; but at presert I am under no en-
gngement, though [ am considering certain plans for
the comicg season.”

Tbat the rage for
Iyrical works sung by vocalists of all naticns to Italian
words has now declined cau scarcely sdmit of a doubt;
and, as the first practical proof of this fact, we hail
with pleasurc the announcement of the advent of &
German operstic compaay. Years ago we remember
having heard *“Fidolio” represented by German
srtists, who in their own dsountry might Bive ranked
as third-ratg, snd, although there was not s ‘‘star”’
in the whols compsny, never shall we forget the effect
of the ensemble, niot only upon ourselves, but upon the
entire audience, The earnestness and genuine pathos
thrown into the ¢ Prisoners’ Chorus’’ drew tearsfrom
all; snd yet, with what is termed a first-rate Iu'li:n
company, we bave often heard this same piecereceived
without the glightest recognition, and on several ccca-
sicns even with langhter. The ¢ Meiningen Court
Coxupany '’ bave shown us how attention to perfection
of detsil and uniformly good acting can infuse s new
life into the drama; and we msy hope that the Ger-
man opcratic srtists with whom we shall make ac-
quaintance next yesr will prave o us that something
better than well.worn Italiai operss, inadequatsly
represented, are ready for us when we renire them.
There can be no reason why we should not have pareiy
{talian operas sung by Italians, bui we slso want
Prench operss sung by Frenchmen, and Germsax operss
sung by Germans; =nd if to these wo add English
operss sung by Knglishmen, the taste of the whole art-
loving public of this country, instesd of that of &
small section, will be amply sppealed‘to.”
