The resolution alove offered was discussed
and passed, after being amended so as to read
as follows :]

Resolved, That hereafter, upon cach day set
apart by the Church, or civil authority of this
State, as a day of public thaunksgiving and
prayer to Almighty God, it be recommcnded to
cach parish within this diocese to make a dona-
tion to their parish minister, by o collection in
church, and by coutributions in private, for
Lis benefit.

Some few wecks ago we announced
that the Rev. M. M. Dillon (late rector of
Dominica) had been sclected to organize
Church Congregations amongst the colored
people n the province. 'We are happy
to be able to state that the Rev. Gentle.
man has arrived here, and with hima M.
Ballantine (a gentleman, who is said to be
thoroughly conversant with school systems
and adevoted frend to the negro race,)
who will act as Jay assistant and organize
schools.  We understand that they are
accompanied by two female teachers,
and that they have brought out several
cases filled with books and instruments,
&e., that the work may be at once com-
menced.  The work has been undertaken
by the Colonial Church and School
Society. We have often wondered that
so much sympathy could be exhibited by
professing Christians of all denominations,

with the wrongs of the fugitive slave, but

that no attempt was made to save them
from a worse thraldom than that from
which they had cscaped. We are delighted
to find that a Church Society has at
length determined to establish such a mis-
sion. May He, who alone can give the
increase, vouchsafe to bless their labours.
‘We quote the concluding paragraph of
one of the Society’s prospectuses:—

¢ Ono_powerful motive for supporting this
Mission is, that it contemplates not only the

spiritual welfare of the fugitives themselves, |

but thoe reflex moral influence which they may
cxercise on the house of their bondage, and
which may prove the strongest practical argu-
ment for the abolition of slavery.
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“0On these grounds, and, more than thcso,i
on the broad ground of Christian love and
missionary sympathy, the Committeo confident-
ly rest their case.  They appeal for coutinued
and renewed help, that the Mission may be
Iaunched with adequato guarautees for its effec-
tivo prosccution. It becomos us to help the
fugitive, flying, not for crime, but from oppres-

We had intended before this to refer to the
accounts we have seen in late papers, of the
successful experiment lateiy mado by the Rey
T. 8. Kunnedy, tho indefatigable Secretary of
the Church Socicty, in conducting open air ser-
vice, in the ncighborhood of Carlton, on the
Weston Plank Road. In addition to his regular
morning and evening services at Weston Church,
Mr. Kennedy preaches every Sunday in a suit-
able grove in a neighborhood at present unpro-
vided with a church or suitable building for the
purpose. No doubt the result will be, that the
congregation, t! us brought together will soon
become so far organized, as to procure the
erection of a suitable building, which, when
thoy become able to build a church, will answer
for a school-house.

We find, by our Epalish papers, that open air
preaching is becoming quite a common oceur-
rence with those of our clergy whose parishes
aro 8o situated as to make it a necessity, if they
would fully discharge their office of preaching
the Gospel to the poor.

Miesac MissioN.—INroryMatios WaNTED.

We find the fullowing correspondence in the
Halifax Church Times, with a reguest to the
Canada papers to givo it circulation.  We com-
mend tho matter to any reader who is able to
give tho information required.

Drar Sir,—As there are known to be several
flourishing missionary stations connected with
the vavious Protestant bodies in Canada, I beg
{0 inquire, through the medium of your paper,
if there may not be found at some of those sta-
tivns some of tho Miemac tribe, or some who
are conversaut with the Micmac language, who
might be obtained and usefully cmployed in
the wurk of evangelizing their brothren in these
Provinces.

My reasons for supposing there may be con-
verted Micmacs in Canada, are founded on the
following facts, viz :—

1. There are plenty of Miemacs theve. They
zo and come continually as far as Montreal and
farther. Mauy of them remain in that country.
How possible is it that some may have united
with the Protestants?

2, There was once # missionary establishiment
at Sussex Vale, N. B., at which many of the
youth of both sexes wore under & course of
training.  They belonged to the Millecites and
Micmaes. That establishment was afterwards
removed to Canada, Lut I do not know to what
particular locality.  Information on this point
is sought; but it does not scem an improbable
supposition, that somoe of these connected with
tho establishment may have followed it, and
that there may be sume educated pivus Mic-
macs who would be prepared to enter at ouce
into this ficld, whero we may truly say that
*the harvest is great, but the labourcrs are
few.”

3. I have direct testimony, and I think of a
reliable nature, to the point. An intelligent
Judian woman belonging to New Brunswick
once informed me, that severnl relatives of hers
had been induced to abandon their religivn and
go to Canada, where others had preceded them.
and thero to adopt the dress, and habits, and
religion of thio English Protestants. Shorelated,
too, how fearful judgments had overtaken some
of them for their heresy. But possibly some
hase survived the storm—the conjuring up of
which is casily accounted for—and might he
ready to return to their own house, and to their
own kindred, and tell hew great things the Lord
had done for them.

As already intimated, many Indians speak
Miemac fluently, who do not™ belong to their
tribe. Tho Indian dialects are so similar, that
they are learned by the Indiaus of dificrent
tribes with scarce an cffort. Thus therenay be
Indians, Protestant Indians, in Canade, not
Micmacs, who can speak the language of the
Iatter as though it were vernacular.  And even
though they caunot now speak, a feww months
intercourse might enable tham to do so, especi-
ally as they can be provided with hooks—a
dictionary and s grammar—for their assistance.

If any of the ministers in Canada, or any
other persons will take the troublo to enquire,
and will communicate the result of their in-
‘quirics to the writer, or to the Rev. Dr. Twin-
ing, or fo Rev, P. 4. McGregor, of Ialifax,
they will confer a great favour.
