REPORT OF THE GENERAL COMMITTEE.

‘H. I BLIGH, Seeretaiy.)

THE club is in a highly satisfaclory condition financially. The
Treasurer’s account shows reccipis amounting to $2573.03, expen-
diture $£2230.27, so that it has been possible to transfer $140 to the
Reserve account, leaving a balance of $202.76 to the credit of the
club at the Bank. The expenditure includes the laying of a new
bowling-green, and an extra large grant to the Tennis club.

The balance in hand is enogh to pay next yeat's instalment
on the grand-stand account, which is the last, so that the club is
practically free from debt, and has a Reserve Fund of $565.27.

The entrance-fee of £5.00 now required has not made the
number of applications for admission sink below the average
The number of active members at the last semi-annual meeting
was 322; of these 22 bave been struck off the list for non-pay-
ment of dues; 18 have been placed on the Honorary list, 28 have
resigned, and 1 has died. There have been 27 new members,
bringing the members up to 280.  The resignations have been for
the most part those of older members, who consider that the Club
no longer needs their support.

Owing to the formation’ of the South End L. T. Club, the
number of Lady members has deereased from 30 to 7. Lacrosse
has been played on the Wanderers’ Ground this year for the first
time, and it is hoped that a large number of members will take an
active interest in the game next year.

The bye-laws will be revised up to date and printed in time to
be laid before the general meeting this time next year.

REPORT OF THE GROUND COMMITTEE,

(GEOFFREY MORROW, Chairmau. -

The ground Committee beg to report that with the limited
amount voted to them not much new work could he done on
the grounds ; but a new Lawn Tennis Court was laid and
ca.efully cut and rolled, but not opened for play. This should he
a first class court next season.
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The Teuck was put in order the very fivst thing in the Spring,
and was after that comparatively casy to keep good.

The ground Committee were able to let the grounds for Base
Ball, and this brought a considerable revenue, part of which was
voted by the Managing Committee for a new bowling greon. This
was laid and should prove to be very true.

The ground Committee heg to recommend that next season the
Tennis Courts be laid up in turn for three weeks at a time all
through the season.  This will give them a chanee, as it is impos-
sible for Courts to be played on every day, and still be in good
order.

The same thing is recommended for the bowling-greens.

They also recommend that the fence, ov at least that part on
Park Street, be painted next Spring, and that the Southern side of
the track and ground inside it be re-graded.

The ground Committee are pleased to again bring to your
notice the assistance and svgeestions they have received from J.
D. Irons, to whom improving the ground is a Labour of Love
and who has at heart the best interast of the Club.

The Football Sub-Committee, reports on the past season as
* the most unsatistactory one in the annals of the Club.” In the
Ist place, Dalhoasie took offence at their playing the Abeg weits on
Thanksgiving Day (claiming for themselves a match with t'ic Wan-
derers as a fixture for that day,) and refused to arrange any other
matches throughout the scason.

Rose Biscorrixes.—Those who wish these lovely little cakes to bo
perfection must keep exelusively to the proportions of the different
ingredients, aud be careful that the Biscottines are not over baked or
burnt. Take one pound of drys pastry flour, eight ounces of castor
sugar, cight ounces of butter (fresh,) one half ounce of finely sifted
hiscnit powder, a hock-glassful of rose waler and twoeggs. The flour
and biscuit powder should be sifted together, and then the other
ingredients well rubbed into them. The sugar should now be mixed
thorougkly, and a space msrde in the centre of the lot, in which the
cags and vose-water should be poured.  Stir everything together, and
produce a nice, firm, stiff paste. Roll this out into a sheet rather less
than onc-cighth of an inch thick, and then stawp the biscottines out of
it with’a small flute-edged oval hand cutter. Now lay the cakes on
butter baking tins, put them in & warm oven, and keep them there till
quite done. By rolling the above dough out only the thickness of stout

note paper, and baking the biscottines very lightly indeed, only about .
