He rocounits the herolc story of tbe
pioneer Methodist preachers of tbe New
Worid, tbe ranging of Whitefild
ibroughout the continent, tbe labours of
litardman and Pilmoor; the troquent
visite of Coke, the father of Methodist
itissions; the consecrated labours of
F'rancia Asbury, tbe flrst bishop of Am-
enican Methodism, as herole a figure as
aîîy ln the annais of the Christian
('b'trch.

Thbe blended romance and reaiity of
titis conquest of tbe continent for Christ
anti His Church torm a stirringcbapter.
In graphic phrase Dr. Buckioy tbus de-
scribes tbase days:

Asbury, and Hed-
ding, anti Bangs, and Eider Case, tra-
versod as missionaries tbis land, thon an
almost patbless wilderness. [)uning
the war of 1812-1815, Methodism in Cait-
adae suffored excoodingiy. The circuits
ln ilpper Canada wero manned, but thosp
ln Montreai, on the St. Francis and
Ottawa wero without regular supplies.
The cburch ln Quobec liad no regular
pastor for two years of the struggie, but
a Methodist surgeon ln a British regi-
ment preacbed there ofllciently, ant
wben bis regiment was removed a local
proacher was developed.

Whon poace was declared the member-
ship ln Canada haed been re-duced to, lit-
tie more than hiait the number at the
beglnning of bostilities. The Goneseo
Conference resumed care of the country.
William Case was made preslding eider
of the Upper Canada, and Henry Ryan
ot the Lower Canada district. The
B3ritish Conference, howover, sent avec
three missionarles for Montreal and Que-
bec.

The increaseocf members ln the United
States ln 1816 was but thirty-six. and a!
preachere, seventeen, justitying Wos-
ley's aphorism that " war le always a foe
to true religion."

The second volume describes the Irre-
prossible confliet hetween the anti-
siavery and slavery sentiment, and what
Dr. Buckley mlldly calls the " bisection
uf the Methodist Episcopal Church."
That ho has been eminently fair and
Impartial, woigbing the evidence and
glvlng Judgment, le sbown ln the cordial
acceptance af bis statement by the load-
ing journal of the Southern Church.

Then follows the record of tbe tratri-
cidai WVar of Seceesion and is sequeLs,
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t he wonderful developinent af the pub-
ilshing Internas, church extension, mis-
siona.ry societies, educatlonal work. the
founding of the theological and secular
colleges. use of the press, Ecumenical
C'onferences. the Chautauqua and Ep-
worth League movements. the emPIoy-
ment ot deaconess homes,' asylums, and
orphanages. A generous trîbute ls paid

ta the progress o! the Methodist Epis-
copal Church. South.

The publishers have done their part
weli in taese two volumes. The books
are sumptuouaiY printed and Iliustrated
with scores of engraviflgs af persans and
places famous In the hlstory of Method-
iam. They are wellilndexed and band-
somely hound. Dr. Bucley han laid,
nlot only his awn church, but ail the
ehurci "s, ndter a great obligation hy bis
judicinus,nImpartial, hroad-minded sur-
vey of th growth and development of
iliat great movemefit called Metbodism.

The Childreri and the Church.

We frequelltly hear anxlaus and soluci-

tous inquiry as ta the probable outcome

of the present policy wblcb sa nearly

excludes the chiidren tramt the regular

church service. W. confeus that we do

flot know. We have no data by whicb

we caui reekon. it la said, however, that

il Io largely an unknown quantity.
Comparatively few of the chlldren now
know anytbing of Cburch Influences, out-
side of what la brought ta bear upon
themt in the Sunday-scbool. If there ls
anytbing essential in the formai presen-
tatian of the truth by a living ministry.
few of the children are getting the bene-
fit of this. Our own opinion ls that
neither the Sunday-schoal nor any other
religions arganization conducted In the
Interet of the children, can be a substi-
tut. for the preaching of the Word, and
It will require the coming upan the stage
of another generatian ta reveal fully the
foily of a systemt whlcb undertakes the
experiment.

Parents who plan wisely for the proper
education and training o! their chlldren
will flot neglect ta carry tbem ta the
honne of God, wbere their young bearts
may be impressed by the Word as It falîs
In earnest message frram the man of God.
What if they do complain of fatigue. and
urge the objection that such services are

lrksome and without lnterest ? lie,
mame objection la urged by cbIldren 1.
the restrailits o! home, yet noa wise par-

cnt will 1he wllling ta yleld to them,am
turn tbem over with lîcense to abawlon
the home and run at large In the eci.
munlty. Objection ta church-going i
more whim of childhood, and uâualîv
cames at the suggestion o! Borne w1m
have been demorallzed by foolish iii-
dulgence.

There can be nothIng more Importaint
ta the Cburch and society at the pretwent
time than for the millions of cbildrcn to
be turned toward the sanctuary. h is
a ad slght on Sunday morning ta ïee
great thrangs of children golng away
tram the bouse of God, whlle the bell s8
calling the people ta worsbip. Let Siin.
day-school superintendents and parents
co-operate witb pastera everywhere ta
correct this state o! affaira. It wili be
a hapypy day for the Church when ail her
chlldren are dedlcated ta God, and kept
ever near ber sitars.-North Carolina
Christian Advocate.

The new books ln titra
lent their freshness and became delapi-
dated; the same aid method of refurni8h-
lng was adopted.-

Class Question Book.

Teachers wbo flnd it difficult to get
their pupîls to study their SundaY-school
lessons in advance might try the fol-
lowing plan, wbicb bas proved succeBsful
ln the experience of tbe writer. This
plan is t0 bave individual question books.

Small blank books can be purcbased

for a few cents eacb. and one sbould be-

long to eacb pupil. Into these books
tbe teacher puts some question on the
1( 3son of tbe foliowing week. adapting
tbe question tu the understanding of tbe
pupil. For advanced scbolars, tbe ques-
tion ougbt tu require considerable re-
searcb. Tbe books can be kept s a
sort of a private postal systemn between
teacher and scholar, into wbich each can
feel free to write a personai word. Thus
opportunity is frequently given tu the
teacher te sl a personai question or to
Impress a needed truth. One teacher
had a revival begin ln ber class tbrougb
the personal questions abe asked ln somne
of these little question books.

The books sbould be given to, the
seholars the Sunday previous to the les-
son to wbich the questions refer; tbey,
taking tbem to their bornes, to bring
tlhem answered on the following Sunday.
The teacher can tben keep tbemn for a
week, and give the puplis a second set,
or con aît tbem eacb to bunt up (in the
intervenlng week) a bard question to
bring the teacher un thse following Sun-
day. Tbese questions are of almost as
mucb value as thse others, as the scbolars,
and often their parents, become Inter-
ested ln bunting up bard questions.

Tise scholars sbould be encouraged to
keep tbe books neatly, and to answer tbe
questions carefully. A word of prols
occassonally written ln the books by the
teacher will help t0 tbis end.-A. W.
