We arc toldfurther, that several of therebels, baving
been caught comumitting depredations, wera summarily
boheaded by order of tho chiefs.

Our informant adds, that the insurgents landed at
5 80 a. m. of the 18th, and at 5, 30 p. m. they had en-
tered the city, having experienced but a trifling loss,
only cight of their numbar oeing killed.

1t is also said, that they had commenced their march
for Fuh-chau, and, if €0, we may expect to hear of a
desperate strupgle, there being 60,000 Tartar troops
in tho department, while one third of tho jahabitants
within the walls ate also Tartars.

Tte Chinese pspers zive the following accoant of the
wreck of the Larriston :=—

The screw steamer Larriston, Capt. Baylis, beionging
to Messsrs. Jardine, Matheson, & Co., was totally
wrecked off Turnabout Island at ten o'clock on the
night of the 1st Msy, and thirfy-ono of ber crew
who attempted to reach the shore on spars and by
swimming woro carried to thesouth-west, and probably
all drowned. Tha vessel struck opon tho rocks about
tep at night, and next morning at cight o'clock, picces
of tho wreck ware scen floating past the Zephyr, thinty
miles distant. The first who observed the lund is faid
to have been the Rev. Dr. Parker, who pointed it out
to tho second'officer. The majority sf tho passengers
and a portion of the crew got ashore in the boats before
midnight, but the rest remained on the bowsprit and
jibboom in the utrost danger untilten o'clock next
morning, whea the boatssugeeeded with greatdifficulty
in reaching tho wreck, and removed all but Captain
Baylis, the chiefand second engineers, and two lascars,
who, also, however, were ultimately landed in safety,

THE RELIGIOTS BOORS OF THE INSURGENTS.

Somo of the books brought from-the insurgentscamp
at Naokio, bave been translated at great length by the
Rev. Dr Medhurst, and published in tho North Chuna
Hercld, and it is undarstood the remamder will follow:
—thoso treating of religion at any rate.  Some of them
aro now in onr hands, and may assist in rectifying the
crroneens notions of many, taken up, we fear, upon
insufficient giounds, respecting the Christianity of tho

insurgents, which seers 19 bear moro  resemblancs to
Mahomedanian than to the religion of tho Now Tesfa-
ment.  Too little is known to pronounco positively on
the subject, but quite enough to excitea hively. intorest
throughout Christendow. As repards its probable ef-
fuct on tho charactar and progress of tha insurrection,
wa have had rlaced at our disposal.a letter from a gen-
tlemanin Chinato a friend at home, which will be
found deserving of attention evon from those who are
least disposed to concur in the views it expresics i

# You will hear a shout of triumph sent forth to the
west, that the day of the regencration of China 13 at
hand. ‘Toa certain extent this is true, but the issue i
not so near as many belisve, nor would lead otbers to
bolieve. ‘Lo books obtained at Naokin scem to show
that the rebel forco now in that city seck asmuch a re-
ligious as a political reformation. The insurgents at
the south aim at only political change ; and whils both
desire tho extermigation of the Tartars, the Jatter body
bas uo Biz; in common with the religious viewsof the
former ; so that, should the Tartars be driven ou, the
contest will then oaly in reality begin, and almost as
great ovilaensuo as thoso soughit to be removed, nad 2
war of crecds will follow. Although,therefore, the re-
ligious movement of the Navkin rebels bas elicited the
active sympathy. of tho western people, it might bave
been better if this clement had not been 8o early iutto-
duced, and the movement bad been exclusively of a
national character, and confined in its iocipiency . first,
to axtermiuvate the Tartare, and sccandly, to xeform the
effete and decayed political system of China. One
object and one will would then bava aninmted the en-
tire mass of the people, and the issue would-kave been
carlier and casicr—attended with less bloedshed and
soongr sottled. .

4 There is no dovbt that the Nankin rebels have
stood the brunt of the battle ; and their-rapid success
of late has exhibited to the wworld, as well as to the Chi~
nese, the feebleness of the Tartar Government, but the
introduction and adeption of the religious clement,
which may bo Jooked upon more as the means of gain-
ing western sympathy than as a conviction on the part
of the leaders, while it attrdcts comparatively only 2
few adherents, must repel the greater portion of tho
Clinese people. Expulsion of the Lartar race and po-
litical reform would have been more availatle watch-
words till the work of political regencration had been
accomplishcd, when the introduction of religious tole-
rance would bave left free scops for the divine precepts
of Christianity. Thus, while the shout of triumph is
sent forth by westerr people, the form the rebellion bas
taken may be regretied by those more immediately in-
terested in itsvesults—the Chinese themselves,

« Tt is difficult, therefore, to predict anything more
than that the Tartsr ruls is likely to be séon termina-
ted: the sequenco of this is hardly within the scope of
buman foresight. Revolations are necessarily slow and
protracted, and there is no good reason for supposing
ihe present one will be an excepiion. Neither railroads
nor the clectric telegraph has been introduced in China
to accelerato the movement of armics or the transmis-
sion of intelligence, and the sluggishness of the Chinese
mind remains unchanged.

« Threo months have already clapsed since the fall
of Nankin, and yet at the north, both tho contending
forces have remained nearly in the position occupied
in Maz sh, tho Tartars afraid or too weak to atiack, the
rebels upable oc vawilling to advance. Meanwhile
important movements are going on atthe wouth, and i
the interior provinces, beaded by chiefsindependent of
cach other, ardhaviog no acknowledged ceptre.—
Wherover tho rebels bave coine in contact with fo-
reigners they bave been fnendly, and so far from mo-
Jesting bhave protected them-—a disposition ovinced even
morpat Amoy, whero tbe insurgentsareadolators, than at
Nankin, where Christians were saluted as bretbren.--
This argues well {or the future, and affords hopes of 8
moro liberal palicy towards foreigners than has charac.
terized the Mantchus. It isfnot probable, however,
that the power of the latter will be extesminated with-
out {urther cfiorts, and for a time it may appear to
have some titality ero it becomes only one of those

geeas fatts of tho past recorded in bistory.”

OPENING OF THE CATIHEDRAL.
Fredericton, August 31, 1833,

‘Puk arrival of a largo number of Clorgymots, and
othor strangers, last ovemng and eacly tlus morning
by tho steamboats, and tho constant roll of waggone,
gave promiso of a day of bustlo unparallellod in the
annals of Frodorioton, tho late Provineial Exhibition
alono oxcopted. Tho mormning was ushored 1 by o
¢himo on tho cight fing toned belts recontly elovated in
tho Cathedral Tower, and by tho display of the Royal
Standard, the Union Jack, and St. Guorge' red-cross
flag from tho windows of tho Spira.  At, or about oight
o'clock. thera was a slight sprinkling of rain, but the
lowering clouds withheld tho threatened deluge, and
the day proved fine. Lho streots soon presented the
appoarance of a gala day, and up to the hour namned
for tho procossion, immense numbers of well dressed
peoplo continued to arrive from tho country.

THE PROCESSION.

About half-past ten, tho Clergy, and others, assom.
bled at the Province Building, began to robe ; many
non-professional gentlemuen Joined them, wlule dease
groups of spoctators dotted the green thenco to the Ca-
thodral. A?! this timetho western door of tho Cathe-
dral was open for tho admission of ladies only, (a fow
official gentlomen exceptod,) who wero quietly entering
and taking their scats. Al a few minates before cle-
ven o'clock tho bells chimod forth & merry welcome,
ard the procession formed in tho square in front of the
Province Hall, and commenced marching slowly in the

An interesting portion of the procession was the
Clergy. Their number oxceeded sixty, many of vhom
presented a venerable appearance.

On tho procession arriving at the ecutrance to the
Cathedral the foremost divided, forming & lano for tho
Bishops and Cleray to advaoce. Hers tho result of
the want of foresight in detaining the crowd until after
the procession had eatered,and throwing open butonc.
door, soon became visible. Blany persons, probably
fearing that the building would not contain all who
sounht admission, in theic desiro to witness the pro-
ceedings began to press forward, and the rush sgon
Lecame gonera), those who would have kot back being
driveq forward by the pressure.  Tho lane formed for

the Cleray was broken ioto, and the rear of the proces- -

sioa wlaﬁly annibilated ; the vast mass of buman be-
inge swayed to and fro, the cloray were jostled, some
individuals quarrelled, and uitered threats of mutual
defiance ; whilo some boys who had thrust themselves
forwazd were with difficulty saved from heing suffoca-
ted and trodden under foot.  Thus matters stood at tho
wrest door, as the Bishops and Clergy entered the sa-
cred edifice, and commmenced their solema chant.

Tho Bishop and Clergy cntered chanting the 24th
Psalm, the choir joining at the 7th verse, and the or-
gan-—for th first tinte in public—pealing forth its rich
tones in unison in the Gloria. The Bishop then com-
menced reading the Consecration service, printed co-
pies of thesamo having been proviously depositad on
the scats throughont the bnilding. The scotence of
Consecration—a long parchment document, cmanating
fram-the Bishop, under the antkority of an Tmperial
Act—was read by the Rev. Frederick Couter, of Carle-
ton, in an audibls voice. The Rev. Mr. Podmore was
the offictating Minister, and read the Marning Service,
for the day, but bis voice was too.weak for the building
in its then crowded state.  Tho Rev Dr. Haight of
New York—whose voice and clocution were exeellent
—read the First Lesson, and the Rev.Mr. Ketchum the
Second Lesson.

The Right Rev. Bishop Southgate, of Boston, preach-

Bishop Southgate commenced by giving a two-fold
cxplanation of the passage.  David, he 2aid, proclaimed
peaco in Jorusalem bocauso be loved bis people and
desired to do them all the good in- his power, but ano-
ther and more important motive for writing this Psalm
was tho sausfaction be felt on seeing Jorusalem estab-
lished as the Holy City, whera tho children of Israel
assembled to worship God ; for although tho Psalmist
was not permitted to build the Temple, he bad bean in-
strawental inrescuing the Ark of God from its ca tivit‘v.
and had set it up in. Jorusalom, and rovived the old
and hallowed religion of his nation with more splen-
dour than Israul had over beforo witnessed, adding
materially to the beauty of the. worship by his own un-
rivalled songs of Zion, and conclading his address to
Jorusalem in tho next verse after the text in tho
words * Becauss of the house. of the Lord our God I
wili scck thy A ]

Bishop Soul ‘{;ato.then'dmwn comparison- between
Jerusalem, as addressed by the Psalmiat, and the ocea-
sion which had called himself, and many other Ameri-
can citizens, to Fredericton. Ho said we wore fellow-
countrymen, defeanded from the same stock, glorying
in the samo ancestry,.amused and instructed by tho
same literature, and whother we were nursed on Enp-
Jand’s fair bosom, or descended from thosg who bad le
their native shores to sottle in America, wo must res-
pect England as the Mothar of us all, and love her as
the Dlother of gur religious faith. Eogland was: the.
Mother of the Church to which be belonged, and al-
though ho was Yorn in anothef land, and lived under
another government, there was n6 difforenco of feeling
on an occasion like the present ; the Athericane could
-here join with us as brothersin wombipping at the samo
altar, thoy joincd us in the feeling with which wa looked
back to the Glorious Reformation, and shared with us
in the Martyrs who sheditheir blood to establish, the.
English Cburch in s purity.  He bad come to this pro-
vinco with the hopo to do somethiag towards strength-
caing the union of the English and American Episco-
pal Churches, thergby seconding the efforts of certain
American Clérgymen in England during the last year.
He bad nlso hopea to have enjoyed the company and
assistance of other. American Bishops on the occasion,
but circumstances bad happened which dotained them,
and be had como alopo. .

Tor the occasion,—bo meant the consecration of tho
néw building. The word *¢ consecration” meant séf.
ting apart for the service of God, whether it bean ar-
ucle, a bmlding, or.man hinself, In the presentin-
stince it Was a building. It bad been solemuly con-
scerated to the Almighty, and it slood there as a holo-
caust, His, and His alone forever. “ It cannat,” said
the learned Divine, * be taken away, and turned to
any secular purpose : whoever lays handson it, injures
it, or altersit from its original purpose, commits sacri-
lego ; hestéals frore God, who is “Ilis own avenger” He
then went ob to ésy that the building was set apart
wholly for the devotional servicesand religious cere-
monies. ¢ Here, said he, “-shall mothors devote their
children to the service of God, through she resovating
waters of baptism. Hero shall the holy rite of.mar-
riage and the solemn service for the dead, be perform-
vd. Hera sball the poor asd rich meet together,
equal in penitence, equal in receiving the boly Eu-
charist. And here shall children bo.trained-for heaven
by the Catechist.”

He would next consider the purposes of the building
in a restricted gense, It was devoted fo the worehip of
God according to theritual of the Church of England
and Ireland, and notbing conld bo taught within its
walls but that which is tsught,.or ordered by the
said Churgh.

TIIE ORGAN.
. This has been pronouncediby the most competent
judges to be a very suporior instrumont. The tollow-

It has 25 stops, viz:—No. 1,
Tedal, opon diapason, from CCUC to D, 27 notes.

Tho Organ was beautifully played by Mr. Hayter,
(an EnglishrAan,) Organist of ‘Lrinity Church, Boston.
The trumpot-stop was not in its placo, consequently
tbe full powor ot the instrumeont could not be ‘tested,
atill it was cvident from tho fow stops used, that the
Organist considorad it"teo powerful for the chuir. The
latder was nog lasge, but exceedingly sweet, and well
“trained. The Organ gave universal satisfaction. Ttis,
indeed, a very powerful instrument, and 3¢ is-difficult
 to conceive how apything can excoed the richness of its
tones.  One pleasing featura connected with it is, that
it is of domestic mantifacture; it was built in Fredorie-
.ton, by Mr. Naish, who came from Inglaad for the
express pvrpose, and it reflects much credit upon him.
It is to be hoped that other ordersof a similor nature,
willinduco Mr. N. to remain in this country.

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A VISIT TO MAINADIEU, C. B.

1 1ot Sydnoy ou Saturday morning, the 3rd of Sopt.
for tho purpozo of paying o misionary visit to Maia-
adiou, dxchanging duties with a brothee clorgymans
who usually officiates in that pact of tho Pansh, Tho
road o9 far a3 Mird je very good, and as tho day wos
fine, it was quito a pleasant ride. Tho Grst view of
Mird Rivor, which is about 12 miles from Sydney, 18
vory beautiful. It rosembles av this ploce a large
1ako, studded with islands of various sizes mising to
somo Leight, and covered with gregn wood to their
summits. As both banks of the river aro high, and
tho eyo rcaches up and down to somo distance, & very
pleasing pictura Is presented.  Tho soft groen foliage
of tho banks and islands cantrast in o pleasing mauner
with tho water, which is here and thera broken -inte
little bays, and sbines for a long distanco up and dewn
betweon whatappear hills of emetald.

This river runs up into the interfor for a distanco of
nohrly thirty miles (rom its mouth, It expands atits
entrance into a wido bay. I crossed a new and well
tuilt bridge, which has a draw in it for tho passage of
vessels.  Dlany of theso ara built above the bridge and
brought down for fale. T'wo very neatly built vessols,
with soveral boats, woro then lying within view, nearly
Gnished. After passing the river tho road becomes
roughor, and crosses suveral bigh lulls; butasit passes
in many places throughthick woods, consisting chiefly
of spreading beech and birch, a delightful shade was
olforded for somo  distance. After passing tho head
of tho Y.ake Catalogne, whickis also studded with
picturesquo islands, and 1s coparated from Mird Bay
only by a narrow beach, I caxo in view oftho sca.
Thoroad ranalong the beach for ashort distance,.and
then crossed o high hilli—below which wasXainadien.
Tte Villago or Settlsment extends round the shoro of &
very pretty Bay, ond forms eomething of an awmpls
theatro upon tho sloping hills around.

1and ; in a month aftér ip the Iale of Wight, at Wind-
sor, or jn‘London,—mbving about from place to place
with rapidity and cnthusinsm which bids defiance to
the elements, and chalienges even the horrors of sea
sickness.

It is gratifying to find that the Queep paid a com-
plibentary visit to Mr. Dargan’s private residence,
the spirited man to whom the Dublin Exbibition owes
its existenct ; and the manner in which it was paid,
~without notice, and amidst a heavy fall of raio,~
gave a more friendly and endearing charaster to the
visit than if the most imposing stato cerernu>ial had
been introduced on the o¢casion. The Dublin Expess,

Tho Russians and Turks both continued their war-
liko preparations. Tho Egyntian flect and forces bavy
avrived, and tho troops are encamped at Beycos, on
the Bosphorus. Tho Sultan las, it is said, received
an autograph letter from the Emperor of Austria, pray-
ing his friend and brotber to accept the last project of
note, stating that, if rejected, ho (the Ewperor) will
retive altogether from the question.

The letters delivered by tho India mail add very
litde to the information we gave last week. It is very
ovident that the revolution in China has become gene-
ral. Insome placesthe insurgents have been allowed
to sacrifice the Tartars and Mandarins, but the inbabi-
tants bave wished to take ths government into therr
own bands. It ‘illbe avory long time beforo any
regular and settled government having authority over
the wholo empire can be established. The main body
of the insurgents are stilt at Nankin, pausing beforo
they ascend to Pekin, but it is said thata large force
is pushing forward towards the south, which causes no
little umagin,ess'at Canton, and a considerable nter
ruplion of business.  Great scarcity of money prevail-
<4, and no demands existed for imports ; on :heother
band, the export of tea was proceeding with acuivity,
and pricce wore well raintained. 2fr. Taylor, the
American misionary, had returned to Shangha: from
visiting the insury nt forces at  Chin-kiang-foo, and bo
was sent on by Geners' Looto Nankin upon hiz ex-
presing o wish to visit that city. The tents of the
imperial troops wera visible from the walls of Nankin.
Ths insurgents in all their communicatiops appear to
be friendly disposed towards foreigners. The Russian
and American shipsat Canton wero gbout to make a
display at Japan, and would aflerwards proceed to
Shangbai on their return.

Russra axp Turkry.—Letters from the Black Sea,
of tho 18th ult., announce that the sbips which form
tho fourth division of the Russian fleet bad returned to
Sobastopol, with the exception of four vessels of smalt
si7e cruising off the coast of the Caucasus.

In circles believed to be well informed et Berlin
there are no sanguine hopes eatertained of a speedy
settlement of the Eastern question, but ratber the apin-
ion that the Russians will not retiro from the Princi-
palitics before an indemnity is paid or zecured them.

The Venble. Avchdeacon, with the Rev. E. Ilawkins
and lady, lef the city on Wednesday morning, on a
tour through tho North and East, intending to visit
Catskill, tho Whito Mountaine, Beston, Quebee, Mon-
treal, Niagars, &c. aud return to Now York in time to
attend the General Convention, and if possible the Con-
vention of tho Diocose.

It is Lad onouglh to hava it
oven suspected that such things are dono in our
midst—but far worso to hold up for tho inspection of
wivos and daughitors, and young cliildrat, the revolting
pictures, drawn in that evidenco by tho polluted crea.
tures who dwell in thoso types of the infernal regions.
And another objection lo tho publication of what trans.
pired before tho Coroner’s Jury, isthat tbo efloct cans
not but bo to prejudice (whuther ight or wrong) the
minds ofits readers, in tho awfui matter which involves
tho lives of eix fuellow creatures.

But lorriblo as this aflair is, wo hope good may grow
outofit. Wo havo long been nmazed that thess dens
of iniquity are pormitted to oxist, and to carry on, op-
cnly and unblushingly, their vile trade, to tho utter dis-
grace of our community, and tho wholesale ruin of bo-
dy and soul, to all who aro connected with or entrapped
by them. Is thero not Law‘enough to take hold of the
unprincipled wretches who thus traflic in the de-true-

tion of their species? I there is, wa bopa tho wholo
commuaity will petition thoe City authorities at onco to
put ¢hat law into exccution, without fear or respect of
persons, whetlier thoy bo landlordsor tenants. But
if this, the foulost nuisance that can polluto the wmoral
atmosphere of any land, is as yot untouched by Jaw,
(which wo can bardly beliove) then let every hand
sign an indignant remonstrance to tho Logislature, and
procuro such an enactment as will mako it casy to pun.

“Wo avo happy to learn that Capt. Ablinotty who
was o fellow.passenger in the Fanoy, had recoversd
from his wound, It appears that tha ship was gotting
undor way, at tho Capo of Good Iope, a fracas co-
curred in tho galloy botween tho stoward and colored
cook, and Capt. Abbinott, wiulo e¢ndeavoring to
separate tho combatants, was stabbed Witk a knifo by
tho cook, in the left side, to tho doptl of four inches.
A srpeon boiny on board, his wound was immediately
drassed, and after laying for some hours apparently
at the point of death, ho began gradually to recovor.
—Meantime, tho ship was brought to hor moorings, o
signal hoisted, and a boat, well ;mannod, sent of'by tim
authorities on sboro to tho ship—tbe testimony of Capt.
Ablbinett taken—the cook ironed, convoyed on shore
and examined before Justices, and at the request of
the Captain and passengers.(in order to avold fir
ther dotcntion& again placed on board tho ship to be
convoyed lo Australia, for trial. On arrival ot Port
Philip, bo was tricd and sentenced to one year in
irons, and nine years hard labor on tho pr* %2 >oads.
