Selected Questions and Answers,

PRACTICAL WORKING,

Q.—Describe how you would determine the safety
of a miners working place, as regards danger trom roof
and sides.

A.—~The above question is of great importance in
mining operations, for we find that between forty and
fifty per cent of the accidents in mines result from falls
of roof and side ; so that it is easily seen that strict ob-
servation should be taken by the persons who inspect
the miners working places, especially previous 1o the
men entering at the beginning of the day shift, and dur-
ing the day shift, for, according to the various inspect-
ors reports, the majority of the accidents from the a-
bove cause occur during the first and last hours of the
day. We see, therefore, how necessary it is for the saf-
ety of all concerned that strict examinations be made in
the abeve direction,

On being appointed to make the examination deemed
necessary by the C. M. R. A., | would proceed as fol-
lows :—

Q.~How would you acecrtain by sately lamp test
whether a working place contained a dangerous quantity
of either fire-damp or bla “damp,

A.—In the examination of q working place for an

the lives of the persons employed therein, | would cause
the men working in such place to put up sufficient tim-
ber to secure the i of safety obtainable
under such circumstances, seeing such timber set before
leaving the place,

Another item which would attract my attention would
be the setting of timber and chocks, the forming of
packs, and the withdrawing of timber—all of which are
leading factors—in the working place of the miner, tak-
ing particular notice that all timber was set in accord-
ance with the special rules, or more, if the prevailing
circumstances demanded it,

In making an examination of the sides of a working
place I should s*e that all Spiag: were set to prevent
the coal falling after it has been undercut ; but if any
of the coal side be of such a nature as to be dangerous
to woik therein, I would cause the same to be drawn
and filled into corves, and sent out of the pit, The set-
ting of “‘cocker-sprags,”’ where used, would have my
stiict inspection,

If 1 found that a working place, or part of it, was
not safe, and that by setting timber it could be made
safe, | would either set, or cause to be set, sufficient tim-

ges of it to be sufficiently diluted 1o only show a small
cap, unless the gas is

issuing in such quantity that a
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gocd current of air sweeping along the edge of it Is on-
ly sufficient to keep the volume cf gas from enlarging
without carrying it all away, or in the case of a large
cavity in the roof containing gas with the air-current
sweeping under it.  In this case, if the gas was in ex-
plosive proportions, it would remain so right to the edge
and on putting the lamp into it the flame would immed-
iately spire up, and in all probability explode in the
lamp and put out the flame.

By & careful test in this manner a percentage of 2%
can be found with a cap about 1 16 of an inch in height.
Enlarging this would show a bigger percentage (about
7 per cent.) raising the cap almost the height of ihe lamp,
whilst if 10 per cent is present the gas will explode: high-
er percentages have the effect of putting out the light
through the insufficiency of oxygen to carry out the pro-
cess of combustion,

If the gas was present in such quantity as to only
show a small cap, | should consider it as dangerous,
and 1 ot allow the miner (o work in it.

If it was suspected the place contained black-damp,
I should use great care and caution, and should take
two lamps as before, holding ene lamp as high as pos-
sible and the other close to the floor, advancing slowly
into 'he place. Then it the lamp showed the least signs
of the damp I should hang one lamp behind me and
thrust the lamp with which I was making the test for-
ward inch by inch, keeping it close to the floor and at
arms length : and if the damp was in sufficient quantity
and density the lamp would quickly die down, but it it
was raised smartly up the light would not be lost.  1f
3 or 4 per cent of damp is present in the air, it has the
effect of producing headache and inability to work, w hile
10 to 15 per cent would put out the light, and if a person
unfortunate enough to get into this only remained i it
a very short time he would be overcome : and unless he
was pu'led ~ut death would very socn ensue. Unless
the undertaking was an important one, and in charge
of a competent person | shouid consider the low per-
centages dangerous, and would not allow the mine to
work until it was cleared away.

If these tests are carried out in this way there is ve-
ry little danger to the examiner, but in the case where
these accumulations are known to be present, it is much
safer to be ac ompanied by another pers~n, who, whilst
the examiner is making the test, will remain a yard or
two behind,

RECIPROCITY AND THE PRICE OF COAL.

The following interview with Gid, Master MeNeil and

suppose you have been interested in the discus-
sion that heen going on for a year or so past on re-
ciprocity and the high price of coal to loeal consumers?”

“Yes, the miners follow the digcussion closely, if it
can he said that there has been a general discussion,
but I do not think there has been,  Of course, Mr, Mil-
ner, of the Free Coal league, loses no opportunity of air-
ing his opinions, but his articles are not considered
weighty, by, at least a majority of the men, and are
cauring no concern, not to say alarm, The official heads
of our coal companies must be credited with being cap-
able business men, and the miners cannot imagine, if
there is all in reciproeity which its advocates say, that
they would turn their backs upon it. That is not their
way ; instead they are, I believe, on the lookout for new
markets, but they desire profitable ones, We were told

o'y Moffatt appears in the Herald of Monday !

two or three vears ago, that markets could be had in
Furope- Sothey can, and o they can almost anywhere,
if no regard is had to profit.  Shipments were made on
a somewhat large scale to Sweden, but T am informed
there was no money in it, and, consequently, Sweden as
a market was abandoned.  Attempts have been made
to send coal to varions other points with a like result,

“Prudence suggests,” Mr. Moffatt continued, “‘that
the duty be not tampered with until there is the perfect
assurance that, duty off, we can capture a very large
part of the New England market.”

“1 conclude you are not in favor of reciprocity,  Can
you speak for a majority of the men?”

I am safe in saying that a vast majority of the men
t present opposed to any interference with existing

ements, and though 1 am not the spokesman of
the operators, 1 believe a majority do not look upon the
agitation— if there is any— with favor.  Indeed the aut-
horities on the coal trade have not expressed any great
cordiality for the movement.”

“And who do you consider authorities?"”

“That is too personal a question, but I may, with-
out risk, quote the editor of the Mining Record, who is
considered to have as big a grasp, all around, of the coal
trade of Nova Scotia a< any one.  He has not, it is true,
come out squarely against reciprocity.  He has told us,
time and again, that he has the open mind,  Knowing
the editor of the Record well I read between the lines
and take his *‘open mind’’ to mean that he is willing to
be convineed of the benefits to acerue to the coal trade
from reciprocity, convinced by and bye, not just yet,
With a vast majority of the miners he is content to let
well enough alone at present, T admit that a
two ago the Record thought it was absolutely ne )
we shonld have new markets, but for the past six mon-
ths or =0 it has been silent on the subject.  Close readers
of the paper perceive there has been a change of front
and that the Record®s opinion is that there is about to
occur a phenomenal development of the home, that is,
the Canadian mar I may confess that T have had
mversations with the editor of the Record
on the subject, and he has given r w why agitation
in favor of reciprocity is unnecessary on the part of No-
va R I gathered from the conversation that he is
of opinion that reciprocity, or something akin to it, will
come in a few vears without any desire on our part for
it. Or, in other words, he thinks that just as during
the anthracite strike there was a suspension of the Am-
erican duty on « in order to meet the exigencies of
the situation, so there may come a suspension of the
duty on imported coal in order to meet exigencies in the
vew England states, and that the suspensicn of duty
v come regardless of any action on the part of Can-
ada 3 and he gives gome plausible reasons for his belief,

“What are these?”’

“As he himself has not yet seen fit to give them
publicity 1 might be bieaking a confidence to give any-
thing further.  Possibly the agitation for reciprocity,
whether it be a one man agitation or emanating from a
‘league’ might not have been looked upon by the min-
ers with hostile eyes, had there not accam panied it a
ciamor for cheaper coal and an abuse of the operators as
robbers

“You think then that the clamor for cheaper coal is
to be deprecated?”

“‘Most certainly that is the opinion Tnemlly held by
the miners. The increase in rates to the colliery work-
ers was congequent upon an increase in the market price
of conl, and we fear that any reduction in price might be
tollowed by ad d from the tors for lower rates,”

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““You do not then consider the rates paid by the op-
erat ws or the price they charge for their coal excessive?”

“We are mainly concerned as to the rates, and we
errtainly think that these are not too high,  People for-
get that for perhaps thirty-five years the miners were
not making an adequate wage, ‘the risks involved in
their occupation taken into consideration, They had
very many lean years  Surely we are entitled to a few
Years of sufliciency  Coal, it should be remembered, is
not the only thing that has gone up in price,  Our farm-
ers are getting  better prices than ever before for their
products, and for that much credit is due to th
spending power of the colliery workers,  The & e
in rates at the collicries is rexponsible in great part for
the better rates psevailing all over the land.  In faet the
people of Nova Scotia generally are rec civing the benefit
of the better rates paid at the collieries  The miller and
the manufacturer, and the middleman are alike benefit-
ted. The maney that our native miners re is not
hoarded up.  They spend their money liberally in the
country,’"

It is said the high price of coal is paralizing man-
ufacturies,”

“We take no stock in that assertion, The prosperity
of the maritime provinces, apd of Quebec, was never
more marked than during the past five vears, during
which period conl has been higher than af any previous
period.  The Mining Record made the statement a
month or two ago that manufocturers on a moderate
scale were getting their coal a dollar cheaper than simil-
ar concerns in Montreal.  If the alleged high price of
coal is detrimental to the prosecution of industries, how
does it come aboutthat at the present time Montreal nev-
er experienced 8o great industrial actiy y?  Large and
important new industries are being started ; and estab-
lished industries are being greatly extended. The price
of coal at the present may be high as compared with
former years, but does that prove it is extortionate ?
How many years did the G, M, A. carry on operations
without profit? How much profit did the Halifax com-
pany operating at Stellarton make?  But I will not go
nto details, content to say that the men are entitled to
better rates thun they had twenty years ago, and the op-
eratars entitled to better profits,”

calculated t afford any facility in carrying on or extend-
ing the business of the Company, and to operate such
rilway, tram vay, wire rose tramway and other works
by steam, electricity or other motive power,

(@) To purchase, hire, construct or manufacture for

(f) To acquire any exclusive rignt in letters patent,
franchises or patent righ.s, or privileges, or lands in
connection with the business of the Company.

be added to the published agreement.  This con-
cession affords proot of the Company’s willing-
ness to do whatis fair.  The Record is pleased to
learn that the scheme is Bkely to be highly suc-
cessful:

“If the purchaser shall leave the employ of the
Conl Company after he has made all stated pay-
ments due on account-of principnl and interest,
rates, ote., in accordance with this agreement, for
at least three full years, and the property hns
been kept in good repair, the Company will upon
the execution and delivery to it of a transfer of
his rvights, return to the purchaser the amount he
has paid to the Co npuny on account of principal
and for interest, 11ss a sum made up by charging
him a rental computed at the rate of 12 per cent
per annum on the amount advanced him by the
Company from the time such advance was made.”
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It is intimated that what may be termed the
major merger, that is the amalgamation of Whit-
ney and Allan interests in coal properties in the
counties of Pictou and Cape Breton is off. Sir
Montague Allan did not exercise the option given
him by the Whitney-Pearson crowd.  There are
at least three other minor mergers which are
more or less alive.

TECHNICAL EDUCATION.

A most encouraging meeting in the interests
of Technical Education was held in the elegant
room of the Nova Seotia Mining Society, Halifax,
last Thursday night.  All the great seats of lenrn-
ing in the provinee were represented. New Bruns-
wick had its representative in the person of Dr,
Allison of Snckville.  The Mining Society was re-
presented by A, A, Hayward and R. Drammond,
and the Halifax Board of Trade by Geo. Faulk-
ner and A. M. Bell.  On motion of Dr. Forrest A.
. Hayward was called to the chair, Those pre-
sent consisted ofi—

The Chairman welcomed the various repre-
sentatives, He gave a short sketeh of the move-
ing to improved technieal edueation.
The mining Society has had the guestion unde
discussion for years, and this ealling together of
the heads of the colleges was the latest phase of
the movement.  He had taken upon himself to
confine the subjects which should come up for dis-
cussion and the order in which they should be
brought up.  He hoped that the expression of

opinion would be general.
The following are the questions and the ans-
wers given to them.
(1) Does the Province need Technical Educa~
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tion? Both Teaching and Research,

To this the emphatic answer was yes, In the
course of discussion it was agreed that of a four
years course, the first two years work should be
overtaken by the colleges and the last two years
by the gov ent. The representatives of the
varions colleges while not authorized to speak for
their baurds, thought this plan would meet with
their approval.

(2)  Who can and should undertake it ¥

The answer was that as none of the colleges
was in a position at present to undertake the
work in a manner likely to give the deserved re-
sults, it was imperative that the government un-
dertake the work and establish o college that
would serve the growing needs of the province.

(3) If the Government, to what extent ¥

The discussion which followed on this question
was long and interesting. It was suggested that
if the government endowed twenty to twenty four
scholarships, of the value of $200 each, it would
be cheaper than the erection and equipment of a
building. In reply to this it was mym{ that the
vinee needed men taught in the provinee todo
the work, that men trained outside, being unfam-
ilinr with the conditions, had been a failure.

(4) Shall we inform the Government that we
are in sympathy with the roposal of looking to-
wards the estnblishment u# a central institution
by the Government?

The answer to this was of course yes. An in-
formal talk ensued as to how much "the govern-
ment might be required to spend.  Of course there
were some inclined to put the figures high, but the
opinion of the moderates prevailed that the sum
asked] for should be the smallest consistent
with efficiency. It was thought that $100,000 or
a little more for the first year and $20,000 a year
thereatter, would be suflicient for the establish-
ment of aschool which would gradually acquire
strength and the higher eﬂicien(-y. On motion a
committee consisting of the presidents of the sev-
eral colleges, Dr. Drennan of St. Marys, A. A,
Hayward of the Mining Society und A, M. Bell of
the Board of Trade was appointed to lay the
views of the meeting before the government, the
committee to agree among themselves us to the
points to be touched upon by the several speak-
ers. The committee met the government on Fri-
day and had a very satisfactory interview. The
Premier and the other members of the govern-
ment seemed impressed with tho various views

drews all spoke well and to the point. The gov-
ernment school of Technics may not come this
year, but it is coming without doubt.

Mr. Whitney is to-day a foremost ad-
vocate of procity, while ten years ngo it. was
his last wish.  How his views have changed may
be gathered from the following discussion in the
House of Assembly.

He looked upon the policy of protection
of coal as the vital element 1 o (Mr T, would
read what that gentleman said in n letter on the
27th. of Jununry 1896 to Premier Fielding on that
subject;—These are Mr Whitney's words:—

‘I consider the maintenance of the present
duty on coal by Cannda of the most vital impor-
tance to the welfare und continued prosperity of
the coal interests of Cape Breton and Nova Sco-
tia, I consider that your province confronts a
great erisis.  You stand on the threshold of great
success which will revolutionize your conditions
if no backward step is taken in the protection of
the zoal industry of Cape Breton and Nova Sco-
tia by Canada.”

“I am unwilling to believe that any politieal
party, if cha with the sobering responsibility
of power, could seriously propose at this time so
mad and rush an act as to lessen the protection
which Canada now wisely gives to the conl indus-
try. It would be like turning back when in sight
ofv the promised land."”

Hon. M1, Murray said he had no doubt his hon.
friend was aware of the fact that Mr. Whitney
did not have that view to day and that now he
believed that reciprocity in coal was the sound
doctrine,

Mr. Tanner said that he could not see that ar-
gument. He might as well say that a grown
man reguired the same supervision by his mother _
as did the child.

It is also indieative of the prosperity
prevailing at the coal mines, and when the mines
are prosperous it goes without saying that there
is general prosperity throughout the province,

A pitman named Rochett, an old and exper-
ienced mine worker, was killed last week at In-
ternational Mine, by a fall of stone. The men
were engaged at what is technically called brush-
ing, that is taking down roof, coal or stone, or
both in order to give height for the horses to tra-
vel. The verdict of the jury at the inquest attri-
buted the accident as due in part to the negligence
of the officials. Blame the officials certainly if
they are to blame, but a reading of the evid
does not show in what respect blame is due them
or in what the negligence consisted. It could not
be because they had failed to warn the deceased
and his companion that the place was dangerous.
Brushing is always attended with more or less
risk. It is dangerous work at the best. It could
scarcely be either owing to the fact that the place
was not timbered, for the accident oceurred at the
spot where the men were at work and when one
of them was employed in prying down the roof
and had warned the decensed to go back. Had
the fall occurred behind or where timber would
not interfere with them working, and had the ac-
cideent occurred there, then the lack of timber
might have been urged as the cause of the ac-
cident. The evidence as published is not at all
satisfactory. The Record is anxious that blame
should always be laid at the proper door, wheth-
er of a manager, undargroumr manager, or work-
man, but if others are to profit by the finding of
a jury, the reasons for their finding should be gi-
ven in specific and not vague and general terms.
What were the rensons that satisfied the jury
that there was negligence?

I hear that all the money needed for the re-
opening of the Port Hood Colliery has been sub-
scribed.

AMENDMENTS TO “THE COAL MINES ACT.”

The following are the amendments roposed to The
Coal Mines Regulation Act, m!rndu«-wl by the govern-
ment at the suggestion of the P, W, A.  Of the amend-
ments it may be said they are harmless, but it is just
possible they do not indicate progress :—

1. Sub-section (one), of Section 22 of Chapter 19 of
the Revised Statutes, 1900, *“The Coal Mines Regulation
Act,” isamended by adding thereto the following words:
Every such check-weighman shall be a certificated min-
er of at least three years service, and shall be at the time
of his appointment, employed as a miner in the colliery
at which he is to serve,

2. Said Chapter is further amended by adding there~
to, after Section 11, the following Section ;—

11 a. The Governor-in-Couucil may appoint in each
district, defined for the purpose of examination, a com-
mission of three persons, who ehall respectively possess
the qualifications of members of the Board of Examin-
ers, and may be members of such Board, whose duty it
shall be to investigate and report to the Commissioners
when safety lamps should be used in any mine i the
district for which they are appointed.

3. Section 11 of said Chapter is amended by insert.
ing the words “‘and commissioners’’ after the word “ex-
aminers” in line two thereof,

4. Bection 56 of said Chapter is amended by inserte
ing the words ““not less than one, nor more than'’ at the
end of the third line thereof.

5. Clause (d) of S8ection 57 of said Cha pter, isamend-
ed by striking out the words “‘apy 1inle<! in writing to
institute such prosecution by not less than twelve per-
sons 80 employed,”
