EMBEZZLEMENTS.
Scarcely had the business commauni ty

r.Cepveed froma the shock caused by the
embeilzlemet of the funds of the Mol-
sons Bank, wien it is startilIed by the
news of- a still larger fraui perpetrated
by a clerk of considerable standing in the
Toronto branch of the Bank of Montreal.
The temptation was the saine in both
cases, viz., the facilities ailorded for stock-
jobbing. In tie Toronto case the crime,
for we cannot call it by a mailder tern, is
brought home more clearly t the stock
brokers, who hava helid out the temtptation
ta the wretched culprit, svho vill probably
have to suffer tite penalty of the law.
The laws deals severely, and very pro-
perly doos so, vith thre receivers of stolen

goods, without whose aid burglars and
other thieves wouldbe unable to profit by
their nefarious practices. We trust that
a full inquiry will bo made inta the trans-
actions of Barbour with the stock brokers
wia enabled him to operate in the stock
exchange. The excuses that arc current

arc of the inost flimsy character, viz., that

Barbour represcntetd himaself as the agent

of capitalists. le would hardly have
venturedt to announce that he, a clerk with

a comparativoly small salary, w-as opera-
ting on ius own account. Wecannot con-
coive for a moment how any plausible
excuse can b offored for tie stock brokers
who allowed a bank oflicar in Mr. Bar-
bour's position to open an account with
them. Indeed we do not hesitate to
affirn that if we were to apportion the

THE SECURITY LIFE.

The Newv York piters tLhink that there w'ill
be a thorougli investigation intite condition
of llie insurance companies thr.oughout tie
States, and anuticipaites that five companies in
New York, besides otliers elsewhere, vill ut

stand the test that: numbers are practically in
soivent. Tite Security Life Insurance ani
Annuity Company iwas never acconîted very
sound or strong, and during tihe last ycaror two
has been nerely struggling ta keep up appear-
ances le a vain hope that a turn of the tidie
mtiglt bring relief. The great mistake had been
made in the carlier years of its business of tak-
ing notes instead of cash for ialf tite premttim.
Many of the old, strong companies iad begun
business in that way. They liait, however, been
conducted with an eccuony of management
unknoiwn to the high-pressure com panies started
in later years. But even viti ail their advan-
tages lite older companies one by cioe dscovered
that the half -nlote systeml was a mitstakei that
iL did net bring in sullicient, unds in the early
years of a policy te teet the average risk ; anid
they all abandoned that systemn. 'The Security
Company is said ta have continted issuting half-
iote policies till four years ago. IL was long

since recognizedI everywllere that lte premiun
notes " of a life insirance company were among
the inost worthless o ils asises. 'te informal
estimiates of the Sectrity's allhirs shov that
thiree-fuths of its assets ivere premittum notes.
No sikill of manageaent cou

t
ld ever havc res-

cted it front iisolveticy. The public wili inevit-
ably ask of th State Insurance Department an
aiswer ta the question why this conittion of
the Sectrity Companly was not made knionit
long aga, uni why tite Superintendent did not
prevent tie Company frot talking new policies.
The lefattît is to great; the disproportion of
liabilities ta sottnd assets is too enormons. It
cannat be supposed that this condition was
utctly unstispected tnt Albany. If ithe Super-
ittentden t IaL topes utha t a company could
recover itself atfter sikilng three-fourtlis of ils
assels in preitin nlotes, lie ivas Loo sanguine
by half. Ther is a very hard time aiheal fiir
weak insurance companius. It is expecteid that
others mii1 succumb shortly. For this there is
no help. Those that suirvive this winter's a-
spection wvill do so by virtue of their fitness-.
becatuse they are really stronîg. Viei tie
wrecks are cleared twty, tihere m-1il1 cote a
graduai roturn ni' confidencea oni the part of tite
public, whici will greatly henietit lite coilianies
that veather lite storn. And siice there is no
way to avoid il, lite sooner lite crash contes to
tite veak concerns, the better for all. We trust
thre ivill be no delay in the anuial examnina-
tions, and titi they wvill be unexampled in
titorouglimess. Soitnd companie bave nothing
to lear-a fuil shoving will aidd to their favor
wihil tihe. public. Whatît policy-holders are now
askiig is ihetlier they are insuredt aital.

On transit nevs-
papers addresset to he United Kiugdom the
rate will be two cents lier 4 o,, or fraction of 4
oz., wveigit of e newslaper packet-to be pre-
paid by Postage stamps. Canada iewspapers
posted frot tite office of publication to sub-
scribers in tite United Kingdiomn, il to b sent it
tite mails forwarded via New York or B3oston
ntist be prepaid by postage statup at lite tran-
sient palier rate of tiro cents per 4 oz., but if
sent by Cinada p itacket such papers nay pas,
as now, on prepaymient by tIte publter, at the
rate of posting of tie ordinary donestic rate of
Oie cent per pounîd. The tern book pactkels, as
aliîi'ied to correspoidence witi tie United
Kingdoni, intcludes all rinted iatter other than
newî'spîapiers, and all iatter permitted by the
Postal regîlations to piass at Book Pos rates.
Oit all snth mitter sent t tue United Kinîgdoms,
the raie will b two cents per 2 oz. or fraction
of 2 oz. and mist be prelaid by postage stmp.
Tite citrge ani paternts and satimpIes of lier-
chand'ize will b Lite saue as on book packets
-2 cents per oz. or fraction of 2 oz., ta be pre-
paid by postage Sttamip. Tie articles sent to
or received froin tie United Kitgdoni by post
as Iatî'rns or santples, inst be bota fide trado

patteras or sailles of meu'rciandiz.e. Goodo
sent for sale, or in e.xecutlion of ain order--ho--
ever smiali tie qmintity mîîatyhtb-or any articles
sent by one private individual to anîotlier, whici
are iot acttially trade patients or satple, are
îlot admissible. It wili b observed that tie
rates te ho charged on pcOSt cards, nwspapers
othter printed and book post matter, and pat-
ternts and samtiles sent to tie United Kingdon,
will be lte saine, whether sent in tue mails for-
watrded to Enghtnd;vi the United States, or in
tliose madia utp for the Canada packets, ivith tie
single exceptio of Canada newspapers frui
lite lffice of pnblication to subscribers in the
United Kitigîloni, Niiici, if forvarded in the
mails sent vid tie United States, must be pre-
paid in like manier with other newspapers so
sont;i btt whien forwarded by Canadait pitacket,
such newspapers may continue ta pass as if
addressed ta places withia the Dominion. Fromt
tihe 1st Jantiury, 1877, tite rate of leter ipostage
fron Canada t Newfoundianîd will b 5 cents
per i oz.-prepiyiueit by stapit compulsory.

D.oeROUS MrioDs.-As a rule ite imethod'
of mtatiagenment adîopted by Canadian Instir-
ance Comipanies is morlerate and coiiparatively
inexpsive' The funds belonging to them are
not qutanidered in ollices of palatial proportions,
which reiresent noney sutik ratller tian capital
ini fuitilfiul action. And itl is ellint this
netiod siotuild b maintaitied. One of the chief
causes w'hich las contributed to tie unsatistc-
tory cndition of such Compnies la the United
Stuites is been the dlisposition ta extravagance,
not only it tie maltter o? too costly oltices, but
in tie fies giren to directors. Ant examination
intade in 1874 of lhe atinnal returns of the 38
companies transacting theiqrgest business lit
thtat country froa tie yeatr 1853 te tlhe Lime
mentionei, developed tle"faîct that nlithough
they had earned ini pretmiums in thie twenty
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years the enormousi s'lm of $271,292,368, tley
hlad experided in the transaction of tieir business
$283,908,053, or, in otier words, it Iard cost
thleri $12,015,285 more tan it produced. Apart
from expensive otlices aind large salaries ta Oili-
èors, the brokerage systemn lies at tlhr root of
the evil of extravagance %vhici lias Operaldil
agaiîrst the prosperity of insurance empailes.
t is estirmated iliat siice tIe systemn was estab-

lislhed, about twenrty years ago, the ainoutit
praid to brokers aits lir exceeded the protits of
ail the, conipanies existing during tIra time.
The broker, a third party, iworkinig for one and
receivirng pay frorm atiother, ias becoie an irm-
portant instrument in insurance transactions,
yet ie is a niddleman who is a parasite on
bath. If in addition to these tw-o causes of ole-
ments of loss be added that of the freqicncy
with which incendiary lires occur, the shaky
condition of a large proportion of the insurance
companies on the other side of the lines is net
matter for surprise. Tire great disposition
rnanifested by the Canadian publie to transfer
their business to purely Canadian comrpanies,

baouii fortify thlem in avoiding the dingers
\vliich beset the insuirance interest or the otlrer
side, and which seres likely to force on a re-
tonstruction upon a basis ilich will entail
considerable loss to the existing selok-holders.
