INSOLVENCY LAWS.

In the absence of a genersl Bankrupt

i Law, some of the Provinces are providing

loeal laws to facilitate the assignment and
adminjstration of estates for the benefit
of creditors.

We have been passing through the
same experience in respe¢t to these
matters as our neighbors to the South,
and are now in precisely the same position
ag they are. The Federal Bankruptey
laws there were repealed some yenrrs ago,
and notwithstanding many attempis to
secure the enactment of a new Jaw the
opposition of the South and West to such
amessure has hitherto prevented its pas-
gage. ‘The different States are now revising
their local systems to fill the gap, and the
New Hampshire Legislature, at its recent
gession, enacted an lusolvency law which
establishes mederate court fees and pro-
mises to work well, Of ihe posmon
genemhy the N. Y. Bvening Post say8:
“ Good State laws regarding insclvency
“are of course much better than poor
“ ones, but the best local system in all
“ the thirty.eight States would not re-
‘“move the necessity for .a uniform
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% Watinal Act)’—an opinion with which
we entirely coincide. We learn that
mors sensible views are beginning to pre-
vail, and that something may be accon:—
plished next winter,

The position of this important matter is
therefore much the same in both countries.
Wesincerely hope that their expectations
and ours for a sound and useful law
‘may bs fully and speedily realized.
Meantime we have to make the best of

‘the regulations which we have in the

Provinces of Quebec and Ontavio, the
general provisions of which we propose to
note.

In this Province an Act was passed at
the lastsession of the Legislature amend-
ing the Code of Civil Procedure, in so far
as it~ concerns “ Abandonment of pro-
perty.” The principal features of thelaw
as it now stands ave as follows:

- Auy debtor arvested under a writ of

‘capius, and every trader who has #ceased

his payments,” and has been required
by an udnsecured creditor for $200 and
over to make an abandonment, may
make a judicial abardonment of his pro-
perty for the benefit of his creditors.
The abandonment is to be made before
the prothonatary, who appoints a provis-
iwmal guardian (selected from the creditors

'if possibley who takes immediate posses-

sion of the estaté, and is vested with cer-
tain powers for the conservation thereof,

Subsequently a meeting of the creditors :

_ is convened and a curator is appointed, on

their recommendation, by the Court.
After the abandonment all proceed-
ings at law against the insolvent are

guspended, and the curator is vested

with all rights of action possessed by the
debtor or by the mass of the credilors.
He iz bound to administer the estats
under the advice of the creditors or of
inspectors appointed by them. The regu-
Iations as to notice of proceedings, filing
claims, dividends, security, etc., ave all of
& rensonable kind, and such as are usually
found in Iaws of this kind.

* These provisioas apply mainly to cases
where debtors are willing o make a volun-
tary abandonment, but there are others
covering the case of a debtor who refuses
10 do this. The most important are the
amendments of the sectiona -relating to
capias and attachment. The only condi-
tions now necessary to be proved in order
to obtain the arrest of a‘trader, or the

-attachment of his property, are, *that he

ig a trader, that he has ceased his pay-
‘ments, and has refused to make sn assign-
ment of his property for the benlefit of

his creditors,”
In Ontario, an Act passed the Le-

gisluture at its last sedsion entitled * An

Act respecting assignments for the bene-
fit of creditors,” At the time it was
passed an Insolvent Act was under con-
sideration at Ottawa, and the Ontario
Legislature therefore provided that the
Act passed by it ghould not come into
force until proclaimed by the Lieutenant
Governor. 'The necessary proclamation
wae issued in July, and the Act i3 in
force from the 1st September, Its terms
are of much importance to our wholesale
merchants and bankers, who give credit
largely in that Province.

Its most important features ave

It makes void all gifts or assignments
of real or personal property “ made by any
‘ pergon at & time when he is in insolvent
“ circumstances or is unable to pay his
“debts in full, or knows that he js on
“the eve of insolvency, with intent to
 defeat, delay, or prejudice his creditors,
“ or to give any one or more of them a, pre-
“ ference.” The operation of this clause
is limited in the cage of money payments
to thoss made within one month prior
to theassignment,which are void as against
the assignment, but not as against other
claims. It does not affect any transfer
of property for which reasonable value is
given in exchange, and no limit of time

-seoms to be fixed for the prescription of

claims for fraudulent tmnsfers of real
estate and chattels,

The debtor may make a general assign.
ment for the benefit of his creditors
to the Sherif of the county, or

o rome person residing in the s.ume

county approved by the creditors,

i The lalter provision is no doubt in-

tended to remove the incentive that
existed under the old Insolvent Act, for
Official Assignees to promole bankruptey
proceedings for their own good, which was
in practice one of the worst features of
the old Act, and brought hundreds under
its provisions who couldand would have
worked through their difficulties had not
their commercial morality Leen de-
bauched by interested parties. So far
this provision is likely to have a good
effact.,

The assignment vests the estate fully
in the assignee, and takes precedence of
“all judgments and’ all* executions not
“ completely e_xequted by payment.”

The voting of creditors is to beon a’

scale based on the amount of their claims,
This is anew feature, but evidently equit-
2ble, and its working will be watched
with interest.

tional $1,000 or fraction thereof. This,
without depriving the smaller creditors
of areasonuble voice in the management,
will protect any large creditor or credi-
tora from being overwhelmed by anuum-
bor of small creditors whose saggregate
interests may ba a very small propartion
of the whole. Provision is made to pre-
vent the manufacture of votes by split-
ting -large claims into & number of small
ones.

An important clause in the Act is that
requiring secured creditors to value their
securities, and reduce their claims
accordingly. All security given by the
debtor, or by the primary debtor where he
is gecondarily liable, must be valued, and
a special clause is added to cover claims
of banks holding customers’ paper en-
dorsed by the debtor, which are declared .
to be secured within the meaning of the
Act, ‘ .

The main part of this provision is
copied from the old Act, but its justice
mey be doubted, as it deprives the
secured creditor of & right which by his
care and diligence he has obtained, and
which, under the common law, he had no

. difficulty in enforcing. A mortgagee, for

instance, has ordinarily a double security,
a8 it were, for his debt, namely & claim on
his debtor’s general eatate for the. full
amount, and a lien or privilege on the
properly mortgaged for anything not
otherwise paid. " The mortgagor promises
to pay the debt quite aside from the pro-
perty pledged, i needs be, but this pro-
vision of the insolvent law practically
cancels this promise, and alters the con-
tract between the parties to one for the
payment only of auy balance not covered
by the property, which is a very different
thing, Any other arrangement would no
doubt seem inequitable to the unsecured
creditors, but ifthe Jaw simply carries out,
as far as possible, the contracts existing
betwesn the parties no real injusiice is
done to any one. _

The nuwin value of the legislation in
both provinces is that it brings about the
recognition by the law of assignments for
the benefit of creditors, and pute'an end
to litigation,

In this province, at least, instances are
not unknown of estates eaten up - by liti-
gation after voluntary assignment, dis.
sntxsﬁed creditors lmvmg itin then- power
to sue for their claims .and recover costs,
if nothing more, to the iujuiy of the for: '
bearingiereditors and all others mterested
except the lawyers.

No additional provision is made in
Ontarie for bringing insolvent debtors,
who may be dealing unfuirly  or fraudu-
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lently with their estates, {o task ; but, as
far as the legislation goes, it iz on the
whole useful and practical,

THE QUESTION OF THE DAY,

“1f I hadn’t read it in the papers, I
should not know yet that there was any
small-pox in the city,” was the remark of
a business man on St. James street a few
days ngo, conversing on the subject with
a timid visitor. If ever a mountain was
made out of a mole-hill it may be seen
in the exaggerntion of the extent of and
mortality from the small-pox in Montreal
during the last few weelks. The city papers
too indiscriminately led the way. Certain
young professionals aim at bettering their

slender incomes by furnishing correspond-.

ence for papers to the south and west;
and, being more or less over worked, have
scarcely time to discriminate in their
turn, and do not confine themselves to a
free use of the evening papers in prepar.
ing their despatches, The readiness with
which libel cases are instituted in this
Province has doubtless had some effect
upon reckless statements in the press;
not so, however, with the reports in
papers without the Province, especially
with those prepared by special corres-
pondents; nothing eoncerning Montreal
affairs is too sensational for their columna.
The reports concerning the recent scare,
however, custs them all into the shade.
1s there no recourse against such whole-
sale slander ? It is not a little singular,
considering all this, that the actual figures
showing the mortality and number of
cases for the last six months, given by
Mr. James Coristine at the meeting in
the Corn Exchange last Friday, appeared
in none of the papers, although an appar-
entattempt was made o give a synopsis
of his remarks. The figures were fur-
nished the following day and appeared in
the evening. It is to be inferred that, had
Mbr. Coristine, or anybody else, stated that
thére were any number of bhundreds of
cases or deaths in the city, the statement
would not require to be sent to the offices
of the papers. DMany of our citizans who
spent some weeks ab the sea-side during
August, who depended on the published
reports for their in‘ormation, returned
home in fear and trembling, many of them
loaving their families behind; it was only
after a few days in the city that they re-
covered their self-poasession, and began to

“look avound and wonder what they had

been frightened about, and make remarka
similar to that at the opening of this arti.
cle. [t were well if people at & distance
could also have means equally convineing
ol judging for themselves.

Now, &s to the extenl of the so-called
“ epidemic,” ‘“scourge,” * plague,” or
other extreme terms used to describe it
by our neighbors in their sad disregard
for facts, We know that with many peo-
ple the use of strong language is more
natural than with olhers ; with them a
thing is either hot orcold, black or white,
no neutral tints ; it is always a boom or a
panic, & feast or afamine,—or, as with
many of the loveliest of the creation, a
thing is  perfectly lovely ” or “awfully
nice,” “ perfectly horrid” or ** awfully
menn ; ? but surely one ought to expect
something more exact from the gentle.
men of the press. It is bad enough when
the character of an individual, s family or
corporate body is concerned, but when
the reputation and welfare of a whole
city—a whole peoyle—are at stake, com-
mon sense, comwon humanity should
prompt some degree of caution.’ The
figures given by Mr, Coristine are as fol-
lows: Total small-pox deaths in Mont-
real from 1st April to 23rd August, 220; of
these only 8 occurred in St, Lawrence ward
8 in St. Antoine, 2in St. Aunne's ‘and 1
in the Centre  ward, the remainder be-
ing in the far east end and the separate
municipalities to the north-east. None
of the wholesale and manufacturing
houses are within a mile or two of these
districts. Judging from the reports pub-
lished abroad, Montreal would appesr to
be having an almost equal number of
deaths weekly, or even daily, In the busi.
ness portion of the city and in more than
three-fourths of the populated aren, in-
cluding all the leading hotels, Montreal
may claim equal immunity from small-
pox or any other form of disense with any
city on the continent, Dr. Laroeque, the
Federal statistical officer, has prepared
for the Government a statement showing
the mortality from smallpox in Montrea]
during the last three months. In June
there were 22 denths, in July 52, and in
August 250, or a total of 324 deaths, The
mortality among French-Canadian chil-
dren was 241, all of about the significant
age of five, and among adults 29. The
numwberof Irish Catholics who succumbed
was 27, of which 7 were adults, Among
Italians 2 children and 1 adult died.
Among Scotch Catholics there was 1 adult
snd 1 child ; among German Catholics 1
child ; among English Catholics 3 children,

The mortality among Protestants con- |

sisted of 11 children snd T adults.

Much mischief'has been done the city.
owing to the actual state of aflairs which
formed the foundation for the wild state-
ments about us in other cities, Anticipnt.
ing this and recognizing the importance

, of preparing for any emergency, the

manufzeturing houses chiefly concerned
took early precaution against the possi-
bility of any contagion whatever. The
action of the clothing houses in this res-
pect has been most tharough, They Jjointly
engaged a doctor by the month at g salary
to make regular visits to the houses of
every employe, such employe being
obliged to produce a certificate from this
doctor that all is well before any work is
given him or received at his hands. The
doctor is authorized to advise his em-
ployers by telephone of any symptom of
sickness at any of the houses on hig liat,
There are other precautions, such as vac-
cination of each member of the family,
ete., all contributing to ensure complete
protection sgainat passible eon tagion. The
example set by the wholesale clothing
houses is now being followed by the
Board of 1Jealth, under the authority re-
ceived lust week. At the two public
meetings held Friday and Saturday last,
ways and means were devised for g
thorough stamping out of the disease, by
compulsory vaccination from house to
houge, isolation of small-pox patients,
immediate appropriation of some larger
building for a small-pox hospital on one
of the islands down the river, for this pur-
pose,—a thorough cleansing of the streets,
improvement and flushing of drains, the
burning of refuse ; fumigation or diginfee.
tion where needed; the co-operation of
the clergy of all denominations, and other
details, all of which being ecarried out,
should secure Montreal and her outlying
municipalities for all time to come against
possible danger from this or other epide-
mic diseases.

Much has been said concerning the pre-
judice of a portion of the French Can-
adian population against vaceination, This

like the small-pox itself, has been much

exaggerated, the very great majority of our
fellow citizens of French descent being

as firm believers in Jenner’s great dis- .

covery as those of any other origin. The
efforts made a few yearsagoby a citizen,——
known, if we recollect aright,as Dr. Emery
Coderre,~—to air his belief a8 against
vaccination were doublless as successful
as the sensational circulars freely issued
during the Tast fortnight by a Doctor Ross’
of Toronto who has lately taken up his
residence in Montreal,—circulars all the
more effective, because of their illustra-
tions, with that portion of the population
whom we always have with us, who are
not much accustomed to put themselyes
to & little phyaical pain or trouble as long
as they are well, to provide against a pos-
sibly greater one in the future, and to

The effects of the exaggerated reports
upon summer and fall travel in this direc-
tion have cauzed serious loss Lo the lead-
ing hotels, more especially to the Windsor
owing to the report of one small-pox case
in the vicinity, We have yet to learn, how-
ever,of any number of persons counter.
manding orders for goods from merchants
or manufacturers, Wholesale or retail
importers may as reasonably fight shy of
Liverpool where small-pox exists more or
less the year round. ‘That portion of the
¢ity where all business is transacted, as
alveady stated, and the great proportion
ol the residence portion of the cily are
a8 free from disease as any cily on the
continent, and as every precaution is
tuken Lo avoid possible contagion, there
cannot be Lhe remotest danger from any
pgouds shipped from this point, whether of
home or foreign manufacture. It is to
be Loped that the comman-sause of the
mereantile community will rise superior
to the false alarms and absurd exaggera-
tions spread by interested writers in cer-
tain western papers, who, we are sairy to
say, seem to belray a wicked delight in
the mischiel they have produced.

RAE™ “ COUNTRY BANKER.

The question of the *Reserve” first
engages his attention, and is discussed in
detail, the relative merits of a reserve of
20 per cent and 33 13 per cent being
carefully considered.  The conelusion
arrived atis that the larger veserve is not
only most pradent, but that it pays as
well, if not better, than the smaller. The
reasoning by which this is reached is based
on the comparalively trifling difference
in the earning power of money employed
at call and short notice or invested in
consols (all of which he counts as part of
the Reserve), and that used'in the ordin-
ary loaning business of the bank. This rea-

soning}ififollowed tojits'logical conclusion,
would lead to the investment of an Eng-
lisb Bank's full resnurces in consols and
similar securities, But the argument does
not hold good here, for therve is (at pre-
sent especially) a large difference in favor
of money employed in discounting ; never-
theless, theve is a good deal in the re-
rnarks which bears on Canadian banking:

The reserve of oune.third recommended

is made up roughly as follows :

Leaving out of consideration the con-
sols, the reserve wentioned ie much the
ame as would be maintained by prudent-
ly-managed banks here. The actual cash
held liere is,however, on the average, much
above the percentage given, According to
the returns for December last the gold
and Dominion notes held by all banks were
13 per cent on the liability on circulation
and deposits  On 31st July they reaclied
nearly 15 per cent, to which should be
added a large amount of mouney lying idle
in New York ; but the abnormal position
of the money market accounts for this,
the Bank of Montreal alone showing
actual cash on haud for nearly 25 percent
of its liabilities,
. The amount of money invested by
Canadian banks at call and short notice is
not known, and there is therelore no basis

for comparison,

The third item counted as part of the
reserve is very -suggestive. lt has not
hitherto been the habit in Canada to in-
vest any considerable portion of bauk
funds in Government securities, although
some banks bave from time to time held,
Cunadian and U. 8. Government bonds
and even consols, But there can be no
question asto the wisdom and prudence
of invésting a considerable sum in securi-
ties bearing a fair rate of interest, of un-
doubted safely, and available in case of
need at any time of pressure, We are
glad to note the example set by one or
two of the leading banks in this direction,
and hope it will be generally followed,
The present abundance of money, with the
consequent depreciation in its loanable
value, makes this an excellent opportun
ity for a change. :

1t is to be noted in favor of investment
in gecurities quoted on the London Stock
Exchange, that monetary conditions here
which might reuder realization necessary
are extremely unlikely to exist at the
same time in Bugland, so that the securi-
ties would not necessarily be sacrificed.

‘The position of English banks holding

| consols is very different; the conditions

that would there require a sale or pledge
of consols might seriously reduce their
selling value, or increase the lending rate
to a very high figure. '

Qur author makes a strong plea for a
large reserve, on the ground that by shiow-
ing a strong front to the public, deposits
and other business ave attracted, which
far more than compensate for the profit
foregone, We fear that banking experi-
ence in Canada would not justify this as

‘a general deduction here, where people

seem ouly too willing to place their money
in bauks which offer the highest rates for
deposits and have consequently to sail very
close to the wind to make them profit.
able.

We must pass over the interesting
chapler on ‘‘large accounts,” © capital,”
and ¢ rest,” merely quoting the following
sensible passage from the latter :

¥ Your rest has been accumulated out of une
¢ divided profits, set aside from time to time
¢ to meet unforeseen losses........ This being the

& ohject of the fund, it onght to bear n certain

% proportion, not to the amount of your paid-
“up eapital, but to the total of your assels
¥ beeause that total is the true measure.of your
“ domain of loss.”

Tt is true thabt the Rest is intended to
assish in earring profits for the mainten-
ance of a steady dividend, and that from
this point of view an amaunt proportion.
ed to the capital is reasonable, nevertha.
less there is sound sense in the opinion
given,

In speaking of the directorate Mr. Rae
favors strongly the retention of the
experienced members of the board
from- year to year, nolwithstanding
the apparent benelits {0 be gained by
the infusion of ‘“new blood.? He
argues that there is usually sufficient
change in the personnel through natural
causes to prevent meuntal stagnation, and -
that the other course “may invelve the
‘“dismissal of genilemen who ave pos-
“ sessed of a knowledge of the accounts
“ and business of ihe bank which it has
“ taken them many yeurs to acquire, in
 order that their seats may be taken by
« other gentiemen, who for some years to
# coma can have no reliable knowledge.”

We have left ourselves little space to
speak of one of the mast interesting
points to us in the book, the yearly audit
of the accounts, The question of the
protection of the public and the share-
holders by some method of examination,
every now and then comes prominently
to the front, but no practicable plan has
yet been suggested, The testimony
which Mr. Rae bears to the value of the
yearly audit by independent accountants”
is (to vs at lenst) unexpected, bub never-
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theless we cannot refuse to accord due
weight to an opinion based on such prac-
tical experience as he possesses,

To the guestion * Will credit ever again
“ be shattered, or the public conscience
“outraged by a second Overend & o,
“ or another City of Glasgow Bank 7" he
replies “ ] think the question may con-
* fidently be answered in the negative,”

The first reason assigned is the state-
ment which has to be issued, certified by
three of the directors and the manager,

#But in addition......there wilt henceforth be

required & declmation on the fuce of every
bulunce sheet, sigued by independent auditors,

thut it atfords a true and accursic sintewent of

the affiirs of the bank..... T hold this certiticate
to be of more impertnnce even than that of the
directors themselses, without thought of dis-
paragement to thew.

In the fivst place, in nently every cuse, it will
be the declaration of men whose training for
life hias been the analysis of accounts nnd the
science of book-keeping......whom no sleight
of hand will serve 10 beodwink for a munent.

In thesecond place, the testimony of a public
auditor is diginterested. He has no object to
serve in deceiving the public or the shnre-
holders as to the actual pusition of the bank.

Lastly, the auditor is not appointed by the
dircctors.  He is chosen annually by the share-
lLolders, and his remuneration i3 fixed by them.
Ile ia not, therefore, n servant of the Board ; it
cun neither influence nor dismiss him,

...... A fraudulent balance-sheet, under the
altered condition of things, appears to me,
herefore, to be no longer w possible thing. U
is impossible that the books of any bank can
ever agnin be materiully falsified by the must
astute or the most nefurious of officialz, with-
oul immediate detection. Losses in baukiug
will no doubtarige at times in the future, it
banking principles be disregard:=d ; but they
will be subject to early detection and prompt
exposure. There will be no more ruinous
bolstering up of lurge and dangerous accounts.
The auditors will see to this, it the dircetors do
not; so that a second edition of the City of
Glasgow Bank, even on a reduced scale,is
henceforth beyond the range of probability.”

This testimony is remarkable, but we
fear it is a rose-colored view of the exist-
ing syrtem, Still,if it does in 2 measur-
able degree come up to this standard
it is well worthy of consideration for
adoption heve. There are differences in
internal arrangements which would make
it less easy to carry out such an audit, but
the obstacles could be overcomeif it
were ever thought desirable to apply the
principle.

The difliculty here is, in the first place,
the absence of audilors trained for such
work, a deficiency which would no doubt
be soon made good should a demand for
them arvise, In the next place they would
certainly be the nominees of, the Board or
of the president ; an objection which would
only lose its weight when there co-exist
amongst us establishod firms of auditors
and aceountants of the highest charactey
and having nreputation at stake, and a
public opinion which would constrain

directors to nominate or accept the nomi-
nation of such men as auditors, on pain
of losing caste for their institutions by a
contrary course,

SMALL ACCOUNTS.

“ Afllictions sore
Loug time he bore.,”

Small accounls may be said to be the
80 « spot of trade. A multitude of these,
pereisted in, will rob the ordinary busi-
ness mun of one-half his share of comfort
and occasionally drive him to despair.
The difficulty in realizing upon them is not
provided against by the power of the law;
tle law is too expensive,too agmersive. 100
great a destroyer of good feeling, and is
ouly resorted to long after ali other
appeals are made in vain, Could tLe
Lusiness man find time to call in person
on each of the several »cores, hundreds
or thousands of his negligent small deb-
tors, the great majority would doubtless
pay up, and generally apologize for their
neglect of his frequent enclosure of “ ac-
count rendered.’” But this it is impossikle
to do, and if a special messenger be sent,
the travelling expenses and salary—if the
accounts happen, as many do, to be scat-
tered all over the Dominion—wipe out ull
the profits not alteady eaten up by in-
terest.

Commend us to the firm or man who re-
gularly once a month looks uver his file
of small accounts payable, and makes a
prompt settlement of them. He is doubt-
less only one among many ; but in doing
0 he contributes largely to the genersl
good, for every dollar thus set in circula-
tion starts on & mission of good ; it enables
each person to whom it gives greeting to
liguidate thus much of his indebtedness
to another, who in turn employs it again
for o similar purpose, and so on, like the
upostles of old, it goes about doing good.
Were every man—Ilet ussay every busi-
ness man—in the community to pay off
his small accounts within thirty, sixty or
ninety days from the time of contraction,
and not keep on persuading himself of
their unimportance because they are tri-
fies, the business of the country would be
vustly improved. A little effort would
conguer the evil labit of neglect, and,
apart. from the business principle, he
would have the proud consciousness not

uly of having discharged a duty but of
having set a good example and enuabled
others to fellow it All business men,
whatever their department of trade, are
nutually interdependent, and what bene-
fits or injures one affects all move or less,
but in no way can each assist and pro-
mote the general wellare than by the
prompt payment of smull accounts,

Large accounts being a part of the regular
machinery of trade are, as a matter of
course, well looked after; they have their
time to fall duej; their importance is too
great, yet it is only by the aggregation of
a multitude of small ones that these are
provided for, Small accounts have no
time of maturity, they are payable *any
time ; ¥ they remolely resemble what are
called debts of honor—¢ more honored in
the breach -ban the observance,’'—the
debtor never thinks that it can be any
inconvenience to the creditor to wait for
such a trifle,—he will get at it some day
when he Las time,—and thus resolves and
re.resolves, and the debt continues to
keep bad company with the many like it
on the booksof nearly every dealer in the
land.

Many persons funcy themselves all the
better off with a multitude of these small
accounts-payable on their fyles s long
they keep their account ab the bank from
running noticeably low. Whatever excuse
there may befor the desire to appear in
fair shape with one’s banker—to allow
him a fuir balance without interest—it
should not be made at the expense of
their small creditors, who generally have
need of it more thau the bank ; and at the
present time, when the banks have difti-
cully in providing profitable employment
for the funds at their command, there is
less excuse than ever for such neglect,
and there islikely to be less close sciu-
tiny of balances at the banks.

While upon this guestion of banlk bal-
ances we are reminded of oceasional com-
plaints from business men who,in payment
of small accounts from distant customers,
receive cheques on loeal banks. Such
cheques should always have 25 cents added
to the net amount 1o pay for cost of col-
lection, We know of one tirm whose losses
in this way last year aggregated nearly
$100, some of them being for cheques of
83, ¢4, 85, $06, and upwards, many of them
accounts of two and three yeats standing,
thus compelling the lender to pay the in-
terest, contrary to the long established
usage,

There are thousands of business men
all over Canada to whom these remarks
have no applieation. They may be seen
in Montreal, Toronto, Hamilton and other
cities, towns and villages sending out

their messengers at the beginning of each .

month with the necessary cheques or
cash 1o wipe ofl' their small bills payable,
a practice which has become n part of
their system of doing business. They
know the value of a reputation for prompt
pay and  accuracy to business men ; they
have doubtless themselves had some ex-
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perience of the cost of looking after such

_small accounts, of the worry and annoy-

ance they cause to every bookkeeper, to
overy man of business; they know that
they cause a loss of time as well as of
temper more than they are worth, that, in
fact, they are the chief affliction of every-
day business life and, like the influence
of olher cares ou goneral life, tend to
shorten business careers more tlmn any
other of its vexations.

FIRE INSURANCE RATES AND
CO-INSURANCE.

President Lincoln had a theory that
when you wanted a mesasure carried if
you only kept *pegging away” ycu
would gain your point eventually, in spite
of all difticulties, and it is with this hope
before us that we take up our pen once
more regarding the above subject, which
we presume may again come forward at
the general meeting of the Canadian Fire
Underwriters’ Asaociation, to be held
shortly.

We have continually maintained that
rates for fire insuiance ehould be fized so
as to be equitable alike to the insurer

" and the companies, and that this cannot

be secured without the assistance of the
co-insurance clause, because it is found

" to be impossible 1o arrive at a satisfactory

average rute without making the owners—
inauring about the actual value of their
property pay for those who only insure a
small percentage of that value, the latter
causing the companies to cawry o very
much larger liability than the former
in proportion to the preminm, -

It is o dilioult matter to make the
public comprehend this anomaly, and
that g0 long as partial losses exist, a policy
for $5,000 upon a value of $10,000 has
niore than balf the liability attached to
it that would be the case il the policy
were of $10,000. When fire insurance is
not remunerative to the companies, simply
to increase the rates does notl remedy the
evil, because while some grumblingly pay
the advance, others reduce their insurance
80 88 not Lo pay more premium, and con-
sequently the burden of the increase is
thrown upon careful insurers, which does
not savor of justice,

We have already endeavored_to sup-
pert our views by figures, but as these
{atier were, perhaps, & trifle too abstruse
for non-insurance men, we noOW propose
to place the subjeet briefly and plainly
before our readers by statistics based up-
on the Insurance Department returns
which he “ who runs may read.”

For the year 1833 the amount insured

$013,5680,302 and the premiums on

same $4,624,741, bring an average rate of
90 ¢. per cent, Fov the year 1884 (when
the tariff may be suid to have had twelve
months’ trial) the corresponding“figures
were $518,983,37¢ and $4,980,128, or an
average of 97¢. per cent. which is an ad-
vance in rates during the tarift of abous
8 per cent, Now, glancing back at the
records of the pas 16 years, in which time
eigki companies hove been forced to retire
from the field, we cannot consider this
result entively aniisfactory to the com-
panies, while fron the various complaints
which have conie to our ears we are
certain that the tsriff is looked upon as
unfair by & large proportion of the public
~-the secret beiny that the rates are not
equitably adjusted, putting us in mind of
a camel whose loed is so badly placed as

to press unequally, while the companies
must be likened to the foolish driver who
thus places the burden without reference
to the laws of balance. Co insurance ia
the only just balance in fire insurance, and
supposing it to have been applied in
the past year, we are sure of being under
rather than over the mark in estimating
the following doable conclusion, viz., that
either the amount insured would have
been increased 331-3 per cent with, at
the outside, 5 per cent increase in the
loszes incurred, or, if the amount insured.
had remained the same, the losses would
huve decreased 24 per cent,® the result
in both cases (at the same average rate
of premium) being identical within a frac-
tion, thus :(—

Thus we positively see that for 81 cents
per cent with co.insurance, better re-
sults are secured than for 97¢. per cent
without, in addition to which, to use an old
figure of speech, “the saddle would be
on the right horse.”

We do not believe we could demon-
strate the equity and fairness of co-insur-
ance more clearly, both from a public as
well 85 an insurance point of view, and
can only repeat our conviction, so far as
cities well protected with fire appliances
are concerned, that, without said priuciple
no just tariff can be framed ; in many
cases it will press with undue harshness

on the insured, while in others it will be
utierly useless in carrying out the object
for which it was formed. Now that the
Association of Canadisn TFire Under-
writers has struggled to its feet we trust
it will turn its attention to smoothing .
aver rough surfaces, and the companies
cerlainly should not place themselves on
the level with a tradesman who charges 2
high price all round in order to make the
good customer pay for the bad.

SCARCLTY OF GOLD AND LOW
PRICES.

The influence of the alleged scarcity of
gold in producing the lower prices of
commodities generally, has been made the
subject of much discussion since the idea
was first promulgated by a writer for one

of the leading English magazines some

weeks ago, in an arlicle reviewed in these
columns at the time, Mr. J. Shield
Nicholson, of Edinburgh, recently sent a
communication on the subject to the
Jeonomist, which we think worth repro-
ducing here :

The appointment of a Reyal Commission to
inquire into the depression of trade will no
doubt again draw public attention to the appre-
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cintion of gold, or, in other
level of general prices.

words, the low
The fuct of appreci-

alion, or of the incrensed purchusing power of

the sovereign, cannot be denied ; it is the most
marked charaeteristic of the present depression,
but opinions differ as to the cuuses of the ap-
preciution. Mr. Goschen, Mr. Gillen, and olhers,
consider the scarcity of gold relutively to the
transnctions w be afleeted by it us the prin-
cipul cnuse. 14 must be observed that it is im-
possible 1o tauke these two fuctors—the quantity
of grold nnd the work to be done by it—sepur-
ately. A diminution in the annual supply of
gold, it accompnnied by w falling-ofl in the
nunber of trunsuetions, or by an increase of the
use of credit substitutes, might be co-incident
with a general rise iu prices. 1t must, however,
also be adwmitted, that it the amount of gold
does not incrense in proportion to trade and
population or, speaking more strictly, commer-
¢inl ransactions, :nd if at the sume time there
is no expunsion of eredity, u fall in prices is in-
evitable. This seems to be the position of those
who spewk of the seareity of gold a3 the clief
cause of the fidl in prices. DBut it has been
pointed out, especinlly in the columus of the
Feonomist, Lt so far us this country is con.

corned there is no evidence of searcity of gold.”

1t s been urged  wilh mueh foree, that the
only way in which the, fulling-ofl in  the gold
supply could have aflected prices was by
diminishing the reserve of the bunk, and eaus-
jugarise in the bunk rale, whilst, as was
shown in your sriicle on Mr. Giffen’s puper, the
yeserves have been lavge, and the bank rate
below the avernge, Mv. Giffen attempted to
explain this anomly, by suggesting that the
money murket had been subjeet to slringencies
which lud appurently diminished credit us
purchusing power. 1 am inclined to think, in
gpite of your argument to the coutrary, that
Mr, Giffen’s explanation contains part of the
truth,_Tt is quite possible that relutively to the
stute of credit and the rate of profits the move-
ments in the bunk rate may have hid the efleet
of stringencies, nud it is useless Lo cousider the
rute wlone without regard lo these circum-
ptances. But 1 venture to offer ns  more swtis-
fuctory solution, or, at any rate, ns tn essential
puet of the solution, i argument which does
not seemi to have attracted any attention. The
problem is this:—1low has tle fulling-ofl” in
gold, relatively  to {ransactions, uctually
brought nbout the fall in prices ? 1 think a
mistnke has been mnde in secking for an an-
swer inthe greal commercial centres, where
credit is highly developed, instead of in the
outskirts of the commereinl world, where the
precious metnls play direetly o ntueh more im-
portant, parte I1tis well Jknown that in the con-
verse cage of greal gold discoveries, the rise in
prices is first feltin the countries where the
mines are situated, and we may expect, by
annlogy, that as the cost of producing gold in-
creases, the consequent fall in prices will bie
felt fiest of all in the gold-producing countries,
and nextin those couniries which, owing to
their backward commerce, have the greatest
difliculty in yrocuring the gold they require,
Novw, according o Mr. Giffews investigations.
the depression which followed the last great
jnflntion commenced and made itself most

had borrowed capital from the old countries.
But in the modern commercial world, « fall in
prices in one country must of neeessity be re-
fleeted 1o other countries, It seems Lo e, then,
that the searcity of-gold has made itsell divectly
felt in the new or wndeveloped countries, and
Lies thus indireetly caused the fullin prices in
the great commereinl centres. 1t is impossible
in the present siate of statistical information
for any private individual adequately to verity
this hypothesis, butit i3 10 be hoped that the
Royal Commission will not confine its labors
to this country, so fur as the question of prices
is concerned.  In conclusion, L submit that the
general fall in prices, if not due to a contrac-
tion of credit, wust be due to a fulling off in
gold relutively to transuclions. Facilities of
transporl, internatioual telegraphy, and similar
cuuses sometimes mentioned, are inadequate to
account for n genemlt full, and could only ex-

¢ plaiu the fall in some commodities compured

with others. 1 will only add, that according to
Mulbali’s Dictionary of Statistics, since 1840
thio bunking of the world has incrensed about
clevenfold, that is, three times as fasl as com-
merce, und thivty tinds fuster than population,
and that whilst from 1851-70 the interchange
of precious metnls was cqual to 12 per cent of
the commeree, ic., the sea-borue werchundise
ol the world, from 1871-80 it was only 8 per
cenl, owing to the extension of the use o
cheques and telegraphs.  Such great ccononies
in the use of bullion seem to judicate that the
diminished supply can have acted dicectly only
on the remoter channels of trades,

REVIVAL OF BUSINESS IN TUE U. 8.

There are somewhat conllicting reports as to
the extent to which business las revived in the
United States, but all authorities agree that
there is a revival,

The New York Bulletin bas collected the
opinions of the press in all parts of the union,
aud comes to the conclusion that an era of
prosperity has realiy set in. The Commerctul
and Finencial Chronicle of last week notes
that there has been a decided lull, but expresses
the opinion that it is not an indieation that
the improvement has ceased.

The finuneind  situation shows  sigus  of
amendment, for, although loans are still made
at very low rates, the reserves of the Asso-
cinted Bamks show a narked deerease, for the
first time in many wouths. The unsetied
condition of the silver yuestion is a large
factor in the dullness of finnnecinl matters,
Capil hns been shy of new enterprises
and iavestmeuts for o long time, and the
position is probubly worse now than  ever,
Al any rate the position of the Treasury as
regards its holdings of gold nad silver coin.
is less reassuting, and in the natural
course, if the silver coinage continue, there
must come n time when its obligations caunot
be paid in gold.

1f legiglation in the -direction of curtailment
or cessation can be obinined in December, so as
to give eapital the confidence it now lncks, we
may look for a great revival, which i3 sure to
renct to o greater or less degree on this couws

silver, and there is no doubt that, i’ the United
Sintes cense to be purchasers in the silver
market to the amount of two millions a month |
to which extent they are now consumers, the
vuluefol silver must be depreciated.

The English pupers are . waiting events with
some nnxiety, and discussing what steps should
be taken, if the Bill is Jrepealed. 'I'e most
practical suggestion seems to be the immediate
closing of the Indian mint to the public. This
will prevent auy incrense of silver coin, and
assist materinlly in maintaining existing values.
But the remedy will be more apparent than
real. If silver deprecintes from any enuse it is
pluin that holders of silver coin, or creditors
whose debts een be paid in silver, must suller »
shrinkage of their assets, The guestion is a
very practical one (o the great Bastern bauk=
ing corporations having their head oflices in
London. Their obligntions to their share-
holders, to the holders of their English accep-
tnaces, and to their Bnglish, _depositors are all
ou 1 gold basis, while their assets are clielly in
silver,

TeLepnoNs AND Teukeraru  Wines.—Owing
1o the great compluints that have been made in
Eugland regpecting the danger irom these
wires, the post ollice nuthorities have brought
the whole subject before n select commitiee of
the House of Commons. The accidents proved
have been few and insignificant, but,in view
of those that have occurred, and of the exten-
sion of the telephosic system, the committee
favors an pmendment of the Iaw on the sub-
jeet. But they are of opinion that public
interest requires the free extension of the
system, and for that reason oppose any limita-
tion of the rights of companies to put up over-
hiead wires ; pressing for more stringent regula-
tions with regard to their erection, under the
supervision of the post otlice, They recommend
thut sl wires should be warked in such a way
as (0 ensure identification, that all unmarked
wires should be removed, and that facilities Le
provided for the carriage of wires, uuder cer-
tain restrictions,; across buildings or grounds,
notwithstanding the opposition of the owners.
The telephoue subscribers in london now
number about 4,000, The total number in the
United States is about 135,000, of which there
are about 10,000 in New York and vicinity
(Brookiyn 2,000, Jersey City, 1,000), Boston
4,644, Chicago 3,465, Pliladelphin 2,228, De-
troit 1786, Clevelund 1,600, Buffalo 1,500. There
are in Canada about 9,000 in all, of which
Montrenl Lias 1,500 (ur one-sixth of the whole),
Toronto 1,300, Hamilton 530, Winnipeg 425,
London 375, Ottawa 370, $t. John, N.B,, 320
Quebee 290, Halifax 2j0, The Bell Telephone
Co., lo whose system these figures appertain,
are now muking arrangements to introduce
muliiple switch-boards in Montreal, as they

As it is
impossible to do this without & change of
offices, the company hnve lensed new premises
in the British Empire Buildings on Notre Dame

THE ENGLISIT MONEY MARKET.

From tlie Feonomist of 20th August we learn
that the Money Market, which had shown a
slight. decline during the previous week, had
agnin hardened, and higher rates were looked
for in the near future. The canses for this were
the additional money needed for Igypt, the
issue of & million sierling of treasury bills,” the
ugual aytumn movement of coin for cirenintion,
and the imminence of the general jelection.

Tn addition, the time seemed to be appronch-
ing when golil would be exported to the United
States, where thejtemptation to hoard gold on
account of the silver trouble, and the probable
henvy shipments of cotton and other products,
combine Lo make gold imports almost certain.
From France areport comes that bullion dealers
are already lodging gold in the Bank of France,
in order thal they may be 'prepared to make
shipments. '

The forecasis made have to some extent been
Vorne out, thelalest cable advices quote the
discounting rate at 1% to 2 per cent, which
brings thejoutside market to the Bank of Eng-
land level, for the first time in many montha,

Crors.—A carefully aualysed estimate of the
crops in Bngland is given by the same paper,from
which we learn wheat is a good crop, ithough
notup to last year's; barley an average crop;
while onis, beans and peas are very much be-
Jow ; the root crop is also small, while hay is
better than usual. Taking all crops into con-
sideration the harvest is about equal to that of
1884, with the drawback of lower prices. The
reserve stocks in the country nre believed to be
very heavy, anid an importation somewhat less
than that of last year may be looked for.

“ Considering that the wheat crops of Ameriea
and South Awerien ara extremely deficient, and
f“that there is barely an average in the rest of
“ Turope as a whole, ilis not likely that we shall
“obtain the quantity o€ breadstuflls we require to
“fmport without paying prices in advance of the
 gxtremoly low rateg now current. Ifor the pres-
‘“ent, however,ithere is no indication of n rise,
“abunlant supplios having cansed’a_dvop of 25 «
“‘ quarter on English wheat during August,”

Tue closeness with which prices of dry goods
have been cut of late years hns been threaten-
ing to endanger the 24 (o 3 per cent commission
charged’ by manufacturers' agents .in Great
Britain. Buyers have been endeavoring to
get direct at the manufaclurers, but, with rare
exceplions, in vain, The shipping agent is too
great a necessity to both parties, and when
both functions, buyer aud shipper, are com-
bined in the ove individaal, it is clieaper pro-
bably in the long run to pay the4 or 6 per
cent for both than pay for the shipping alone
in case of o purchase direct. Shipping commis-
sion men usually pay the manufacturer for the
goods selected and collect the whole amount

{rom the buyer in his turn. This method is not
quite stisfactory to some very close and careful
imperters, wha fancy they can find some advan-
tage in looking after the purchases themselves.

Tk Portland and Qgdensburg Railway Co.
held out 1ast year for-a rental of $12,000 for
the Fabyan House, White Mta., for the season,
and failing (v oblain the consent of the old
lessees to pay that sum, concluded to run the
hotel for & while themselves, which they
did Inst season, under the management of the
proprictor of the $len House. The Barrons,
who for years past have admirably condueted
the Crawford, Fnbhyan and Twin Mountain
Tlouses in the White Mis., secured the Mt. Plen.
sant House, & balf mile from Fabyang, lastyear
but the Railway Company were glad to
come to terms with them for Fabyans again the
present senson, and the travelling public are
not. sorry for the ¢hange,

Tax Bank of Montreal and one or {wo other
Canadian banks having branches in New York
and Chicago have, for the last week or two,
been in receipt of frequent applientions from
would-be borrowers in various parts of the
United States, men engaged in different enter-
priges in which all they want isa little money
to enable them to enter upon & career of pros-
perity. These applications are due to the
reports  published concerning a plethora of
money in the banks. There iz doubtless o
congiderable quantity of money lying idle, and
the rates to borrowers are low to an exceptional
degree. The amount mentioned—ten millions
—is probably but little overstated.

Tir Belleville Tnlelligencer professes to have
discovered a uew dodge to swindle the honest
yeomen of Oniario, It says:—Two slrangers
meet at a farmer's honse to stay7all night, and
during the evening they get up a trade between
Lhemselves, which requires a witness, and the
farmer is asked (o sign the papers, simply to
witness the trade. It he does so he soon finds
that his name is signed io a note which he has
to pay. The law does notappear to touch these
cases, and farmers shonld bang the first man
caughtat it.” In connection with the above, it
muy again be stated in these colnmns that no
farmer is bound to pay a note obtained under
such cirewmstances.

Exarist Ramways—The English Railway re-
turns for 1884 have recently been issued. The
paid-up capital shows an incrense over 1883 of
£16,543,000 being now £801,464,000. The mile-
age has increased from 18.681 to 18.864, The
pussenger iraffic shows a large increase in
third class and a decrease in first and second
class, with similar movements in the receipts.
The goods traflic shows o considerable decrense
in tounnge and receipts. The working expen-
diture was slightly reduced, but the main sav-
ing was in * Maintenance of way,” where ccon-
omy may be less prudent,than in Jother direc-
tions.

Hon, J. S. C. Wurtele of this city, Speakr of
the Quebec Legislature, suceeeds the late Hon.
Judge Loranger in the work of revision aud
consolidating the Provincinl statutes. The
work hns heen under way for some time, and
will 1 robakly require some yenrs to complete.

In the foreign news occurs the somewhat
peculiar item that bullion dealers ave accumi-
lating go'd bullion in the Bauk of Franee in
anticipation of the expected demand from the
United Statesin October. ‘I'he bank lonns on
this at 1 per cent, and the money is employed
in discounting at 2 per cent.

Tne LonsTenr Fisurmigs.—In 1870 and pre-
vious years, three lobsiers were sufficient o
fill a one pound can at the canperies in
Prince Bdward Island. Since that time the
size bas decreased and the fishermen have
lad to content themselves with smaller and
evidently younger members of the crustacea
family. In 1880, the avernge required to fill o
can was 84 ; in 1881, 4} ;in 1882, 43 ; in 1888, 63
and in 1884; 6}. The tolal number captored in
1879 was 56,896,368, valued al $1,965,436. In
1881, 23,493,660 were taken, shich were worlh
$5,627,920. In the two succeeding years both
number and value showed a slight falling off,
but the cateh for 1884, though larger than in
1881, being 29,733,000, was only valued at$3,-
498,000. In 1884, it took, as previously stated,
no less than 64 lobsters to fill & one pound can,
English magnzines received by last mail des-
cribe the interesling experiments now being
made by a Scotch scientist, who was connected .
with the Challenger expedition, to enquire inlo
the habits of herrings and other sea waler fish
with a view to their artificial propagation, i
necessary. Should not sotne move in the same
direction be made in Canadn looking to the
protection and propagntion of the lobster?
Unless some decided action is taken it really
seems highly probable that in o few years the
lobster fishery will be unnble to be prosecuted
for want of materinl. The Inspector for New
Brunswick reports that last year's destruction
in_that Provinee amounted to over 20,000,000
lobsters, He says: *No oneknows better than
the canners themselves the inevitable resnlt ot

FIRE INSURANCE TARIFF.
The Kditor of the JoursaL oy CoMMERCE,

Dean Sir,—Having & liking for Fire Insur-
ance liternture, I read, s doubtless have many
others, the artiele in your last number, head-
¢fl : ¢ Fire Insurance Tariff” with much inter-
esl,

ffhe article is evidently an advoeation of
schedule rating, the most complete form of
which is found in specinlly mating eveiy risk,
1 ean conceive the diflicultios of doing this com-
pletely or partially. The espense would neces-
gitate o much larger inerease of rates than that
which has been eatablished reeently. The ben~
ofit would accrue solely to a very few of the
special hazards or manufncturing risks, which
ought to be liberal to insurance capital, with-
out which they couldinot exist, and the cost
would fall upon the general public, who are
alrendy burdened with n tariff) under whieh I
believe & maximum increase of rates has been
reached.

Insurance companies have tried low rates in
Canadn for many years, and lost money ; they
have recently advanced the rates and lost mo-
ney ;and you are correct in thinking that & fur-

ther ndvance would only increase the loss ratio,

for as rates ndvance honest insurers decrease
their insuranees.

We must ag<ume thevefore, that & maximum
tarift has been veached, What, therefore, are we
to do 1o cncournge Insurance Companies to
ive investors in loeal compnnies some returng
on their capital and 1o justify the British aad
Foreign companies operating in Cavada to
continue to do so?

Two avenues of relief scem to me to be open,
First: Government should cularge and suffi-
ciently empower its Insuranee Department, so
that it ean deal with the j ublic a5 well as with
Insurance Companies. The disgraceful and en-
tirely unnecessary consumption of wealth in
Canada by fire should be ~topped. The origin
of every lire chou!d be investigated. It shonld
be made possibi: to convict of arson by circum-
stautinl evidence ag it is 'o conviet of murder ;
frandulent claimants should he punished, and
Insurance Companiessupported insiend of being
condemned for praning exaggerated claims.
Proper building laws should be enforced, and
an Ingurance Court should not Le easier and
more profitable to pass tarough than a Bank-
rupt Court.

Second: Change the t:rms of the insurance
coniract by introducing gencrally the avernge
clanse or some modified firm of 11, sueh a3 the
Co-ingurance clanze, Thiz chanze must come
about both here andin te United States, The
averge clause is farrness Lo all 3 it would obvi-
ate many of the dilliculiies which arise in the
adjustment of losses. it would lead to sucha
reduction of rates ns that_insurance premivms
would no longer be a bugden, and it would se-
cure the reform you adveeate.

I would like, il nllowed, to refer to some of
the figures given in the Insurance Supcrintend-
ent's reports for 1884, 1o yonr article yon inci-
dentally allude Lo his stutement of the incrense
of Fire Insurance in Cauadn in 1884 over 1583,
which puts the increase at $33,243,748, a large
sum. Can you tell me where that increase
comes in? for itis countvary to fnct within the
knowledge of cvery jnsurance agent, all of
whom miss the larpe business that vsed to be
done on _grain, hulls, f.rge wholesale stocks,
lumber, &e., and the accustomed semi-annunl
inflow of short, period risks upon imported
goods; and they wonld like to know what in-
iterests are replacing the heavy bankrupicies of
the last two years, and why-so few establish-
ments *hat have been hurnt down are being re-
bnilt. Travel throngh any part of Canadaand
note the burnt walls you will see, and where is
thie increase of Popu ution that would explain
such Inrge annual increases in insurable values ;
how explain the reduction in insurnoce values
on farm propertics now owned, mostly unoceu-
pied, by Loan Societies and recently occupied
by active producers of wealth, It i3 true man-
ufacturing interest, have inerensed, but their in-
crease is no compensation to insurance companies
for what is being lost, cither in values or in
diminutionof loss ratios ;and where is the insur-
ance on the activities of the enormous amount of
capital which, for want of oceupation, is seeking
the Post Oftice and other Savings Banks at unre-
munerative interest? These are only general
indications, bnt as it is important that the public
shall be able to rely uj.on public figures, let me
be more specific.

Please look nt the Insurance reports and ex-
amine the commutative characlers of the fol-
lowing returns by Insurance Companies :

Lo amount at risk, which gives aTange of expe-
rienees from 1.89 10 9.90, while the Table, page
Ivii,, relation of loss to premiums, gives a range
of ouly 45 08 to 85.80, between the bighest and
lowert in the oilier Table,

I wy surmises are correet, the corclusion
that arguments based upun the figures given in
the Insurance Blue Bouk are delusive is self-
evident. It is the old questici, Theory vs.
Practice.
