REPORTED FAMINE IN SEBASTOPOL.

A prwate despatch from the French camp gives a
few additional particulars about the affuir “of the
Teliernaya, and explains, to a certain extent, the
dispropartion, remarked by every one, bet\veen the
loss of the Allies and that of the enemy. It ap-
pears that the garrison of Sebastopol, as ‘well as the®
army, are almost williout provisions; they have
scarcely a morsel of bread to eat, and they are.in
such a plight, that, according to the despatch, one
would say the, Russian Commander-in-Chiel really

desned to get rid of a considerable number of hl'i ‘

men from the sheer impossibility of feeding them.—
The enemy had to pass through a deep ravine 'to ap-
proach our lines, and while they did so'they were
acinally mowed down by hundreds by our guns and
musketry. The Russians were not in a position to
return our fire with eflect, and did little more than
fire in the sir. They seem to have been sent [orth
as desperate men lo do the best they could. It was
in the advance and retreat that they auﬂ'ered wost,
and, but for the signal slaughter of the enemy, lhe
nﬁ'alr could scarcely be called a battle. «If we do
uot take Sebastopol with our cannon,” adds the de-
spateh, ¢ we shall do so before long by famine,”
The Marseilles yournals bring accounts from Con-
stantinople of the 9ih, and from ‘the Crimea_of the
6th. Nothing new was known relalive to the sicge
operations, . respectmn' which the grealest secrecy
was observed. The Russians had made two sorties
on the night of the 2nd, tho one against the English
trenches, and the other in the dlrectlon of the Clo-
cheton.  The English, who appear to have been
aware of their intention, had massed 7, 000 ‘or 8,000
men in the (renches. They, of - course, gare the as-
sailants a very warm reception. The atlack on the
side.of the Clocheton was also promptly and’ rigor-.

Advices from the north of
Sebastopol, received through Germany, show that to
make up the force ¢ominanded by Prince Gorlscha~-
koff on the 1Gth, it was necessary to take regiments
from the garrison of the fortress.  The Russian plan
ol'alt.'u.k, as sketched in letters dated a week belore
its execution, involved a siinultanecus sortie from the
bastions, so as lo detain the reserves of the Allies
before Sebastopol at the moment they were needed
on the Techernaya. There tnust have been some
reasor for rejecting Lhis scheme, which was atany
rate more rational thap that actually adopted : nonge
seems so probable as a deficiency of troops. The
accounts before-mentioned state that the indefati-
gable Tollebeu, unable longer to take a- jersonal
share in the defence, has advised” (hat a larger num-
ber of soldiers than hitherto should be kept on the
south side of Sebastopol, instead of relying updn
drafis from the north. Accordingly, immense exca-
vations, thirty-five feet in depth, have been formed
behind the bastions, in which it is hoped. that Iarge
bodies of troops may be safely kept, so as to be in
readiness to repel an assault, We can hardly sup-
pose that the General would adopt an arrangement
in.itsell full of inconvenience, unless he foresaw that.
the communications bétween the two sides of the bay
might be endangered from the batteries of the be-

The Russian journals laugh at these reports, and
speak of the whole aflairasa “navul féte,” of which
the expenses were defrayed by the Allies. A writer
in the News of the World hereon remarks:—

“ The ¢great naval féte,’ which the-Czar’s journal
represents as having come off at Sweaborg, at the
expense of England and France, who provided the
fireworks, must, at any rate, be attended with con-
siderable cost 1o his Tmperial Majesly ; for soon after
‘the bombardment commenced, fires broke out, and
extendeil among the public buildings, the magazines
:at Vargon and Gustalsvard exploded, and,.as Admi-
ral Penuud says, ¢ one-expanse of flame’ was present-
-ed by the conflagrations as long as food for fire re-
‘mained within range of the meortars of the allied
fleet. The actual value to the latter of this-victory
may not-be immediately ascertained, for -the enemy
will disguise-the -consequences of the -bombardment
as much as they possibly can, and our:own Ministe-
rial papers are rather obscure upon the subject. One
journal:speaks of another contemptuously, for. having
announced that’ ¢ the fortress-is a lieap of ruins,? and
¢ Sweaborg ‘exists no ‘more.”. ¢ These faclish over-
statements,’-says your cotemporary, ¢-have much mis-
led the public.’  Admiral Dundas writes :-—* It orm-
ed no part of my plan to attempt a general attack by
the ships-on the defences; and the operations con-
templated by the Rear-Admiral and .nyself were

limited to suchdestruction of the forfress and arsenal

as could be accomplished by means of mogtars.”. But
why did it “form no part.ol my plai’ to make so ge-
neral and decisive an attack. Slow and sure may be
good  play, but quick and sure is betler; and we
have learnt nothing of the Russian force to give.
caiise for apprehension that a_ quick blow would not

be also a successful one. "That the intentions of

Admiral.Dundas have heén carried out in a - manner
reflecting the very. highest. credit upon all persons en-
gaged in them, T cordially’ acknowledge. The Bal-

tic fleet has inflicted great damage.upon the enemy,

and it has shown its capabilities ; but’'F cannot alto-
gether comprehend the reason why it has not ‘been
thought :expedient to use the ulmost energies of ‘the
fleet.  Without a. land force, the conquest and’ oc-’
cupation of this Gibraltar of the North may not be
thought of ; but swhy should there not be a land force
in the Baltic? France sent her soldiers last year,

That the engineer of the back-
ing train did not ubserve whe rules of the Carapany and
the Jaws of the State of New Jersey i reference fo the
blowiug of the whisle in approaching the crossing at
cross-roads.  That 1he conductor of the backing trair:
is exonerated from blame, in as much us he wus act-
ing iu accordance with the instruction as laid down
in the time-table of this road, Tbatthe forward brake-
mau is censurable.  Thatone of the jmmediute causes
of the collision was the carelessness and recklessness
of r. Heineker in driving his horyes on the rail-road
track., Thal anotber immediate canse of the collision
with the careless aud reckless manner in which the
train of cars was proceeding backward, ata rate of
speed ansafe and inexpedient. That by the running re~
gulalions issued by the Company, the possibility. of
cullision between opposing nains ou a single track is
50 great us to pove that some more efficient mode
onght to be adopted to prevent the recorrence of the
cause which had called this inquest together, and do
heveby suggest that the lile and limbs and safety of
passengers are of more importance than the saving of
a few mioutes lime.
