When the verdict was returned, without the jury

While the criminal stood undaunted and fearless,
his whole appearance in unison with his words,
the Judge; alter, some moments, began to pass
sentence.

THE END

PROTESTANT MORALITY IN ENGLAND.
(From the Dublin Irishman.)

Commeanting, » few numbers back, on the inefli-
ciency of more legal enactments to keep the world
frow relapsing intw that Paganism from which the
Catholic Church delivered it, we adduced Engisnd
s an example amongst others. England, judge by
herself, is in the van of modern “ progress,” the phi-
lanthropic aation of the world --the Protestant coun-
try, par-excellence, This opinion of her we Lear on
every side. But her we adduced as an exumple, and
loocking at her parricides, her infanticides, ber
suicides, und murders for greed, we were driven to
the conclusion, thut specious speech was insufficient
—thatstringent laws proved of small avail o restrain
a people from evil. Aod we had to add, that the
Power alooe which saved man from Pagapism, could
keep map from relapsing thereinto. That power was
the Church, which we traced in overturning the
Three Slaveries—Sluvery of the Soul, Slavery of the
Body, and Slavery of the Miod, We followed ber
while she freed man from Pagan supersiitions, phy-
sicv] bondage, and showed how she lovingly protected
and zedulously fostered arts, science, and letters.

But the subjoined letter of Mr. O'Neil Daunt, in
answer to one of our unhappy opponents, treats ihe
case of England, Scotland, and Wales in & manaer
so complete and conclusive, that we quaote it for the
benefit of those whom it may concern. In 18356,
Lord Campbell, in the House of Lords, declared that
murder by poiscoiog, in the country districts, was
most frightfully: common. Yet ecarce a fortnight
since, in sentencing Coonstunce Wilsoo for poisoning
Mr. Justice Byles reiterated the empbatic opinion of
the eminent and greatly experienced wmedicolegal

writer, Dr. Taylor, in these words : —-‘ These facts,

I regret to say, render it extremely probable that the
startling statement made by Dr. Taylor ia the course
of his evidence is correct, cnd that in the midst of
apparent prosperity and obedience to the law a
dreadful crime and vice i3 rife in this metropolis—
the destruction of life by secret poisoning.”

The Tunes writes :—" When we are assured by
Dr. Taylor that numerous cases of death, attributed
to cholers, are, in fact, occasioned by poison, it is
bigh time that the attention of the mediesl and legal
professions should be directed to this subject. If
eight such instances have occurred within the ex-
perience of one eminent practitioner, what confidence
can be placed in the ordinary returns made by the
registrara, or what security have we that more fre-
quent exhumations of bodies would not reveal a
frightful arevalence of poisouing? We are too apt
to exaggerate the difficulty of perpetrating such
crimes with impunity. If the majority of people
were of a suspicious temperament, well acquainted
with the symptoms ot common maladies, nad sur-
rounded by relatives or careful attendants in time of
sickness, the systematic administration of poison in
successive doses would be next to impossible. Un-
happily, ignorance and carelessness are the rule,
caution the exception ”

# No wonder,” it adds, ¥ that poisoning should be
of common occurrence” Great Heaveus! imagine
the condition of & land, whose inhabitants must esch
be conversant with the precise symptoms of diseases,
must be surrourded by tested relatives, must sharply
investigate the drugs and their eftects, or elge he is
liahle to be poisoned, end *‘ no wonder ! Tbe' fol-
lowing case of Constance Wilson- surely more than
parallels that of " Sally Arsenic” as given by Lord
Campbell. It is thus summarised in the pspers:—
 The career of the coovicr, Mrs. Constance Wilson,

the wholesale poisoner, is sketched by Mr. Justice’

Byles while passing sentence of death upon her for
poigoning Mrs. Soames, by doses of colchicum. In
1853 she murdered, by meens of the same poison,
a man to whom she was servant, he baving first mude
a will in her fuvour. To 1836, a young man, with
whom she cohabited, died snddenly,! The symptoms;
in both cases, were those which follow the adminis-
tration of colchicum. In the same yeur she poisoned
Mra. Soames- In 1859, a Mrs. Jackson, with whom
she lodged, died in the same way, and £120 of hers
Jisappeared In 1860, & Mrs. Atkinson, unfortunately
became a lodger with Mrs. Wilson. She had some
money, and in less than a fortnight waa dead, while
the money had disappeared. In 1861, 2 man named
Taylor, with whom she was living, was seized with a
like illness ; but, buving fortunntely received medical
aid, recovered - In the present year she was tried for
murdering 8 woman with sulphuric acid. The judge
charged directly againgt her in this ease, but the jury
ucquilted. Tt was from what had transpired at this
trial that ber dntecedents were ingoired 1nto; and
the fregoing catalogue of secret poisonings wes the
result. Had the case of Mrs. Soames broken down,
the Crown were prepared with other:-charges. While
the anthorities have been enabled to tabulate ull
these crimes of the convict; how mary victims hag
ghe sent-to their: graveés whose "deaths passed over
without - exciting - suspicin? - Professor ~Taylor
atarmed the Court.during the trial by stating that,
while London boasted of its wealth and obedience to
the law, the destruction of life by secrel poisoning wus

rife? Such deaths are generally set down as arising-

from cholera. We_ quote  the "medical ovidence for

miration as * a glorious land,” where agrarian out-
rage i3 a crime urknown. Thirdly, io order to raise
us to the moral level of England, you benevolently
offer to scatter Bibles broadcast, alleging that the re-
ligious teaching of the people ought not to be left in
the hands of the-Catholic clergy exclusively. I wish
to keep as clear as possible of all theological eu-
tanglements. and to place the gquestion which your
letter rajzes on the basiz of practical experience. Let
e, then, direct your attention to two undeninble
facta: the lirst, that your panacea of indiscriminate
Bible distribution has been tried for many genera-
ticns in England and Scotlesd. The second, that
botl those kingdoms, so fur from exbibiting A greater
amount of Christinn fuith nsd Christinn morality
thap our own, fall fur behind ns in those fruits which
true Cbrissianity ought to produce. Great Britain
vauants herself # the land of Bibles.” So she un-
doubtediy i3. Copies of the sacred volume have
been disseminated in miliions of millions. Nuwerous
societies, and meny benevolent agd wenlthy indivi-
dunlz, have devoted themselves to the task of distri-
buting the Bible. If its uasiversal diffusion could
produce the frait of holiness, then assuredly England
aud Scotland ought to bea perfect paradise of sanc-
tity. Nay, thatthey are so, i3 confidently nsserted, or
quietly usaumed as undeniable by Irish Protestauts,
whose sectarian prejudices predispose them to ac-
cept #ll Christinn excellences in the sister Island. A
very worthy parson innocently seid to me, ¢ [ wish
this country could be thoroughly assimilated to Eng-
lund.” Poor man, Ouar bitterest enemies need not
wish us a worse fate than woral and religious assi-
milation with Englaod. Do not suppose that I de-
gire to excuse, or evea to palliste, the agraring crimes
committed in Ireland. ‘I wish tbhat their perpetra-
tors all met their just pueishment. But in examin-
ing the comparative morality of the two islends, it is
important to observe that probably nine- tenths of the
murders committed in Irelund are svme way coo-
nected with dizputes about the occupation of land.
Now, this remarkable circumstance seems o indi-
cate » defect in the law affecting the tenure of land,
which, independently of che question of religious in-
struction or the want of it, operates as a provocative
to crimne and outrage. Whereas the wmurdersin Eng-
lind do not spring from ang one marked or particu-
Inr provocative.

With respect to the extracts | shall give from Britisb
newspapers, [ wish to remark that thare does not
exist in England and Scotland, as we unfortunately
have in Ireland, a class of journalists who labour to
defame their pative land, in order to paoder to the
evil prejudices of an anti-untionul party.

¢ A glorious’ land no doubt. Here are more of its
glories, Joseph Kay, Ezq., M.A., of Trinity College,
Cambridge, published, in 1850, a work entitled ‘ The
Social Condition and@ Education of the People of
Eogland and Europe.! Mi.Kay says:—

* Another sad symptom of the poor in our towns is
the use they make of the burial clubs In some of
our towns the degradation of many of the poor is
such that parents often cause the death of their chil-
dren in order to obtain the premium from the socie-
ties. . . . . [t bas bheen clea:ly ascer-
tained that it is 4 common practice among tbe more
degraded classes of the poor in many of our towns to
euter their infants in these clubs, apd then to cruse
their death either by siwarvation, illusage ar poisen.
What more horrible symptoms of moral degradation
cau be conceived? One’s mind revolta against it,
and would fain reject it as w monatrous fievion. But
alas! it seems to be too true.”

The Right Hon. Benjamin Disraeli tells us in kis
book, called ¢Sybil, or the Two Nations,' that in-
fanticide is practized as exteusively and legally in
England as it i3 on the banks of tbe Gunges Mr.

The girl conceals ber sin—sowmetimes frown modesty,
but, in many cases, at least, for nnother purpose,
In the latter contingency, she hus made up her mind
to the emergency. She hides her shame, not hecanse
it is a sbame, for it is the custom of the caountry;
but because she has alrendy begun to conemplate
the murder of her child. She goes about her daily
work ; she suppresses every natural emotion; be-
cowes a mother without a shriek ; nnd, after deposit-
ing her ¢birth-strangled’ babe in the uearesy dung-
hill or well, or concealing it uader the wuttrass, she
goes about her work as if nothing had happened.

Now gir, | heg you will observe thar the horrible
crimes here described are not spoken of ag rare or
igolated cases. They are, on the contrnry, deSeribed
a3 exceedingly general.

Mr. Trevor goes on: — ‘

The Rev. John Price, nuother Welsh clergyman,

‘riage fee to nll couples whose first child should be
baroe atter nine months from the marriage, only cne
in six years entitled thewselves to claim it. Morala
are ot a low ebb, but want of chastity is the great
sin of Waloeg, & breach of which is considered nei-
ther a sin or a crime.

In the report of the Church Pastoral Aid Society,
dated May, 1855, we read at page 33:—

Volumes might be filed with testimonies such as i
tave quoted, nnd equally unimpeachsble. In the
ofticial census of Bogland, taken in 1851, and exhi-
biting the inhabitants sccording to their several
religious denominations, we find thet there are no
less then 5,288,204 persons who never attend on any
religious ministration whatsoever, These five mil-
lions and a quarter of heathens formed belween &
fourth and a tlhird of the whole population of England
ten yeurs ago. Now let us turn to Scotland, aud
see what credible witnessea are able to tell us of her
cluims to Christian holiness. She is, if possible,
more inveterately ant- Cutholic than England.  Our
enrs wre stunned in Scotland with plaiform diatribes
agninst Popery, aud jubilant defiances to Cathol:es
10 come and hear their iniquitous system exposed.
1he blessings of the Reformmtion are perpeiasily
buasted ; but whatever be these bleesings, temperance
and chastity are not of the number. The Rev, Dr.
Begg, o Presbyterian divino of eminent anti-Cathole
zeal, is candid crough to say s~

“ ¢ is melancholy to discover that wo are 80 very
much worsge thnn France in the matter of illegitimacy,
and also that in Scotland it does not prevail chiefly
in towns, ns in other nations, but attains its most
gigantic dimeunsions nmong that class who in other
conntries are the most moral and virtuous.”— Scols-
man, 318t May, 1860. .

The same rev. doctor rend & paper on Wwhat i3
called * Tho -Bothy System,” nt a Social Science
meoting at Glasgow, in which he says :—

t ]t is notorious that Scotland is now becoming
promivent for bastardy, crime, and panperisn, while
rape, infanticide, aud perjury are by no means un-
rommon.”— Scotsman, 2Tth September, 1860,

Last month Dr. Strachan, o physicisn of Dollar,
nddressed a large audience of young women und
others at Allon on the prevalence of illegitimacy
in Scotland. He nnnounced that ef the young
women working in factories ir the purish of Tilli-
coultry 12 per ceut. had illegitimate children ; while
among domestic femnle sorvants 3G per cent. wWere.
the mothers of bastards. One very remarkable cir-
cumstance the doctor stated from his personal expe-
rience—namely, that of the young women who
became thus unfortunate a considerable number had
been trained in n Sabbath school; as many, in facl,
a3 had not possessed thnt advantage. This state-
ment referred, 1 suppose, to Tillicmxltry._—(ﬂ'acl.:ly
Scol+man, August 2, 1862.) On the 1st July, 1861,
the Select Committee of the House of Cominons ap-
pointed to consider the operation of the Ix:ieh Poor
Law, examined Mr. Briscoe, Goueml-Supermteu‘deut
of Poor Law Relief in the northern division of Scot-
land.

ment sagctioning covenants, so solemaly forbidden,
as long as those Commissioners continue, a3 they
have hitherto doze, to ignore #nd sct aside all eccle-
sisstical authority ia the prosecution and develop-
ment of their uahallowed system of education,

We deem this caution the more necessary, since
sowe of the industrious circulators of the papers al-
lnded to would seem to insinnate that our opposition
is at ap end, stating that a school named Derrygor-
men, in the parish of Westyrort, is for a building grant
under the coasideration of the Commissioners. The
scbool has been erected without any pecuniary aid
from thnt bodr. It was never contemplated that the
Trustees to whom the landlord bhad leased the site,
would become trustees 1o an anti-Catholic Board.
Tbe Commissioners, then, may dismisa all solicitude
regarding tbe Derrygorman school that no pecuniary
aid, bowever ample, would oe accepted on the very
obnoxious condition on which alone those dispensers
of the peoples taxes proffer a share of them for tke
education of the peaple’s children.

Qur daty would be but imperfectly performed were
we.only to exbort you to beware of & temporary re-
laxation in the stringent rules of the Board —a mere
device of expediency artfully adopted from the pres-
sure of necessity und the fear of the dissolation of
that bodys, who would not fail to make their rules
more stringent than ever, a8 300n as a progpect of
unchecked domination lay before them. Tt iaa still
more plessing part of our duty to exhort you aund all
tho clergy 10 persevere in your laudable exertious to
erect school-houses entirely independent of the Board
or noy other Governmens body, and thus to secure to
the children of your respective flocks the entire free-
dow and purity of Catholic education.

No controversy can ever be prolitably con-
ducted unless the parties thereunto mutually
agree to adhere closely to the question, or ques-
tions at issue, and make it a point 1o eschew all
other malter, as utferly irrelevant. In the bopes
that the Torouto Christian Guardian will at-
tend lo these suggestions, we reply to his notice
of the 3th inst.

The controversy betwixt us raises two points,
and two only ; these are :—

1. Ts the doetrine of the Catholic Church re-
specting the invocation of Saiats, and their in-
tercession for smners upon earth, as laid down by
the Council of "Irent, % tnconsistent with the
sole mediatorship of Christ ¥’ — Christian
Guardwan, Hth inst.

2. Is there any evidence © from the writings of
any of the Christian Fathers that, during the
first three or four centuries, such a thing as the
invocation of the Saints was epproved of ; or
that durinyg tie {irst five centuries such a prac-
tice existed in the Christian Church, with the
sanction of the Church 7—185.

Here we bave two questions, of which one in-
volves what, w the language of Protestants,
wanld be called u question of opinion ; and of
which the other involves a question of historical
fact, These are the only questions which we
have to discuss with the Christian Guardian ;
and (o the consideration of these two, to the ex-
clusion of all other questions, do we intead to
confine ourselves.

Oun the first question—thal, whether the teach-
ings of the Catholie Chureh respecting the invo-
cation and the intercession of the Samnts reign-
ing with Chnist are “ inconsistent with the sole
mediatorship of Chrst®—1he Christian Guar-
dwan tukes the afirmative, we the negative, sile.
He pretends that those teachings are mconsistent
with the sole mediatorship of Chnst, do derogute
from his sole Mediatorial office and dignity. . We
assert that those teachings do not i any wise’
interfere with, or affect the * sole Meduatorship®
of Chnst and- therefore as no man can be called-
upon Lo prove a megative, lhe onus prabmz(h
rests with our opponent. It is for him to estab-

'hish” the truth of his affirmative propesition, by

fshowmg how, and in what manner,‘ _
fof the ‘sole Medlalors ip '6f Chnshth lmpugned_
‘by tie: doclrme that.the- Samts in’ heaven do offer

that it is a. good and veéful thing —* bonu.m
atque utile esse?—for us to invoke their prayers
with'God on our behalf, We call therefore upon
our opponent to-define, the word. * Mediator,”
and wherein the ¢ Medatorship” of Christ essen-
tially cousists ; and in accordance with the terms
of those definitions, to show that by asking the
Saints te pray for us, ‘we Catholics attribute to
them some office or function which is the exclu-
sive and essential attribute of Christ as the
“sole Mediator,” It is very possible, indeed
highty probable, that it will be {ound that Catke-
hes and Protestants attach.very different ideas to
the “ sole Mediatorship of Christ ;" that the for-
wer take a far lugher and more exalled view ol
Curist’s pecuhar Mediatorial functions than do
Protestants ; and that 1t 1s because this is so ; be-
cause Catholics would look upon 1t as a blasphe-
my to ask Christ to pray for them—as by so
doing they would necessarily imply Lhe inferiority
of Christ, and his subordination to the Bemg to
Whom they asked Him to pray—that they can-
uot perceive that in asking the Saiuts to pray for
them, they attribute to those glorified beings any
of the fuucttons of Him Who 1s Supreme Geod;
and Who was, and could have been aur Mediator
only because He was perfect God, as well as per-
fect Man, coequal to, and coeternal with the Fa-
ther.

On the second questivn we take the afirma-
tive side, in opposition to the Christian Guar-
diar. ; and therefore, according to the same laws
which we bave already appealed to, the burden
of proof rests with us; and we are called upon
to establish the truth of our aflirmative thesis, 1o
the effect, that there is abundanee of evidence
fromn the writings of many of the Christian Fa-
thers during the first three or four centuries, fo
shew that in tiseir days the docirine of the inter-
cession of Saints in heaven for men wvpon earth,
was held and approved of by the Charch; and
that during the first five centuries there 15 abun-
danee of evidence of tle existence of tie prac-
tice ol wvoking tha S Saints, and paying religious
bounors 1o their relies and places of sepulebre.
Our prools shall be taken from the writings of
the TFathers, and from the sdmissions of profane
writers, and heathens of aucient and of modern

titnes,

But first, was the thing « approved of,” as
well as practised by the Chuich ?—for bLere per-
haps our contemporary will raise & quibble.—
The Church never has affirmed the truth of a
docrrine, or formeily approved of a praciice, un-
ul its truth, or its propriety, has been called in
question.  Thus she did not ussext in any set
formal termns the consubstantiality of the Son to
the Father, until the heresy of Arms had im-
posed upon her the necessity of refuting his er-
rors.  So too unlil hereties appeared who, like
Vigilantius, protested against the honors paid to
the Samts and Martyrs, she pronounced no
formal decree upon the subject. But 1t 1s cer-
rams Lhat every practice which universally obtain-
ed in the Church; which was recommended by
ber most illustrious Doctors aud Tathers ; and
which sbe tolerated - whilst at the samae time,
serupulously condemning its abuse—was by the
Church “fapproved of.” In no other manner
did she, or could «le, ever approve of a practice,
against which as yet no voice had been raised.—
We will illustrate our weaning by an example.

There was a small sect of women, who abused
the practice of honoring and wvoking the Samts,
by paying divine honors to the Blessed Virgin.—
These beretics were called Collyridiaus, frem
the Greek word kollurides signifying cakes—
which they 1dolatrously offered as a sacrifice to
the Mother of Our Lord ; but so careful was the
Church of the purity of her worsbip, that s
abuse was by her inmediately condemned.  Here
is what the Protestant historian, Neauder, suys
on the subject: -

¢ Amoog a small sect of women, who came from
Thrace, nod gettled down in Arnbin, the superstition
hnd nlresdy adeanced to sn idolairous worship of
the Virgin Mary ; » practice nuiversafly condemned,
it is true, by the Onurch.”

Now, 1 that the Chuoreh - universatly con-
demned” the practice of the Collyridians, but
did not at all condemn the practice ol invoking
the prayers of the Saiuts, 1t may logically be
concluded tiat she * approved of” the fatter,—
We'will now proeeed with our historical proofs
of 1he existence of the practice * during the
first five centuries.  Agam we quote fréwn
Neander, who in the Third Section of bis Church
History, treating of © Christian Life and Wor-
ship,” during the 1V century tells us that i —

“ Pagans and Mnanicheenns nlready fregaently re-
proached the Catbolic Church wilh deifying the
Saiots. * * *  Ths Chburch Fnibers defended
themselves agninst this reproach, by affirming that
it wag fur from being the design of the Church to

deity the mariyrs, that they wera only honored and
loved aa instruments of the divine workings.”

From the reproach of the Pagans, we must
conclude that soe kind of practice with refer-
ence to the religious honoring of the - Samts +x-

that practice was identical with that which ob-
tains amongst Papists in the nineteenth century,.

Auother Protestanl wrlter, Dr. Ge:seler,'
!roalmg ‘of Christian Worship 1n" the third cen-.

Christians : — :

“ {nasmuch a3 the readmission of a sinner iato the
Cburch was thought to stapd io close connection
with the torgiveness of sis, an opinion wag associat-
ed with the older cuslom of restoring to Church
communion the lapsed who had been again received
by the martyrs, thal the martyra could also be ser-
viceable in obtaining the forgiveness of sins. In
domg 8o, they set out in part with the idea, which

-is very natural, that the dead prayed for the living

a3 the living prayed for the dead,but that the interces-
sion of martyrs abiding ia the cnptmty of the Lord,
would be of peculiar efficacy on bebalf of their bre-
thren ; while they partly thought that the martyrs as
asgessors in the lagt deciaive judgment were pactica-
larly active (1. Cor. vi. 2 2)."— Geiseler Comp.
C('zurclz Mistory.

The Protestast Church lustorian, in his notes
to the above given passage, informs us that St.
Cyprian warmly defended the practice of invok-
ing the prayers of the martyrs; and that Origen
attributed an excessive value © to that interces-
ston,” 1o an extent indeed not sancticned by the
Chureb ¢ in attributing 1o martyrdomn an import-
ance, and efficacy similar to the death of
Clrist.”

St Jerome, as well as St. Cyprian, wrote in
defence of the practice of invoking the prayers
of the Saints, when the beretic Vigilantius at-
tacked it,  The reply of St. Jerome, as given
by Neander, is word jor word that which the
Cathohic Apologist of the present day would re-
turn to the calumows of modern Protestantism,
Again we quote from the Protestant Neander:

¢ In nngwer to this repronch of worshipping the
martyrs, Jereome replies, that Christians were far
from inlending to pay creatures the honor which is
due to the Creator nlupe; they so honored the reli-
ques of the wartyrs a3 to worship Him ouly by whom
the martyrs had borne testimony. The honor they
showed to the servan(s had reference to the Masler
himself, who says, Matf. x. 40 --* e that receiveth
you receiveth me '”

And in answer to the objection of Vigilantwus,
that the Saiats could not hear the prayers ad-
dressed to themn from earth, usless like Christ,
they were and onmmipresent—3Si,
Jerome again replied—thet the Saiuts follow the
Lawb withersoever e goeth ; and—

% Si ugnus ubique, ergo, ¢t hi qui cum agno sunt,
ubigue esse eredendi sunt,”

As 1t s not our objeet to delend the praciice
of inveking the Saints; bul merely to establish
the bistorical fact that the practice did exist in
the Church prior to the {ifth century, and that
evidence of ils existence is to be found the
“ writings of the Christian Fathers during  the
first three or four centuries,” we need not paur-
sue ths branch of the subject any further. We
will merely give some extracts to prove the lus-
torical fact of the existence of the practice, aud
of its approval by the mnost illustrious, by learn-
g and position, of the early Fathers and Doc-

ommscieat,

n

tors :—

St Joim Chrysostoin is 8 reliable wilness on
both these pomts, and bis language is very clear.
We have space ouly for one or lwo extracts
from his numerous works.

In the eighth of his discourses against the
Jews, the Saiat makes use of the following
words of exhortation :—

“ Aod thou, if thou seest God about to punish
thee, flee vot 1o His enemies, the Jews, lest thou
>houldat. but more provoke His wrath; " but to His
friends, to the martyrs and suints, who have plea.sed
Him, and who have much authorm with Him - 2 ai
polien ekonlus pros aulon parresin’

Again, i Ins 44th Homily on Genesis xix, the
sume Father addresses lus bearers in the following
remarkable words ; showing that in the fourth cen-
tury the invocation of the saints was an old, well
knowu practice, approced of by the Church:—

“ Knowing this, dearly beloved, let us fly to the
prayers uf the seints, nud pray to them that they in-
tercede for us. Oper eulolcs, awupctm, hatlupheugo-
men men epi las lon agion presbeius.”

_ The language of the great St. Basilis equally
decisive as to the fact of the existence in lus
days of the practice of invoking the prayers of
the Saints; but the lenglh to which we have
already extended our reply to the Christinn
Guardian warns vs to be brief, and we will give
iherefore but one extract from St. Basl. In
bis Homily on the *ForTy MarTyrs,” this
great Doctor of the Church describes the prac-
tice as it existed in his days:—

“ He who is oppressed with any grief flies 10 the
forty martyrs; he wbo rejoices hus resourse (o them ;
the one, thet he may be detivered from his sufferings
—tlie ather, that his affuirs muy continue to prosper.
lere the pivus motber is found praying for her chil-

dren, askieg for the return of ber ubsent husband,
bealth for the sick.”

Here, from want not of maitter, not of proofs,
but of room, we must conclude 3 and we think
that we may do so with a safe conscience, as
having established the fact, that there 1sn the
writings of the earhest Fathers and Doctors of
the Chiurch whose works have been banied down
1o us, abundant evidence, that the practice of in-
voking the prayers of the Suints did universally
obtain in thewr days; that it met not ouly with
iherr tacit approval, bui that it was by them also
warmly recommended to the Cirstian people un-
der their charge. "This is all that we undertook
to do.

pause for a reply.
