We often hear of the benefits of free trading in the open 
markets of the world. This means the fiercest competition 
between all industries in all countries. It means that the 
country that produces the cheapest has the strongest pro­
bability of succeeding. It means that to produce the 
cheapest, even with labor-saving machinery, wages must 
be depressed to the point of starvation. “ Free trade " and 
" the open markets of the world ” resolve themselves into 
a scheme to enslave and debase labor.
