Philatelists Regard Sir
Mulock’s “Has Been” a Marvel
in Many Ways.

A deepatch from Washington to The
P'hiladelphia North American says :

Stamp collectors say that the greatest
Christmas gift ever made was a postage
stamp of the value of two cents. On

Christmas, 1898, Great Britain preésented
to all her 37 colgnles a Christmas gift in
the form of two-cent letter 'postage 'in
place of the rate of five cents, which for
decades had- existed.

In ‘honer of this event Canada placed on
‘sale on. Christmas morning, 1808, a Christ-
mas postage stamp, the only aium;x) of the
kind ever.igsued hf any country. In many
respects It is unigue ameng all postige
stamps. Yoiad {

It was larger than our Columbian uum(m)
and showed a map of the world, with the|

oseessions of the British Empire printed!
n bright scarlet. 'T'he oceans upyenred in|
a bluigh green and the frame of the. de-
sign in black. 9

Across-the top was the Inscription, Can-
ada Poestage,”” with a crown resting on lau-
rel leaves tucked in between the words, At
the extreme lower part of the design is the
declavation : We hold a vaster empire
than has been'’ Above this, ““Xmas, 1808, "
and a figure *2" in each lower corneF.

Printed in United States.

It 18 worthy of note that this Canadian
stamp was printed by a bank note company
in the United States, It marks a new,
epoch in stamp production, baving threei
cojors. Bi-colored stamps are -not uncom-j
‘mon, but up to this time no country had
ever attempted a three-color stamp.

This Chfistmas stamp wae probably the
most expensive ever issued, costing the
Canadian Government four times as much
as the ordinary single-color stamp, Altho
issued on Christmas, the stamp's
availability for postage uses is mnlimited.

Philatelists, always on_ the lookout for
errors and variations, found that the|
Christmas stamp with three different shades|
of oceans, blue-green lavender and a bluish |
Javender. ‘'These differences in color re-
sulted In a largely increased sale of these
stamps, and probably netted the Canadian
Government thousands_  of doljars. Of
course, every collector wanted a stamp,
unused, of each shade of ocean.

The legend, *““We hold a vaster empire
than hae been,” has caused the stamp to
be dubbed the ‘“‘has heen’’ stamp.

Christianity in Stamps.

While it is true that Christmas has .re-
ceived scant attention fro mdesigners of
postage stamps, the Christian religion his
not heen neglected. The story of St.
George,  the patron saint of England, slay-.
ing the dragon, is depicted on a stamp. Sf.
Michael, the patron saint of Belgium, is
slaying another dragon on stamps of that
ecountry Issued in 1807; Portugal devotes|
an entire series of stamps to St. Anthonv, |

between Lord Tweedmouth, the first|

lord of the admiralty, and.the prime
ministet of Canada is as follows:

“We have heard with deep regret of
the death of your colleague, Raymond
Prefontaine, Canadian minister of mar-
ine, with whom the admiralty have
been 8o recently in such cordial reia-
tionship, and I beg to offer His
esty’s battleship The Domiinion, to eon-
vey remaing to Halifax, Nova Scotia-

“If agreeable to your government,
Dominion would be at Cherbourg on
January  I2th for this purpose, and
reach Hallfax January 22nd.”

The reply of 8ir Wilfreq was:

“Accept my sincere thanks for your
offer of the Dominion to convey the
remaing of - my late colleague from
Cherbourg to Halifax. Will be pleased
te accept, but I would ask you to con-
sult Solicitor-General Lemieux, now in
Paris, and ascertain from him if date
would be convenient.” .

The Dominion ig a twin-screw battle-
ship of 16,350 tons and 18,000 indicated
horse power. She is one -of the finest
and newest ships of the British navy,
having been completed at Portsmouth
on the 15th of August, 1905.

Thig will be the second occasion on
which a similar high honor hag been
paid to a deceased Canadian states-
man; The first was when in December,
1495 the remains of the late Sir John
Tho , prime minister of Canada,
who ‘died in Windsor Castle, were con-
veyed to Canada on the first-cinss
cruiser Blenheim.

Following is a translation of the mes-
sage of condolence cabled by the Pre-
mier of France to Sir Wilfrid Laurier
yesterday: °

“ 1 wish to assure you that we fully
share in the loss of so distinguished a
man , and I beg to convey to you the
very sincere condolence of the gov~
ernment of the republic.”

The Solutions.

The radial ratlway preoiem had give-
en Toromto much perplexity, but its
right solution was very simple. The,
Toronto Raliway Company had bought
the exclusive right to operate sirest
cars within the eity limits for a term
of thirty years, including the right to
carry freight as well as Dassangers.

The conditions ought to be at once
laid down, The Toronto Railway Com-
pany could then take the pars of
the radial railways at the city ilmits,
and bring them by proper routes to tne
water front and the 8t. Lawrence mai-

ét. The Toronto Railway Company
wag one of the principal owners ot tie
radial roads, and could at once give
the radial railways all necessacy and
desirable rights in the city. Of course,
these rights ‘would terminate when
the Street Railway Company's ayree-
eent terminates. The stre.t ra iway sys-
tem would be taken over by rthecily.
“And,” said the speaker, “thore jg no
danger that the city will not da2al fair-
ly with the radial railways, both as a
matter of justice and in the interests
of its own citizens.”

The Toronto Railway, howaver,
wanted the legislature to provile that
when the Toronto Rallway rights in
the city ended, the rights of the radial
railways should continue.

How Trouble Began.

Railway Company has grown out of
the company’s manifest determination
to stmply use its privileges for the

urpose of takimg out of the citizens
the largest possible revenue at the
least possible outlay,’”” summead vp the
speaker, who sald that to a certain
extent the agreement made it as pro-
fitable to the company to do & certain
amount of business, .as to do a some-
what larger amount of business. When
the company's receipts were less than
$1,000,000 the city was paid ecight per
cent. When the receipts exceedad 3¢,-
000,000, the city would get 15 per cent
of the excess, and above $4,000,000,
twenty per cent. If they did a much
larger business they would have to
pay a larger proportion.

“B ut, that is not our concsn. We
have sold the company a privilege for
a price which they, themselves, de-
cided, and they must give us tae seci-
vice for which they are paid- They
have no moral or legal rights to amy

profits of the smaller business, :f they/

are not prepared to do the largor busi-
gel‘e. which they have contracied to

0. - .

With wise management the larger
business would pay, altho it mniznt in-
volve the investment in tracks .nd cars
of some momey which the company
would rather use for buying stocks
in radial rallways, thru which it hoped
“l)t obtain enlarged privileges in ‘'he
city. ’

The Three Defects,

There were three defects of :he sys-
tem: The cars did not run on the
right routes; the company had not
sufficient mileage of tracks: and not
enough cars. The result was conges-
tion of traffic on certain tracks; over-
crowding of the cars; inconvemience
to’ the public by delay caused hy the
congestion and overcrowding; and fi-
nancial loss to the city, caused by the
company’'s loss of receipts and our
loss of precentage thereon.

The company made no attempt to lay
new tracks on the engineer's order, as
the law sald must be done, and the
company had stopped the building of
the cars that even they considered ne-
cessary. They had refused to alter the
routes to lessen the congestion, and
tried to save expense and do all their
business with the same tracks and
cars, by running faster and cutting
out stops. The conditions were intol-
erable,

Mr. Spence said it had been insinu-
ated that personal friendship for ihe
manager of the railway company
might interfere with his doing all he
could to alter these conditions.

Business is Business.

“I have known Mr. Fleming for 26
years, and have appreciated his hon-
est and useful services for the city,
but that could not affect duty to*.he
citizens. Mr. Coatsworth's friendship
for Mr. Fleming is as old as mine. He
was Mr. Fleming’s solicitdr for many
yvears. 1 have a higher opinion of Mr.
Coatsworth than to think that he would
be affected. by such a consideration,
My friendship for Mr. Coatsworth and
his esteemed father is of even longer
standing than my friendship with Mr.
Fleming, and I hope it will last while
I live)”

The candidate touched upon the
city's legal tussles with the street rail-
way., He spoke bf the suit to com-
pel them to give iron poles, and the
city’s recourse to the privy council to
make them pay mileage on their curves
and turnouts, and interest on their
arrears; also the suit for damages for
snow-cleaning, and for running cars
without fenders on Avenue-road.” There
is hardly a requirement of their agre-
ment, which it might pay them to vio-
late, that we have not had to sue for,”
he asserted.

¢city should also press the other suits
to prevent over-crowding, cutting out
stops, and other infractions. “In Eng-
land, when gas companies or other
corporations have failed to give iuf-
ficient service, parliament has by spe~
cial legislation given the municipality
power to take over all insufficient ser-
vice. On this line we ought to move,”
said Mr. Spence. There was still an-
other untried remedy. Toronto had not
yet disposed of the right to build over-
head and underground railways. The
franchigse for the elevated road and
the tube were stil] in the city's hands,
and the time to use these franchisws
was not far away. They werve effective
and legitimate weapons with which to
fight the Toronto Railway's disregard
of agreement and deflance of law. The
city .could make provision for ace2ss
to the city by the radial roads over
the new system.

Public Ownership the Remedy,

The company will fight every propos-
ed extension because every mile of new
track meant the additional payment to
the city by the company of $800 per
year.

“Determined prosecution of the war
is the shortest road to peace.” said Mr,
Spence. “It must also be rememberead
that this struggle is evidence of the
fact that the right way of dealing with
such a service as the Toronto street
car service is the method of ‘r’nunlclpal
ownership and municipal operation.
That' is coming, and the sooner it
comes the better. The company will
never give the citizens as good a ser-
vice as the citizens will provide for
themselves, and the profits to be ma‘le
out of this enormous franchise ought
to belong to the people, out of whom
the mghey is made.”

The anti-American boycott has been
followed by a discussion of China's
wrongs at the hands of forelgners jen-
erally, and a determination to redress
them, The hostility first shown against
Americans has now extended to all
foreigners. The Chinese are pleased
at the resuit of the boycott in produc-
ing concillatory orders from President
Roosevelt, but the boycott is in mno
wise ended and continues, it is «s-
serted heve, seriously to affect Ameri-
can trade in the Canton and Yangtse
regions. The Chinese are so satisfied

{with the movement that they are talk-

ink of the boycott as a permanent weaa-
pon for the national armory. -

The newspapers advocate the boy-
cott of Indian opium because of the
action of the British assessor of the
mixed court at Shanghai in ordering
‘the imprisonment of Chinese womsn
in the municipal jail, instead of'in the
Chinese prison, which caused the re-
cent disturbances there, One result
of the present movement is to dis
courage concession hunting. The gov-
erhment has adopted a policy of
Chinese control of raiiroads, lines and
similar enterprises, refuses to grant
new concessions, and is trying to re-
gain lor annul several concessions yre-
viously granted.

While many foreigners sympathize
with the objects of the agitation they
realize the danger of inflammatory
speeches and articles in the newspap-
ers leading to mob uprisings like that

.lat Shanghai and the recent massacre

of American missionaries at Lienchau.
Regarding the Shanghai, incident, ihe
ministers of the powers have practi-
cally decided that the municipal offi-
cers exceeded their rights under the
treaties, and will direct them to recede
from ‘their position.

There is no doubt that the aggres-
sive spirit of the Chinese has been de-
cidedly increased by the late war, and
the successful manoeuvres of the
Chiniese northern army in ' October.
