Violent Speeches,

Mr. Coetzer and other members then
made violent speeches, declaring that they
could - not understans Sir Alfred Milner's
reply, since the Transvaal had never threat-
ened the English colonies. “It is time,”
exclaimed Mr. Coetzer, “for the Transvaal
ilso to prepare for eventualities.”

One member said: *“England’s action Is
ke putting 4 revolver into a man's face.”

Another concluded a warlike harangue In
this strain: *‘It is time to send our
surghers to the borders to ask the troops
what they want. "The fire.is bound to
start. So let them light it and allow
it to burn out quickly. War is better than
this state of affairs. ‘Business is ruined
and the public treasury is drying up.

These speeches, and others " attacking
Cecil Rhodes, were loudly applauded. by
the House and public.

Like a Declaration of War.

The debate continued throughout the
afternoon. Mr. Tosen, who declared that
Sir Alfred Milner’s reply was tantamount
to a declaration of war, read a telegram
from the field colonel of the Peitretief dis-
trict stating that the people there would
rise in rebellion if the President went to
another—conference.

After eulogizing Mr. Gladstone's action
of retrocessison in 1881, as a noble deed,
President Kruger said that, if it now came
to fighting, the Almighty would be the
arbiter. He' urged the members of
the Raad to show moderation, reminding
them that the reply from Mr. Chamberlain
was en route, and pointing out that if the
pProposal for a commission was agreed to,
the Republic would send delegates to fur-
ther discuss matters, and, if possible, to
make peace. The speeches following the
President's wert more moderate In tone,
and the Raad rose without passing any
resolution.

BOERS NEAR THE BORDER

Eight Hundred of Them Encamped
Near Natal-Were Called
in ® Hurry,

London, Sept. 8.—A special despatch to
The Morning Post from Pleterm:rltzburg
Says that the 800’ Boers who left Pretoria
for Standerton, about 50 miles from the
frontlyr, pushed on to Volksrust, close to
the Natal border, where they are now en-
camped. The same correspondent says
that the arrangements for the defence of
Newecastle, in. Natal, south of Laing's Nek,
are now practically  complete. e adds:
“The Governor of Natal informs me that
the Boers of Utrecht and Vryheld have
been suddenly recalled to the High Veldt.

Capt. Dreyfus will not be brought back to
the court room, and will not be present at
the public meting of the Judges, but when
the court room has been cleared by the
gendarmes, which will be done as soon as
Col. Jouaust concludes, the reading clerk of
the court, M. Coupres, will proceed to the
room where Dreyrus will be waiting, and
read to bim the verdict in the presence of a
couple of gendarmes. The public will thus
be robbed of the spectacle of his emodtions,
which are bound to be most profound,
whether the decree sends him to the arms
of his family or back to the penal settle-
ment,

The Possibilities.

The verdict may be a condemnation, an
unequivocal acquittal, or-a~ form of ac-
quittal that would be equivalent to the ver-
dict ‘“‘not proven:* The latter will be the
case if the judges should pronounce against
bhim by a vote of 4 to 3. That is, he wonld
be freed, even though the judges in his
favor should be in the minerity. But this
naturally would be eminently unsatisfac-
tory, as he would carry the stigma for the
rest of his days.

Five Against Three.

Capt. Dreyfus thus has five
against the prosecution’s three. Unanimity,
six to one, five to two, four to three, or
three to four will set him at liberty, while
unanimity, six to one, or five to two will
convict him anew. If convleted, the judg-
ment will be carried to a military court of
appeal, which will be a formal matter,
the appeal court will only quash the judg-
ment and order a retrial, if it should be
established that the present court-martial
has erred in the matter of procedure. This
is in the highest degree Improbable. . The
Court of Cassation will' also haye the right
to“%.rder a retrial, if it should decide that
the court-martial had deviated from - its
insructions. That is the omly loop-hole for
Dreyfus, and his friends will undoubtedly
fight this point tooth and nall.

Extraordinary measures have been taken
to spirit Dreyfus away, whether acquitted
or recondemned. His departure from Ren-
nes will be enveloped in the same mystery
and secrecy as was his arrival.

HE FOUGHT WITH THE BOERS.

Major Halder Says They Are Play=-
ing a Waiting Game Until the
Bad Weather Comes on.
Vancouver, Sept 7.—Major Halder, Reu-
ter's representative here, fought with the
Boers in the eighties. He says the Boers

are playing a waiting game. They want to
keep the britishers from commencing hos-
tilivies till the bad season commences in
November, when they will have an inestim-
able advantage over the troops of the Em-
pire. He reckons that there are 16,000
oers in the Transvaal, 55,000 in Cape Col-
ony, 20,000 in the Orange Kree State and
from 5000 to 10,000 in Natal. 'Of course all
those in Cape Colony and Natal may not
prove disloyal. A question of importance,
he says, is ‘“What are the blacks going to
do?” There are 2,000,000 of them.

Colored People Are British.

Cape Town, Sept. 7.—A large meeting of
the colored residents of this place held yes-
terday evening passed resolutions express-
ing confidence in S8ir Alfred Milner, ihe
Governor of Cape Colony, and “Sympathy
for our brethren in the Transvaal, who are
denied all rights.”

KRUGER AND JOUBELY

dent Kruger said: “In 1881, when numbers
could have taken burghership, they chose
to register as British subjects, protesting
in 1805 against being commandered for the
Kaffir war. Sir Henry Loch (now Baron Hen-
ry Loch), who was Governor of Cape Colony
and High Commissioner of South Africa,
1885-1893, represented that they did mot wish
tg become burghers, so the Raad exempted
them.

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All Evidence in Dreyfus Case is Now
in and the Lawyers Are
Talking,

FOREIGN WITNESSES SHUT OUT.

Labori’s Request Was Refused by
Col. Jouaust in Regard to
the Outsiders.

Lennes, Sept. 7.—At the opening of the
court-martial of Capt. Dreyfus this moru-
ing Maitre Labori, leading counsel for the
defence, announced that he had reeceived a
gemi-official intimation that Col. 8chwartz-
keppen, the former German Military At
tache at yari-‘;"ll“d Major Panizzardi, the
former Italian /Military Attache at Paris,
would be unable to appear personally be-
fcre the court, and consequently, counsel
proposed that a rogatory commission
should be telegraphed to receive the de-
pesitions. The court declared itself In-
competent to grant M. Labori's application,
At 10.30 a.m. the Government commission-
er, Major Carriere, began his speech, clos-
fug the case for the prosecution.

Major Carriere’s Address.

When Major Uairierg began his speech

The clerk of ‘the. court then read a let-
tér from Capt. "Humbert to the effect
that Dreytus ha&d expressed a keen de-
sire in 1804 to eunter the statistical section
of the War Office, and saying that he met
Dreyfus once, ‘carfying some voluminous
puckets of maps and documents, and re-
marked that he was @acting very im-
prudently.

them to be inexact.

Mercier on the Defensive,

General Mercier afterwards came to the
bar and said” ‘that he felt the deposition
of Capt. Freystaetter'was bound to have
prodnced counsiderable impression on the
nind of the judges. He spoke of the at-
tacks made on: him since the eaptain had
lestified. saying the Dreyfusard press had
bop‘n calling him a false witness, etc.

Points in Capt. Kreystaetter's career aver-

ring Ihm‘\\'!ulo- In Madagasear he had heen
Builty of an act of disobedience to bis

chief and that he had also executed thirty
natives.

Mercier Asked to Cease Talking,

This assertion caused a certain impres-
sion and Col. Jouaust asked Gen. Mercier
Lo abstain from giving any further par-
ticulars. The general added that he firmly
believed Freystaetter was a brave man, but
he thought the two acts referred to showed
he could not be entirely trusted. He asked

{ the judges not to allow the captain’s evi-

dence to show their confidence in his ¢wn
depositions, put to lend him the same cre-
dence as though the Freystaetter incident
had.never occurred.

The Proposed Commission,

The court then retired to deliberate on
M. Labori’'s application and its probable
decision was eagerly discussed. Kkveryone
in court stood up when the judges returned.
Col. Jouaust gave the order "'Present arms’’
to the guard of soldiers at the bottom of
the hall, while he, standing, and with the
other judges standing on elther” side of
him, read the decision that the judges had
unanimously decided that the president,
Col Jouaust, was competent to order a ro-
gatory commission, and that the judges, as
a body, according to' the military code, were
not competent to do so.

M. Lavpori thereupon asked Col. Jouaust
if he still maintained his refusal to appoiat
the commission, the colonel having, when
M. Labori submitted his eonclusions, sald
he was opposed to the application,

The Evidence Shut Out.

Col. Jouaust replied ‘“Yes,” and the evi-
dence of Col. Schwartzkoppen and Major
Yunizzardi, who were prepared to swear
they never had relations with Dreyfus was
thus excluded.

The refusal of Col. Jouaust seemed in-
explicable, because it appeared to be his
duty to receive all evidence directly bear-
ing on the case, and more especially the
evidence of the two attaches, the refusal
of whose evidence is equivalent to a slight
on their respective countries,

A very pessimistic feeling was produced by
Col. Jouaust's decision and it was pre-
dicted that it means the condemnation of
Dreytus. This was the unanimous opinien
of the anti-Dreyfusards, and it was the im-
pression of a majority of the Dreyfusards,
whose last hope is that Col. Jouaust only
dared to refuse to take the evidence of
Col Schwartzkoppen and Major Panizzardi
because the court has already made up its
mind to aequit the - prisoner.

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THE ONTARIO MUNICIPAL ASSOCI-
' ATION.

The “Ontario Municipal Assoclation’ has
been organized none too soon. Premier
Hardy must be given to understand that he
will be no longer permitted to plunder the
municipilities. During the past two or
three sessions he has crippled the towns and
vities of Ontario by depriving them of the
right to collect taxes from big and wealthy
corporations, which ‘are more able to Uear
the burden than individual citizens. Premier
Hardy’s recent amendment of the Assess-
ment Act was a fraud on the people. As
far as Toronto is concerned he virtnally
transferred from the city to the Govern-
ment the  power to collect taxes on mil-
lions of our assessment. Just as well might
he have obligated this city to hand over to
the Government so many thousand dollars
yearly. Nor is this the only fraud the
Ontario Government has committed on the
municipalities. No municipal council can
undertake to light its streets by electricity
without first purchasing the plant of exist-
ing electric light companies. Many ether
Instances of scandalous leﬁfslatlon of this
kind might be mentioned. The municipall-
ties bave been plundered by the ‘Qovern»
ment for the express purpose of 8 gthen-
ing its hands with the electorate, ot rather
with the money power which is sn'pposed
to control the electorate.

This plundering of
the municipalities is right in line with his
stealing of elections and his muzzling of
the courts.

Hardy has raided the municipalities to such
an extent that it might be supposed that
It was impossible to cripple them further.
Much as he has taken there is still much
wore that may be pilfered. Hardy is like
Tarte. Just wait ‘till next year if you
want to see what he can do. He has by
no means exhausted the possibilities of
milking the municipalities. He is at the
end of his tether, and his desperation will
lead him to commit still greater enormities.
Hardy must be watched. And if the On-
tario Municipal Association has a mission at
nll that mission is to shadow him both pre-
vious to and during the sessions of the
Legislature, If the Ontario Municipal As-
sociation had been organized a few years.
earlier the frauds that have been commit-
ted on The ecities would not have been per-
petrated. - Better late than never, however,
Btreets car companies, both urban and rural,
gre before the Legislature from time to
time asking for favors. The, Munieipal
Association should see to it that further
inroads are made into their powers for con-
trolling these concerns and taxing their
plants. The association should make it
impossible, for a gas company to steal a
perpetual franchise, as was the case with
the Hamilton company, alded by the diplo-
matic Mr. Gibson and the Government gen-
erally. Only a few days ago a suburban
rallway company made an dgréement with
York Township, under which it is proposed
to give the company a perpetual franchise
of certain important highways. The Legis-
lature is to be asked to approve of this
agreement. Will the Municipal Association
allow steals this kind to be perpetrated?
The association’s work-for next session is
already laid out.

The World trusts that the municipalities
will take an active interest In the associa-
tion which has just been organized. The
townships are as vitally interested in muni-
vipal legislation "as the. citles. All the
municipalities should Dbecome associated
with it, and none of them sghould be slow
to contribute such funds as may be neces-
sary for defending the rights of citizens
und tax payers. The people Iindividually
should also take a personal interest in this
matter. No candidate for the Legislature,
be he Liberal or Conservative, should be
supported unless he subscribes to a plat-
form guaranteeing the rights of the muni-
cipalities as against the big corporations
aud the Government.

On the whole, said
the colonel, we like one another a great
deal better than we think; and, again the
audience laughed and cheered.

Col. Sewell then paid a high tribute to
Queen Viectoria—the greatest monarch the
world had ever produced, and one whom
every true American respected, The Presi-
dent of the United States and
the * American people would never for-
get the kindness of Great Britaln to Ameri-
ca in the time of her troubles abroad. The
consul added that he had the greatest con-
fidence that Canadian and American statos-
manship would satisfactorily settle the
Alaska boundary dispute, and any other
questions which might arise between the
two peoples.

The president, at this juneture, read a
highly congratulatory telegram from James
A. Mount; Governor of Indiana. The writer
expressed regret at not being present, and
reciprocated the good wishes that had been
expressed by the directors. ;

Do Not Depend on the U, S,

The Liberal party makes the mistake of
believing that our very existence depends
on the United States. This is not so. We
have a tariff for trade with the Unlted
States in preference to Engiand. Liberals,
in fact, don't care a straw for Canada.
We need not ask any favors of the United
States. Our duty is to consider what is the
best thing for the people of Canada; to
have our own lumber cut in our own coun-
try; to have the pulp manufactured In
our own country; and to put a duty on
both these products. [Applause.] Canada
has all the facilities for being the greatest
paper-making country in‘the world. We are
already Increasing our manufactures in
this respect enormously. I would pro-
hibit the export of the pulp and the saw-
logs. They make labor, and should give
employment here to tens of thousands, [ Re-
newed applause.] The same policy, Mr.
Wallace said he would adopt with regard to
nickel. Thousands of people In Canada
could be employed in this manufacture.
But In the face of Parliament having given
power to the Government of Canada to
put on an export duty, they are afraid to
do it. They are pandering to the United
States, and they know that we need not
look for any favors from them. This is
what I have sald in Parliament, and I say
it again here. [Cheers.]

Abuse of Power.

Then Mr. Wallace dealt with the abuse
of power by the Liberal Government. The
public conscience was outraged. There
were bargains for appointment to public
offices. The men who hound independent
members of Parliament for doing their
duty are the men who are trying to get
Government offices. In this connection, Mr.
Wallace made reference to the Yukon
charges. The Government appointed one of
their own officlals to investigate these
charges. It was a|roaring farce. The

From an Attempt to Infilate
Their Udders.

KEarly in the first week of the Toronto
Industrial Exhibition from 12 to 15 valuable
dairy cows, part of which belonged to Ro-
bert Davies, Thorncliffe Stock Farm, Toron-
to, and part to Messrs, Sibley & Miller,
Franklin, Penn., showed signs of sickness
late in the .evening of the day preceding
the judging, and during the next 24 hours
eight died, and five more were so seriously
Il that they have elther since died or still
remain in a precarious condition, and, even
though they live, are not likeiy to be of
any value hereafter, The conditions sur-
rounding their sickness was so mysterious
that a large number of cattle breeders met
and proceeded in a body to the offices of
Mr. Hill, manager of the ~wxhlbltlon, and
resvectfully demanded that 87 thorough in-
vestigation be made of the facts of the
case. Mr. Withrow, president of the as-
sociatlon, instructed Andrew Smith,{ F.R.€.
V.S., who is a director of the mﬁﬁ%m,
to investigate the case and make a report.
The next morning there appeared in the
Toronto papers a statement that a number
of cows had died, the probable cause of

which was the excessive heat and heavy
feeding with green oats.

First Story Unsatisfactory,
This statement was entirely unsatisfac-
tory to the cattle exhibitors, especlally as
& rumor had spread far and wide through-
out the province that some of the exhibitors
had in all probability poisoned
cattle, while in other places it was reported
that a serious cattle disease had viroken
out on the Toronto Fair grounas. Each
statement of the case was alike injurious to
Canadian cattle breeders.

This is a joint report of post mortem,
made by Messrs. Mole and Hurd, veter-
inary surgeons of the city of Toronto,
at the request of exhibitors of cattle at
the Industrial Exhibition: y

We Dbeg to say that we examined the
carcases of eight cows, and personally
made a post mortem of each carcase,
A Jersey cow we identified as the pro-
perty of Mr. Robert Davies of Thorn-
cliffe Stock Farm,-and found brain con-
gested, pleurae congested, lungs weigh-
ing 24 pounds, heart inflamed, endocar-
ditis, spinal ..cord inflamed, rumen or
Stomach healthy, filled with food, cut
hay, meal and cut cornstalks; udder con-
gested, more especially the front or an-
terior quarters, as was the case with all
of the animals examined. We also no-
ticed an entire absence of milk in ves-
sels, but the lining membrane was in-
flamed. An Ayrshire cow, with broken
horn right-hand side, “milking side,”
we found that the lungs were not so
much - congested, only weighing 13
pounds, but the howels were more con-
gested, and spinal cord more infiltrated
with blood; rumen and bowels filled with
food: the udder very much congested in
all four quarters.

We are of opinion that these animals
died from Iung apoplexy, due to some
septic poisoning from cause we are un-
able to find. Theré is no evidence of

After hearing these reports read a general
discussion ensued. An experienced Scotch
herdsman explained to the gentlemen pres-
ent that the practice of inflating cows’
udders was practised more or less in the
Old Country by professional herdsmen and
showmen, but he did not suppose the prac-
tice was resorted to in the Dominion. He
went on to say that in Great Britain it had
been found that injecting new milk into
the udder which had been carefully drawn,
and was absolutely pure and of the same
temperature as when drawn from the ud-
der, had the effect of distending the udder
considerably, and if properly done and ro

air admitted into the udder during the opera-

tion it was not likely to prove a permanent
injury to the cow, while on the other haad
if skim milk was used, even though it were
of the desired temperature, bad results
were likely to follow, and the same might
be expected if water were used, though
pure distilled water would perhaps rvot
cause -death.

No one present charged the owners or at-
tendants of either of the herds with the
act complained of, but said that if infla-
tion of the udder had been practised it was
done by some party unknown to the gentle-
men present, and the opinlon unanimously
expressed was that a thorough investiga-
tion be made and the guilty parties brougat
to justicee The suffering of the njured
animals was very severe, Even though no
bad results followed it is to be sincerely de-
plored that practices so misleading and
dishonorable should be introduced into the
show rings of Ontario. If this and simi-
lar methods are practised by cattle breed-
ers generally the result will be the dis-
crediting by the public of show yard exhi-
bits. It was said by one of the herds.men
present that he knew of a large dairy
herd kept In a professional way which
claimed very large records for the indivi-
dual animals in their herd, but that bhe
knew for a certainty that a great many
buyers had been. grievously disappointed
in purchasing animals from the herd, many
of the animals so purchased rendering a
very poor account of themselves when put
into the buyers’ dairy herds. Jockeying
in the show rings or in private herds when
tests are being made, or anything that is
calculated to deceive the judges or the pub-
lic, should be frowned on by every honest
person and the guilty parties treated with
the greatest severity by the authorities.
This is the only protection for the general
public and the honest breeder.

WHY DID GODWIN GO AWAY?

His Family Are at an Loss to Ac-
count for His Continued
Absence,

Wwilliam Godwin, formerly caretaker of
the Board of Trade building, left his wite
and family at 117 Berkeley-street on the
2nd of August last, and since has been
seen only once. His continued apsence
is causing bis family much distress, and
they are at a loss to account. for it. Prior
to bis disappearance, he was devoted to his
hcme and seemed to be - perfectly satis-
fied with its surroundings.

Por eight years he had been caretaker of
the Board of Trade bullding, and durlpg
that time was never known to .be absent
from his dutles. Last June he got into
scme trouble, however, and was discharg-
ed. This greatly affected him, but he
never showed any signs of despondendy.
e had been promised other positions, and
also had an offer to enter the grocery
business.

On the morning of the day he left he|
arose early and was seen wcklng all his
belongings into his trunk, hen asked by
his wife what he intended to do, he sala
he was going to the Old Country,. Efforts
were made to detain. him, but all proved
fruitless. Shortly before dinner hour he
left, saying that they would never see bim

gain.

‘About a week afterwards the family re-
celved word from a friend that he lLad
been seen in Montreal, and was then 1n
destitute circumstances. Nothing further
was heard of him until a week ago Wed-
nesday, when he called at his home about
11 o'clock in the morning. fle was ac-
companied by another man, who walted
outside on the street. -Godwin was poor-
ly clad and looked a physical wreck. He
asked his wife for sohie money, and was
given $5. After 10 minutes’ stay he left
again, saying he did not eare to see his
