U.S.RAILWAY BOARD

PLACES EMBARGO|

Montreal, Jan. 21.—Serious results
for Canadian shippers, both export-

ers and importers, are foreshadowed
by the announcement of an embargo
on all freight moving east from Can-
ada to the United States, by way of
the Niagara frontier. The embargo
has been placed by the United States
railway administration. Bad weather
conditions in the United States are
given as the reason for the embargo.

Attention of Canadian shippers is
being called to this important em-
bargo by the railway association of
Canada (railway war board). It will

UTTER COLLAPSE IN
FOREIGN EXCHANE.
NEW LOW RECRDS

Demoralization Attributed to
Adverse Trade Balances
.Against Foreign Centres.

MUCH CASH IS TIED UP

New York, Jan. 21.—Utter collapse
and ‘demoralization overtook the for-
eign exchange markét today, result-
ing in new low records for British,
French, Itglian and. various other
European remititances.

The rate for British demand bills
fell to $3.60 3-4, or 3 1-2 cents under
its previous - um, and Parigs
cheques, lires, Belgian francs
broke in corresponding or greater
degree,

Dealers in exchange were again in-
clined to attribute today’s coliapse to
such well known and long existing
conditions as the ‘unfavorable trace
balances against alihost all the foreign
centres and the faibure® of the United
States senate to ratify the peace treaty.

In other quanrters, where the situ-

givings, today's slump was more
directiy associated with the process of
“deflation,” due to the stringent credit
conditions demanded by the federal
reserve board.

The latest reversal in exchange is
believed to bear close relation to the
policy recently inaugurated by the
central bank, waich aims to reduce all
unnecessary ¢ b .

LIQUOR WAREHDUSE

Down—Company Given
Virtual Monopoly.

A STRATEGICAL POINT

Inquiry made of the provincial sec-
retary, Hon, H,. C. Nixon, yesterday
confirmed information that the On-
tario government has issued the ‘only,
certificate held in the province for an
export sale liquor warehouse to the
Hudson Bay Company at Kenora.
Other applications of a similar char-
acter have been received by the 'de-
partment, but are still held “under
consideration.”

The information received by The
World in the first instance was to the
effect that a number of applications
zad been turned down and what
mounted to a virtual monopoly
granted the Hudson Bay Company.

Hon. Mr. Nixon desired to make it
very plain that all the province does
48 to issué a certificate that the ware-
hbuse premises applied for are suit-
able ‘to the purpose provided for in
the act. i

The statutory provision in the O.
T. A. is for liquor warehouses for
export sale and for “selling from such
liquor warehouse to persons in other
provinces or in foreign countries.”
The act requires that the warehouse
shall be subject to the approval of
the board of license commissioners

that liquor for export only shall bel.

kept and no other businiess than keép-
ing or selling liquor shall be carried
on. i
The establishment of such a ware-
house at Kenora would provide for
the export sale of liquor in all the
western provinces, and if the state' of
Minnesota was not bone-dry the loca-
tion would be a strategical one for
trans-boundary business.

The certificate to the Hudson Bay
Company was issued several days ago.
As the uplifters would say, it has
synchronized in the brief interval
since the issue of the certificate that
the government of the province of
Alberta has issued notice of its ‘in-
tention to prohibit storage of liquor,
except in Dominion warehouses.
which would bar the import of liquor
into that province, and might even
go the limit of confiscating the cellar-
age of the Simple Simons of the
sunny province, who have laid an
adequate provision for their few
rainy days.

Several months ago it was the cus-
tom to accommodate these poor un-
fortunates in the old Bickford resi-
aence in Trinity grounds. The house
was quite out of repair, and besides
that it was in no way suited to the
work it was being used for.

The location was ideal, because it
was situated at the far end of the
grounds, which. by the way, are now
used for park purposes. A small
ravine separated the park portion of
the ‘grounds from the residence, and
had the house been of even partial
modernness it/ would have served ad-
mirably. .

After much publicity by The World,
the building was finally condemned,
and the patients were moved. Where
to, we cannot say.

Toronto needs a reception hospital
and it needs it right now and, as the
property commissioner has pointed out
on several occasions, the old site in
I'rinity grounds is the ideal location,
€0 why cannot it be decided once and
for all to act and act now? Let us
hope that today will see the finish of
the dodging, and that instructions will
he given Mr. Chisholm to proceea at
once with the building of an institu-
tion, in place of the Bickford house,
which is now standing.

The
rural gchool of the present time is meant
to graduate its pupils into professional
life. There must be an adjustment, and
our- curriculum must be so arranged
that teaching will partake of a greater
number of subjects which consider rural
work. Nor yet should our educational
institutions be left in the city, they
should be brought to the country.

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Dropping the Handicap.

%Look out that you don’t see the big
jobe in Ontario going to fellows from
Quebec,” was the shrewd remark of a
business man in Toronto yesterday,
when he read that the Catholic Coun-
cil of Public Instruction in Quebec is
taking steps to enlarge the teaching
of English in the old province. The
remark was connected with the in-
creased use of French by Ontario
firms in their commerce with Que-~
bec. Ontario manufacturers’ home
trade hasg long \been greater with Que-
bec than with any other province—
except, perhaps, in agricultural imple~
ments, when the prairie provinces
were receiving their heaviest immi-
gration. As' to implements, President
Findley of the Massey-Harris Com-
pany said publicly, some time ago,
that the Quebec farmers’ credit was
the most reliable of all.

There is misapprehension in/On-
tario as to the extent to which Eng-
lish is spoken in the French province.
There are whole counties on the St.
Lawrerice in which the French’are
almost the whole population. In 1911
Bellechasse had 21,114 French, 4 Eng-
ligh, 10 Irish’ and 4 Scotch. But in
towns like Beauceville, with 1657
¥rench, b English, 3 Irish and 1 Scotch,
you can make purchases in excellent
storés, using and béing answered in
English. In the high school of Beauce-
ville, too, the commercial room has a
model bank, and over the wickets the
names of the presumed. officers are
given, in what an Aiserican in Naples,
yelling for somebody to find his bag-
gage, called “God Almighty's own lan-
guage.” In the Quebec seminaries the
commercial diploma can only be ob-
tained by students who pass the ex-
emination in English as well as in
French.

The people of Quebec cheerfully re-
cognize that it is to their interest to
learn English, if they wish to flourish
in the world. As a whole, their mem-
bers of parllament are fluent masters
of the Shaksperean tongue. They
work hard to learn it. Some of them
carry constantly pocket dictionaries.
Ernest Lapointe could not speak Eng-
lish when he came to Ottawa sixteen
years ago. Today he is one of the most
effective English orators in the Do-
minion. In Quebec it is recognized
that to know two languages is hetter
than knowing only one. They are
dropping their handicap, and it is
well.. -

‘Perhaps some people will fear that
the réadiness to teach more English‘in
Quebéc is a form of pedceful penetra-
tion of Ontario, and therefore to 'be
dreaded. But it is a new doctrine in
coamon-gense that knowledge is to
be suspect. If English is good, it is
good to know it. The day for suspect-
ing efficiency in speech has gone by.
And it will not be a crime against the
future to answer greater knowledge of
English: in Quebec with greater
knowledge of French in Ontario.

Trading With Russia.

It would appear that western BEur-
ope is to be involved with Bolshevism

in spite of everything. The decision
to trade with Russia carries with it
80 much more that once negotiations
ere opened or any kind of terms
agreed upon, no one can say how far
the entente powers may find them-
selves committed. If the powers were
dealing with any state having estab-
lished principles, the way would be
elear, but Bolshevist Russia is an
unknown quantity.

Lynching .in 1919.

In 1919, it is reported, there were
82 lynchings }n the TUnited States.
These were scattered over 16 states,
largely in the sgquth, but Colorado had
two and Nebraska and Washington
one each. Georgia was the worst, with
21, and Arkansas and Mississippi fol-
lowed with 12 each. There were 18
lynchings more than in 1918. Of those
lynched 75-were negroes, seven were
white, and one was a woman. What
is most disgraceful about these crimes
is the petty excuses given for so
many of them. Only nine of
the whole. number were accred-
ited to .the offence usually
held to be a sufficient warrant in the
south. Some of the charges were
“talking too much,” “writing letters,”
‘“deceiving a mob,”. “making boastful
remarks” and “discussing a lynch-
ing.”

The whole business of lynching
would be regarded as barbaric if re-
ported, say, from China. The millions
of China are too thoroly imbued with
Confucian ethics to indulge in such
savagery, and it is part of the future
of our civilization that moral and
ethieal principlegy have failed to hold
the masses of Europe and America

He referred to the
committee he had appointed to.go into
the non-legally committed cases, and the
inquiries he was instituting into the
maragement of the London and Hamil-
ton asylums, Y

No. Politics for Him,

In the past, he said, politics had en-
tered "into the administration of those
places, but that had got to end under
him. “Whether I hold my position for
a great length of time or not is a very
small matter to me,” he declared.

Brigadier-Ceneral C. H. Mitchell, dean
of the faculty of applied scieace at the
University of Toronto, replied to the
toast, and said clay pervaded all indus-
tries frcm ancient books to modern
houses. Everything in a house, includ-
ing the house itself. came from eclay,
even down to the dinmonds wora by the
lady of the house. He hopad one day
diamonds would be found in Canada
just as in South Africa. In Franze, said
«he -general, the Canadian soldisie lived
in clay, znd a great many of the battles
were feught around brickyards. In re-
ferring to the question of production, the
gencral declared Canada was buying too
much from the United  Statoes. “We
must do more ourselves, use more our-
selves end sell more across the line and
overseas,” was his advice. In conclu-
gion he advised his hearers to think
imperizlly, £nd co-operate in industry
and effort, and then business would im-
preve and Canada win out.

The Labor wing of the coalition gov-
ernment was rutiled by a sudden local
breeze. Hon. W. Rollo, minister of la-
bor, made -a remark tnat, so far as he
was personally concerned, he was not
worried by any thoughts of his tenure
of office.
