SPEAKS IN WINNIPEG■Àvely

Winnipeg, Feb. 18.—(By Canadian 
Frees).—Hon. Arthur Melghen, min­
ister of the Interior In the federal gov­
ernment. cam^ to Winnipeg tonight 
with a fighting speech. In an address 
which followed a dinner given In his 
honor at the Fort Garry Hotel, by the 
Winnipeg bodrd of trade. Mr. Melghen 
entered a vigorous defence of the 
Union government, urged the case of 
Canada for equal representation in the 
assembly of the league of nations, 
claimed a large share of Canada's war 
winning effort for the now extinct 
food control boardi put up a strong 
case for stabilization of trade and 
exchange relations between Canada 
and the United States thru buying 
less from and selling more in that 
country, and advocated a "moderate 
tariff for purposes of revenue." .

Refers to Critics
The minister declared that Union 

government had many critics and few 
defenders, but he was of the opinion 
that in most cases its course had been 
right In essential matters and. it was 
now a time when plans and policies 
for the future should be laid and when 
the field should be taken in behalf of 
these policies. He mentioned the ap­
pearance of a new "political entity," 
which, he said, "entices many of our 
friends by attacking our enemies."

Mr. Melghen contrasted Canada’s 
political situation with conditions ex­
isting in other countries, and formed 
a picture of prosperity, progress and 
development. The speech was heard 
by an audience of several hundred 
men representative of the city's busi­
ness Interests.

I am 
assured that Mr. Raney has none of 
those prejudices that are imputed to 
him."

Rev. W. J. Booth. Presbyterian min­
ister at Be)wood, declared his support 
of Mr. Raney’s candidature, because 
the farmers- party is the only party in 
the legislature able to carry on the 
government. It would be a calam ty 
If the country should 6e turned over 
to the turmoil of another general elec­
tion if Mr. Raney should be defeated 
in this by-election. The speaker also 
commended the attorney-general for 
the reason that he stands four square 
against the liquor traffic and race 
track gambling.

Speaks From Pulpit 
Rev. W. E. S. James, Methodist 

minister at Belwood, also declared 
himself a supporter of Mr. Raney and 
Intimated that he would speak for 
him from his pulpit on Sunday. He 
had often regretted Inability to take 
part in politics, because he believed In 
the union of the farmers and the 
workers In the government of the 
province.

Might Reduce Deficits
Future deficits, it is admitted, with

It was dipc’osed today that the 
president in his note again came out 
definitely against the application of 
the treaty of London. It is further 
understood that he took the position 
that regardas of the operation of 
the treaty of Versailles and the 
league of nations, the Uhited States 
should be a patty to the Adriatic set­
tlement because of its position- as S 
co-belligerent.

At the state department it was said 
that the supreme council’s note would 
receive cardful consideration.

Winnipeg, Feb. 18.—(By Canadian 

Press)—John Farnell was sentenced 
this afternoon by Mr. Justice Prender- 
gast to serve a term of nine months 
in the provincial jail. The jury had 
previously turned in a verdict of 
guilty to the charges of uttering se­
ditious words on June 20. Leniency 
nad been recommended by the jury.

John Farnell was charged with 
seditious utterances in connection 
with a speech he made to strikers and 
their sympathizers in the market 
square during the general strike, June 
20. He advocated holding a "silent 
parade” despite the proclamation of 
the mayor prohibiting parades for the 
following afternoon. It was during 
the formation of this parade on June 
21 that a riot ensued in which two 
men were killed and several Injured.

Some of the statements attributed 
to Farnell were "no authorities, civic 
or otherwise, will prevent us from 
holding a parade;" "law and order 
has failed;" "the tactics used in the 
arrest of the strike leaders are Rus­
sian tactics.”

massacres were ggain the subject of 
many questions in the house of com­
mons today. The government leader, 
Andrew Bonar Law, In reply, said 
that the protection of the Christian 
races in Turkey was one of the most 
vital subjects before the peace confer­
ence and that stepe to secure their 
safety were being considered. He re­
iterated the statement that Constanti­
nople had been Informed that the con­
ference purposed leaving the Turks in 
that city, but that unless the massa­
cres «decreased the decisions of the 
conference would probably be modified 
to the detriment of Turkey. 1 

Mr. Bonar Law was asked whether 
the government thought that pressure 
on Constantinople was likely to be 
effective in view of the massaci es 
carried out by Mustapha Kamel 
Pasha, who was the leader of the 
Nationalists and did not recognize the 
authority of Constantinople. The gov­
ernment leader replied that the pres­
sure might not be so effective as was 
desired, but that it was hoped it 
would have some effect. He declared 
there was some connection between 
the Nationalist movement and the 
Turkish government, and that the ac­
tion taken ought to have an effect 
upon anybody who was concerned for 
the continuance ,of Turkish national­
ity. v

Asked why the if^Itan was threat­
ened with expulsion from his capital 
It massacres were perpetrated inde­
pendent of the central government, 
Mr. Bonar Law said that It was not 
a question of expulsion, 
question of Turkish nationality as a 
whole, he declared, ■ and the allies 
hoped that this statement might in­
fluence the situation.

Manufacturers Advocate This 
Course by Canadians 

Next Summer.
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1Montreal. Feb. 18.—It was stated to­
day by R. H. Gould, secretary of the 
Montreal branch of the Canadian 
Manufacturers’ Association, that the 
association was preparing to launch a 
Dominion-wide campaign to induce 
Canadians to spend their vacat.dns 
and do their motoring tours within the 
Dominion this year.

It was stated that the idea origin­
ated at Toronto, at the headquarters 
of the association there, and the step 
Is taken to escape the unfavorable rate 
of exchange against Canada and the 
heavy head tax.

The campaign Will start as soon as 
the various branches hive Joined with 
the head organization in formulating 
the scheme and it will be accompanied 
by à campaign, supported by the Can­
adian railways, to attract citizens of 
the United States to. this country in 
lieu of going to Europe.
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Hon. Arthur Melghen said, in part :
“The government of Canada has for 

two years and four months been carried 
on without party organization—Indeed, 
without the existence behind it of any 
definite party at all. The natural con­
sequences have followed, those of our 
people who supported the government 
and raised it to power—most of them, 
at least—having felt disposed not to be 
unfair. That was the best that could 
be looked for. No one felt called upon 
to champion or defend. There has beep , 
nothing in the nature of party fidelity 
and support on the part either of the 
public or the press, such as every pre­
ceding administration has enjoyed. On 
the other hand, an opposition organized 
on party lines, with clearly-defined press 
support, has never ceased to attack with 
all the old means of -warfare. Besides, 
another party entity has appeared on 
the political arena, and breathes out 
threatening» and slaughter against us. 
It entices many of our friends by at­
tacking our foes, and its progr im now 
seems to be to assault our opponents

DEBATE FREIGHT RATESIf you have any spire cash, invest 
It in putting in a stock of cigars, 
tobacco and cigarets—it will pay bet­
ter than buying English pound notes 
on the chance of a quick Jump in ex­
change rates.

There was a very persistent rumor 
around the city yesterday that all 
tobacco and its products, cigars and 
cigarets, will in the very immediate 
future take a further jump In cost to 
the public. The reason given for the 
new rise is the exchange rate.

From inquiries made by The World 
yesterday it appears that the vast 
majority of tobacco coming to Canada 
is purchased across the border. All 
the manufacturers naturally6 have 
contracts for the supply of the leaf— 

4 the Imperial Tobacco contract for 
four years ahead—but the payment 
value Is In United States currency, 
and consequently the present low val­
ue of the Canadian dol ar in America 
is considerably hampering the manu­
facturers in fixing a definite whole­
sale price for their goods. One thing 
is evident, however, if the exchange 
stays where it is, the manufacturers 
cannot afford to sell their cigars,

forces must be reduced.
Lloyd George, it was learned today- 
has notified Dr. Sthamer, the German 
envoy, that the date when her army 
must be reduced to 200,000 men has 
been fixed as April 10, while she is 
allowed till July f(T to bring it down 
to the 100,000 limit.

"I have the honor to inform you for 
the information of the German gov­
ernment'" said Mr. Lloyd George’s let­
ter to Dr. Sthamer, "that the atten­
tion of the supreme council has been 
drawn by the president ot the com­
mission of control in Berlin to the 
difficulty with which the German gov­
ernment will be confronted If the al­
lies Insist on strict fulfilment of the 
article of the treaty requiring a re­
duction in the German army to 100,000 
not. later than March 1.

Justice Sutherland yesterday issued 

an order postponing the trial of the 
election petitions, which arose out of 
the provincial elections of last Octo­
ber. till after the approadhlng session 
of the provincial house. He has also 
directed that, in the meantime, the 
books, papers, ballots, etc., be for­
warded to the office of the registrar 
of the appellate division, N. F. Pat­
terson, K.C., so that they may toe 
examined by the parties.

The unsettled state of the material 
and labor market is going to cause a 
big curtailment of the building pro­
gram that was laid out for Toronto, 
this year, The World learned yester­
day from persons connected with the 
building industries there are Indica­
tions that bricklayers and carpenters 
will be out for more money and every 
week shows an upward trend of costs 
of building materials and this situa­
tion has so unnerved contractors that 
they are afraid to undertake a job 
of any considerable size. A promin­
ent architect t'pld a World reporter 
yesterday that he had plans out for 
business blocks Involving an aggre­
gate expenditure of seven million dol­
lars anà every bit of 
shelved temporarily because contrac­
tors cannot be Induced to tender for 
the work. They are willing to handle 
It on the cost plus profit system but 
costs have a way of piling up nowa­
days that alarms the people supply­
ing the money and this method has 
practically been discarded. This ar­
chitect mentioned one contractor who 
is losing $15,000 on a particular job, 
partly thru increased costs of ma­
terials and partly thru his inability to 
get good men. He found that his 
bricklayers were laying six to seven 
hundred bricks a day while before 
the war an ordinary bricklayer would 
lay 1800 bricks a day. This same 
contractor has a job under process In 
Montreal on which the bricklayers 
averaged only 260 bricks a day and 
were drawing a dollar an hour. An­
other contractor told the World re­
porter that In his opinion bricklayers 
were not living as comfortably on $1 
an hour as they did before the war on 
the lower wages then prevailing, and 
therefore there was no fault to be 
found with their demand for that 
scale, but there was certainly a ten­
dency to do less work In a day than 
formerly. But even with the high 
wages It Is said to be difficult to keep 
a staff of men on a job long enough 
to see it thru.

In view of the various handicaps he 
predicted that building this year 
would not equal 25 per cent, of the 
demand, especially for offices, factor­
ies and warehouses.

He Is at work at 
present on the organization of a cele­
bration to commemorate the three hun­
dredth anniversary of the landing of tile 
Pilgrim Fathers, and the beginnings and 
developmenti-from Magna Charta and !

In this work the American com­
mittee is associated with the committee i 
in London, having as members the Duke 
of Connaught, Lloyd George, Messrs.

ranging motor service.

The order in Toronto has 25 mem­
bers, who, during the past week made 
560 visits in two days, the nurses 
going night and day to the limit of 
their capacity.

The financial statement showed that 
receipts for the year were $38,687.08, 
the sum including $11,000.96 from pa­
tients, and $11,639.83 from the Fed­
eration for Community Service. There 
is, a balance on hand of $6,058.42. Re­
gret was expressed at the resignation 
of Miss Hall, owing to ill-health. The 
good fortuné of the management in 
securing the cdtnpetent service of 
Miss Campbell was also emphasized. 
The memory of the late W. D. Mat­
thews and Mr. Wilkie, old friends of 
the order, was recalled by the chair­
man, who also commented on the val­
uable help given by ’ the Federation 
for Community Service

Hon. Lionel Clark, the lieutenant- 
governor, in a brief address, compli­
mented Sir fWHUam -Gage and the 
nurses upon the work done for the 
sick and suffering/ZHe 
which the VictorUm 
was vast, and that it had won for it­
self a high place in Canada.

Past History,
His hondr. recalled the formation of 

the Jubilee Nurses in honor of Queen 
Victoria’s golden Jubilee, and the ex­
tension of the order of nurses to dif­
ferent parts of the Dominion ten years 
later, at the time of the diamond 
Jubilee. Concluding, the lieutenant- 
governor said that he felt that Sir 
William Gage and the nurses would 
continue to Justify the confidence of 
the people.

The medical report was presented 
by Dr. Dobbie, who drew attention to 
the need of consideration for the con­
ditions under which the order worked 

« and advocated motor cars for their 
use in order to save thpir time for 
services to those needing them. The 
report was seconded by Dr. Harley 
Smith, who emphasized the unselfish 
attention to duty and the untiring en­
ergy of the nurses—qualities that had 
given them first place In the esteem 
and affection of the men overseas. Dr. 
Smith also referred to the kindred 
work of the St. Elizabeth Order of 
Visiting Nurses.

That Sir William Gage must, have 
great satisfaction In knowing the 
share he has in helping the sick and 
suffering was the expression of Rev. 
Dr. Cody, who also eulogized the work 
of the nurse as a combination of sci­
ence and personal interest. Religion, 
war and science had evolved the 
nurse, whose foundation began In the 
fourth ctmtury, was carried on by re­
ligious orders thru the middle ages, 
and found its modern form in the 
wofk t>f Florence Nightingale.

That the White plague was on the 
decrease and that this was largely due 
to the efforts of Sir William Gage, 
was the statement of Rev. Father 
Mlnnehan. Among others who spoke 
were Dr. W. A. Powell and Rev. 
Crawford Brown. Rev. Dr. Tovell 
said the opening prayer.

The chair was occupied by the vice- 
president, W. J. Campbell. Following 
a charge that Flynn Is Incapable of act­
ing as president, which, in the absence 
of any tangible evidence, was disregard­
ed, Macgregor charged the, president 
with having illegally issued to Corbeil 
a cheque for $1» from the U.V.L. funds. 
Flynn answered this by saying that, al- 
tho the blank cheque used was from the 
U.V.L. book, it was on his personal ac­
count in the bank, and was a private 
loan ibetween himself and Corbeil.

Next In order came a statement that 
Flynn had paid out $39.05 as wages to 
Corbeil for work done by him in con­
nection with the recent U.V.L. càrnival.

by Canadian authorities, were this 
afternoon ordered deported back to 

* their home country.
Dr. R. T. Rutherford, of the Cana­

dian immigration department, 
plained that he has recently received 
Instructions from Ottawa that no 
more Maltese will be received as im­
migrants (n Canada under any condi­
tions whatever.

"Miy instructions were positive on 
this score,” said Dr. Rutherford.

Dr. Rutherford said that he had 
received no information as to why the 
Canadian government will In future 
exclude people coming from Malta.

“It is true that Malta is under Brit­
ish rule,” he said, "but it Is also true 
that even Englishmen must answer to 
Canada’s Immigration requirements 
before they will be admitted.

“Owing to labor conditions in Can­
ada we have been instructed to 
force the exclusion laws to the letter. 
There Is an Increasing tide of Immi­
gration to Canada by way of New 
York, and I -believe there will be a big 
rush this spring. Most of the aliens 
are now coming from southern Eur­
ope and we are sending a great many 
of them back. We are handpicking 
the Immigrants for Canada now.”

' Ottawa, Ont., Feb. 18.—(By Canadian 
Press.)—The price of sugar will be 
discussed at an important public hear­
ing of the board of commerce, which 
will take place In, the Windsor Hotel, 
Montreal, on Friday m-ornlng, Feb­
ruary 20, at half past 1*0 o’clock. The 
full board will be Present at the hear­
ing, which it is stated, is for the 
purpose of "considering the price of 
sugar and the claim made for an 
Increase in price* on account of the 
exchange situation and other increase 
in costs."

No Information was available as to i 
whether direct application for an in­
cease in the price of sugar from the 
refiners or dealers had been received 
at the board.

wanted f|Twenty Years Ago Yesterday Cana­

dians Captured Cronje’s 
Stronghold.

It was just 20 years ago yesterday, 
Sunday, February 18, 1900, that Cana­
dian troops won undying fame for a 
gallant deed at the battle of Paarde- 
berg, South Africa. Cronje, who had 
been forced back, had taken up a 
position in the bed of the Modder 
River, for what proved, partly thanks 
to the Canadian troops, his last stand. 
Lords Roberts and Kitc.hener had de­
termined on a frontal attack and this» 
was entrusted to the Royal Canadian 
Regiment of Infantry, made up of men 
from all parts of the Dominion.

The splendid performance can be 
best described by quoting the words 
of Lord Roberts, In his despatch to 
Lord Lansdowne, tho then secretary 
of state for war. The commander-in- 
chlef wrote : “A most daring advance 
was made by the Royal Canadian 
Regiment and some Engineers, sup­
ported by the Gordon Highlanders and 
the Shropshire Regiment, 
vance of the Canadians resulted in our 
gaining a point some 600 yards nearer 
tho enemy, and within eight yards of 
their trenches. It was a gallant deed, 
worthy of our Canadian comrades.”

On February 21 it was officially an­
nounced that 18 Canadians had been 
killed and 61 wounded ln this attempt 
under the direct command of Smitli- 
Dorrlen to rush Cronje’s. stronghold. 
The Boer commander was compelled 
on February 27 to surrender as a re­
sult of the pressure brought upon his 
position at Paardeberg by the Cana­
dian troops.

In Caton Woodville’s picture liang- 
ing in the city hall is seen the figure 
of a bugler. It is Bugler Douglas 
Williams of Toronto, who was present 
at the battle of Paardeberg. just 20 
years ago.
